dealers regulated under the Pawnbroker Regulation Act. Provides the Smart Phone Theft
Protection Act does not alter or affect a dealer's separate obligations under the Resale Dealers
Act, if applicable, except that any violation under the Smart Phone Theft Protection Act, by a
person covered by the Resale Dealers Act, which has the same or similar elements as a
violation under the Resale Dealers Act shall be punished as provided under the Resale Dealers
Act.
