The ILLINOIS ENVIRONMENTAL
PROTECTION AGENCY
proposed amendments to
Collection of Out-of-Service
Mercury Thermostats (35 IAC

concerning IEPA’s collection
program for obsolete and
unused thermostats with mercury
temperature sensing switches.
