1.         “Mentoring Plus Jobs” provides 80 youth in each community with part-time jobs, mentoring


and social/emotional skills and support.


2.        The Parent Leadership program provides 50 parents in each community with leadership,
empowerment and self-care skills that enable them to be community leaders, educators and
mentors for other parents


3.        School based counseling will provide funds for K-12 schools in each community to contract
with providers or hire their own clinical staff to provide early intervention and trauma-informed
counseling services for students.


Adult/Small Business Job Training
1.       Training for Tomorrow Program


Funding will be provided to non-profit, community based organizations that provide job training
services.  The funding will be used to establish partnerships with economic development
organizations to identify local industries having difficulty recruiting skilled, entry level workers. 
Job training services will be provided either directly or through a formal agreement with a
certified training provider.  Partnerships will be formed with local employers to design and

2.       Hispanic American Construction Industry Association (HACIA) Small Contractor Training
Program (180 – 200 Companies)
The Illinois Department of Commerce & Economic Opportunity (DCEO) and the Illinois
Department of Transportation (IDOT) are providing a 2-year, $1.5 million grant to HACIA to
provide training to assist small contractors interested in doing business with the public sector.
 Skills training will include small business management, public sector proposal creation and
bidding, construction best practices, OSHA safety requirements and safety practices, technology
applications for small construction firms, and green construction.  The training will take place at
St. Augustine College on the west and north side, and will start training the first group of
businesses in mid-September.







 
3.       Black Small Business/Contractor Training


In development – similar to HACIA program, partnering with south side institution and business
development groups in the community.


 


Small Business Funding:
 DCEO is partnering with Community Development Financial Institutions (CDFIs) with strong
small business lending backgrounds to launch the Community Business Fund (CBF) to provide
critical micro-financing to help small businesses expand and create jobs.   Chicago Community
Ventures (CCV) and ACCION will support businesses in these communities.  The Women’s
Business Development Center will also be a partner in this program.   


Some of the funding for the Community Business Fund program comes from federal "IKE”
disaster recovery funds.  "IKE" will provide federal disaster funds to help 41 Illinois counties that
were declared eligible as a result of widespread flooding in 2008. The IKE "Community
Stabilization Program" supports projects like the CBF, which can achieve significant economic
and community stabilization and revitalization.

Maureen is most familiar with the
attached guidelines but given the state funding source, Gabe's office will actually oversee the loan
program with WBDC.
 
For now, I suggest we get started with some letter of intent between DCEO and WBDC to establish the
loan fund and work out details over the next few days.

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"IKE"-Small Business Loan Assistance Program





Program Objective:



The "Ike" Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) program will provide loan funds to support new and existing small businesses to assist with a variety of BAP-program-eligible capital and operational business needs. Small businesses must currently be located in, or relocate into an "Ike" community (See Exhibit A below) to be eligible for BAP funding consideration.


I. Program Overview



1) "Ike" Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) Funding Allocation: The initial BAP loan fund allocation will be $5,000,000.


2) Program Participants (Title and Function): 



a) DCEO- Lead Entity for the "IKE" program


b) CDM- "IKE" Program Management Vendor 



c) Selected CDFIs- BAP Financial Intermediaries and Loan Servicers


d) Small Businesses- BAP Loan Recipients


3) Program Delivery and Design:



a) The Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) will be a revolving loan fund program to support small businesses, which will be serviced and managed directly by selected financial intermediaries.  


b) Selected CDFI-financial intermediaries will service respective portions of the BAP loan fund, including approving BAP loans, providing limited technical assistance to loan recipients and generally managing the loan funding.  


c) Selected intermediaries will receive respective portions the loan fund through a grant awarded by DCEO, with terms for managing the funds outlined by grant agreement.



d) General criteria, reflected in part in this proposal, will be developed by DCEO, with federal requirements assessed by the Ike management vendor.



e) Individual loan application review and assessment will be performed by the selected CDFIs, with final approval by DCEO as stipulated.



f) Underwriting terms will be initially developed by the Ike vendor (with review approval by DCEO), with possible modification to these terms made through input by selected CDFIs, and with approval by DCEO



g) Following selection of the CDFIs to service the BAP funding, BAP loans will be approved on a first come first served basis throughout the life of the BAP program. 



h) Repayments from the initial loans made from the program will be placed into a revolving loan fund for subsequent loans awards to eligible small businesses. 



i) The Ike vendor will monitor the performance of the selected CDFI-intermediaries, with feedback provided to DCEO at regular intervals.


4) Intermediary Eligibility/ Selection Process/ Requirements: 


a) Formal (Open) Bid Process: A Notice of Grant Award (NOGA) will be utilized to pre-qualify and select CDFI-financial intermediaries (minimum two) to service the BAP small business loan funding.


b) Eligibility: Not-for-profit community development financial institution (CDFI) organizations meeting the criteria under the Housing and Community Development Act (HCDA), Section 105(a) (15) are eligible to submit qualifications for selection as the program Intermediary.  See Section IV below for a description of the Intermediary criteria.



c) Qualifications/ Selection Criteria: Selection of Intermediary(s) will be based on their financial and business capacity, technical capabilities, past performance, geographic coverage, underwriting experience, and ability to provide technical assistance, etc. to loan recipients.


· Based on the capacity, capability and qualifications of the CDFI- responders', DCEO may select one or more responders to manage the BAP program allocation as the financial intermediary(s). 


d) DCEO reserves the right to set aside sub allocations for the management of funds by more than one selected intermediary.


5) BAP Loan Financing Limits:



a) Loan Thresholds:



i) Start-up Businesses: $1,000 minimum and $50,000 maximum.



ii) Existing Businesses: $1,000 minimum and $75,000 maximum



b) Loan Awards:  Loan award approvals and size will be based on the small business’ ability to meet BAP Program requirements, underwriting, and documentation to support public benefit.  (Further description of the small business requirements are found in Section V below.)



6) Eligible Activities for BAP Loan Financing:  Funds may be provided to a small business for capital, business operational and other defined business needs.  See Section VI for eligible and ineligible BAP loan funded activities.   



7) Marketing Outreach: 



a) Marketing and outreach efforts will be coordinated between DCEO, the Vendor and the appropriate regional coordinators. The specific marketing plan will be incorporated into the overall Vendor marketing plan. 


8) General and Special Terms and Conditions for Approving/ Monitoring BAP Loan Funding:



a) Process for awarding BAP loan funds: A first-come first-served loan application process for awarding small business loans will be established.


b) Loan Awards:  Loan award approvals and size will be based on the small business’ ability to meet BAP Program requirements, underwriting, and documentation to support public benefit.  (Further description of the small business requirements is found below in Section V.)



c) Approval of BAP Loan funding Not Previously Awarded: 



i) BAP loans approved that have not been previously awarded, are subject to all HUD requirements for awarding loans as well as requirements established by DCEO and selected intermediaries.  HUD and DCEO requirements are described below. 


d) Approving of  BAP Loan Funding Following BAP Loan Repayment and from Loan Program Income Derived:


i) Any loan funding repaid and other revenue paid to a selected nonprofit financial intermediary that meets Section 105(a) (15) criteria, will not be considered CDBG program income. Therefore, once BAP funds are repaid to the selected non-profit intermediaries, they will lose their federal identity.  Assuming subsequent activities are approved by DCEO in advance, the intermediaries may use the repayments to carry out a greater range of activities, including those that would not typically be eligible under the CDBG program, if approved by DCEO. 


If, for example, the organization administers a regional revolving loan fund, the repayments could be used to fund additional loans in communities other than the one to which the state’s grant was awarded. Or, the funds could be lent to a high-technology business start-up project that could not meet the L/M Income Benefit national objective requirements. Reference: 24 CFR 570.489(e) (2) (ii).


II. DCEO Responsibilities


1) Policy & Program Design:  


a) DCEO will describe the objectives and desired strategy for the BAP program to assist the Vendor in creating draft BAP policy and RFQ documents. 


b) DCEO will review the Vendor-drafted BAP policy document and RFQ document and make additions, edits, and modifications as it determines necessary.


c) DCEO will approve the BAP policy and RFQ documents following DCEO's review and approval of the described terms and other content of each. 


2) Environmental Compliance: The State, will review and approve the BAP compliance documentation, submit the publications, and request the release of funding from HUD.  As the designated agency, on behalf of the Ike program, DCEO will serve as the Responsible Entity (RE).


3) Oversight & monitoring: DCEO and the Vendor will monitor the progress of the BAP program and the Intermediary's performance


III. Vendor Responsibilities


1)
Policy & Program Design: The Ike program management Vendor will develop and submit to DCEO a draft BAP policy document, and RFQ document, making further revisions as requested by DCEO.



2)
Environmental Compliance:



The Ike program management Vendor shall ensure the environmental review is prepared in accordance with NEPA requirements and HUD’s regulations at 24 CFR Part 58 and applicable executive orders. 



3)
Oversight & monitoring: The Ike program management Vendor will monitor the progress of the BAP program, the selected intermediaries' performance and initial BAP loan recipients.



4)
Technical Assistance: The Ike program management Vendor will provide technical assistance to the selected intermediaries.



IV. Intermediary Requirements and Responsibilities


1) Eligible Intermediary Applicants:



a) Intermediaries eligible to service the BAP loan fund must meet the requirements of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 (HCDA), Section 105(a)(15) as amended to provide loans with flexible terms to small businesses.


b) Eligible intermediary applicants are defined as neighborhood-based nonprofit organizations, local development corporations, nonprofit organizations serving the development needs of the communities in non-entitlement areas, or entities organized under Section 301(d) of the Small Business Investment Act of 1958 to carry out a neighborhood revitalization or community economic development or energy conservation project in furtherance of the objectives of Section 101(c) of this title, and assistance to neighborhood-based nonprofit organizations, or other private or public nonprofit organizations, for the purpose of assisting as part of the neighborhood revitalization or other community development of shared housing opportunities (other than the construction of new facilities) in which elderly families (as defined in Section 3(b)(3) of the United States Housing Act of 1937) benefit as a result of living in a dwelling in which the facilities are shared with others in a manner that effectively and efficiently meets the housing needs of the residents and thereby reduces their cost of housing.  


2) Intermediary Requirements/ Qualifications :



a) Eligible applicants must demonstrate substantial expertise, capacity, and program experience to serve as a selected BAP program intermediary, including, but not limited to:



i) financial capacity/ wherewithal,



ii) business capacity,



iii) technical capabilities,



iv) past performance,



v) geographic coverage,



vi) financial systems used,



vii) underwriting experience, and 


viii)  ability to provide technical assistance to loan applicants.


b) Based on the capacity and capability of the RFQ responses and proposer’s qualifications, and to ensure compliance with HCDA 105(a)(15), requiring more that one entity be selected, DCEO proposes and will attempt to select a minimum of two RFQ responders to manage the Ike-BAP program allocation.



3) Intermediary Responsibilities: 


a) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall explain the program to prospective business recipients; assist businesses in completing loan applications, and process requests for disbursements.



b) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall review financial statements and loan amortization schedules of loan recipients, review and approve documentation of business expenses financed with loan proceeds, record security instruments, maintain accounting records and report to the Vendor/DCEO quarterly on the status of project.



c) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall underwrite loans in accordance with CDBG regulations and guidance from Vendor/DCEO. Intermediary is required to exercise due diligence by performing a thorough credit analysis and underwriting to determine the business viability and need for financing.



d) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall adequately secure loans. 



e) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall prepare loan agreements, review promissory notes and mortgage or lien instruments.



f) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall follow DCEO guidance for loan watch list procedures and loan default procedures. 



g) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall provide loan servicing.



h) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall keep program income received from loan payments in a revolving loan fund to provide loans to businesses to provide jobs and stimulate long term recovery of the impacted areas.



i) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain documentation from the business to verify compliance with job creation, employee characteristic data, leveraging, etc. which will be outlined in a document provided to the Intermediary by DCEO. 



j) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain files for each business recipient which contains the loan application, loan recommendation, closing documents and other documents which will be fully described to the Intermediary in the program guidelines



k) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain a comprehensive list of all businesses applying for loans, including those which were denied loan financing under the BAP program.  If the intermediary precludes applications for those determined to be ineligible, it must also maintain the names of those seeking loan financing, but denied BAP loans independent of submitting an application.



l) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall provide technical assistance to prospective eligible businesses and loan recipients which includes, but is not limited to, technical assistance for general business management assistance, business plan development assistance; legal and or accounting management assistance, assistance directed at micro-enterprises and start-ups, and other technical assistance. 



V. Small Business BAP Loan Recipient Requirements and Eligibility


1) Eligible Businesses: 


a) For-profit businesses, including but not limited to, a sole proprietorship, partnership, corporation, joint venture, association or cooperative are eligible to apply for loan funding.


b) Eligible businesses are limited to those with up to 50 full time employees. 


c) Eligible businesses must be located or agree to locate in one of 41 Illinois Ike-eligible counties declared under one of the three FEMA declarations of 2008 affecting Illinois. 


2) BAP Criteria/ Requirements for Small Business Loan Approvals:  


To be eligible for small business loan funding, the following criteria will be considered:



a) Private Funds Leveraged: Generally, the business must leverage a minimum of 20% of overall project cost with external leveraged funds. The standard leverage requirement may be adjusted at the discretion of the intermediary and with approval from DCEO. 


b) Job Creation or Retention: Generally, at least one (1) full-time permanent position or full-time equivalent (FTE) must be created for every $35,000 in loan funding approved.  Small businesses can count the business owner(s) in calculating full time or FTE job numbers. Other factors considered will be type of jobs, hourly wage, benefits, etc.  


c) Resulting Benefit(s):  A HUD-CDBG-eligible public benefit that the small business owner(s) can demonstrate may be weighed for loan consideration, in addition to, or in place of the job creation requirement  (The public benefit consideration is pending Ike program waivers submitted to HUD.).


d) Financial Feasibility and Business Viability: The business must demonstrate that the proposed project is viable and the business will have the economic ability to repay the funds based on criteria developed for the program.  


e) Low to Moderate Income Benefit:



· The standard requirement for loan funding approval is that at least 51 percent of the job created/ retained must be made available to low to moderate income persons.  



· For Ike economic development projects that cannot meet the LMI objective, the HUD "urgent need" national objective can be considered in determining approval of loans. The Department will assess urgent need and weigh factors accepted by HUD. 


f) Compliance with Applicable Laws: The businesses shall agree to comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and codes.


g) Project Completion: Projects shall be completed within 24 months from the date of the loan approval. Businesses shall provide the intermediary a project implementation schedule not exceeding 24 months for project completion and job creation, and maintain the positions created for 12 months. 


VI. Eligible and Ineligible BAP Loan-Funded Projects or Uses


1) Eligible uses of BAP Loan Funds:  Funds may be provided to an approved small business for: 


a) Working capital,


b) machinery, and equipment,


c) building repairs/ rehabilitation, 


d) lease of property,


e) land purchase,


f) legal/ accounting services,


g) other eligible business expenses.


* DCEO reserves the right to further define eligible uses of BAP loan funds.


2) Ineligible or Restricted uses of CDBG Funds: 


a) Federal Restrictions: 


i) Servicing or refinancing  bad existing debt in accordance to A-OMB Circular A-87 Attachment B Number 7 is not an eligible Ike-BAP activity.


ii) Projects that would violate the Anti-Pirating Act. (HCDA, codified at 42 U.S.C. 5305(h)] and HUD regulation 24 C.F.R. §570.482(h) are not an eligible Ike-BAP activity.


iii) Projects that do not meet or obtain applicable environmental clearances are not eligible for funding. (Certain projects that do not involve construction activity are generally categorically exempt from full environmental review and clearances.)  24 CFR Part 58 requires that all CDBG funded projects prepare an environmental review of each proposed project and obtain clearance prior to expending CDBG funds.


b) State Restrictions-  


** DCEO reserves the right to further define ineligible uses of BAP loan funds.

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The Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (DCEO) is requesting grant applications from certified Community Development Financial Institutions (CDFIs) qualifying under section 105(a)(15) of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974.  The purpose of the Ike-Business Assistance Program (“BAP”) is to support new and existing small businesses that are located in, or will open in one of the Illinois communities falling within the FEMA disaster-declared counties of 2008 (Attachment A).  This support will be provided via low-cost loans and technical assistance that will meet a variety of program-eligible capital and operational business needs.  The grant applicant organizations seeking to service the loan fund on behalf of DCEO must have demonstrated financial capacity and underwriting experience and must be qualified to provide technical assistance in areas such as: general business management, strategic planning, microenterprise and start-up development, etc.


I. Program Purpose


Congress passed the Consolidated Security, Disaster Assistance, and Continuing Appropriations Act, 2009 (Pub. Law 110-329) on September 30, 2008, appropriating $6.5 billion through the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program for “...necessary expenses related to disaster relief, long-term recovery, and restoration of infrastructure, housing, and economic revitalization in areas affected by hurricanes, floods, and other natural disasters occurring during 2008 for which the President declared a major disaster...”. 


The State of Illinois submitted its Community Development Block Grant- Disaster Recovery 1800 ("CDBG Ike") plan to HUD on September 30, 2009.  Illinois received an official Notice of Award on February 3, 2010, in reflection of HUD's approval and acceptance of the plan.   The Ike plan and other related updates can be found on DCEO's website at: 


http://www.illinoisbiz.biz/dceo/Bureaus/Community_Development/CDBG+Disaster+Recovery+Programs/


Illinois' CDBG Ike plan includes the Business Assistance Program (BAP), which will make grant funding to CDFIs to provide low-cost loans and/or technical assistance to small businesses that are currently located in or will open in an Illinois community falling within the FEMA disaster-declared counties of 2008 (See Attachment A).


Ike- BAP Loan fund servicing and management must include, but is not limited to, services such as:  


1. BAP loan request intake/ consultation  


2. BAP loan application review 


3. BAP loan recommendation/ award


4. BAP loan fund management


5. BAP loan fund record-keeping / file management


6. BAP marketing (required)/ outreach 


BAP Technical assistance should include, but is not limited to, services such as business management, strategic planning, business plan preparation, assistance tailored specifically toward microenterprises and start-ups, loan application and preparation services, and other technical assistance, such as: accounting, insurance, marketing and legal.


This notice requests information about applicants’ current operations, and proposed implementation of this program.  DCEO reserves the right to require the submission of modifications or additions to applications.  


DCEO will partner with selected grant applicants by the terms of executed BAP grant agreements.  In addition, DCEO will provide to the selected applicants (“intermediaries”) a BAP Administrative Manual detailing specific program execution requirements and expectations.  



II. BAP Small Business Eligibility


The following small business parameters have been outlined for the BAP program (excerpted from the IKE- plan amendment #5, found online at: http://www.illinoisbiz.biz/NR/rdonlyres/01AF5CDB-49B2-4EC6-8ACC-04B53504E553/0/CDBGIkePlanAmtNo5090110.pdf 


BAP Loan Recipients (Small Businesses):



1.
Eligible BAP Loan Applicants:



i. The small business is currently located in, or will locate in, a community that falls within an Ike-eligible Illinois county (those declared by FEMA in 2008).  (See Exhibit A), 



ii. The business employs at least one, but no more than 50 full time employees.



2a.
Threshold Criteria (HUD National Objective):



i. A minimum 51% of jobs created or retained by the business will be for low-to-moderate income individuals, or


ii. The business will provide a public benefit, through the delivery of the services or product to be assisted with the BAP loan,  on behalf to 51% or greater low-to-moderate income individuals, or



iii. The business will create jobs in an area defined as a slum/ blight region of a community.



2b.
Selection Criteria:



i. The small business meets the lending terms and underwriting criteria established for the program,



ii. The small business will provide all requested documentation requested by the DCEO-selected loan servicer,



iii. The small business will comply with all requests for information, documentation, etc prior to loan approval,



iv. The small business will agree to all requirements for loan award as described by the DCEO-selected loan servicer, such as regular reporting, loan repayment, etc.

III. Intermediary Eligibility


Intermediaries must qualify as a quasi-public or non-profit organization established under Section 501 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (the “Code”), as amended.


Eligible applicants will be those CDFI organizations that have expertise in lending, underwriting, and business technical assistance and, at the time of application, are actively lending and/or providing technical assistance to small businesses in Illinois. 


To be an eligible BAP grant applicant, an organization must address the following criteria, must comply with the terms of this grant notification, and may be required to submit clarifications, additions, or modifications requested by DCEO:


1. The CDFI can demonstrate that it has the institutional capacity to implement and deliver the program effectively through the use of  in-house staff and/or partnerships 


2. The CDFI has a viable track record for delivering loans and/or technical assistance services to small businesses; 


3. The CDFI employs policies and practices consistent with the purpose and requirements of the program defined herein; 


4. The CDFI does not have any unresolved audit findings from past OMB A-133 audits or other CPA prepared audits (proposed partners are included in this requirement);


5. The CDFI is not established as a religious or political organization; and


6. The CDFI has or will have an established office in one or more areas eligible for the state's Ike program support, or it will submit a plan to DCEO for providing adequate service to those local areas.


IV. Application Process


The deadline for receipt of the requested BAP applications is 5:00 PM CST September 13, 2010.  Applications will be reviewed to ensure that all requested information is included.  The information provided by your CDFI organization through the submission of this application will be reviewed by a team selected by DCEO.


V. Availability of Funds/Use of Funds


Funds for these programs will be made available from an allocation approved for the State of Illinois under the Community Development Block Grant Program, administered federally by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  Grants will be awarded to CDFIs  to provide  low-cost loans and technical assistance to small businesses that are currently located in or will locate in an "Ike"-program eligible community, which are those falling within the FEMA disaster-declared counties of 2008  (See Attachment A).  


The nonprofit organization can use repayments from initial loans to carry out activities that would not typically be eligible under the CDBG program, assuming these activities are approved by DCEO in advance. If, for example, the organization administers a regional revolving loan fund, the repayments could be used to fund additional loans in communities other than the one to which the state’s grant was awarded, upon approval by DCEO. 


VI. Program Requirements


Intermediaries (selected applicants) will be required to comply with all applicable federal, state and local statutes and regulations.  The basic federal (CDBG) requirements for this program include:


1. Disaster Criteria/Eligibility – as defined in Federal Register / Vol. 74, No. 29 / Friday, February 13, 2009 and the Illinois CDBG Disaster Recovery “Ike” Plan, as amended (http://www.commerce.state.il.us/dceo/Bureaus/Community_Development/CDBG+Disaster+Recovery+Programs/) 


2. Basic CDBG Eligibility – as defined in 24 CFR 570.482


3. National Objectives – as defined in 24 CFR 570.483-484


a. Benefit to Low to Moderate Income (LMI) individuals and families


b. Prevention and Elimination of Slums or Blight


c. Urgent Need Described


4. Public Benefit Standards – as defined in 24 CFR 570.209 (DCEO has submitted a request to HUD for a waiver of the federal cost per job requirement; however, until the waiver is approved, the public benefit standards must still be met)


5. All other applicable federal, state, and local statutory and regulatory requirements including, but not limited to 24 CFR parts 570 and 84.


VII. Performance and Reporting Requirements


Intermediaries will be required to submit reports on a quarterly basis to DCEO in electronic format.  Intermediaries will be required to address a number of criteria associated with the cited regulations above.  The details regarding the reporting requirements will be provided to the intermediary within the Administrative Manual.  


In addition, applicants will be expected to set reasonable targets for each indicator, and meet or exceed targets to a reasonable degree.


1. Number of new businesses assisted;


2. Number of loans originated;


3. Number of loans closed;


4. Type of technical assistance provided;


5. Details on businesses served including: use of funds, number of employees retained, new jobs created, salaries of employees;


6. Details on jobs retained or created, including job titles and salaries and low-to-moderate income (LMI) status; and


7. Documentation of how the activities address a direct or indirect impact of the disaster, or of the business' location in an area needing economic revitalization.


DCEO will ensure that selected applicants comply with all applicable federal regulations as indicated in Section V above.  In addition to reviewing quarterly reports, regular site visits to intermediaries and to businesses served will be conducted by DCEO staff to ensure compliance and quality of the program. 


The CDFI Intermediary(s) must maintain accurate books and records concerning the BAP small business program, including, but not limited to, the following:


1. BAP financial records (i.e. budget, general ledger, bank statements, cancelled checks, supporting invoices, financial statements, procurement activity, etc.).


2. BAP programmatic records (i.e. documentation of intake records, log-in sheets, training attendance for all recipients, all loan documents, and all documentation related to declinations, etc.).


3. Any other BAP documents that the intermediary considers to support the successful delivery of the program, or material to a potential audit.


The CDFI-Intermediary(s) agrees to maintain all books and records for three years following the final close-out of the BAP grant funding received from DCEO; provided, however, that if any litigation, claim, negotiation, audit or other action involving the records has been started before the expiration of the three year period, the records must be retained until completion of the action and resolution of all issues which arise from it, or until the end of the regular three year period, whichever is later.  


In addition, the intermediary shall allow access to all books, accounts, records, reports, files, and other papers pertaining to the administration, receipt and use of federal funds and necessary to facilitate such reviews and audits.


The DCEO-CDFI grant agreement and the BAP Administrative Manual will contain further information on program reporting and monitoring.


VIII. Termination of Grant Agreements


DCEO reserves the right to terminate any awarded grant agreement with a thirty day written notice at any time during the agreement period if the intermediary, in the state’s judgment, has not provided evidence of substantial progress; has not implemented the agreement as defined in its application or on schedule to a reasonable degree; is delinquent with required reports and documentation; has misused funds or not delivered services as proposed.


IX. Application Evaluation and Approval Process


DCEO anticipates entering into Grant Agreements with approved applicants shortly after completion of the evaluation period.  DCEO will evaluate applications and determine program funding allocations using the following criteria:


1. Completeness of the application, including attachments and submission of the following:


a. Complete audited annual financial statements; and 


b. Complete and accurate loan reports.


2. Conformance of the application with the herein identified program purpose, program Requirements, and the terms and conditions of this notice;


3. The applicant’s organizational background and track record in service delivery, its proposed target geographical and/or sector area(s) and marketing strategy, and its proposed level of coordination with other organizations;


4. The applicant’s historic performance of its loan portfolio, and the applicant’s estimated demand for program loans;


5. Applicant’s quality of program design; and 


6. The applicant’s experience and capacity in implementing similar programs.


X. Additional Considerations


1.
By submitting its application, each applicant authorizes DCEO to contact any and all other persons identified in its application or in any inquiry conducted by or on behalf of DCEO or the State, and to obtain the release of pertinent financial and other information, as well as to obtain verification of the information provided by each applicant.

The program funds and any remuneration for contracted services will be funded in whole by Federal funds made available through HUD.  Grant Agreements will therefore be subject to all applicable provisions required by HUD.

DCEO will not be held liable for any costs incurred by any application for work performed in the preparation and production of an application, including any requests for additional information, interviews or negotiations; nor for any work performed prior to written authorization from DCEO to proceed. All applications submitted will become the property of DCEO.


4.
DCEO reserves the right to:


a. Reject any or all applications received.


b. Allocate and or reallocate funds in any amount, depending upon the number and quality of applications received.


c. Negotiate any element of an application and require the submission of modifications, additions, or clarifications.


d. Amend this notice.


e. Amend the Administrative Manual, from time to time as necessary, during the life of the program.

Small Businesses Lending: 



DCEO: 



· The Illinois IKE-Business Assistance Program (BAP) is a small business loan funding source soon to be launched by Illinois, to support small and micro businesses in 41 eligible Illinois counties.  This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state.  More information, including contact information, where to apply for funding, and program requirements will be available shortly.  



DCEO is currently in discussions with three CDFIs with strong small business lending backgrounds to support the BAP, including the Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), ACCION and the IL Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).   DCEO is working with all three CDFIs to finalize terms by the early part of the week of 9/13/10.  ACCION and CCV have proposed to support up to 9 of the 41 Ike-eligible counties, including Cook, the collar counties and additional counties west and north of the collar counties.  IVCA is considering some or all of the remaining IKE eligible counties, clustered in the southeast, west and central parts of Illinois. (See the IKE-program map below with all eligible counties shaded in either pink or orange.  


Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model GED Training
Assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support.  CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business/community college programs and block clubs to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



· Cost: Program cost is $5.5M, which includes $2,396 per individual for training, $4,000 per individual for stipends, and $500 per individual for community-based providers.  


· Broken down, the cost per trainee is $6,896, which is more economical than similar programs IDOT currently sponsors through SIU-E and the Illinois Community College Board.  


Hispanic American Construction Industry Association (HACIA) Small Contractor Training Program



DCEO and IDOT are providing a 2-year $1.5M grant to HACIA to provide training to assist small contractors interested in doing business with the public sector.  Skills training will include small business management, public sector proposal creation and bidding, construction best practices, OSHA safety requirements and safety practices, technology applications for small construction firms, and green construction.  Will do training at St. Augustine College on west and north side, and will start training first group of businesses in mid-September.

Governor's Save Our Youth Initiative:

· Safety: Expands Safety Net Works youth violence prevention programming in existing SNW communities and adds the program in communities that do not have it.

Pilot Construction Industry Training Program

Details of Pilot Project Contract



· The pilot program will be done through a one year agreement beginning in November 2010 to train 660 individuals renewable by six months for a total of 1,000 individuals.


· The training will be conducted over 10 weeks at the Laborers’ new training facility on the near west side, with 20 students in each class, and up to 140 students being trained at a time.  Trainees will receive a stipend of $10/hr during the 10-week training period


· A Partnership Oversight Committee will be established with a manager appointed by the Governor and consisting of IDOT, union officials, government and community leaders to oversee the good faith placement efforts of the pilot contracts.  The Committee will evaluate efforts of the contractors on an ongoing basis and can recommend termination of the pilot contracts at any time with 30 days notice.


· Initially after training, the placement contract requires placement of a minimum of 100 trainees into USDOL approved apprenticeship and training programs and this minimum shall be increased by the Oversight Committee no later than June 30, 2011 to place or exceed a goal of 250 placements.  Milestones will be set for the additional placements, however the commitment is to place up to 25% of the graduates in an apprenticeship program or employment opportunity.


· The pilot training contractor will work to place current minority apprentices and journeymen who have been unemployed for over 30 days onto identified projects in IDOT’s District/Region 1 for the duration of the pilot project.


· The pilot contractor will work to place current union apprentices and journeymen from zip codes surrounding certain identified IDOT District/Region 1 projects on those projects.


· Contract payments will be made monthly based on the pilot contractor fulfilling the terms and conditions of the contract. 


· Cost: Program cost is $5.5M, which includes $2,396 per individual for training, $4,000 per individual for stipends, and $500 per individual for community-based providers.  


· Broken down, the cost per trainee is $6,896, which is more economical than similar programs IDOT currently sponsors through SIU-E and the Illinois Community College Board.  The ICCB program costs the Department $8,000 per student; and The SIU-E training program is done in cooperation with Southwestern Illinois College at an average cost of $7,017 per student, and places approximately 15% of the graduates.

Governor Quinn Announces $50 Million Neighborhood Recovery Initiative


Comprehensive Effort will Keep Young People Safe; 


Offer Mentoring, Job Opportunities


CHICAGO – October 6, 2010. Governor Pat Quinn today announced the start of a comprehensive effort to help strengthen and revitalize Illinois’ urban communities. Based largely on feedback from the Governor’s Anti-Violence Commission, the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative will focus on rebuilding Illinois’ most vulnerable neighborhoods and protecting young people by offering more job and education opportunities. It will also provide small businesses with access to capital and technical expertise, which will help them expand and create new jobs.


“This is a comprehensive and concerted effort to keep our young people safe, off the streets and in school. The best social program is a job – and this initiative will provide people of all ages with the skills to compete for the jobs of today and tomorrow,” Governor Quinn said. “The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is also about giving small businesses the resources to turn promising ideas into emerging companies, which will lead to better jobs for more people.” 


The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative follows a summer in Chicago that attracted national headlines due to dozens of shootings in several neighborhoods. The initiative will begin in a number of Chicago neighborhoods the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority has identified as having the most need, and will later be expanded to additional communities throughout the state.



The initiative’s goal of revitalizing vulnerable urban communities will be accomplished in a number of ways: by engaging young people; offering job training for adults and small businesses; and by providing funding for small businesses. By helping young people avoid the influence of drugs and violence, the initiative will reduce the risk factors associated with violence. 


This public-private partnership between the state and community organizations will reach an estimated 18,000 youth through programs such as: Mentoring Plus Jobs, which will provide youths with part-time jobs and additional support; the Parent Leadership Program, which will offer parents training that will help them become community leaders; and school-based counseling at K-12 schools.


Job training for adults and small businesses will also be a vital component of the initiative. Funding through the Training for Tomorrow Program will help non-profit, community based organizations identify local industries having difficulty recruiting skilled, entry level workers. It will train and place more than 1,700 people into jobs over the next two years.

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(Urban) Neighborhood Recovery Initiative:



The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is a state government initiative to help protect and rebuild our most vulnerable urban communities from the devastating effects of the economic recession. In order to accomplish this goal, this initiative encourages many different existing agency initiatives to work in combination to achieve the biggest bang for the buck in terms of economic development, OMB metrics and model testing. The information found below breaks down the initiative by three themes: Community Engagement, Youth Engagement and Workforce Revitalization. Under each of these headings is a brief summary of potential initiatives. 


The Communities that will be targeted are as follows: Albany Park, Auburn Gresham*, Austin*, Brighton Park*, Cicero*(outside of Chicago), East Garfield Park*, Englewood*, Grand Boulevard, Greater Grand Crossing, Humboldt Park*, Logan Square, Maywood (outside of Chicago), North Lawndale, Pilsen-Little Village*, Rogers Park, Roseland*, South Shore*, West Chicago (Gage Park, Chicago Lawn)*, West Garfield Park, Woodlawn. Note: * denotes Safety Net Works Community


Community Revitalization:


Housing: 
Since the inception of the foreclosure crisis, lenders and governmental bodies have relied on counseling agencies (Agencies) to assist borrowers in navigating the foreclosure mitigation process.  The presence of agencies within communities hardest hit by foreclosure is vital to ensure homeowner access to assistance programs at the state and federal level. IHDA recommends building Agency capacity in two ways as described below:


Housing Counseling New Agency Development Pilot Program:


Provide dollars for technical assistance to create new agencies through small development grants to build agency infrastructure, add staff, and assist in readiness to apply for HUD certification.



· Use funds to foster the development of Agencies in targeted areas



· Agencies would provide much needed foreclosure counseling 



· Incentivize Agencies to hire from local work force



· Recommended allocation - $3 million to $5 million over two (2) year period


· Funding would create approximately 35 jobs



Program for Augmentation of Existing Housing Counseling Agency: 



Agencies would receive funding to hire additional staff to support current foreclosure counseling initiatives and also ensure additional counseling assets are available to support US Treasury’s unemployed citizen mortgage assistance program in Illinois



· Use funds for capacity building throughout the State



· Recommended allocation - $4 million to $6 million over one (1) year period



· Expected costs to add one (1) counselor per agency - $60,000 per year


·  Funding would create approximately 75 jobs


Small Businesses Lending: 


DCEO: 



· The Illinois Capital Access Program (CAP) is designed to encourage financial institutions to make loans to small and new businesses that do not qualify under conventional lending policies. CAP is a form of loan portfolio insurance, which provides additional reserve coverage to the lender on loan default.


· The Illinois IKE-Business Assistance Program (BAP) is a small business loan funding source soon to be launched by Illinois, to support small and micro businesses in 41 eligible Illinois counties.  This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state.  More information, including contact information, where to apply for funding, and program requirements will be available shortly.  


DCEO is currently in discussions with three CDFIs with strong small business lending backgrounds to support the BAP, including the Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), ACCION and the IL Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).   DCEO is working with all three CDFIs to finalize terms by the early part of the week of 9/13/10.  ACCION and CCV have proposed to support up to 9 of the 41 Ike-eligible counties, including Cook, the collar counties and additional counties west and north of the collar counties.  IVCA is considering some or all of the remaining IKE eligible counties, clustered in the southeast, west and central parts of Illinois. (See the IKE-program map below with all eligible counties shaded in either pink or orange.  Quick summary of the BAP:



· $5 million of the IKE program funding has been initially set aside for the BAP program.


· Business startups can apply for $1,000 - $50,000 based underwriting standards.  (DCEO is considering lowering the minimum loan size to $500, per feedback received from one of the CDFIs.)


· Existing businesses can apply for $1,000 - $75,000.


· Funding can support business operating costs, construction, equipment costs and more.


· The BAP will be a revolving fund, with repaid loans returned back to the CDFIs for future loan awards.


· The selected CDFIs will network with each other in referring prospective loan prospects, to boost BAP program coverage.


· New businesses can count the business owner(s) in achieving a minimum one full-time or (FTE) job, important in the current economy.


· Small businesses with high-growth potential can also see funding under BAP.


· Micro-businesses can receive technical assistance under the BAP, although this will vary by each CDFI's capacity- all selected CDFIs will also refer and link micro and small business loan prospects to other resources that can provide technical assistance such as the Illinois SBDC network.


· The program is targeted to start October 1, 2010.


Youth Engagement:


Governor's Save Our Youth Initiative:
The following program components would be implemented in each community by a strong lead community organization in collaboration with partner organizations containing expertise in the program components.  Technical assistance will be provided by MEE and other organizations in support of program development and implementation. 


· Mentoring Plus Jobs (MEE Model): Provides 80 youth in each community with part time jobs, mentoring and social/emotional skills and support.   Mentors (16) and coordinators (2-3) would be hired part time. $400,000 per community.


· Parent Leadership (MEE Model): Provides 50 parents in each community with leadership, empowerment and self-care skills that enable them to be community leaders, educators and mentors for other parents. Participating parents and 1-2 coordinators would be hired part time. $100,000 per community.


· School Based Counseling: Provides funds for K-12 schools in each community to contract with providers or hire their own clinical staff to provide early intervention and trauma-informed  counseling services for students. Providers would be trained in trauma counseling. $275,000 per Community.


· Safety Net Works (SNW): Expands Safety Net Works youth violence prevention programming in  existing SNW communities and adds the program in communities that do not have it. $100,000 to 11 existing programs. $300,000 to 9 new programs.


· Reentry Programs: Provides/expands reentry services for youth and young adults returning to the community from correctional facilities. $250,000 per community.


· Lead Community Partners: Lead agency project coordination and management. $200,000 per community.


· Total Costs: 


· $1,325,000, 11 existing SNW communities


· $1,525,000, 9 new SNW communities


· Estimated Total Jobs:


· 3,300


· Estimated Total Youth Served:


· 18,000


Workforce Revitalization: 



Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model 
The JTED program assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support. 
CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Program Goals:


· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the low wage/low skilled employed worker with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category I)



· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the unemployed disadvantaged individual with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category II)



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



Details of Pilot Project Contract



· The pilot program will be done through a one year agreement beginning in November 2010 to train 660 individuals renewable by six months for a total of 1,000 individuals.


· The training will be conducted over 10 weeks at the Laborers’ new training facility on the near west side, with 20 students in each class, and up to 140 students being trained at a time.  Trainees will receive a stipend of $10/hr during the 10-week training period


· A Partnership Oversight Committee will be established with a manager appointed by the Governor and consisting of IDOT, union officials, government and community leaders to oversee the good faith placement efforts of the pilot contracts.  The Committee will evaluate efforts of the contractors on an ongoing basis and can recommend termination of the pilot contracts at any time with 30 days notice.


· Initially after training, the placement contract requires placement of a minimum of 100 trainees into USDOL approved apprenticeship and training programs and this minimum shall be increased by the Oversight Committee no later than June 30, 2011 to place or exceed a goal of 250 placements.  Milestones will be set for the additional placements, however the commitment is to place up to 25% of the graduates in an apprenticeship program or employment opportunity.


· The pilot training contractor will work to place current minority apprentices and journeymen who have been unemployed for over 30 days onto identified projects in IDOT’s District/Region 1 for the duration of the pilot project.


· The pilot contractor will work to place current union apprentices and journeymen from zip codes surrounding certain identified IDOT District/Region 1 projects on those projects.

The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is a state government initiative to help protect and rebuild our most vulnerable urban communities from the devastating effects of the economic recession. In order to accomplish this goal, this initiative encourages many different existing agency initiatives to work in combination to achieve the biggest bang for the buck in terms of economic development, OMB metrics and model testing. Housing: 
Since the inception of the foreclosure crisis, lenders and governmental bodies have relied on counseling agencies to assist borrowers in navigating the foreclosure mitigation process.  The presence of agencies within communities hardest hit by foreclosure is vital to ensure homeowner access to assistance programs at the state and federal level. IHDA recommends building Agency capacity in two ways:
Housing Counseling New Agency Development Pilot Program:
Provide dollars for technical assistance to create new agencies through small development grants to build agency infrastructure, add staff, and assist in readiness to apply for HUD certification.
Program for Augmentation of Existing Housing Counseling Agency: 
Agencies would receive funding to hire additional staff to support current foreclosure counseling initiatives and also ensure additional counseling assets are available to support US Treasury’s unemployed citizen mortgage assistance program in Illinois

Small Businesses Lending: 



DCEO: 



· The Illinois IKE-Business Assistance Program (BAP) is a small business loan funding source soon to be launched by Illinois, to support small and micro businesses in 41 eligible Illinois counties.  This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state.  More information, including contact information, where to apply for funding, and program requirements will be available shortly.  



DCEO is currently in discussions with three CDFIs with strong small business lending backgrounds to support the BAP, including the Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), ACCION and the IL Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).   DCEO is working with all three CDFIs to finalize terms by the early part of the week of 9/13/10.  ACCION and CCV have proposed to support up to 9 of the 41 Ike-eligible counties, including Cook, the collar counties and additional counties west and north of the collar counties.  IVCA is considering some or all of the remaining IKE eligible counties, clustered in the southeast, west and central parts of Illinois. (See the IKE-program map below with all eligible counties shaded in either pink or orange.   Looking into other entities as well, such as Women’s Business Development Center (WBDC) and a CDFI with presence on the south side. 


Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model GED Training
Assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support.  CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business/community college programs and block clubs to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities. (Working with DCEO workforce bureau for more information, and exploring idea of holding job fairs). 


Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).

Hispanic American Construction Industry Association (HACIA) Small Contractor Training Program



DCEO and IDOT are providing a 2-year $1.5M grant to HACIA to provide training to assist small contractors interested in doing business with the public sector.  Skills training will include small business management, public sector proposal creation and bidding, construction best practices, OSHA safety requirements and safety practices, technology applications for small construction firms, and green construction.  Will do training at St. Augustine College on west and north side, and will start training first group of businesses in mid-September.

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(Urban) Neighborhood Recovery Initiative:
The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is a state government initiative to help protect and rebuild our most vulnerable urban communities from the devastating effects of the economic recession. In order to accomplish this goal, this initiative encourages many different existing agency initiatives to work in combination to achieve the biggest bang for the buck in terms of economic development, OMB metrics and model testing. The information found below breaks down the initiative by three themes: Housing, Jobs and Youth Engagement. Under each of these headings is a brief summary of potential initiatives. 


The Communities, identified based on the greatest need, are as follows: Albany Park, Auburn Gresham*, Austin*, Brighton Park*, Cicero, East Garfield Park*, Englewood*, Grand Boulevard, Greater Grand Crossing, Humboldt Park*, Logan Square, Maywood North Lawndale, Pilsen-Little Village*, Rogers Park, Roseland*, South Shore*, West Chicago (Gage Park, Chicago Lawn)*, West Garfield Park, Woodlawn. Note: * denotes Safety Net Works Community


Housing: 
Since the inception of the foreclosure crisis, lenders and governmental bodies have relied on counseling agencies to assist borrowers in navigating the foreclosure mitigation process.  The presence of agencies within communities hardest hit by foreclosure is vital to ensure homeowner access to assistance programs at the state and federal level. IHDA recommends building Agency capacity in two ways:
Housing Counseling New Agency Development Pilot Program:
Provide dollars for technical assistance to create new agencies through small development grants to build agency infrastructure, add staff, and assist in readiness to apply for HUD certification.
Program for Augmentation of Existing Housing Counseling Agency: 
Agencies would receive funding to hire additional staff to support current foreclosure counseling initiatives and also ensure additional counseling assets are available to support US Treasury’s unemployed citizen mortgage assistance program in Illinois

Small Businesses Lending:

· The Illinois IKE-Business Assistance Program (BAP) is a small business loan funding source soon to be launched by Illinois, to support small and micro businesses in 41 eligible Illinois counties.  This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state.  More information, including contact information, where to apply for funding, and program requirements will be available shortly.  



DCEO is currently in discussions with three CDFIs with strong small business lending backgrounds to support the BAP, including the Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), ACCION and the IL Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).   DCEO is working with all three CDFIs to finalize terms by the early part of the week of 9/13/10.  ACCION and CCV have proposed to support up to 9 of the 41 Ike-eligible counties, including Cook, the collar counties and additional counties west and north of the collar counties.  IVCA is considering some or all of the remaining IKE eligible counties, clustered in the southeast, west and central parts of Illinois. (See the IKE-program map below with all eligible counties shaded in either pink or orange.   Looking into other entities as well, such as Women’s Business Development Center (WBDC) and a CDFI with presence on the south side. 


Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model GED Training
Assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support.  CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business/community college programs and block clubs to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities. (Working with DCEO workforce bureau for more information, and exploring idea of holding job fairs). 


Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



· Cost: Program cost is $5.5M, which includes $2,396 per individual for training, $4,000 per individual for stipends, and $500 per individual for community-based providers.  


· Broken down, the cost per trainee is $6,896, which is more economical than similar programs IDOT currently sponsors through SIU-E and the Illinois Community College Board.  


Hispanic American Construction Industry Association (HACIA) Small Contractor Training Program



DCEO and IDOT are providing a 2-year $1.5M grant to HACIA to provide training to assist small contractors interested in doing business with the public sector.  Skills training will include small business management, public sector proposal creation and bidding, construction best practices, OSHA safety requirements and safety practices, technology applications for small construction firms, and green construction.  Will do training at St. Augustine College on west and north side, and will start training first group of businesses in mid-September.

Governor's Save Our Youth Initiative:
The following program components would be implemented in each community by a strong lead community organization in collaboration with partner organizations containing expertise in the program components. The initiative consists of two major components: Mentoring and Safety.



· Mentorship: “Mentoring Plus Jobs” provides 80 youth in each community with part time jobs, mentoring and social/emotional skills and support.   Mentors (16) and coordinators (2-3) would be hired part time at a cost of $400,000 per community. The Parent Leadership program provides 50 parents in each community with leadership, empowerment and self-care skills that enable them to be community leaders, educators and mentors for other parents. Participating parents and 1-2 coordinators would be hired part time at a cost of $100,000 per community. School based counseling will provide funds for K-12 schools in each community to contract with providers or hire their own clinical staff to provide early intervention and trauma-informed  counseling services for students. Providers would be trained in trauma counseling at a cost of $275,000 per Community.



· Safety: Expands Safety Net Works youth violence prevention programming in existing SNW communities and adds the program in communities that do not have it.


· Lead Community Partners: Lead agency project coordination and management at a cost of $200,000 per community.

· The Community Business Fund (CBF) is a small business loan funding to support small and micro businesses in 41 eligible Illinois counties.  This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA. Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model GED Training
Assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support.  CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business/community college programs and block clubs to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.

The CBF is tied to the flood disaster that hit Illinois  in 2008, where three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at one of the participating CDFIs.

DCEO has  created a specialized workforce development effort to provide training to low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers
 and assist unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. 


3. Hispanic American Construction Industry Association (HACIA) Small Contractor Training Program 
$1.5 Million 


DCEO and IDOT are providing a 2-year $1.5M grant to HACIA to provide training to assist small contractors interested in doing business with the public sector.  Skills training will include small business management, public sector proposal creation and bidding, construction best practices, OSHA safety requirements and safety practices, technology applications for small construction firms, and green construction.  Will do training at St. Augustine College on west and north side, and will start training first group of businesses in mid-September.

Youth Engagement: 



Governor's Save Our Youth Initiative:
The following program components would be implemented in each community by a strong lead community organization in collaboration with partner organizations containing expertise in the program components. The initiative consists of two major components: Mentoring and Safety.



1. Mentorship:   $15.5 Million


· “Mentoring Plus Jobs” provides 80 youth in each community with part time jobs, mentoring and social/emotional skills and support.Mentors (16) and coordinators (2-3) would be hired part time at a cost of $400,000 per community. 


· The Parent Leadership program provides 50 parents in each community with leadership, empowerment and self-care skills that enable them to be community leaders, educators and mentors for other parents. Participating parents and 1-2 coordinators would be hired part time at a cost of $100,000 per community. 


· School based counseling will provide funds for K-12 schools in each community to contract with providers or hire their own clinical staff to provide early intervention and trauma-informed counseling services for students. Providers would be trained in trauma counseling at a cost of $275,000 per Community.




2. Safety: Expands Safety Net Works youth violence prevention programming in existing SNW communities and adds the program in communities that do not have it.



3. $4 million Lead Community Partners: Lead agency project coordination and management at a cost of $200,000 per community.

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(Urban) Neighborhood Recovery Initiative:



The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is a state government initiative to help protect and rebuild our most vulnerable urban communities from the devastating effects of the economic recession. In order to accomplish this goal, this initiative encourages many different existing agency initiatives to work in combination to achieve the biggest bang for the buck in terms of economic development, OMB metrics and model testing. The information found below breaks down the initiative by three themes: Community Engagement, Youth Engagement and Workforce Revitalization. Under each of these headings is a brief summary of potential initiatives. 


The Communities that will be targeted are as follows: Albany Park, Auburn Gresham*, Austin*, Brighton Park*, Cicero*(outside of Chicago), East Garfield Park*, Englewood*, Grand Boulevard, Greater Grand Crossing, Humboldt Park*, Logan Square, Maywood (outside of Chicago), North Lawndale, Pilsen-Little Village*, Rogers Park, Roseland*, South Shore*, West Chicago (Gage Park, Chicago Lawn)*, West Garfield Park, Woodlawn. Note: * denotes Safety Net Works Community


Community Revitalization:


Housing: 
Since the inception of the foreclosure crisis, lenders and governmental bodies have relied on counseling agencies (Agencies) to assist borrowers in navigating the foreclosure mitigation process.  The presence of agencies within communities hardest hit by foreclosure is vital to ensure homeowner access to assistance programs at the state and federal level. IHDA recommends building Agency capacity in two ways as described below:


Housing Counseling New Agency Development Pilot Program:


Provide dollars for technical assistance to create new agencies through small development grants to build agency infrastructure, add staff, and assist in readiness to apply for HUD certification.



· Use funds to foster the development of Agencies in targeted areas



· Agencies would provide much needed foreclosure counseling 



· Incentivize Agencies to hire from local work force



· Recommended allocation - $3 million to $5 million over two (2) year period


· Funding would create approximately 35 jobs



Program for Augmentation of Existing Housing Counseling Agency: 



Agencies would receive funding to hire additional staff to support current foreclosure counseling initiatives and also ensure additional counseling assets are available to support US Treasury’s unemployed citizen mortgage assistance program in Illinois



· Use funds for capacity building throughout the State



· Recommended allocation - $4 million to $6 million over one (1) year period



· Expected costs to add one (1) counselor per agency - $60,000 per year


·  Funding would create approximately 75 jobs


Small Businesses Lending: 


DCEO: 



· The Illinois Capital Access Program (CAP) is designed to encourage financial institutions to make loans to small and new businesses that do not qualify under conventional lending policies. CAP is a form of loan portfolio insurance, which provides additional reserve coverage to the lender on loan default.


· The Illinois IKE-Business Assistance Program (BAP) is a small business loan funding source soon to be launched by Illinois, to support small and micro businesses in 41 eligible Illinois counties.  This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state.  More information, including contact information, where to apply for funding, and program requirements will be available shortly.  


DCEO is currently in discussions with three CDFIs with strong small business lending backgrounds to support the BAP, including the Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), ACCION and the IL Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).   DCEO is working with all three CDFIs to finalize terms by the early part of the week of 9/13/10.  ACCION and CCV have proposed to support up to 9 of the 41 Ike-eligible counties, including Cook, the collar counties and additional counties west and north of the collar counties.  IVCA is considering some or all of the remaining IKE eligible counties, clustered in the southeast, west and central parts of Illinois. (See the IKE-program map below with all eligible counties shaded in either pink or orange.  Quick summary of the BAP:



· $5 million of the IKE program funding has been initially set aside for the BAP program.


· Business startups can apply for $1,000 - $50,000 based underwriting standards.  (DCEO is considering lowering the minimum loan size to $500, per feedback received from one of the CDFIs.)


· Existing businesses can apply for $1,000 - $75,000.


· Funding can support business operating costs, construction, equipment costs and more.


· The BAP will be a revolving fund, with repaid loans returned back to the CDFIs for future loan awards.


· The selected CDFIs will network with each other in referring prospective loan prospects, to boost BAP program coverage.


· New businesses can count the business owner(s) in achieving a minimum one full-time or (FTE) job, important in the current economy.


· Small businesses with high-growth potential can also see funding under BAP.


· Micro-businesses can receive technical assistance under the BAP, although this will vary by each CDFI's capacity- all selected CDFIs will also refer and link micro and small business loan prospects to other resources that can provide technical assistance such as the Illinois SBDC network.


· The program is targeted to start October 1, 2010.


Youth Engagement:


Governor's Save Our Youth Initiative:
The following program components would be implemented in each community by a strong lead community organization in collaboration with partner organizations containing expertise in the program components.  Technical assistance will be provided by MEE and other organizations in support of program development and implementation. 


· Mentoring Plus Jobs (MEE Model): Provides 80 youth in each community with part time jobs, mentoring and social/emotional skills and support.   Mentors (16) and coordinators (2-3) would be hired part time. $400,000 per community.


· Parent Leadership (MEE Model): Provides 50 parents in each community with leadership, empowerment and self-care skills that enable them to be community leaders, educators and mentors for other parents. Participating parents and 1-2 coordinators would be hired part time. $100,000 per community.


· School Based Counseling: Provides funds for K-12 schools in each community to contract with providers or hire their own clinical staff to provide early intervention and trauma-informed  counseling services for students. Providers would be trained in trauma counseling. $275,000 per Community.


· Safety Net Works (SNW): Expands Safety Net Works youth violence prevention programming in  existing SNW communities and adds the program in communities that do not have it. $100,000 to 11 existing programs. $300,000 to 9 new programs.


· Reentry Programs: Provides/expands reentry services for youth and young adults returning to the community from correctional facilities. $250,000 per community.


· Lead Community Partners: Lead agency project coordination and management. $200,000 per community.

Workforce Revitalization: 



Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model 
The JTED program assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support. 
CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Program Goals:


· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the low wage/low skilled employed worker with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category I)



· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the unemployed disadvantaged individual with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category II)



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



Details of Pilot Project Contract



· The pilot program will be done through a one year agreement beginning in November 2010 to train 660 individuals renewable by six months for a total of 1,000 individuals.


· The training will be conducted over 10 weeks at the Laborers’ new training facility on the near west side, with 20 students in each class, and up to 140 students being trained at a time.  Trainees will receive a stipend of $10/hr during the 10-week training period


· A Partnership Oversight Committee will be established with a manager appointed by the Governor and consisting of IDOT, union officials, government and community leaders to oversee the good faith placement efforts of the pilot contracts.  The Committee will evaluate efforts of the contractors on an ongoing basis and can recommend termination of the pilot contracts at any time with 30 days notice.


· Initially after training, the placement contract requires placement of a minimum of 100 trainees into USDOL approved apprenticeship and training programs and this minimum shall be increased by the Oversight Committee no later than June 30, 2011 to place or exceed a goal of 250 placements.  Milestones will be set for the additional placements, however the commitment is to place up to 25% of the graduates in an apprenticeship program or employment opportunity.


· The pilot training contractor will work to place current minority apprentices and journeymen who have been unemployed for over 30 days onto identified projects in IDOT’s District/Region 1 for the duration of the pilot project.


· The pilot contractor will work to place current union apprentices and journeymen from zip codes surrounding certain identified IDOT District/Region 1 projects on those projects.


· Contract payments will be made monthly based on the pilot contractor fulfilling the terms and conditions of the contract. 


· Cost: Program cost is $5.5M, which includes $2,396 per individual for training, $4,000 per individual for stipends, and $500 per individual for community-based providers.  


· Broken down, the cost per trainee is $6,896, which is more economical than similar programs IDOT currently sponsors through SIU-E and the Illinois Community College Board.  The ICCB program costs the Department $8,000 per student; and The SIU-E training program is done in cooperation with Southwestern Illinois College at an average cost of $7,017 per student, and places approximately 15% of the graduates. 
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"IKE"-Small Business Loan Assistance Program





Program Objective:



The "Ike" Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) program will provide loan funds to support new and existing small businesses to assist with a variety of BAP-program-eligible capital and operational business needs. Small businesses must currently be located in, or relocate into an "Ike" community (See Exhibit A below) to be eligible for BAP funding consideration.


I. Program Overview



1) "Ike" Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) Funding Allocation: The initial BAP loan fund allocation will be $5,000,000.


2) Program Participants (Title and Function): 



a) DCEO- Lead Entity for the "IKE" program


b) CDM- "IKE" Program Management Vendor 



c) Selected CDFIs- BAP Financial Intermediaries and Loan Servicers


d) Small Businesses- BAP Loan Recipients


3) Program Delivery and Design:



a) The Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) will be a revolving loan fund program to support small businesses, which will be serviced and managed directly by selected financial intermediaries.  


b) Selected CDFI-financial intermediaries will service respective portions of the BAP loan fund, including approving BAP loans, providing limited technical assistance to loan recipients and generally managing the loan funding.  


c) Selected intermediaries will receive respective portions the loan fund through a grant awarded by DCEO, with terms for managing the funds outlined by grant agreement.



d) General criteria, reflected in part in this proposal, will be developed by DCEO, with federal requirements assessed by the Ike management vendor.



e) Individual loan application review and assessment will be performed by the selected CDFIs, with final approval by DCEO as stipulated.



f) Underwriting terms will be initially developed by the Ike vendor (with review approval by DCEO), with possible modification to these terms made through input by selected CDFIs, and with approval by DCEO



g) Following selection of the CDFIs to service the BAP funding, BAP loans will be approved on a first come first served basis throughout the life of the BAP program. 



h) Repayments from the initial loans made from the program will be placed into a revolving loan fund for subsequent loans awards to eligible small businesses. 



i) The Ike vendor will monitor the performance of the selected CDFI-intermediaries, with feedback provided to DCEO at regular intervals.


4) Intermediary Eligibility/ Selection Process/ Requirements: 


a) Formal (Open) Bid Process: A Notice of Grant Award (NOGA) will be utilized to pre-qualify and select CDFI-financial intermediaries (minimum two) to service the BAP small business loan funding.


b) Eligibility: Not-for-profit community development financial institution (CDFI) organizations meeting the criteria under the Housing and Community Development Act (HCDA), Section 105(a) (15) are eligible to submit qualifications for selection as the program Intermediary.  See Section IV below for a description of the Intermediary criteria.



c) Qualifications/ Selection Criteria: Selection of Intermediary(s) will be based on their financial and business capacity, technical capabilities, past performance, geographic coverage, underwriting experience, and ability to provide technical assistance, etc. to loan recipients.


· Based on the capacity, capability and qualifications of the CDFI- responders', DCEO may select one or more responders to manage the BAP program allocation as the financial intermediary(s). 


d) DCEO reserves the right to set aside sub allocations for the management of funds by more than one selected intermediary.


5) BAP Loan Financing Limits:



a) Loan Thresholds:



i) Start-up Businesses: $1,000 minimum and $50,000 maximum.



ii) Existing Businesses: $1,000 minimum and $75,000 maximum



b) Loan Awards:  Loan award approvals and size will be based on the small business’ ability to meet BAP Program requirements, underwriting, and documentation to support public benefit.  (Further description of the small business requirements are found in Section V below.)



6) Eligible Activities for BAP Loan Financing:  Funds may be provided to a small business for capital, business operational and other defined business needs.  See Section VI for eligible and ineligible BAP loan funded activities.   



7) Marketing Outreach: 



a) Marketing and outreach efforts will be coordinated between DCEO, the Vendor and the appropriate regional coordinators. The specific marketing plan will be incorporated into the overall Vendor marketing plan. 


8) General and Special Terms and Conditions for Approving/ Monitoring BAP Loan Funding:



a) Process for awarding BAP loan funds: A first-come first-served loan application process for awarding small business loans will be established.


b) Loan Awards:  Loan award approvals and size will be based on the small business’ ability to meet BAP Program requirements, underwriting, and documentation to support public benefit.  (Further description of the small business requirements is found below in Section V.)



c) Approval of BAP Loan funding Not Previously Awarded: 



i) BAP loans approved that have not been previously awarded, are subject to all HUD requirements for awarding loans as well as requirements established by DCEO and selected intermediaries.  HUD and DCEO requirements are described below. 


d) Approving of  BAP Loan Funding Following BAP Loan Repayment and from Loan Program Income Derived:


i) Any loan funding repaid and other revenue paid to a selected nonprofit financial intermediary that meets Section 105(a) (15) criteria, will not be considered CDBG program income. Therefore, once BAP funds are repaid to the selected non-profit intermediaries, they will lose their federal identity.  Assuming subsequent activities are approved by DCEO in advance, the intermediaries may use the repayments to carry out a greater range of activities, including those that would not typically be eligible under the CDBG program, if approved by DCEO. 


If, for example, the organization administers a regional revolving loan fund, the repayments could be used to fund additional loans in communities other than the one to which the state’s grant was awarded. Or, the funds could be lent to a high-technology business start-up project that could not meet the L/M Income Benefit national objective requirements. Reference: 24 CFR 570.489(e) (2) (ii).


II. DCEO Responsibilities


1) Policy & Program Design:  


a) DCEO will describe the objectives and desired strategy for the BAP program to assist the Vendor in creating draft BAP policy and RFQ documents. 


b) DCEO will review the Vendor-drafted BAP policy document and RFQ document and make additions, edits, and modifications as it determines necessary.


c) DCEO will approve the BAP policy and RFQ documents following DCEO's review and approval of the described terms and other content of each. 


2) Environmental Compliance: The State, will review and approve the BAP compliance documentation, submit the publications, and request the release of funding from HUD.  As the designated agency, on behalf of the Ike program, DCEO will serve as the Responsible Entity (RE).


3) Oversight & monitoring: DCEO and the Vendor will monitor the progress of the BAP program and the Intermediary's performance


III. Vendor Responsibilities


1)
Policy & Program Design: The Ike program management Vendor will develop and submit to DCEO a draft BAP policy document, and RFQ document, making further revisions as requested by DCEO.



2)
Environmental Compliance:



The Ike program management Vendor shall ensure the environmental review is prepared in accordance with NEPA requirements and HUD’s regulations at 24 CFR Part 58 and applicable executive orders. 



3)
Oversight & monitoring: The Ike program management Vendor will monitor the progress of the BAP program, the selected intermediaries' performance and initial BAP loan recipients.



4)
Technical Assistance: The Ike program management Vendor will provide technical assistance to the selected intermediaries.



IV. Intermediary Requirements and Responsibilities


1) Eligible Intermediary Applicants:



a) Intermediaries eligible to service the BAP loan fund must meet the requirements of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 (HCDA), Section 105(a)(15) as amended to provide loans with flexible terms to small businesses.


b) Eligible intermediary applicants are defined as neighborhood-based nonprofit organizations, local development corporations, nonprofit organizations serving the development needs of the communities in non-entitlement areas, or entities organized under Section 301(d) of the Small Business Investment Act of 1958 to carry out a neighborhood revitalization or community economic development or energy conservation project in furtherance of the objectives of Section 101(c) of this title, and assistance to neighborhood-based nonprofit organizations, or other private or public nonprofit organizations, for the purpose of assisting as part of the neighborhood revitalization or other community development of shared housing opportunities (other than the construction of new facilities) in which elderly families (as defined in Section 3(b)(3) of the United States Housing Act of 1937) benefit as a result of living in a dwelling in which the facilities are shared with others in a manner that effectively and efficiently meets the housing needs of the residents and thereby reduces their cost of housing.  


2) Intermediary Requirements/ Qualifications :



a) Eligible applicants must demonstrate substantial expertise, capacity, and program experience to serve as a selected BAP program intermediary, including, but not limited to:



i) financial capacity/ wherewithal,



ii) business capacity,



iii) technical capabilities,



iv) past performance,



v) geographic coverage,



vi) financial systems used,



vii) underwriting experience, and 


viii)  ability to provide technical assistance to loan applicants.


b) Based on the capacity and capability of the RFQ responses and proposer’s qualifications, and to ensure compliance with HCDA 105(a)(15), requiring more that one entity be selected, DCEO proposes and will attempt to select a minimum of two RFQ responders to manage the Ike-BAP program allocation.



3) Intermediary Responsibilities: 


a) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall explain the program to prospective business recipients; assist businesses in completing loan applications, and process requests for disbursements.



b) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall review financial statements and loan amortization schedules of loan recipients, review and approve documentation of business expenses financed with loan proceeds, record security instruments, maintain accounting records and report to the Vendor/DCEO quarterly on the status of project.



c) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall underwrite loans in accordance with CDBG regulations and guidance from Vendor/DCEO. Intermediary is required to exercise due diligence by performing a thorough credit analysis and underwriting to determine the business viability and need for financing.



d) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall adequately secure loans. 



e) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall prepare loan agreements, review promissory notes and mortgage or lien instruments.



f) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall follow DCEO guidance for loan watch list procedures and loan default procedures. 



g) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall provide loan servicing.



h) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall keep program income received from loan payments in a revolving loan fund to provide loans to businesses to provide jobs and stimulate long term recovery of the impacted areas.



i) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain documentation from the business to verify compliance with job creation, employee characteristic data, leveraging, etc. which will be outlined in a document provided to the Intermediary by DCEO. 



j) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain files for each business recipient which contains the loan application, loan recommendation, closing documents and other documents which will be fully described to the Intermediary in the program guidelines



k) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain a comprehensive list of all businesses applying for loans, including those which were denied loan financing under the BAP program.  If the intermediary precludes applications for those determined to be ineligible, it must also maintain the names of those seeking loan financing, but denied BAP loans independent of submitting an application.



l) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall provide technical assistance to prospective eligible businesses and loan recipients which includes, but is not limited to, technical assistance for general business management assistance, business plan development assistance; legal and or accounting management assistance, assistance directed at micro-enterprises and start-ups, and other technical assistance. 



V. Small Business BAP Loan Recipient Requirements and Eligibility


1) Eligible Businesses: 


a) For-profit businesses, including but not limited to, a sole proprietorship, partnership, corporation, joint venture, association or cooperative are eligible to apply for loan funding.


b) Eligible businesses are limited to those with up to 50 full time employees. 


c) Eligible businesses must be located or agree to locate in one of 41 Illinois Ike-eligible counties declared under one of the three FEMA declarations of 2008 affecting Illinois. 


2) BAP Criteria/ Requirements for Small Business Loan Approvals:  


To be eligible for small business loan funding, the following criteria will be considered:



a) Private Funds Leveraged: Generally, the business must leverage a minimum of 20% of overall project cost with external leveraged funds. The standard leverage requirement may be adjusted at the discretion of the intermediary and with approval from DCEO. 


b) Job Creation or Retention: Generally, at least one (1) full-time permanent position or full-time equivalent (FTE) must be created for every $35,000 in loan funding approved.  Small businesses can count the business owner(s) in calculating full time or FTE job numbers. Other factors considered will be type of jobs, hourly wage, benefits, etc.  


c) Resulting Benefit(s):  A HUD-CDBG-eligible public benefit that the small business owner(s) can demonstrate may be weighed for loan consideration, in addition to, or in place of the job creation requirement  (The public benefit consideration is pending Ike program waivers submitted to HUD.).


d) Financial Feasibility and Business Viability: The business must demonstrate that the proposed project is viable and the business will have the economic ability to repay the funds based on criteria developed for the program.  


e) Low to Moderate Income Benefit:



· The standard requirement for loan funding approval is that at least 51 percent of the job created/ retained must be made available to low to moderate income persons.  



· For Ike economic development projects that cannot meet the LMI objective, the HUD "urgent need" national objective can be considered in determining approval of loans. The Department will assess urgent need and weigh factors accepted by HUD. 


f) Compliance with Applicable Laws: The businesses shall agree to comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and codes.


g) Project Completion: Projects shall be completed within 24 months from the date of the loan approval. Businesses shall provide the intermediary a project implementation schedule not exceeding 24 months for project completion and job creation, and maintain the positions created for 12 months. 


VI. Eligible and Ineligible BAP Loan-Funded Projects or Uses


1) Eligible uses of BAP Loan Funds:  Funds may be provided to an approved small business for: 


a) Working capital,


b) machinery, and equipment,


c) building repairs/ rehabilitation, 


d) lease of property,


e) land purchase,


f) legal/ accounting services,


g) other eligible business expenses.


* DCEO reserves the right to further define eligible uses of BAP loan funds.


2) Ineligible or Restricted uses of CDBG Funds: 


a) Federal Restrictions: 


i) Servicing or refinancing  bad existing debt in accordance to A-OMB Circular A-87 Attachment B Number 7 is not an eligible Ike-BAP activity.


ii) Projects that would violate the Anti-Pirating Act. (HCDA, codified at 42 U.S.C. 5305(h)] and HUD regulation 24 C.F.R. §570.482(h) are not an eligible Ike-BAP activity.


iii) Projects that do not meet or obtain applicable environmental clearances are not eligible for funding. (Certain projects that do not involve construction activity are generally categorically exempt from full environmental review and clearances.)  24 CFR Part 58 requires that all CDBG funded projects prepare an environmental review of each proposed project and obtain clearance prior to expending CDBG funds.


b) State Restrictions-  


** DCEO reserves the right to further define ineligible uses of BAP loan funds.

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(Urban) Neighborhood Recovery Initiative:



The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is a state government initiative to help protect and rebuild our most vulnerable urban communities from the devastating effects of the economic recession. In order to accomplish this goal, this initiative encourages many different existing agency initiatives to work in combination to achieve the biggest bang for the buck in terms of economic development, OMB metrics and model testing. The information found below breaks down the initiative by three themes: Community Engagement, Youth Engagement and Workforce Revitalization. Under each of these headings is a brief summary of potential initiatives. 


The Communities that will be targeted are as follows: Albany Park, Auburn Gresham*, Austin*, Brighton Park*, Cicero*(outside of Chicago), East Garfield Park*, Englewood*, Grand Boulevard, Greater Grand Crossing, Humboldt Park*, Logan Square, Maywood (outside of Chicago), North Lawndale, Pilsen-Little Village*, Rogers Park, Roseland*, South Shore*, West Chicago (Gage Park, Chicago Lawn)*, West Garfield Park, Woodlawn. Note: * denotes Safety Net Works Community


Community Revitalization:


Housing: 
Since the inception of the foreclosure crisis, lenders and governmental bodies have relied on counseling agencies (Agencies) to assist borrowers in navigating the foreclosure mitigation process.  The presence of agencies within communities hardest hit by foreclosure is vital to ensure homeowner access to assistance programs at the state and federal level. IHDA recommends building Agency capacity in two ways as described below:


Housing Counseling New Agency Development Pilot Program:


Provide dollars for technical assistance to create new agencies through small development grants to build agency infrastructure, add staff, and assist in readiness to apply for HUD certification.



· Use funds to foster the development of Agencies in targeted areas



· Agencies would provide much needed foreclosure counseling 



· Incentivize Agencies to hire from local work force



· Recommended allocation - $3 million to $5 million over two (2) year period


· Funding would create approximately 35 jobs



Program for Augmentation of Existing Housing Counseling Agency: 



Agencies would receive funding to hire additional staff to support current foreclosure counseling initiatives and also ensure additional counseling assets are available to support US Treasury’s unemployed citizen mortgage assistance program in Illinois



· Use funds for capacity building throughout the State



· Recommended allocation - $4 million to $6 million over one (1) year period



· Expected costs to add one (1) counselor per agency - $60,000 per year


·  Funding would create approximately 75 jobs


Small Businesses Lending: 


DCEO: 



· The Illinois Capital Access Program (CAP) is designed to encourage financial institutions to make loans to small and new businesses that do not qualify under conventional lending policies. CAP is a form of loan portfolio insurance, which provides additional reserve coverage to the lender on loan default.


· The Illinois IKE-Business Assistance Program (BAP) is a small business loan funding source soon to be launched by Illinois, to support small and micro businesses in 41 eligible Illinois counties.  This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state.  More information, including contact information, where to apply for funding, and program requirements will be available shortly.  


DCEO is currently in discussions with three CDFIs with strong small business lending backgrounds to support the BAP, including the Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), ACCION and the IL Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).   DCEO is working with all three CDFIs to finalize terms by the early part of the week of 9/13/10.  ACCION and CCV have proposed to support up to 9 of the 41 Ike-eligible counties, including Cook, the collar counties and additional counties west and north of the collar counties.  IVCA is considering some or all of the remaining IKE eligible counties, clustered in the southeast, west and central parts of Illinois. (See the IKE-program map below with all eligible counties shaded in either pink or orange.  Quick summary of the BAP:



· $5 million of the IKE program funding has been initially set aside for the BAP program.


· Business startups can apply for $1,000 - $50,000 based underwriting standards.  (DCEO is considering lowering the minimum loan size to $500, per feedback received from one of the CDFIs.)


· Existing businesses can apply for $1,000 - $75,000.


· Funding can support business operating costs, construction, equipment costs and more.


· The BAP will be a revolving fund, with repaid loans returned back to the CDFIs for future loan awards.


· The selected CDFIs will network with each other in referring prospective loan prospects, to boost BAP program coverage.


· New businesses can count the business owner(s) in achieving a minimum one full-time or (FTE) job, important in the current economy.


· Small businesses with high-growth potential can also see funding under BAP.


· Micro-businesses can receive technical assistance under the BAP, although this will vary by each CDFI's capacity- all selected CDFIs will also refer and link micro and small business loan prospects to other resources that can provide technical assistance such as the Illinois SBDC network.


· The program is targeted to start October 1, 2010.


Youth Engagement:


Governor's Save Our Youth Initiative:
The following program components would be implemented in each community by a strong lead community organization in collaboration with partner organizations containing expertise in the program components.  Technical assistance will be provided by MEE and other organizations in support of program development and implementation. 


· Mentoring Plus Jobs (MEE Model): Provides 80 youth in each community with part time jobs, mentoring and social/emotional skills and support.   Mentors (16) and coordinators (2-3) would be hired part time. $400,000 per community.


· Parent Leadership (MEE Model): Provides 50 parents in each community with leadership, empowerment and self-care skills that enable them to be community leaders, educators and mentors for other parents. Participating parents and 1-2 coordinators would be hired part time. $100,000 per community.


· School Based Counseling: Provides funds for K-12 schools in each community to contract with providers or hire their own clinical staff to provide early intervention and trauma-informed  counseling services for students. Providers would be trained in trauma counseling. $275,000 per Community.


· Safety Net Works (SNW): Expands Safety Net Works youth violence prevention programming in  existing SNW communities and adds the program in communities that do not have it. $100,000 to 11 existing programs. $300,000 to 9 new programs.


· Reentry Programs: Provides/expands reentry services for youth and young adults returning to the community from correctional facilities. $250,000 per community.


· Lead Community Partners: Lead agency project coordination and management. $200,000 per community.


· Total Costs: 


· $1,325,000, 11 existing SNW communities


· $1,525,000, 9 new SNW communities


· Estimated Total Jobs:


· 3,300


· Estimated Total Youth Served:


· 18,000


Workforce Revitalization: 



Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model 
The JTED program assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support. 
CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Program Goals:


· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the low wage/low skilled employed worker with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category I)



· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the unemployed disadvantaged individual with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category II)



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



Details of Pilot Project Contract



· The pilot program will be done through a one year agreement beginning in November 2010 to train 660 individuals renewable by six months for a total of 1,000 individuals.


· The training will be conducted over 10 weeks at the Laborers’ new training facility on the near west side, with 20 students in each class, and up to 140 students being trained at a time.  Trainees will receive a stipend of $10/hr during the 10-week training period


· A Partnership Oversight Committee will be established with a manager appointed by the Governor and consisting of IDOT, union officials, government and community leaders to oversee the good faith placement efforts of the pilot contracts.  The Committee will evaluate efforts of the contractors on an ongoing basis and can recommend termination of the pilot contracts at any time with 30 days notice.


· Initially after training, the placement contract requires placement of a minimum of 100 trainees into USDOL approved apprenticeship and training programs and this minimum shall be increased by the Oversight Committee no later than June 30, 2011 to place or exceed a goal of 250 placements.  Milestones will be set for the additional placements, however the commitment is to place up to 25% of the graduates in an apprenticeship program or employment opportunity.


· The pilot training contractor will work to place current minority apprentices and journeymen who have been unemployed for over 30 days onto identified projects in IDOT’s District/Region 1 for the duration of the pilot project.


· The pilot contractor will work to place current union apprentices and journeymen from zip codes surrounding certain identified IDOT District/Region 1 projects on those projects.


· Contract payments will be made monthly based on the pilot contractor fulfilling the terms and conditions of the contract. 


· Cost: Program cost is $5.5M, which includes $2,396 per individual for training, $4,000 per individual for stipends, and $500 per individual for community-based providers.  


· Broken down, the cost per trainee is $6,896, which is more economical than similar programs IDOT currently sponsors through SIU-E and the Illinois Community College Board.  The ICCB program costs the Department $8,000 per student; and The SIU-E training program is done in cooperation with Southwestern Illinois College at an average cost of $7,017 per student, and places approximately 15% of the graduates. 
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"IKE"-Small Business Loan Assistance Program





Program Objective:



The "Ike" Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) program will provide loan funds to support new and existing small businesses to assist with a variety of BAP-program-eligible capital and operational business needs. Small businesses must currently be located in, or relocate into an "Ike" community (See Exhibit A below) to be eligible for BAP funding consideration.


I. Program Overview



1) "Ike" Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) Funding Allocation: The initial BAP loan fund allocation will be $5,000,000.


2) Program Participants (Title and Function): 



a) DCEO- Lead Entity for the "IKE" program


b) CDM- "IKE" Program Management Vendor 



c) Selected CDFIs- BAP Financial Intermediaries and Loan Servicers


d) Small Businesses- BAP Loan Recipients


3) Program Delivery and Design:



a) The Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) will be a revolving loan fund program to support small businesses, which will be serviced and managed directly by selected financial intermediaries.  


b) Selected CDFI-financial intermediaries will service respective portions of the BAP loan fund, including approving BAP loans, providing limited technical assistance to loan recipients and generally managing the loan funding.  


c) Selected intermediaries will receive respective portions the loan fund through a grant awarded by DCEO, with terms for managing the funds outlined by grant agreement.



d) General criteria, reflected in part in this proposal, will be developed by DCEO, with federal requirements assessed by the Ike management vendor.



e) Individual loan application review and assessment will be performed by the selected CDFIs, with final approval by DCEO as stipulated.



f) Underwriting terms will be initially developed by the Ike vendor (with review approval by DCEO), with possible modification to these terms made through input by selected CDFIs, and with approval by DCEO



g) Following selection of the CDFIs to service the BAP funding, BAP loans will be approved on a first come first served basis throughout the life of the BAP program. 



h) Repayments from the initial loans made from the program will be placed into a revolving loan fund for subsequent loans awards to eligible small businesses. 



i) The Ike vendor will monitor the performance of the selected CDFI-intermediaries, with feedback provided to DCEO at regular intervals.


4) Intermediary Eligibility/ Selection Process/ Requirements: 


a) Formal (Open) Bid Process: A Notice of Grant Award (NOGA) will be utilized to pre-qualify and select CDFI-financial intermediaries (minimum two) to service the BAP small business loan funding.


b) Eligibility: Not-for-profit community development financial institution (CDFI) organizations meeting the criteria under the Housing and Community Development Act (HCDA), Section 105(a) (15) are eligible to submit qualifications for selection as the program Intermediary.  See Section IV below for a description of the Intermediary criteria.



c) Qualifications/ Selection Criteria: Selection of Intermediary(s) will be based on their financial and business capacity, technical capabilities, past performance, geographic coverage, underwriting experience, and ability to provide technical assistance, etc. to loan recipients.


· Based on the capacity, capability and qualifications of the CDFI- responders', DCEO may select one or more responders to manage the BAP program allocation as the financial intermediary(s). 


d) DCEO reserves the right to set aside sub allocations for the management of funds by more than one selected intermediary.


5) BAP Loan Financing Limits:



a) Loan Thresholds:



i) Start-up Businesses: $1,000 minimum and $50,000 maximum.



ii) Existing Businesses: $1,000 minimum and $75,000 maximum



b) Loan Awards:  Loan award approvals and size will be based on the small business’ ability to meet BAP Program requirements, underwriting, and documentation to support public benefit.  (Further description of the small business requirements are found in Section V below.)



6) Eligible Activities for BAP Loan Financing:  Funds may be provided to a small business for capital, business operational and other defined business needs.  See Section VI for eligible and ineligible BAP loan funded activities.   



7) Marketing Outreach: 



a) Marketing and outreach efforts will be coordinated between DCEO, the Vendor and the appropriate regional coordinators. The specific marketing plan will be incorporated into the overall Vendor marketing plan. 


8) General and Special Terms and Conditions for Approving/ Monitoring BAP Loan Funding:



a) Process for awarding BAP loan funds: A first-come first-served loan application process for awarding small business loans will be established.


b) Loan Awards:  Loan award approvals and size will be based on the small business’ ability to meet BAP Program requirements, underwriting, and documentation to support public benefit.  (Further description of the small business requirements is found below in Section V.)



c) Approval of BAP Loan funding Not Previously Awarded: 



i) BAP loans approved that have not been previously awarded, are subject to all HUD requirements for awarding loans as well as requirements established by DCEO and selected intermediaries.  HUD and DCEO requirements are described below. 


d) Approving of  BAP Loan Funding Following BAP Loan Repayment and from Loan Program Income Derived:


i) Any loan funding repaid and other revenue paid to a selected nonprofit financial intermediary that meets Section 105(a) (15) criteria, will not be considered CDBG program income. Therefore, once BAP funds are repaid to the selected non-profit intermediaries, they will lose their federal identity.  Assuming subsequent activities are approved by DCEO in advance, the intermediaries may use the repayments to carry out a greater range of activities, including those that would not typically be eligible under the CDBG program, if approved by DCEO. 


If, for example, the organization administers a regional revolving loan fund, the repayments could be used to fund additional loans in communities other than the one to which the state’s grant was awarded. Or, the funds could be lent to a high-technology business start-up project that could not meet the L/M Income Benefit national objective requirements. Reference: 24 CFR 570.489(e) (2) (ii).


II. DCEO Responsibilities


1) Policy & Program Design:  


a) DCEO will describe the objectives and desired strategy for the BAP program to assist the Vendor in creating draft BAP policy and RFQ documents. 


b) DCEO will review the Vendor-drafted BAP policy document and RFQ document and make additions, edits, and modifications as it determines necessary.


c) DCEO will approve the BAP policy and RFQ documents following DCEO's review and approval of the described terms and other content of each. 


2) Environmental Compliance: The State, will review and approve the BAP compliance documentation, submit the publications, and request the release of funding from HUD.  As the designated agency, on behalf of the Ike program, DCEO will serve as the Responsible Entity (RE).


3) Oversight & monitoring: DCEO and the Vendor will monitor the progress of the BAP program and the Intermediary's performance


III. Vendor Responsibilities


1)
Policy & Program Design: The Ike program management Vendor will develop and submit to DCEO a draft BAP policy document, and RFQ document, making further revisions as requested by DCEO.



2)
Environmental Compliance:



The Ike program management Vendor shall ensure the environmental review is prepared in accordance with NEPA requirements and HUD’s regulations at 24 CFR Part 58 and applicable executive orders. 



3)
Oversight & monitoring: The Ike program management Vendor will monitor the progress of the BAP program, the selected intermediaries' performance and initial BAP loan recipients.



4)
Technical Assistance: The Ike program management Vendor will provide technical assistance to the selected intermediaries.



IV. Intermediary Requirements and Responsibilities


1) Eligible Intermediary Applicants:



a) Intermediaries eligible to service the BAP loan fund must meet the requirements of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 (HCDA), Section 105(a)(15) as amended to provide loans with flexible terms to small businesses.


b) Eligible intermediary applicants are defined as neighborhood-based nonprofit organizations, local development corporations, nonprofit organizations serving the development needs of the communities in non-entitlement areas, or entities organized under Section 301(d) of the Small Business Investment Act of 1958 to carry out a neighborhood revitalization or community economic development or energy conservation project in furtherance of the objectives of Section 101(c) of this title, and assistance to neighborhood-based nonprofit organizations, or other private or public nonprofit organizations, for the purpose of assisting as part of the neighborhood revitalization or other community development of shared housing opportunities (other than the construction of new facilities) in which elderly families (as defined in Section 3(b)(3) of the United States Housing Act of 1937) benefit as a result of living in a dwelling in which the facilities are shared with others in a manner that effectively and efficiently meets the housing needs of the residents and thereby reduces their cost of housing.  


2) Intermediary Requirements/ Qualifications :



a) Eligible applicants must demonstrate substantial expertise, capacity, and program experience to serve as a selected BAP program intermediary, including, but not limited to:



i) financial capacity/ wherewithal,



ii) business capacity,



iii) technical capabilities,



iv) past performance,



v) geographic coverage,



vi) financial systems used,



vii) underwriting experience, and 


viii)  ability to provide technical assistance to loan applicants.


b) Based on the capacity and capability of the RFQ responses and proposer’s qualifications, and to ensure compliance with HCDA 105(a)(15), requiring more that one entity be selected, DCEO proposes and will attempt to select a minimum of two RFQ responders to manage the Ike-BAP program allocation.



3) Intermediary Responsibilities: 


a) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall explain the program to prospective business recipients; assist businesses in completing loan applications, and process requests for disbursements.



b) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall review financial statements and loan amortization schedules of loan recipients, review and approve documentation of business expenses financed with loan proceeds, record security instruments, maintain accounting records and report to the Vendor/DCEO quarterly on the status of project.



c) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall underwrite loans in accordance with CDBG regulations and guidance from Vendor/DCEO. Intermediary is required to exercise due diligence by performing a thorough credit analysis and underwriting to determine the business viability and need for financing.



d) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall adequately secure loans. 



e) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall prepare loan agreements, review promissory notes and mortgage or lien instruments.



f) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall follow DCEO guidance for loan watch list procedures and loan default procedures. 



g) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall provide loan servicing.



h) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall keep program income received from loan payments in a revolving loan fund to provide loans to businesses to provide jobs and stimulate long term recovery of the impacted areas.



i) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain documentation from the business to verify compliance with job creation, employee characteristic data, leveraging, etc. which will be outlined in a document provided to the Intermediary by DCEO. 



j) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain files for each business recipient which contains the loan application, loan recommendation, closing documents and other documents which will be fully described to the Intermediary in the program guidelines



k) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain a comprehensive list of all businesses applying for loans, including those which were denied loan financing under the BAP program.  If the intermediary precludes applications for those determined to be ineligible, it must also maintain the names of those seeking loan financing, but denied BAP loans independent of submitting an application.



l) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall provide technical assistance to prospective eligible businesses and loan recipients which includes, but is not limited to, technical assistance for general business management assistance, business plan development assistance; legal and or accounting management assistance, assistance directed at micro-enterprises and start-ups, and other technical assistance. 



V. Small Business BAP Loan Recipient Requirements and Eligibility


1) Eligible Businesses: 


a) For-profit businesses, including but not limited to, a sole proprietorship, partnership, corporation, joint venture, association or cooperative are eligible to apply for loan funding.


b) Eligible businesses are limited to those with up to 50 full time employees. 


c) Eligible businesses must be located or agree to locate in one of 41 Illinois Ike-eligible counties declared under one of the three FEMA declarations of 2008 affecting Illinois. 


2) BAP Criteria/ Requirements for Small Business Loan Approvals:  


To be eligible for small business loan funding, the following criteria will be considered:



a) Private Funds Leveraged: Generally, the business must leverage a minimum of 20% of overall project cost with external leveraged funds. The standard leverage requirement may be adjusted at the discretion of the intermediary and with approval from DCEO. 


b) Job Creation or Retention: Generally, at least one (1) full-time permanent position or full-time equivalent (FTE) must be created for every $35,000 in loan funding approved.  Small businesses can count the business owner(s) in calculating full time or FTE job numbers. Other factors considered will be type of jobs, hourly wage, benefits, etc.  


c) Resulting Benefit(s):  A HUD-CDBG-eligible public benefit that the small business owner(s) can demonstrate may be weighed for loan consideration, in addition to, or in place of the job creation requirement  (The public benefit consideration is pending Ike program waivers submitted to HUD.).


d) Financial Feasibility and Business Viability: The business must demonstrate that the proposed project is viable and the business will have the economic ability to repay the funds based on criteria developed for the program.  


e) Low to Moderate Income Benefit:



· The standard requirement for loan funding approval is that at least 51 percent of the job created/ retained must be made available to low to moderate income persons.  



· For Ike economic development projects that cannot meet the LMI objective, the HUD "urgent need" national objective can be considered in determining approval of loans. The Department will assess urgent need and weigh factors accepted by HUD. 


f) Compliance with Applicable Laws: The businesses shall agree to comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and codes.


g) Project Completion: Projects shall be completed within 24 months from the date of the loan approval. Businesses shall provide the intermediary a project implementation schedule not exceeding 24 months for project completion and job creation, and maintain the positions created for 12 months. 


VI. Eligible and Ineligible BAP Loan-Funded Projects or Uses


1) Eligible uses of BAP Loan Funds:  Funds may be provided to an approved small business for: 


a) Working capital,


b) machinery, and equipment,


c) building repairs/ rehabilitation, 


d) lease of property,


e) land purchase,


f) legal/ accounting services,


g) other eligible business expenses.


* DCEO reserves the right to further define eligible uses of BAP loan funds.


2) Ineligible or Restricted uses of CDBG Funds: 


a) Federal Restrictions: 


i) Servicing or refinancing  bad existing debt in accordance to A-OMB Circular A-87 Attachment B Number 7 is not an eligible Ike-BAP activity.


ii) Projects that would violate the Anti-Pirating Act. (HCDA, codified at 42 U.S.C. 5305(h)] and HUD regulation 24 C.F.R. §570.482(h) are not an eligible Ike-BAP activity.


iii) Projects that do not meet or obtain applicable environmental clearances are not eligible for funding. (Certain projects that do not involve construction activity are generally categorically exempt from full environmental review and clearances.)  24 CFR Part 58 requires that all CDBG funded projects prepare an environmental review of each proposed project and obtain clearance prior to expending CDBG funds.


b) State Restrictions-  


** DCEO reserves the right to further define ineligible uses of BAP loan funds.

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(Urban) Neighborhood Recovery Initiative:



The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is a state government initiative to help protect and rebuild our most vulnerable urban communities from the devastating effects of the economic recession. In order to accomplish this goal, this initiative encourages many different existing agency initiatives to work in combination to achieve the biggest bang for the buck in terms of economic development, OMB metrics and model testing. The information found below breaks down the initiative by three themes: Community Engagement, Youth Engagement and Workforce Revitalization. Under each of these headings is a brief summary of potential initiatives. 


The Communities that will be targeted are as follows: Albany Park, Auburn Gresham*, Austin*, Brighton Park*, Cicero*(outside of Chicago), East Garfield Park*, Englewood*, Grand Boulevard, Greater Grand Crossing, Humboldt Park*, Logan Square, Maywood (outside of Chicago), North Lawndale, Pilsen-Little Village*, Rogers Park, Roseland*, South Shore*, West Chicago (Gage Park, Chicago Lawn)*, West Garfield Park, Woodlawn. Note: * denotes Safety Net Works Community


Community Revitalization:


Housing: 
Since the inception of the foreclosure crisis, lenders and governmental bodies have relied on counseling agencies (Agencies) to assist borrowers in navigating the foreclosure mitigation process.  The presence of agencies within communities hardest hit by foreclosure is vital to ensure homeowner access to assistance programs at the state and federal level. IHDA recommends building Agency capacity in two ways as described below:


Housing Counseling New Agency Development Pilot Program:


Provide dollars for technical assistance to create new agencies through small development grants to build agency infrastructure, add staff, and assist in readiness to apply for HUD certification.



· Use funds to foster the development of Agencies in targeted areas



· Agencies would provide much needed foreclosure counseling 



· Incentivize Agencies to hire from local work force



· Recommended allocation - $3 million to $5 million over two (2) year period


· Funding would create approximately 35 jobs



Program for Augmentation of Existing Housing Counseling Agency: 



Agencies would receive funding to hire additional staff to support current foreclosure counseling initiatives and also ensure additional counseling assets are available to support US Treasury’s unemployed citizen mortgage assistance program in Illinois



· Use funds for capacity building throughout the State



· Recommended allocation - $4 million to $6 million over one (1) year period



· Expected costs to add one (1) counselor per agency - $60,000 per year


·  Funding would create approximately 75 jobs


Small Businesses Lending: 


DCEO: 



· The Illinois Capital Access Program (CAP) is designed to encourage financial institutions to make loans to small and new businesses that do not qualify under conventional lending policies. CAP is a form of loan portfolio insurance, which provides additional reserve coverage to the lender on loan default.


· The Illinois IKE-Business Assistance Program (BAP) is a small business loan funding source soon to be launched by Illinois, to support small and micro businesses in 41 eligible Illinois counties.  This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state.  More information, including contact information, where to apply for funding, and program requirements will be available shortly.  


DCEO is currently in discussions with three CDFIs with strong small business lending backgrounds to support the BAP, including the Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), ACCION and the IL Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).   DCEO is working with all three CDFIs to finalize terms by the early part of the week of 9/13/10.  ACCION and CCV have proposed to support up to 9 of the 41 Ike-eligible counties, including Cook, the collar counties and additional counties west and north of the collar counties.  IVCA is considering some or all of the remaining IKE eligible counties, clustered in the southeast, west and central parts of Illinois. (See the IKE-program map below with all eligible counties shaded in either pink or orange.  Quick summary of the BAP:



· $5 million of the IKE program funding has been initially set aside for the BAP program.


· Business startups can apply for $1,000 - $50,000 based underwriting standards.  (DCEO is considering lowering the minimum loan size to $500, per feedback received from one of the CDFIs.)


· Existing businesses can apply for $1,000 - $75,000.


· Funding can support business operating costs, construction, equipment costs and more.


· The BAP will be a revolving fund, with repaid loans returned back to the CDFIs for future loan awards.


· The selected CDFIs will network with each other in referring prospective loan prospects, to boost BAP program coverage.


· New businesses can count the business owner(s) in achieving a minimum one full-time or (FTE) job, important in the current economy.


· Small businesses with high-growth potential can also see funding under BAP.


· Micro-businesses can receive technical assistance under the BAP, although this will vary by each CDFI's capacity- all selected CDFIs will also refer and link micro and small business loan prospects to other resources that can provide technical assistance such as the Illinois SBDC network.


· The program is targeted to start October 1, 2010.


Youth Engagement:


Governor's Save Our Youth Initiative:
The following program components would be implemented in each community by a strong lead community organization in collaboration with partner organizations containing expertise in the program components.  Technical assistance will be provided by Motivational Educational Entertainment (MEE) Productions, inc., and other organizations in support of program development and implementation. For background, MEE is a communications, research and marketing firm that specializes in developing cost-effective and culturally relevant messages for hard-to-reach urban and ethnic audiences based in Philadelphia and Los Angeles.


· Mentoring Plus Jobs (MEE Model): Provides 80 youth in each community with part time jobs, mentoring and social/emotional skills and support.   Mentors (16) and coordinators (2-3) would be hired part time. $400,000 per community.


· Parent Leadership (MEE Model): Provides 50 parents in each community with leadership, empowerment and self-care skills that enable them to be community leaders, educators and mentors for other parents. Participating parents and 1-2 coordinators would be hired part time. $100,000 per community.


· School Based Counseling: Provides funds for K-12 schools in each community to contract with providers or hire their own clinical staff to provide early intervention and trauma-informed  counseling services for students. Providers would be trained in trauma counseling. $275,000 per Community.


· Safety Net Works (SNW): Expands Safety Net Works youth violence prevention programming in  existing SNW communities and adds the program in communities that do not have it. $100,000 to 11 existing programs. $300,000 to 9 new programs.


· Reentry Programs: Provides/expands reentry services for youth and young adults returning to the community from correctional facilities. $250,000 per community.


· Lead Community Partners: Lead agency project coordination and management. $200,000 per community.

Workforce Revitalization: 



Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model 
The JTED program assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support. 
CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Program Goals:


· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the low wage/low skilled employed worker with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category I)



· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the unemployed disadvantaged individual with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category II)



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



Details of Pilot Project Contract



· The pilot program will be done through a one year agreement beginning in November 2010 to train 660 individuals renewable by six months for a total of 1,000 individuals.


· The training will be conducted over 10 weeks at the Laborers’ new training facility on the near west side, with 20 students in each class, and up to 140 students being trained at a time.  Trainees will receive a stipend of $10/hr during the 10-week training period


· A Partnership Oversight Committee will be established with a manager appointed by the Governor and consisting of IDOT, union officials, government and community leaders to oversee the good faith placement efforts of the pilot contracts.  The Committee will evaluate efforts of the contractors on an ongoing basis and can recommend termination of the pilot contracts at any time with 30 days notice.


· Initially after training, the placement contract requires placement of a minimum of 100 trainees into USDOL approved apprenticeship and training programs and this minimum shall be increased by the Oversight Committee no later than June 30, 2011 to place or exceed a goal of 250 placements.  Milestones will be set for the additional placements, however the commitment is to place up to 25% of the graduates in an apprenticeship program or employment opportunity.


· The pilot training contractor will work to place current minority apprentices and journeymen who have been unemployed for over 30 days onto identified projects in IDOT’s District/Region 1 for the duration of the pilot project.


· The pilot contractor will work to place current union apprentices and journeymen from zip codes surrounding certain identified IDOT District/Region 1 projects on those projects.


· Contract payments will be made monthly based on the pilot contractor fulfilling the terms and conditions of the contract. 


· Cost: Program cost is $5.5M, which includes $2,396 per individual for training, $4,000 per individual for stipends, and $500 per individual for community-based providers.  


· Broken down, the cost per trainee is $6,896, which is more economical than similar programs IDOT currently sponsors through SIU-E and the Illinois Community College Board.  The ICCB program costs the Department $8,000 per student; and The SIU-E training program is done in cooperation with Southwestern Illinois College at an average cost of $7,017 per student, and places approximately 15% of the graduates. 
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"IKE"-Small Business Loan Assistance Program





Program Objective:



The "Ike" Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) program will provide loan funds to support new and existing small businesses to assist with a variety of BAP-program-eligible capital and operational business needs. Small businesses must currently be located in, or relocate into an "Ike" community (See Exhibit A below) to be eligible for BAP funding consideration.


I. Program Overview



1) "Ike" Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) Funding Allocation: The initial BAP loan fund allocation will be $5,000,000.


2) Program Participants (Title and Function): 



a) DCEO- Lead Entity for the "IKE" program


b) CDM- "IKE" Program Management Vendor 



c) Selected CDFIs- BAP Financial Intermediaries and Loan Servicers


d) Small Businesses- BAP Loan Recipients


3) Program Delivery and Design:



a) The Small Business Loan Assistance Program (BAP) will be a revolving loan fund program to support small businesses, which will be serviced and managed directly by selected financial intermediaries.  


b) Selected CDFI-financial intermediaries will service respective portions of the BAP loan fund, including approving BAP loans, providing limited technical assistance to loan recipients and generally managing the loan funding.  


c) Selected intermediaries will receive respective portions the loan fund through a grant awarded by DCEO, with terms for managing the funds outlined by grant agreement.



d) General criteria, reflected in part in this proposal, will be developed by DCEO, with federal requirements assessed by the Ike management vendor.



e) Individual loan application review and assessment will be performed by the selected CDFIs, with final approval by DCEO as stipulated.



f) Underwriting terms will be initially developed by the Ike vendor (with review approval by DCEO), with possible modification to these terms made through input by selected CDFIs, and with approval by DCEO



g) Following selection of the CDFIs to service the BAP funding, BAP loans will be approved on a first come first served basis throughout the life of the BAP program. 



h) Repayments from the initial loans made from the program will be placed into a revolving loan fund for subsequent loans awards to eligible small businesses. 



i) The Ike vendor will monitor the performance of the selected CDFI-intermediaries, with feedback provided to DCEO at regular intervals.


4) Intermediary Eligibility/ Selection Process/ Requirements: 


a) Formal (Open) Bid Process: A Notice of Grant Award (NOGA) will be utilized to pre-qualify and select CDFI-financial intermediaries (minimum two) to service the BAP small business loan funding.


b) Eligibility: Not-for-profit community development financial institution (CDFI) organizations meeting the criteria under the Housing and Community Development Act (HCDA), Section 105(a) (15) are eligible to submit qualifications for selection as the program Intermediary.  See Section IV below for a description of the Intermediary criteria.



c) Qualifications/ Selection Criteria: Selection of Intermediary(s) will be based on their financial and business capacity, technical capabilities, past performance, geographic coverage, underwriting experience, and ability to provide technical assistance, etc. to loan recipients.


· Based on the capacity, capability and qualifications of the CDFI- responders', DCEO may select one or more responders to manage the BAP program allocation as the financial intermediary(s). 


d) DCEO reserves the right to set aside sub allocations for the management of funds by more than one selected intermediary.


5) BAP Loan Financing Limits:



a) Loan Thresholds:



i) Start-up Businesses: $1,000 minimum and $50,000 maximum.



ii) Existing Businesses: $1,000 minimum and $75,000 maximum



b) Loan Awards:  Loan award approvals and size will be based on the small business’ ability to meet BAP Program requirements, underwriting, and documentation to support public benefit.  (Further description of the small business requirements are found in Section V below.)



6) Eligible Activities for BAP Loan Financing:  Funds may be provided to a small business for capital, business operational and other defined business needs.  See Section VI for eligible and ineligible BAP loan funded activities.   



7) Marketing Outreach: 



a) Marketing and outreach efforts will be coordinated between DCEO, the Vendor and the appropriate regional coordinators. The specific marketing plan will be incorporated into the overall Vendor marketing plan. 


8) General and Special Terms and Conditions for Approving/ Monitoring BAP Loan Funding:



a) Process for awarding BAP loan funds: A first-come first-served loan application process for awarding small business loans will be established.


b) Loan Awards:  Loan award approvals and size will be based on the small business’ ability to meet BAP Program requirements, underwriting, and documentation to support public benefit.  (Further description of the small business requirements is found below in Section V.)



c) Approval of BAP Loan funding Not Previously Awarded: 



i) BAP loans approved that have not been previously awarded, are subject to all HUD requirements for awarding loans as well as requirements established by DCEO and selected intermediaries.  HUD and DCEO requirements are described below. 


d) Approving of  BAP Loan Funding Following BAP Loan Repayment and from Loan Program Income Derived:


i) Any loan funding repaid and other revenue paid to a selected nonprofit financial intermediary that meets Section 105(a) (15) criteria, will not be considered CDBG program income. Therefore, once BAP funds are repaid to the selected non-profit intermediaries, they will lose their federal identity.  Assuming subsequent activities are approved by DCEO in advance, the intermediaries may use the repayments to carry out a greater range of activities, including those that would not typically be eligible under the CDBG program, if approved by DCEO. 


If, for example, the organization administers a regional revolving loan fund, the repayments could be used to fund additional loans in communities other than the one to which the state’s grant was awarded. Or, the funds could be lent to a high-technology business start-up project that could not meet the L/M Income Benefit national objective requirements. Reference: 24 CFR 570.489(e) (2) (ii).


II. DCEO Responsibilities


1) Policy & Program Design:  


a) DCEO will describe the objectives and desired strategy for the BAP program to assist the Vendor in creating draft BAP policy and RFQ documents. 


b) DCEO will review the Vendor-drafted BAP policy document and RFQ document and make additions, edits, and modifications as it determines necessary.


c) DCEO will approve the BAP policy and RFQ documents following DCEO's review and approval of the described terms and other content of each. 


2) Environmental Compliance: The State, will review and approve the BAP compliance documentation, submit the publications, and request the release of funding from HUD.  As the designated agency, on behalf of the Ike program, DCEO will serve as the Responsible Entity (RE).


3) Oversight & monitoring: DCEO and the Vendor will monitor the progress of the BAP program and the Intermediary's performance


III. Vendor Responsibilities


1)
Policy & Program Design: The Ike program management Vendor will develop and submit to DCEO a draft BAP policy document, and RFQ document, making further revisions as requested by DCEO.



2)
Environmental Compliance:



The Ike program management Vendor shall ensure the environmental review is prepared in accordance with NEPA requirements and HUD’s regulations at 24 CFR Part 58 and applicable executive orders. 



3)
Oversight & monitoring: The Ike program management Vendor will monitor the progress of the BAP program, the selected intermediaries' performance and initial BAP loan recipients.



4)
Technical Assistance: The Ike program management Vendor will provide technical assistance to the selected intermediaries.



IV. Intermediary Requirements and Responsibilities


1) Eligible Intermediary Applicants:



a) Intermediaries eligible to service the BAP loan fund must meet the requirements of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 (HCDA), Section 105(a)(15) as amended to provide loans with flexible terms to small businesses.


b) Eligible intermediary applicants are defined as neighborhood-based nonprofit organizations, local development corporations, nonprofit organizations serving the development needs of the communities in non-entitlement areas, or entities organized under Section 301(d) of the Small Business Investment Act of 1958 to carry out a neighborhood revitalization or community economic development or energy conservation project in furtherance of the objectives of Section 101(c) of this title, and assistance to neighborhood-based nonprofit organizations, or other private or public nonprofit organizations, for the purpose of assisting as part of the neighborhood revitalization or other community development of shared housing opportunities (other than the construction of new facilities) in which elderly families (as defined in Section 3(b)(3) of the United States Housing Act of 1937) benefit as a result of living in a dwelling in which the facilities are shared with others in a manner that effectively and efficiently meets the housing needs of the residents and thereby reduces their cost of housing.  


2) Intermediary Requirements/ Qualifications :



a) Eligible applicants must demonstrate substantial expertise, capacity, and program experience to serve as a selected BAP program intermediary, including, but not limited to:



i) financial capacity/ wherewithal,



ii) business capacity,



iii) technical capabilities,



iv) past performance,



v) geographic coverage,



vi) financial systems used,



vii) underwriting experience, and 


viii)  ability to provide technical assistance to loan applicants.


b) Based on the capacity and capability of the RFQ responses and proposer’s qualifications, and to ensure compliance with HCDA 105(a)(15), requiring more that one entity be selected, DCEO proposes and will attempt to select a minimum of two RFQ responders to manage the Ike-BAP program allocation.



3) Intermediary Responsibilities: 


a) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall explain the program to prospective business recipients; assist businesses in completing loan applications, and process requests for disbursements.



b) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall review financial statements and loan amortization schedules of loan recipients, review and approve documentation of business expenses financed with loan proceeds, record security instruments, maintain accounting records and report to the Vendor/DCEO quarterly on the status of project.



c) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall underwrite loans in accordance with CDBG regulations and guidance from Vendor/DCEO. Intermediary is required to exercise due diligence by performing a thorough credit analysis and underwriting to determine the business viability and need for financing.



d) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall adequately secure loans. 



e) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall prepare loan agreements, review promissory notes and mortgage or lien instruments.



f) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall follow DCEO guidance for loan watch list procedures and loan default procedures. 



g) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall provide loan servicing.



h) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall keep program income received from loan payments in a revolving loan fund to provide loans to businesses to provide jobs and stimulate long term recovery of the impacted areas.



i) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain documentation from the business to verify compliance with job creation, employee characteristic data, leveraging, etc. which will be outlined in a document provided to the Intermediary by DCEO. 



j) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain files for each business recipient which contains the loan application, loan recommendation, closing documents and other documents which will be fully described to the Intermediary in the program guidelines



k) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall maintain a comprehensive list of all businesses applying for loans, including those which were denied loan financing under the BAP program.  If the intermediary precludes applications for those determined to be ineligible, it must also maintain the names of those seeking loan financing, but denied BAP loans independent of submitting an application.



l) The selected CDFI-Intermediary(s) shall provide technical assistance to prospective eligible businesses and loan recipients which includes, but is not limited to, technical assistance for general business management assistance, business plan development assistance; legal and or accounting management assistance, assistance directed at micro-enterprises and start-ups, and other technical assistance. 



V. Small Business BAP Loan Recipient Requirements and Eligibility


1) Eligible Businesses: 


a) For-profit businesses, including but not limited to, a sole proprietorship, partnership, corporation, joint venture, association or cooperative are eligible to apply for loan funding.


b) Eligible businesses are limited to those with up to 50 full time employees. 


c) Eligible businesses must be located or agree to locate in one of 41 Illinois Ike-eligible counties declared under one of the three FEMA declarations of 2008 affecting Illinois. 


2) BAP Criteria/ Requirements for Small Business Loan Approvals:  


To be eligible for small business loan funding, the following criteria will be considered:



a) Private Funds Leveraged: Generally, the business must leverage a minimum of 20% of overall project cost with external leveraged funds. The standard leverage requirement may be adjusted at the discretion of the intermediary and with approval from DCEO. 


b) Job Creation or Retention: Generally, at least one (1) full-time permanent position or full-time equivalent (FTE) must be created for every $35,000 in loan funding approved.  Small businesses can count the business owner(s) in calculating full time or FTE job numbers. Other factors considered will be type of jobs, hourly wage, benefits, etc.  


c) Resulting Benefit(s):  A HUD-CDBG-eligible public benefit that the small business owner(s) can demonstrate may be weighed for loan consideration, in addition to, or in place of the job creation requirement  (The public benefit consideration is pending Ike program waivers submitted to HUD.).


d) Financial Feasibility and Business Viability: The business must demonstrate that the proposed project is viable and the business will have the economic ability to repay the funds based on criteria developed for the program.  


e) Low to Moderate Income Benefit:



· The standard requirement for loan funding approval is that at least 51 percent of the job created/ retained must be made available to low to moderate income persons.  



· For Ike economic development projects that cannot meet the LMI objective, the HUD "urgent need" national objective can be considered in determining approval of loans. The Department will assess urgent need and weigh factors accepted by HUD. 


f) Compliance with Applicable Laws: The businesses shall agree to comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and codes.


g) Project Completion: Projects shall be completed within 24 months from the date of the loan approval. Businesses shall provide the intermediary a project implementation schedule not exceeding 24 months for project completion and job creation, and maintain the positions created for 12 months. 


VI. Eligible and Ineligible BAP Loan-Funded Projects or Uses


1) Eligible uses of BAP Loan Funds:  Funds may be provided to an approved small business for: 


a) Working capital,


b) machinery, and equipment,


c) building repairs/ rehabilitation, 


d) lease of property,


e) land purchase,


f) legal/ accounting services,


g) other eligible business expenses.


* DCEO reserves the right to further define eligible uses of BAP loan funds.


2) Ineligible or Restricted uses of CDBG Funds: 


a) Federal Restrictions: 


i) Servicing or refinancing  bad existing debt in accordance to A-OMB Circular A-87 Attachment B Number 7 is not an eligible Ike-BAP activity.


ii) Projects that would violate the Anti-Pirating Act. (HCDA, codified at 42 U.S.C. 5305(h)] and HUD regulation 24 C.F.R. §570.482(h) are not an eligible Ike-BAP activity.


iii) Projects that do not meet or obtain applicable environmental clearances are not eligible for funding. (Certain projects that do not involve construction activity are generally categorically exempt from full environmental review and clearances.)  24 CFR Part 58 requires that all CDBG funded projects prepare an environmental review of each proposed project and obtain clearance prior to expending CDBG funds.


b) State Restrictions-

This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state. Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model GED Training

The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support.  CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business/community college programs and block clubs to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.

“When violence claims someone’s life, the impact of that loss ripples throughout the entire community for years to come,” Governor Pat Quinn


Each year the effects of violent crime unfortunately touch the lives of hundreds of families, and thousands of community members across Illinois.  Governor Quinn remains proactive and on the frontlines working for safety, security, and stability in all Illinois communities.  Violence disproportionately affects the poor, and intensifies almost every other social problem by destroying families, negatively affecting children and youth school performance, mental and physical health, draining government resources, and impairing economic development. Because there is no single cure-all solution, Governor Quinn has developed and is launching a comprehensive and multi-tiered strategy entitled the Neighborhood Recovery Plan. This innovative plan will focus primarily on the poorest and most violent communities in Illinois. It will employ a grassroots community and evidence based approach to implement the most effective, and cost efficient strategies in reducing violence through the creation of jobs, enhanced education initiatives, innovative mental health services, and community based foreclosure programs.


NRP Components


Educational Enrichment:


Improving the schooling engagement and outcomes for high risk youth is a particularly important component of any anti violence strategy because prevention programs that improve schooling outcomes have high potential to reduce the burden of violence and delinquency to society while helping, rather than harming, those youth who are at highest risk for violence involvement.

Violent crime and arrest rates statistically increase in aggregate around the age of 13 or 14. Support for children before they reach this key transition period will have great value in reducing subsequent rates of youth gun violence

· Mentorship would assist youth in developing coping skills for managing situations that might otherwise lead to violence and other negative outcomes including school failure.

Analysis of the data on Chicago homicides from the Illinois Violent Death Reporting System found that 3 percent of victims age 10-24 tested positive for cocaine or opiate use while 35% percent of homicide victims had alcohol in their blood at the time of death.





· Comprehensive addiction prevention will provide youth ages 10 to 18 afterschool programming with direct services from public and private substance abuse organizations. Emphasis will be placed on reinforcing partnerships with youth, school officials, families, and community leaders to increase the community’s capacity to sustain anti- substance abuse efforts.

· Analysis of data on 1,646 juvenile detainees randomly sampled at intake at the Cook County Juvenile Temporary Detention Center collected by the Northwestern Juvenile Project suggest that the majority of youth involved with the criminal justice system experience at least one psychiatric disorder. These rates are far higher than national averages.


Job Creation:


Violence poses key obstacles to the economic vitality of low- income communities. Businesses are more likely to close early in higher- crime neighborhoods. Even more importantly, high crime rates deter business investment, particularly the creation, growth, or relocation of service related establishments that would be a valuable source of employment to lower- skilled workers.


The NRP plan will create over 1300 jobs and reinforce programs in which participants receive stipends while learning marketable skills in a professional atmosphere from industry experts.

Mentoring At-Risk Latino Children and Their Parents: Impact on Social Skills and Problem Behaviors


By Theresa Barron-McKeagney,  Jane D. Woody and Henry J. D’Souza





A pre- and post-test analysis on 11 non-mentored and 20 mentored youth revealed positive gains on social skills for mentored children as reflected in self-ratings and mothers’ ratings on a social skills rating scale.








Effectiveness of Mentoring Programs for Youth: A Meta-Analytic Review (2002)


By Harris Cooper, David L. DuBois, Bruce E. Holloway and Jeffrey C. Valentine





After reviewing 55 evaluations of the effects of mentoring programs on youth, Cooper et al found small benefit of program participation for the average youth. However, program effects are enhanced significantly when strong relationships are formed between mentors and youth. Youth from backgrounds of environmental risk and disadvantage appear most likely to benefit from participation in mentoring programs. They further note that poorly implemented programs can have an adverse effect on at-risk youth.








Making a Difference: An Impact Study of Big Brothers/Big Sisters (1995)


By Jean B. Grossman  and Joseph P. Tierney





Grossman and Tierney found that, on average, weekly meetings with a mentor for a year had reduced first-time drug use by almost half (46%, with the greatest impact on minority females) and first-time alcohol use by a third (27%, with the greatest impact on minority females), had cut school absenteeism by half (51%), improved parental and peer relationships, and gave the youth confidence in doing school work. 








Does Mentoring Work? An Impact Study of the Big Brothers Big Sisters Program (1998)


By Jean B. Grossman and Joseph P. Tierney





Grossman and Tierney found that youth participating in Big Brothers Big Sisters programs were significantly less likely to have started using illegal drugs or alcohol, hit someone, or skipped school. They were also more confident about their school performance and got along better with their families. Mentors were carefully screen, trained and matched with a youth whom they met, on average, three to four times a month for approximately a year. This type of mentoring had a significant positive effect on youth ages 10 to 16. 








The Test of Time: Predictors and Effects of Duration in Youth Mentoring Relationships (2002)


By Jean B. Grossman and Jean E. Rhodes





Adolescents in mentor relationships, through the Big Brothers Big Sisters program, that lasted a year or longer reported the largest number of improvements, with progressively fewer effects emerging among youth who were in mentor relationships that terminated earlier.








Mentoring: A Promising Strategy for Youth Development (2002)


By Elizabeth C. Hair, Susan M. Jekielek, Kristin A. Moore and Harriet J. Scarupa





Child Trends reviewed studies of ten youth mentoring programs, and highlighted the overarching finding that mentoring programs can be effective tools for enhancing the positive development of youth – specifically, mentored youth are likely to have fewer absences from school, better attitudes toward their elders and toward helping in general, and improved relationships with their parents. However, they note that mentoring relationships of short duration may do more harm than good. A few program-specific findings are as follows:





· Of youth enrolled in Career Beginnings, a program that targets 11th and 12th grade students for mentoring, 53% were enrolled in college the first year after high school graduation, compared with 49% for non-participant youth.





· Youth who were mentored through the Big Brothers/Big Sisters program experienced modest gains in their GPAs over time. These gains were strongest among minority females, who had GPAs of about “B-,” compared to a “C+” for minority females who were not in the program. 





· Youth mentored through the BELONG program were less likely to fail math, but not other subjects.





· Mentored youth were 46% less likely than youth not mentored to initiate drug use during the 18 months of the study. The impact was even stronger for minority youth – specifically, they were 70% less likely to initiate drug use than other similar minority youth not in the program. The same pattern was found with alcohol use.





· Mentored youth in the BELONG program committed fewer misdemeanors and felonies after program participation (offenses were reduced from 4% to 1%). 





· Youth mentored through the Big Brothers/Big Sisters program were almost one-third less likely to hit someone than youth who were not mentored.





The Impact of Mentoring on Academic Achievement of At-Risk Youth (2001)


By Lynn A. Thompson and Lisa Kelly-Vance





Thompson and Kelly-Vance examined the impact of mentoring on the academic achievement of at-risk youth involved in Big Brothers/Big Sisters programs, and found that boys that had a mentor made significantly higher academic gains than boys that were on a waiting list to receive a mentor.

1. $5 Million Small Businesses Lending: 



DCEO has partnered with three CDFIs with strong small business lending backgrounds to support the BAP, including the Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), ACCION and the IL Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).   ACCION and CCV have proposed to support up to 9 of the 41 Ike-eligible counties, including Cook, the collar counties and additional counties west and north of the collar counties.  IVCA is considering some or all of the remaining IKE eligible counties, clustered in the southeast, west and central parts of Illinois. (See the IKE-program map below with all eligible counties shaded in either pink or orange.  


· The Illinois IKE-Business Assistance Program (BAP) is a small business loan funding source soon to be launched by Illinois, to support small and micro businesses in 41 eligible Illinois counties.  This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state. 2. $ Amount T.B.D. (Warren) Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model GED Training
Assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support.  CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business/community college programs and block clubs to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



3. $1.5 Million Hispanic American Construction Industry Association (HACIA) Small Contractor Training Program


DCEO and IDOT are providing a 2-year $1.5M grant to HACIA to provide training to assist small contractors interested in doing business with the public sector.  Skills training will include small business management, public sector proposal creation and bidding, construction best practices, OSHA safety requirements and safety practices, technology applications for small construction firms, and green construction.  Will do training at St. Augustine College on west and north side, and will start training first group of businesses in mid-September.

Youth: 



Governor's Save Our Youth Initiative:
The following program components would be implemented in each community by a strong lead community organization in collaboration with partner organizations containing expertise in the program components. The initiative consists of two major components: Mentoring and Safety.



1. $15.5 Million Mentorship:   


· “Mentoring Plus Jobs” provides 80 youth in each community with part time jobs, mentoring and social/emotional skills and support.Mentors (16) and coordinators (2-3) would be hired part time at a cost of $400,000 per community.

Governor Quinn Announces $50 Million Neighborhood Recovery Initiative


Comprehensive Effort will Keep Young People Safe; 


Offer Mentoring, Job Opportunities


CHICAGO – October 6, 2010. Governor Pat Quinn today announced the start of a comprehensive effort to help strengthen and revitalize Illinois’ urban communities. Based largely on feedback from the Governor’s Anti-Violence Commission, the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative will focus on rebuilding Illinois’ most vulnerable neighborhoods and protecting young people by offering more job and education opportunities. It will also provide small businesses with access to capital and technical expertise, which will help them expand and create new jobs.


“This is a comprehensive and concerted effort to keep our young people safe, off the streets and in school. The best social program is a job – and this initiative will provide people of all ages with the skills to compete for the jobs of today and tomorrow,” Governor Quinn said. “The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is also about giving small businesses the resources to turn promising ideas into emerging companies, which will lead to better jobs for more people.” 


The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative follows a summer in Chicago that attracted national headlines due to dozens of shootings in several neighborhoods. The initiative will begin in a number of Chicago neighborhoods the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority has identified as having the most need, and will later be expanded to additional communities throughout the state.



The initiative’s goal of revitalizing vulnerable urban communities will be accomplished in a number of ways: by engaging young people; offering job training for adults and small businesses; and by providing funding for small businesses. By helping young people avoid the influence of drugs and violence, the initiative will reduce the risk factors associated with violence. 


This public-private partnership between the state and community organizations will reach an estimated 18,000 youth through programs such as: Mentoring Plus Jobs, which will provide youths with part-time jobs and additional support; the Parent Leadership Program, which will offer parents training that will help them become community leaders; and school-based counseling at K-12 schools.


Job training for adults and small businesses will also be a vital component of the initiative. Funding through the Training for Tomorrow Program will help non-profit, community based organizations identify local industries having difficulty recruiting skilled, entry level workers. It will train and place more than 1,700 people into jobs over the next two years.

In addition, the Departments of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (DCEO) and Transportation (IDOT) are working with regional business organizations to establish a new program for Disadvantaged Business Enterprises to help small contractors participate in state construction projects and other business opportunities within the public sector.  



The initiative will also help provide additional funding to support small businesses. DCEO is partnering with financial institutions with strong small business lending backgrounds, including ACCION Chicago, Chicago Community Ventures and the Women’s Business Development Center, to launch the Community Business Fund. The fund will provide critical micro- and small business financing to help put more people to work. More than 300 loans will likely be made to start-up and existing small businesses, which will lead to more than 800 jobs being created or retained over the next two years.    


The program will initially begin in the following Chicago neighborhoods: Albany Park, Auburn Gresham, Austin, Brighton Park, Cicero, East Garfield Park, Englewood, Grand Boulevard, Greater Grand Crossing, Humboldt Park, Logan Square, Maywood North Lawndale, Pilsen-Little Village, Rogers Park, Roseland, South Shore, West Chicago, West Garfield Park and Woodlawn. 



The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative builds upon Governor Quinn’s ongoing efforts to combat violence in Illinois’ urban neighborhoods. This summer Governor Quinn named members to the Anti-Violence Commission, which is gathering testimony from community groups and anti-violence experts to provide recommendations to the Governor. 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(Urban) Neighborhood Recovery Initiative:



The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is a state government initiative to help protect and rebuild our most vulnerable urban communities from the devastating effects of the economic recession. In order to accomplish this goal, this initiative encourages many different existing agency initiatives to work in combination to achieve the biggest bang for the buck in terms of economic development, OMB metrics and model testing. The information found below breaks down the initiative by three themes: Community Engagement, Youth Engagement and Workforce Revitalization. Under each of these headings is a brief summary of potential initiatives.

Community Revitalization:


Housing: 
Since the inception of the foreclosure crisis, lenders and governmental bodies have relied on counseling agencies (Agencies) to assist borrowers in navigating the foreclosure mitigation process.  The presence of agencies within communities hardest hit by foreclosure is vital to ensure homeowner access to assistance programs at the state and federal level. IHDA recommends building Agency capacity in two ways as described below:


Housing Counseling New Agency Development Pilot Program:


Provide dollars for technical assistance to create new agencies through small development grants to build agency infrastructure, add staff, and assist in readiness to apply for HUD certification.



· Use funds to foster the development of Agencies in targeted areas



· Agencies would provide much needed foreclosure counseling 



· Incentivize Agencies to hire from local work force



· Recommended allocation - $3 million to $5 million over two (2) year period


· Funding would create approximately 35 jobs



Program for Augmentation of Existing Housing Counseling Agency: 



Agencies would receive funding to hire additional staff to support current foreclosure counseling initiatives and also ensure additional counseling assets are available to support US Treasury’s unemployed citizen mortgage assistance program in Illinois



· Use funds for capacity building throughout the State



· Recommended allocation - $4 million to $6 million over one (1) year period



· Expected costs to add one (1) counselor per agency - $60,000 per year


·  Funding would create approximately 75 jobs


Small Businesses Lending: 


DCEO: 



· The Illinois Capital Access Program (CAP) is designed to encourage financial institutions to make loans to small and new businesses that do not qualify under conventional lending policies. CAP is a form of loan portfolio insurance, which provides additional reserve coverage to the lender on loan default.


· The Illinois IKE-Business Assistance Program (BAP) is a small business loan funding source soon to be launched by Illinois, to support small and micro businesses in 41 eligible Illinois counties.  This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state.  More information, including contact information, where to apply for funding, and program requirements will be available shortly.  


DCEO is currently in discussions with three CDFIs with strong small business lending backgrounds to support the BAP, including the Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), ACCION and the IL Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).   DCEO is working with all three CDFIs to finalize terms by the early part of the week of 9/13/10.  ACCION and CCV have proposed to support up to 9 of the 41 Ike-eligible counties, including Cook, the collar counties and additional counties west and north of the collar counties.  IVCA is considering some or all of the remaining IKE eligible counties, clustered in the southeast, west and central parts of Illinois. (See the IKE-program map below with all eligible counties shaded in either pink or orange.  Quick summary of the BAP:



· $5 million of the IKE program funding has been initially set aside for the BAP program.


· Business startups can apply for $1,000 - $50,000 based underwriting standards.  (DCEO is considering lowering the minimum loan size to $500, per feedback received from one of the CDFIs.)


· Existing businesses can apply for $1,000 - $75,000.


· Funding can support business operating costs, construction, equipment costs and more.


· The BAP will be a revolving fund, with repaid loans returned back to the CDFIs for future loan awards.


· The selected CDFIs will network with each other in referring prospective loan prospects, to boost BAP program coverage.


· New businesses can count the business owner(s) in achieving a minimum one full-time or (FTE) job, important in the current economy.


· Small businesses with high-growth potential can also see funding under BAP.


· Micro-businesses can receive technical assistance under the BAP, although this will vary by each CDFI's capacity- all selected CDFIs will also refer and link micro and small business loan prospects to other resources that can provide technical assistance such as the Illinois SBDC network.


· The program is targeted to start October 1, 2010.


Youth Engagement:


Governor's Save Our Youth Initiative:
The following program components would be implemented in each community by a strong lead community organization in collaboration with partner organizations containing expertise in the program components.  Technical assistance will be provided by Motivational Educational Entertainment (MEE) Productions, inc., and other organizations in support of program development and implementation. For background, MEE is a communications, research and marketing firm that specializes in developing cost-effective and culturally relevant messages for hard-to-reach urban and ethnic audiences based in Philadelphia and Los Angeles.


· Mentoring Plus Jobs (MEE Model): Provides 80 youth in each community with part time jobs, mentoring and social/emotional skills and support.   Mentors (16) and coordinators (2-3) would be hired part time. $400,000 per community.


· Parent Leadership (MEE Model): Provides 50 parents in each community with leadership, empowerment and self-care skills that enable them to be community leaders, educators and mentors for other parents. Participating parents and 1-2 coordinators would be hired part time. $100,000 per community.


· School Based Counseling: Provides funds for K-12 schools in each community to contract with providers or hire their own clinical staff to provide early intervention and trauma-informed  counseling services for students. Providers would be trained in trauma counseling. $275,000 per Community.


· Safety Net Works (SNW): Expands Safety Net Works youth violence prevention programming in  existing SNW communities and adds the program in communities that do not have it. $100,000 to 11 existing programs. $300,000 to 9 new programs.


· Reentry Programs: Provides/expands reentry services for youth and young adults returning to the community from correctional facilities. $250,000 per community.


· Lead Community Partners: Lead agency project coordination and management. $200,000 per community.

Workforce Revitalization: 



Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model 
The JTED program assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support. 
CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Program Goals:


· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the low wage/low skilled employed worker with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category I)



· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the unemployed disadvantaged individual with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category II)



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



Details of Pilot Project Contract



· The pilot program will be done through a one year agreement beginning in November 2010 to train 660 individuals renewable by six months for a total of 1,000 individuals.


· The training will be conducted over 10 weeks at the Laborers’ new training facility on the near west side, with 20 students in each class, and up to 140 students being trained at a time.  Trainees will receive a stipend of $10/hr during the 10-week training period


· A Partnership Oversight Committee will be established with a manager appointed by the Governor and consisting of IDOT, union officials, government and community leaders to oversee the good faith placement efforts of the pilot contracts.  The Committee will evaluate efforts of the contractors on an ongoing basis and can recommend termination of the pilot contracts at any time with 30 days notice.


· Initially after training, the placement contract requires placement of a minimum of 100 trainees into USDOL approved apprenticeship and training programs and this minimum shall be increased by the Oversight Committee no later than June 30, 2011 to place or exceed a goal of 250 placements.  Milestones will be set for the additional placements, however the commitment is to place up to 25% of the graduates in an apprenticeship program or employment opportunity.


· The pilot training contractor will work to place current minority apprentices and journeymen who have been unemployed for over 30 days onto identified projects in IDOT’s District/Region 1 for the duration of the pilot project.


· The pilot contractor will work to place current union apprentices and journeymen from zip codes surrounding certain identified IDOT District/Region 1 projects on those projects.


· Contract payments will be made monthly based on the pilot contractor fulfilling the terms and conditions of the contract. 


· Cost: Program cost is $5.5M, which includes $2,396 per individual for training, $4,000 per individual for stipends, and $500 per individual for community-based providers.  


· Broken down, the cost per trainee is $6,896, which is more economical than similar programs IDOT currently sponsors through SIU-E and the Illinois Community College Board.  The ICCB program costs the Department $8,000 per student; and The SIU-E training program is done in cooperation with Southwestern Illinois College at an average cost of $7,017 per student, and places approximately 15% of the graduates.

Small Business Funding: 
 DCEO is partnering with Community Development Financial Institutions (CDFIs) with strong small business lending backgrounds to
launch the Community Business Fund (CBF) to provide critical micro-financing to help small businesses expand and create jobs.  
Chicago Community Ventures (CCV) and ACCION will support businesses in these communities.  The Women’s Business Development
Center will also be a partner in this program.    
Some of the funding for the Community Business Fund program comes from federal "IKE” disaster recovery funds.  "IKE" will provide
federal disaster funds to help 41 Illinois counties that were declared eligible as a result of widespread flooding in 2008. The IKE
"Community Stabilization Program" supports projects like the CBF, which can achieve significant economic and community stabilization
and revitalization.

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(Urban) Neighborhood Recovery Initiative:



The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is a state government initiative to help protect and rebuild our most vulnerable urban communities from the devastating effects of the economic recession. In order to accomplish this goal, this initiative encourages many different existing agency initiatives to work in combination to achieve the biggest bang for the buck in terms of economic development, OMB metrics and model testing. The information found below breaks down the initiative by three themes: Community Engagement, Youth Engagement and Workforce Revitalization. Under each of these headings is a brief summary of potential initiatives. 


The Communities that will be targeted are as follows: Albany Park, Auburn Gresham*, Austin*, Brighton Park*, Cicero*(outside of Chicago), East Garfield Park*, Englewood*, Grand Boulevard, Greater Grand Crossing, Humboldt Park*, Logan Square, Maywood (outside of Chicago), North Lawndale, Pilsen-Little Village*, Rogers Park, Roseland*, South Shore*, West Chicago (Gage Park, Chicago Lawn)*, West Garfield Park, Woodlawn. Note: * denotes Safety Net Works Community


Community Revitalization:


Housing: 
Since the inception of the foreclosure crisis, lenders and governmental bodies have relied on counseling agencies (Agencies) to assist borrowers in navigating the foreclosure mitigation process.  The presence of agencies within communities hardest hit by foreclosure is vital to ensure homeowner access to assistance programs at the state and federal level. IHDA recommends building Agency capacity in two ways as described below:


Housing Counseling New Agency Development Pilot Program:


Provide dollars for technical assistance to create new agencies through small development grants to build agency infrastructure, add staff, and assist in readiness to apply for HUD certification.



· Use funds to foster the development of Agencies in targeted areas



· Agencies would provide much needed foreclosure counseling 



· Incentivize Agencies to hire from local work force



· Recommended allocation - $3 million to $5 million over two (2) year period


· Funding would create approximately 35 jobs



Program for Augmentation of Existing Housing Counseling Agency: 



Agencies would receive funding to hire additional staff to support current foreclosure counseling initiatives and also ensure additional counseling assets are available to support US Treasury’s unemployed citizen mortgage assistance program in Illinois



· Use funds for capacity building throughout the State



· Recommended allocation - $4 million to $6 million over one (1) year period



· Expected costs to add one (1) counselor per agency - $60,000 per year


·  Funding would create approximately 75 jobs


Small Businesses Lending: 


DCEO: 



· The Illinois Capital Access Program (CAP) is designed to encourage financial institutions to make loans to small and new businesses that do not qualify under conventional lending policies. CAP is a form of loan portfolio insurance, which provides additional reserve coverage to the lender on loan default.


· The Illinois IKE-Business Assistance Program (BAP) is a small business loan funding source soon to be launched by Illinois, to support small and micro businesses in 41 eligible Illinois counties.  This funding, known as the "IKE" disaster program, is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state.  More information, including contact information, where to apply for funding, and program requirements will be available shortly.  


DCEO is currently in discussions with three CDFIs with strong small business lending backgrounds to support the BAP, including the Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), ACCION and the IL Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).   DCEO is working with all three CDFIs to finalize terms by the early part of the week of 9/13/10.  ACCION and CCV have proposed to support up to 9 of the 41 Ike-eligible counties, including Cook, the collar counties and additional counties west and north of the collar counties.  IVCA is considering some or all of the remaining IKE eligible counties, clustered in the southeast, west and central parts of Illinois. (See the IKE-program map below with all eligible counties shaded in either pink or orange.  Quick summary of the BAP:



· $5 million of the IKE program funding has been initially set aside for the BAP program.


· Business startups can apply for $1,000 - $50,000 based underwriting standards.  (DCEO is considering lowering the minimum loan size to $500, per feedback received from one of the CDFIs.)


· Existing businesses can apply for $1,000 - $75,000.


· Funding can support business operating costs, construction, equipment costs and more.


· The BAP will be a revolving fund, with repaid loans returned back to the CDFIs for future loan awards.


· The selected CDFIs will network with each other in referring prospective loan prospects, to boost BAP program coverage.


· New businesses can count the business owner(s) in achieving a minimum one full-time or (FTE) job, important in the current economy.


· Small businesses with high-growth potential can also see funding under BAP.


· Micro-businesses can receive technical assistance under the BAP, although this will vary by each CDFI's capacity- all selected CDFIs will also refer and link micro and small business loan prospects to other resources that can provide technical assistance such as the Illinois SBDC network.


· The program is targeted to start October 1, 2010.


Youth Engagement:


Governor's Save Our Youth Initiative:
The following program components would be implemented in each community by a strong lead community organization in collaboration with partner organizations containing expertise in the program components.  Technical assistance will be provided by Motivational Educational Entertainment (MEE) Productions, inc., and other organizations in support of program development and implementation. For background, MEE is a communications, research and marketing firm that specializes in developing cost-effective and culturally relevant messages for hard-to-reach urban and ethnic audiences based in Philadelphia and Los Angeles.


· Mentoring Plus Jobs (MEE Model): Provides 80 youth in each community with part time jobs, mentoring and social/emotional skills and support.   Mentors (16) and coordinators (2-3) would be hired part time. $400,000 per community.


· Parent Leadership (MEE Model): Provides 50 parents in each community with leadership, empowerment and self-care skills that enable them to be community leaders, educators and mentors for other parents. Participating parents and 1-2 coordinators would be hired part time. $100,000 per community.


· School Based Counseling: Provides funds for K-12 schools in each community to contract with providers or hire their own clinical staff to provide early intervention and trauma-informed  counseling services for students. Providers would be trained in trauma counseling. $275,000 per Community.


· Safety Net Works (SNW): Expands Safety Net Works youth violence prevention programming in  existing SNW communities and adds the program in communities that do not have it. $100,000 to 11 existing programs. $300,000 to 9 new programs.


· Reentry Programs: Provides/expands reentry services for youth and young adults returning to the community from correctional facilities. $250,000 per community.


· Lead Community Partners: Lead agency project coordination and management. $200,000 per community.

Workforce Revitalization: 



Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model 
The JTED program assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support. 
CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Program Goals:


· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the low wage/low skilled employed worker with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category I)



· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the unemployed disadvantaged individual with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category II)



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



Details of Pilot Project Contract



· The pilot program will be done through a one year agreement beginning in November 2010 to train 660 individuals renewable by six months for a total of 1,000 individuals.


· The training will be conducted over 10 weeks at the Laborers’ new training facility on the near west side, with 20 students in each class, and up to 140 students being trained at a time.  Trainees will receive a stipend of $10/hr during the 10-week training period


· A Partnership Oversight Committee will be established with a manager appointed by the Governor and consisting of IDOT, union officials, government and community leaders to oversee the good faith placement efforts of the pilot contracts.  The Committee will evaluate efforts of the contractors on an ongoing basis and can recommend termination of the pilot contracts at any time with 30 days notice.


· Initially after training, the placement contract requires placement of a minimum of 100 trainees into USDOL approved apprenticeship and training programs and this minimum shall be increased by the Oversight Committee no later than June 30, 2011 to place or exceed a goal of 250 placements.  Milestones will be set for the additional placements, however the commitment is to place up to 25% of the graduates in an apprenticeship program or employment opportunity.


· The pilot training contractor will work to place current minority apprentices and journeymen who have been unemployed for over 30 days onto identified projects in IDOT’s District/Region 1 for the duration of the pilot project.


· The pilot contractor will work to place current union apprentices and journeymen from zip codes surrounding certain identified IDOT District/Region 1 projects on those projects.


· Contract payments will be made monthly based on the pilot contractor fulfilling the terms and conditions of the contract. 


· Cost: Program cost is $5.5M, which includes $2,396 per individual for training, $4,000 per individual for stipends, and $500 per individual for community-based providers.  


· Broken down, the cost per trainee is $6,896, which is more economical than similar programs IDOT currently sponsors through SIU-E and the Illinois Community College Board.  The ICCB program costs the Department $8,000 per student; and The SIU-E training program is done in cooperation with Southwestern Illinois College at an average cost of $7,017 per student, and places approximately 15% of the graduates.

CHICAGO – October 6, 2010. Governor Pat Quinn today announced the start of a comprehensive effort 



to help strengthen and revitalize Illinois’ urban communities. Based largely on feedback from the Governor’s 
Anti-Violence Commission, the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative will focus on rebuilding Illinois’ most 
vulnerable neighborhoods and protecting young people by offering more job and education opportunities. It will 
also provide small businesses with access to capital and technical expertise, which will help them expand and 
create new jobs. 



 
“This is a comprehensive and concerted effort to keep our young people safe, off the streets and in 



school. The best social program is a job – and this initiative will provide people of all ages with the skills to 
compete for the jobs of today and tomorrow,” Governor Quinn said. “The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is 
also about giving small businesses the resources to turn promising ideas into emerging companies, which will 
lead to better jobs for more people.”  



 
The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative follows a summer in Chicago that attracted national headlines 



due to dozens of shootings in several neighborhoods. The initiative will begin in a number of Chicago 
neighborhoods the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority has identified as having the most need, and will later 
be expanded to additional communities throughout the state. 



 
The initiative’s goal of revitalizing vulnerable urban communities will be accomplished in a number of 



ways: by engaging young people; offering job training for adults and small businesses; and by providing 
funding for small businesses. By helping young people avoid the influence of drugs and violence, the initiative 
will reduce the risk factors associated with violence.  



 
This public-private partnership between the state and community organizations will reach an estimated 



18,000 youth through programs such as: Mentoring Plus Jobs, which will provide youths with part-time jobs 
and additional support; the Parent Leadership Program, which will offer parents training that will help them 
become community leaders; and school-based counseling at K-12 schools. 



 
Job training for adults and small businesses will also be a vital component of the initiative. Funding 



through the Training for Tomorrow Program will help non-profit, community based organizations identify local 
industries having difficulty recruiting skilled, entry level workers. It will train and place more than 1,700 people 
into jobs over the next two years.

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In addition, the Departments of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (DCEO) and Transportation 



(IDOT) are working with regional business organizations to establish a new program for Disadvantaged 
Business Enterprises to help small contractors participate in state construction projects and other business 
opportunities within the public sector.   



  
The initiative will also help provide additional funding to support small businesses. DCEO is partnering 



with financial institutions with strong small business lending backgrounds, including ACCION Chicago, Chicago 
Community Ventures and the Women’s Business Development Center, to launch the Community Business 
Fund. The fund will provide critical micro- and small business financing to help put more people to work. More 
than 300 loans will likely be made to start-up and existing small businesses, which will lead to more than 800 
jobs being created or retained over the next two years.     



 
The program will initially begin in the following Chicago neighborhoods: Albany Park, Auburn Gresham, 



Austin, Brighton Park, Cicero, East Garfield Park, Englewood, Grand Boulevard, Greater Grand Crossing, 
Humboldt Park, Logan Square, Maywood North Lawndale, Pilsen-Little Village, Rogers Park, Roseland, South 
Shore, West Chicago, West Garfield Park and Woodlawn.  



 
The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative builds upon Governor Quinn’s ongoing efforts to combat violence 



in Illinois’ urban neighborhoods. This summer Governor Quinn named members to the Anti-Violence 
Commission, which is gathering testimony from community groups and anti-violence experts to provide 
recommendations to the Governor.

Among the most glaring of these effects are the lack of employment opportunities and the dangerous conditions our young people are facing everyday. Youth Engagement: 


The following would be implemented in each community by a strong lead community organization in collaboration with partner organizations with expertise in program components.  Estimates suggest that as many as 18,000 youth will be positively affected by the implementation of these programs


1.  “Mentoring Plus Jobs” provides 80 youth in each community with part time jobs, mentoring and social/emotional skills and support.



2. The Parent Leadership program provides 50 parents in each community with leadership, empowerment and self-care skills that enable them to be community leaders, educators and mentors for other parents



3. School based counseling will provide funds for K-12 schools in each community to contract with providers or hire their own clinical staff to provide early intervention and trauma-informed counseling services for students.



Adult/Small Business Job Training 


1. Training for Tomorrow
Funding will be provided to non-profit, community based organizations that provide job training services.  The funding will be used to establish partnerships with economic development organizations to identify local industries having difficulty recruiting skilled, entry level workers. Job training services will be provided either directly or through a formal agreement with a certified training provider.  Partnerships are formed with local employers to design and deliver training programs for disadvantaged persons, including welfare recipients



2. Hispanic American Construction Industry Association (HACIA) Small Contractor Training Program (180 – 200 Companies)

The Community Business Fund Program is a small business loan funding source soon to be launched by Illinois, and is tied to flood disaster that Illinois faced in 2008, for which three federal declarations involving Illinois counties were issued by FEMA.  If a small business is located within one of the 41 "IKE"-eligible counties, it can seek loan financing at a CDFI selected to manage the BAP loan funding on behalf of the state. The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative is a state government initiative to help protect and rebuild our most vulnerable urban communities from the devastating effects of the economic recession. In order to accomplish this goal, this initiative encourages many different existing agency initiatives to work in combination to achieve the biggest bang for the buck in terms of economic development, OMB metrics and model testing. The information found below breaks down the initiative by three themes: Community Engagement, Youth Engagement and Workforce Revitalization. Under each of these headings is a brief summary of potential initiatives.

Community Revitalization:


Housing: 
Since the inception of the foreclosure crisis, lenders and governmental bodies have relied on counseling agencies (Agencies) to assist borrowers in navigating the foreclosure mitigation process.  The presence of agencies within communities hardest hit by foreclosure is vital to ensure homeowner access to assistance programs at the state and federal level. IHDA recommends building Agency capacity in two ways as described below:


Housing Counseling New Agency Development Pilot Program:


Provide dollars for technical assistance to create new agencies through small development grants to build agency infrastructure, add staff, and assist in readiness to apply for HUD certification.



· Use funds to foster the development of Agencies in targeted areas



· Agencies would provide much needed foreclosure counseling 



· Incentivize Agencies to hire from local work force



· Recommended allocation - $3 million to $5 million over two (2) year period


· Funding would create approximately 35 jobs



Program for Augmentation of Existing Housing Counseling Agency: 



Agencies would receive funding to hire additional staff to support current foreclosure counseling initiatives and also ensure additional counseling assets are available to support US Treasury’s unemployed citizen mortgage assistance program in Illinois



· Use funds for capacity building throughout the State



· Recommended allocation - $4 million to $6 million over one (1) year period



· Expected costs to add one (1) counselor per agency - $60,000 per year


·  Funding would create approximately 75 jobs


Small Businesses Lending: 


DCEO: 



· The Illinois Capital Access Program (CAP) is designed to encourage financial institutions to make loans to small and new businesses that do not qualify under conventional lending policies. CAP is a form of loan portfolio insurance, which provides additional reserve coverage to the lender on loan default – Announce new funding? $5M which would engage CDFIs with a presence in the identified communities. This could include Accion Chicago and other Chicago Community Ventures. (For a more complete list of CDFIs see attached sheet)



Youth Engagement:


Governor's Save Our Youth Initiative:
The following program components would be implemented in each community by a strong lead community organization in collaboration with partner organizations containing expertise in the program components.  Technical assistance will be provided by MEE and other organizations in support of program development and implementation. 


· Mentoring Plus Jobs (MEE Model): Provides 80 youth in each community with part time jobs, mentoring and social/emotional skills and support.   Mentors (16) and coordinators (2-3) would be hired part time. $400,000 per community.


· Parent Leadership (MEE Model): Provides 50 parents in each community with leadership, empowerment and self-care skills that enable them to be community leaders, educators and mentors for other parents. Participating parents and 1-2 coordinators would be hired part time. $100,000 per community.


· School Based Counseling: Provides funds for K-12 schools in each community to contract with providers or hire their own clinical staff to provide early intervention and trauma-informed  counseling services for students. Providers would be trained in trauma counseling. $275,000 per Community.


· Safety Net Works (SNW): Expands Safety Net Works youth violence prevention programming in  existing SNW communities and adds the program in communities that do not have it. $100,000 to 11 existing programs. $300,000 to 9 new programs.


· Reentry Programs: Provides/expands reentry services for youth and young adults returning to the community from correctional facilities. $250,000 per community.


· Lead Community Partners: Lead agency project coordination and management. $200,000 per community.

Workforce Revitalization: 



Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model 
The JTED program assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support. 
CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Program Goals:


· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the low wage/low skilled employed worker with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category I)



· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the unemployed disadvantaged individual with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category II)



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



Details of Pilot Project Contract



· The pilot program will be done through a one year agreement beginning in November 2010 to train 660 individuals renewable by six months for a total of 1,000 individuals.


· The training will be conducted over 10 weeks at the Laborers’ new training facility on the near west side, with 20 students in each class, and up to 140 students being trained at a time.  Trainees will receive a stipend of $10/hr during the 10-week training period


· A Partnership Oversight Committee will be established with a manager appointed by the Governor and consisting of IDOT, union officials, government and community leaders to oversee the good faith placement efforts of the pilot contracts.  The Committee will evaluate efforts of the contractors on an ongoing basis and can recommend termination of the pilot contracts at any time with 30 days notice.


· Initially after training, the placement contract requires placement of a minimum of 100 trainees into USDOL approved apprenticeship and training programs and this minimum shall be increased by the Oversight Committee no later than June 30, 2011 to place or exceed a goal of 250 placements.  Milestones will be set for the additional placements, however the commitment is to place up to 25% of the graduates in an apprenticeship program or employment opportunity.


· The pilot training contractor will work to place current minority apprentices and journeymen who have been unemployed for over 30 days onto identified projects in IDOT’s District/Region 1 for the duration of the pilot project.


· The pilot contractor will work to place current union apprentices and journeymen from zip codes surrounding certain identified IDOT District/Region 1 projects on those projects.


· Contract payments will be made monthly based on the pilot contractor fulfilling the terms and conditions of the contract.

Workforce Revitalization: 



Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model 
The JTED program assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support. 
CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Program Goals:


· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the low wage/low skilled employed worker with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category I)



· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the unemployed disadvantaged individual with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category II)



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



Details of Pilot Project Contract



· The pilot program will be done through a one year agreement beginning in November 2010 to train 660 individuals renewable by six months for a total of 1,000 individuals.


· The training will be conducted over 10 weeks at the Laborers’ new training facility on the near west side, with 20 students in each class, and up to 140 students being trained at a time.  Trainees will receive a stipend of $10/hr during the 10-week training period


· A Partnership Oversight Committee will be established with a manager appointed by the Governor and consisting of IDOT, union officials, government and community leaders to oversee the good faith placement efforts of the pilot contracts.  The Committee will evaluate efforts of the contractors on an ongoing basis and can recommend termination of the pilot contracts at any time with 30 days notice.


· Initially after training, the placement contract requires placement of a minimum of 100 trainees into USDOL approved apprenticeship and training programs and this minimum shall be increased by the Oversight Committee no later than June 30, 2011 to place or exceed a goal of 250 placements.  Milestones will be set for the additional placements, however the commitment is to place up to 25% of the graduates in an apprenticeship program or employment opportunity.


· The pilot training contractor will work to place current minority apprentices and journeymen who have been unemployed for over 30 days onto identified projects in IDOT’s District/Region 1 for the duration of the pilot project.


· The pilot contractor will work to place current union apprentices and journeymen from zip codes surrounding certain identified IDOT District/Region 1 projects on those projects.


· Contract payments will be made monthly based on the pilot contractor fulfilling the terms and conditions of the contract.

· $5 million of the IKE program funding has been initially set aside for the BAP program.


· Business startups can apply for $1,000 - $50,000 based underwriting standards.  (DCEO is considering lowering the minimum loan size to $500, per feedback received from one of the CDFIs.)


· Existing businesses can apply for $1,000 - $75,000.


· Funding can support business operating costs, construction, equipment costs and more.


· The BAP will be a revolving fund, with repaid loans returned back to the CDFIs for future loan awards.

Workforce Revitalization: 



Job Training Economic Development (JTED) Model 
The JTED program assists low-wage/low-skill workers to advance in their careers and helps unemployed or disadvantaged people learn skills necessary to secure employment. The program provides grants to not-for-profit community-based organizations (CBOs) that work with small local businesses (employing fewer than 250 workers) in order to develop curricula, train eligible workers, and provide ongoing support. 
CBOs can establish a partnership with a local business to provide training to its low-wage workers, thereby expanding workers' skills and advancing their career opportunities.



Program Goals:


· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the low wage/low skilled employed worker with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category I)



· Foster local economic development by linking the needs of the unemployed disadvantaged individual with the workforce needs of local industry. (Category II)



Pilot Construction Industry Training Program
IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



Details of Pilot Project Contract



· The pilot program will be done through a one year agreement beginning in November 2010 to train 660 individuals renewable by six months for a total of 1,000 individuals.


· The training will be conducted over 10 weeks at the Laborers’ new training facility on the near west side, with 20 students in each class, and up to 140 students being trained at a time.  Trainees will receive a stipend of $10/hr during the 10-week training period


· A Partnership Oversight Committee will be established with a manager appointed by the Governor and consisting of IDOT, union officials, government and community leaders to oversee the good faith placement efforts of the pilot contracts.  The Committee will evaluate efforts of the contractors on an ongoing basis and can recommend termination of the pilot contracts at any time with 30 days notice.


· Initially after training, the placement contract requires placement of a minimum of 100 trainees into USDOL approved apprenticeship and training programs and this minimum shall be increased by the Oversight Committee no later than June 30, 2011 to place or exceed a goal of 250 placements.  Milestones will be set for the additional placements, however the commitment is to place up to 25% of the graduates in an apprenticeship program or employment opportunity.


· The pilot training contractor will work to place current minority apprentices and journeymen who have been unemployed for over 30 days onto identified projects in IDOT’s District/Region 1 for the duration of the pilot project.


· The pilot contractor will work to place current union apprentices and journeymen from zip codes surrounding certain identified IDOT District/Region 1 projects on those projects.


· Contract payments will be made monthly based on the pilot contractor fulfilling the terms and conditions of the contract. 


· Cost: Program cost is $5.5M, which includes $2,396 per individual for training, $4,000 per individual for stipends, and $500 per individual for community-based providers.  


· Broken down, the cost per trainee is $6,896, which is more economical than similar programs IDOT currently sponsors through SIU-E and the Illinois Community College Board.  The ICCB program costs the Department $8,000 per student; and The SIU-E training program is done in cooperation with Southwestern Illinois College at an average cost of $7,017 per student, and places approximately 15% of the graduates.

IDOT, jointly with Chicago-area labor unions, is working to implement a new pilot program to complement existing efforts and test a new model to more effectively improve the number of minority workers in the building trades.  



Under the guidelines of the pilot program, the Chicago Laborers’ District Council will provide minority community members in the Chicago area with construction trades skill training, union apprenticeship opportunities, and potential employment.  Additionally, local community organizations will be selected through a competitive process to screen potential candidates for placement into the training program (drug testing, math skills, and life skills training to enhance participants’ employability).  



· Cost: Program cost is $5.5M, which includes $2,396 per individual for training, $4,000 per individual for stipends, and $500 per individual for community-based providers.  


· Broken down, the cost per trainee is $6,896, which is more economical than similar programs IDOT currently sponsors through SIU-E and the Illinois Community College Board.  


Hispanic American Construction Industry Association (HACIA) Small Contractor Training Program



DCEO and IDOT are providing a 2-year $1.5M grant to HACIA to provide training to assist small contractors interested in doing business with the public sector.  Skills training will include small business management, public sector proposal creation and bidding, construction best practices, OSHA safety requirements and safety practices, technology applications for small construction firms, and green construction.  Will do training at St. Augustine College on west and north side, and will start training first group of businesses in mid-September.
