Dear Governor Quinn & General Assembly:


On behalf of the “Anti-Violence” Commission, I respectfully submit this report of findings and recommendations.  On July 25, 2010, the Commission was formed through executive order to include family members of victims of gun violence.  This seventeen member commission was given a charge to gather input, compile information and provide recommendations from our unique perspective.  While the Commission took the lead in the development of this work, it was supported and informed by several state agencies: the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority, the Department of Human Services, Department of Community Health and Prevention, and the Department of Public Health.  The unique composition of the Commission was both challenging and beneficial.  Listening to, at times controversial testimony and recommendations the Commission worked very hard to remain objective, ask questions and engage the community in dialogue that would be productive to our development of this report.  


In order to achieve our purpose, the Commission held four statewide public hearings; two in Chicago, one in Peoria, and one in East St. Louis.  Testimony from all of the hearings is available on the Anti-Violence Website created by our Commission to inform the public and also gather recommendations and input from the general public.  We had over 200 individuals participate in all of the hearings and provide both personal experiences as well as recommendations for program and policy development.  The recommendations fit into four broach categories of recommendations:


1. Analysis and update of gun-control legislation


2. Re-design and/or expansion of school & community Programs


3. Development of alternatives to incarceration for youth 


4. Development of additional employment and vocational education opportunities in challenged communities


Our report includes an executive summary that provides a high level explanation of the report and its structure followed by an overview and specific recommendations.  We do not include all the verbal and written testimony however it is available online through the Anti Violence website, at www.   . 


In order to achieve the targeted actions of these recommendations, we believe that the Commission needs to continue as a working body to provide guidance in an advisory role to the Violence Prevention Authority and the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative.  We recommend that you extend the existence of the Commission and re-appoint existing members that have been involved and additional members to a term of two years.  The Commission can benefit from resources available in the Department of Public Health and should be situated within that agency to ensure that the continued work of addressing violence in our state is a goal of the Public Health System.


We look forward to your thoughts on our recommendations.  We sincerely want to thank you for your unwavering commitment to this issue.  We are committed to continuing the work we have started to reduce violence in our great state of Illinois.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY


The “Anti-Violence” Commission Report is a summary of the public testimony gathered through four statewide public hearings held on the following dates and in the following locations:


· September 13, 2010: Kennedy-King College, Chicago


· September 20, 2010: Arturo Velasquez Institute, Chicago


· September 28, 2010: 2200 E. Washington St, East Peoria


· October 14, 2010: 601 James R. Thompson Blvd, East St. Louis


This report includes a summary of broad categories of recommendations developed based on public hearing comments as well as basic research provided by partner groups, including but not limited to the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority and the Illinois Criminal Justice Information Authority.  As you review the report, please keep in mind that several of the recommendations will require the continued support of commission members in smaller working groups and working collaboratively with an increased number of State Government partners.  We make recommendations related to policy and legislation, revenue generating changes to fees for programs, and program development and/or expansion.  A number of the recommendations may be controversial and result in continued negotiation and discussion.  For this reason, the key recommendation we submit is the re-appointment of the Commission with a deep review of the commission members and changes for replacing commissioners who have not been able to participate.  The commission is Chicago based and this was noted by the public as we traveled the state as a recommended area of improvement.  


The broad categories presented for consideration in this report are:


· Analysis and Modernization of Firearm Legislation


· Performance Based Expansion of School and Community Based Programs


· Development of Alternatives to Incarceration for Youth


· Workforce Development


Each of these categories is includes an overview of the public comment, a summary of research and deliberation considered by the commission, and a set of specific recommendations.  There are appendices outlining an overview of all the recommendations, a proposed timeline, and proposed fee schedules and use of expected additional resources.

COMMISSION REPORT


Testimony and recommendations have been categorically separated into four broad subject areas.


ANALYSIS AND MODERNIZATION OF FIREARM LEGISLATION


Concealed Carry


There was considerable discussion on the topic of concealed carry in Illinois.  The testimony provided highlighted legislation in multiple states supporting concealed carry, and other states opposed to such provisions.  Despite the sensitivity of this subject, given that every commissioner had lost a family member to gun violence, all commissioners listened objectively, posed questions, and after much deliberation, our recommendation is as follows:


	At this time, this commission does not have sufficient evidence to make specific recommendations regarding concealed carry legislation.  It is recommended instead that we continue our analysis of this issue, and encourage the legislature to re-engage in discourse regarding concealed carry.


 Firearm Ownership Identification Program (FOID )


The Illinois State Police (ISP) currently manages the Firearm Owner’s Identification Program (FOID) and Firearm Transfer Inquiry Program (FTIP).  Testimony regarding gun violence continuously suggested the need to update the current system in several ways.  While it was clear that FOID card issuance may not be directly linked to use of guns in violent ways, the transfer of guns purchased by FOID car members to other was noted as a source of illegal possession of guns.  The transfer of ownership is managed by the FTIP and this it is the focus on our recommendation.  Additionally, public hearing participants suggested enhancing information sharing and technology between ISP and the Department of Human Services, Division of Mental Health (DMH). This information would be used in the processing of individual background checks necessary to obtain a FOID card.   Specifically, there were numerous suggestions to adjust fees and processes associated with both the FOID and the FTIP programs.  Current FTIP fees are not in line with the national average.  The Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) has recommended the adjusted of the interval of FOID card renewal from ten to five years.  In appendix XX you will find projected fee scenarios and potential revenue created from the proposed changes to the FTIP and FOID programs.  The recommendations are as follows: 	Comment by Owner: We need to get more numbers from ISP to reflect the $10.00 per 5 yeah scenario.


	A workgroup of the commission will work with ISP and DHS to develop policies and procedures that will result in the enhanced exchange of information from Mental Health records to ensure that all factors are considered before issuing and renewal of FOID permits. These recommendations will expand on the work that has already been done to create pathways for the exchange of information. This workgroup will work to gain the support of the legislature to re-engage the discussion of automating the process for State Police to obtain daily lists of potential matches from the DHS mental health database.  This will further expedite the process and improve the collaboration between the two agencies. We propose to develop legislation that will adjust the interval of FOID card renewal to $10.00 for five year coverage.  This will mean that the fee will not change but rather the frequency which will allow for more recent checks on FOID cardholders.  We recommend that the additional revenue generated from these recommendation changes remain following the current distribution among the agencies responsible for management and oversight of this program.


 In addition, the Anti- Violence Commission recommends that ISP adjust FTIP fees to more closely reflect the national average. This will be a fee paid for by the gun dealers and private owners each time there is a transfer of a firearm.  The current fee is extremely below the national average and the transfer of guns is directly linked to the use of gun for violent acts by individuals who have not been screened or issue FOID cars. Appendix XX outlines our recommended projected fee and potential revenue created from the fee changes.  We recommend that 50% of the additional revenue generated from this fee increase be used to expand the effective components of the “Neighborhood Recovery Initiative” (NRI) in Chicago land, as well as other target areas of Illinois.  We recommend that 10% of the additional revenue be used to develop victim services and family survivor services to be managed by an identified state agency.  Lastly an additional 10% of the revenue to be used for expansion of community based youth services, including but not limited to a Statewide Mentoring program which will be described later on in this report.  The remaining amounts should be used to cover expenses from ISP to manage the program and maintain the system.


PERFORMANCE BASED EXPANSION OF SCHOOL AND COMMUNITY PROGRAMS


Neighborhood Recovery Initiative


During the early phases of the existence of the, the commission noted broad recommendations that included the development of four components: 


· The creation of jobs and job training programs for at-risk youth and young adults and their families;


· Investment in alternative education and/or support  programs for out-of-school youth and those at-risk of being out-of-school;


· Increase in social and emotional support through individual and family counseling ; and


· Strong re-integration supports for youth and young adults exiting juvenile and adult correctional systems.


The response to these recommendations was the development of the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative (NRI) a Governor’s Office program that is being managed by the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority (IVPA).  The Commission has been involved with the NRI by providing input on the school-based counseling and youth programs components of the comprehensive model.  The commission feels strongly that having the voice of Commissioners representing a group of parents, children, and siblings that have lost a close family member to gun violence continuing to advise IVPA on the management of NRI is critical to its success.  The recommendation is as follows:


We recommend the Commission partner with the Governor’s office to provide advice and guidance on the evaluation of the impact of the NRI and the possibility for its continuation and potential expansion to other areas of the state.  The Commission’s role will be advisory in nature.  They will receive quarterly updates on the progress of the implementation and attainment of program goals, and have the opportunity to ask questions and provide suggestions throughout the implementation timeframe.  In addition to their involvement in the evaluation, smaller working groups of the Commission will “adopt” a community and its partners to provide input and guidance, observe implementation, and identify best practice community-based interventions.  This will be achieved through participation in the existing local advisory committees already required by the NRI.  





Alternative Education Programs


	A significant amount of testimony was given on the importance of education and schools’ role in preventing youth from engaging in criminal and violent behavior.  Participants of the public hearings spoke passionately on the need to re-focus resources on after school programs, extend hours for schools and/or park district programs, and explore alternative education programs for un-enrolled adolescents.  The commissioners, in concurrence with the public, acknowledge the need to strategically allocate educational resources from early childhood through higher education. It is critical to work in partnership with state agencies to explore the expansion of alternative education programs that include, but are not limited to, charter school models, online education, vocational training, and skills-based education, for older youth who may be deeply deficient in comparison to their peers, and as a result, are more likely not to finish their education. Furthermore, this demographic is statistically more prone to be engaged in illegal activity. 


We recommend the following:


	Form a working group of commissioners to work with Illinois State Board of Education, the Chicago Public Schools, the East St. Louis Schools, and the Peoria area schools, as well as the Illinois Network of Charter Schools (INCS) to inventory existing programs for alternative education.  The purpose of this working group will be to complete a gap analysis using data from each school district and current available programs.  The gap analysis will be used to make recommendations for expansion and/or development of alternative education programs in targeted locations as a means of positively engaging out-of-school youth and those at risk for dropping out.  Following the gap analysis the Commission will recommend effective state and national performance based alternative education programs for expansion in Illinois for various age groups.  Recommended age levels and number of years out of school will have differentiated interventions to address educational needs, e.g. youth under 15 will have a goal to remain in or re-enroll in school; youth ages 16-18 will have a goal to complete assessment of skill gaps, and recommend alternative education models, youth older than 18 will have a goal to develop plans for high school completion while enrolled in an occupational program of study in a variety of settings, including community colleges environments.  


Statewide Mentoring Initiative


	The role of mentoring was highlighted throughout the entire testimony as a key to violence prevention and positive engagement for youth, as well as parents.  Mentoring as an effective technique for addressing the needs of at-risk youth living in inner city environments has been well documented as a best practice, but not without some indicators that demonstrate specific, concrete outcomes coming out of mentoring relationships (Garate-Serafini, Balcazar, Keys & Weitlauf, 2001).  Additional comments on this topic focused on the need to increase positive role models in local communities, the need to provide training and support to those becoming mentors, and providing incentives for young adults to become mentors.  State agencies, local partners, and community based programs offer a wide array of mentoring programs to various groups of youth.  One of the challenges is the lack of information on the true long-lasting impact of said mentoring programs and identifying the ones that are most effective for various types of youth. 	Families reported looking for appropriate mentoring programs in their communities and having limited information and access to these programs resulting in the continue need for positive role models and influence on at-risk youth.    


Given the large amount of testimony on this topic, the Commission recommends the development of a comprehensive statewide mentoring program over the next two years.  The goal of this statewide mentoring program is to provide expanded opportunities for youth and families at risk to benefit from local mentors that can serve as role models, advisors, tutors (if necessary), and/or advocates, by building a statewide network of mentors that can be accessed by anyone in the state.   The development of said programs requires the following steps:


· Assessment/inventory of all state supported mentoring programs, by type and geographic region





· Partnership with Institutions of Higher Education (community colleges and universities)


· To identify mentoring program models that are considered evidence-based or promising practices 


· To develop training program of mentors


· Recruit students to serve as mentors


· Develop incentives for students serving as mentors


· student loan rebates


· Practicum hours toward course completion





· Develop statewide outreach and education campaign on statewide mentoring program


· Develop pilot in targeted locations (2 per geographic location)


· Chicago & Suburbs


· Central


· Southern


· Assess pilot


· Expand statewide





· Establish/Identify an office to coordinate statewide mentoring program


· Manage referrals for mentors needed


· Promote existing mentoring programs and the establishment of new evidence-based programs


· Establish supports needed within state universities and community colleges for recruitment and capacity building of mentors


· Match youth to mentors


· Provide on-going technical assistance or linkages to technical assistance resources


· Evaluate program


DEVELOPMENT OF ALTERNATIVES TO INCARCERATION FOR YOUTH 


De-criminalization of Drugs


Testimony provided included a considerable amount of compelling research related to the de-criminalization of drugs.  Testimony provided at every public hearing emphasized the need to re-appoint a taskforce to assess the implications of legalizing marijuana, and how it would affect drug trafficking and gang violence in targeted communities.  The Commission posed the following questions: what is the relationship between gun violence and marijuana dealing in a community? Are there other communities in the US where de-criminalization has resulted in a reduction in gun violence? If so, how are these communities comparable to Illinois communities? Why was the taskforce created by the legislature several years ago, not active?


At this time the Commission felt it did not have sufficient time and authority to re-activate an interagency council to examine this issue.  However, it is recommended that the General Assembly examine past legislation that created an interagency council to consider this issue and determine whether it is necessary to re-activate such a taskforce.  


Alternatives to Incarceration


	Testimony and statistical research regarding the incarceration of youth emphasizes that most youth offenders do not necessarily need to be formally processed and incarcerated. Such measures often times result in serious damage by disrupting the bonds and relationships that connect youth to their families and communities and may actually increase the chances that the youth will commit more crimes upon release, thereby decreasing public safety. Unfortunately, the penal system often errs on the side of formal handling and incarceration. Sentencing should take into account not only the seriousness of the offense but also the risk level of the youth to re-offend, the needs of the youth for services to avoid re-offending and the strengthening of the assets of the youth that act as protective factors to avoid further criminal behavior.  The confinement of low-level youth is detrimental to communities, costly for the State of Illinois, and may actually increase crime, despite a common public perception to the contrary. “The juvenile justice system was created both to hold young people accountable and to provide for their rehabilitation, yet the boundaries and distinctive features of juvenile justice have become dangerously unsettled in the past few decades” ( Models For Change Inc). 


	Specific recommendations are to reduce sentencing for first offenders; re-assess sentences for offenses that do not involve violence or weapons; provide incentives of drug rehabilitation programs, and community based organizations as alternatives to incarceration. Fully implement the “Redeploy Illinois” program. The commission will work with the Sentencing Policy Advisory Council, DCFS and DJJ to examine current legislation language on first time offenders and juvenile offenders.  The commission will work with the Risk, Assets, Needs Assessment (RANA) Task Force to promote statewide adoption of the RANA tool identified by the Task Force at all decision points in the juvenile and criminal justice systems.  Statewide adoption of the RANA will be promoted through public speaking by commissioners, distribution of information on multiple state agencies as well as the Anti-Violence website, and any materials produced and distributed by the commission moving forward.  Additionally, we recommend the expansion of mandated day programs for drug offense by 20%s, including but not limited to first time offenders.





DEVELOPMENT OF ADDITIONAL EMPLOYMEN OPPORTUNITIES IN CHALLENGED COMMUNITIES


Workforce Development


	The need for employment opportunities in underserved communities was well documented in the testimony provided.  This means the need for an expansion of job training programs and opportunities for out-of-school youth as well as families living in poverty.  In addition to the creation of jobs, individuals also highlighted the need to have alternative hours of operation for state employees providing direct services to communities in need.


	The specific recommendation for this area of the report focuses on the identification of critical work-force needs through an analysis of projected labor sectors.  Having this information will provide the commission with information needed to develop skills training programs in high need area that are non-traditional and accessible to individuals living in poverty.  Extensive testimony at the public hearings identified the significant need for economic revitalization of disadvantaged communities through employment and vocational education.  A large part of Illinois residents will never attend a four-year institution of higher education and the dropout rate in specific communities is significantly higher for certain groups.  By providing for vocational educational opportunities that focus on basic skills development and trade instruction, the commission will work with targeted state agency partners such as the Illinois Department of Employment Security (IDES) and the Illinois Community College Board (ICCB) to conduct authentic assessments of referred youth and young adults to match to direct employment, and/or continued education.  


	As our Governor is known as the Jobs Governor, we will work to support the development of new employment opportunities that will be sustained over time for growing areas of need.  For example, the Affordable Care Act will require an expansion of health service providers at entry level positions that are culturally and linguistically competent.  The commission will provide recommendations on targeted groups of potential employees the need further skills development and preparation for meaningful employment.

Attached is the information requested regarding the Firearm Transfer Inquiry Program (FTIP) fee
increase scenarios. We have also included an analysis of the "private sale" proposal along with a copy of
the fiscal impact to ISP provided when this was previously proposed.

We project the number of FTIP transactions to remain fairly consistent in out years which is in contrast
to the considerable fluctuations expected in FOID applications. FTIP transactions are not subject to the
renewal cycles FOID experiences.

Should a decision be made to move forward with an increase in the FTIP fee, the FOID Act section that
addresses the State Police Services Fund for the FTIP Program (430 ILCS 65/ 3.1) should be amended
to allow appropriate use by the FOID program or other allocations. With the appropriate increase in the
FTIP fee, the portion of the FOID fee ($1) that currently goes to FTIP could also be redirected to help
support FOID.

Dear Governor Quinn & General Assembly:


On behalf of the “Anti-Violence” Commission, I respectfully submit this report of findings and recommendations.  On July 25, 2010, the Commission was formed through executive order to include family members of victims of gun violence.  This seventeen member commission was given a charge to gather input, compile information and provide recommendations from our unique perspective.  While the Commission took the lead in the development of this work, it was supported and informed by several state agencies: the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority, the Department of Human Services, Department of Community Health and Prevention, and the Department of Public Health.  The unique composition of the Commission was both challenging and beneficial.  Listening to, at times controversial testimony and recommendations the Commission worked very hard to remain objective, ask questions and engage the community in dialogue that would be productive to our development of this report.  


In order to achieve our purpose, the Commission held four statewide public hearings; two in Chicago, one in Peoria, and one in East St. Louis.  Testimony from all of the hearings is available on the Anti-Violence Website created by our Commission to inform the public and also gather recommendations and input from the general public.  We had over 200 individuals participate in all of the hearings and provide both personal experiences as well as recommendations for program and policy development.  The recommendations fit into four broach categories of recommendations:


1. Analysis and update of gun-control legislation


2. Re-design and/or expansion of school & community Programs


3. Development of alternatives to incarceration for youth 


4. Development of additional employment and vocational education opportunities in challenged communities


Our report includes an executive summary that provides a high level explanation of the report and its structure followed by an overview and specific recommendations.  We do not include all the verbal and written testimony however it is available online through the Anti Violence website, at www.   . 


In order to achieve the targeted actions of these recommendations, we believe that the Commission needs to continue as a working body to provide guidance in an advisory role to the Violence Prevention Authority and the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative.  We recommend that you extend the existence of the Commission and re-appoint existing members that have been involved and additional members to a term of two years.  The Commission can benefit from resources available in the Department of Public Health and should be situated within that agency to ensure that the continued work of addressing violence in our state is a goal of the Public Health System.


We look forward to your thoughts on our recommendations.  We sincerely want to thank you for your unwavering commitment to this issue.  We are committed to continuing the work we have started to reduce violence in our great state of Illinois.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY


The “Anti-Violence” Commission Report is a summary of the public testimony gathered through four statewide public hearings held on the following dates and in the following locations:


· September 13, 2010: Kennedy-King College, Chicago


· September 20, 2010: Arturo Velasquez Institute, Chicago


· September 28, 2010: 2200 E. Washington St, East Peoria


· October 14, 2010: 601 James R. Thompson Blvd, East St. Louis


This report includes a summary of broad categories of recommendations developed based on public hearing comments as well as basic research provided by partner groups, including but not limited to the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority and the Illinois Criminal Justice Information Authority.  As you review the report, please keep in mind that several of the recommendations will require the continued support of commission members in smaller working groups and working collaboratively with an increased number of State Government partners.  We make recommendations related to policy and legislation, revenue generating changes to fees for programs, and program development and/or expansion.  A number of the recommendations may be controversial and result in continued negotiation and discussion.  For this reason, the key recommendation we submit is the re-appointment of the Commission with a deep review of the commission members and changes for replacing commissioners who have not been able to participate.  The commission is Chicago based and this was noted by the public as we traveled the state as a recommended area of improvement.  


The broad categories presented for consideration in this report are:


· Analysis and Modernization of Firearm Legislation


· Performance Based Expansion of School and Community Based Programs


· Development of Alternatives to Incarceration for Youth


· Workforce Development


Each of these categories is includes an overview of the public comment, a summary of research and deliberation considered by the commission, and a set of specific recommendations.  There are appendices outlining an overview of all the recommendations, a proposed timeline, and proposed fee schedules and use of expected additional resources.

COMMISSION REPORT


Testimony and recommendations have been categorically separated into four broad subject areas.


ANALYSIS AND MODERNIZATION OF FIREARM LEGISLATION


Concealed Carry


There was considerable discussion on the topic of concealed carry in Illinois.  The testimony provided highlighted legislation in multiple states supporting concealed carry, and other states opposed to such provisions.  Despite the sensitivity of this subject, given that every commissioner had lost a family member to gun violence, all commissioners listened objectively, posed questions, and after much deliberation, our recommendation is as follows:


	At this time, this commission does not have sufficient evidence to make specific recommendations regarding concealed carry legislation.  It is recommended instead that we continue our analysis of this issue, and encourage the legislature to re-engage in discourse regarding concealed carry.


 Firearm Ownership Identification Program (FOID )


The Illinois State Police (ISP) currently manages the Firearm Owner’s Identification Program (FOID) and Firearm Transfer Inquiry Program (FTIP).  Testimony regarding gun violence continuously suggested the need to update the current system in several ways.  While it was clear that FOID card issuance may not be directly linked to use of guns in violent ways, the transfer of guns purchased by FOID car members to other was noted as a source of illegal possession of guns.  The transfer of ownership is managed by the FTIP and this it is the focus on our recommendation.  Additionally, public hearing participants suggested enhancing information sharing and technology between ISP and the Department of Human Services, Division of Mental Health (DMH). This information would be used in the processing of individual background checks necessary to obtain a FOID card.   Specifically, there were numerous suggestions to adjust fees and processes associated with both the FOID and the FTIP programs.  Current FTIP fees are not in line with the national average.  The Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) has recommended the adjusted of the interval of FOID card renewal from ten to five years.  In appendix XX you will find projected fee scenarios and potential revenue created from the proposed changes to the FTIP and FOID programs.  The recommendations are as follows: 	Comment by Owner: We need to get more numbers from ISP to reflect the $10.00 per 5 yeah scenario.


	A workgroup of the commission will work with ISP and DHS to develop policies and procedures that will result in the enhanced exchange of information from Mental Health records to ensure that all factors are considered before issuing and renewal of FOID permits. These recommendations will expand on the work that has already been done to create pathways for the exchange of information. This workgroup will work to gain the support of the legislature to re-engage the discussion of automating the process for State Police to obtain daily lists of potential matches from the DHS mental health database.  This will further expedite the process and improve the collaboration between the two agencies. We propose to develop legislation that will adjust the interval of FOID card renewal to $10.00 for five year coverage.  This will mean that the fee will not change but rather the frequency which will allow for more recent checks on FOID cardholders.  We recommend that the additional revenue generated from these recommendation changes remain following the current distribution among the agencies responsible for management and oversight of this program.


 In addition, the Anti- Violence Commission recommends that ISP adjust FTIP fees to more closely reflect the national average. This will be a fee paid for by the gun dealers and private owners each time there is a transfer of a firearm.  The current fee is extremely below the national average and the transfer of guns is directly linked to the use of gun for violent acts by individuals who have not been screened or issue FOID cars. Appendix XX outlines our recommended projected fee and potential revenue created from the fee changes.  We recommend that 50% of the additional revenue generated from this fee increase be used to expand the effective components of the “Neighborhood Recovery Initiative” (NRI) in Chicago land, as well as other target areas of Illinois.  We recommend that 10% of the additional revenue be used to develop victim services and family survivor services to be managed by an identified state agency.  Lastly an additional 10% of the revenue to be used for expansion of community based youth services, including but not limited to a Statewide Mentoring program which will be described later on in this report.  The remaining amounts should be used to cover expenses from ISP to manage the program and maintain the system.


PERFORMANCE BASED EXPANSION OF SCHOOL AND COMMUNITY PROGRAMS


Neighborhood Recovery Initiative


During the early phases of the existence of the, the commission noted broad recommendations that included the development of four components: 


· The creation of jobs and job training programs for at-risk youth and young adults and their families;


· Investment in alternative education and/or support  programs for out-of-school youth and those at-risk of being out-of-school;


· Increase in social and emotional support through individual and family counseling ; and


· Strong re-integration supports for youth and young adults exiting juvenile and adult correctional systems.


The response to these recommendations was the development of the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative (NRI) a Governor’s Office program that is being managed by the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority (IVPA).  The Commission has been involved with the NRI by providing input on the school-based counseling and youth programs components of the comprehensive model.  The commission feels strongly that having the voice of Commissioners representing a group of parents, children, and siblings that have lost a close family member to gun violence continuing to advise IVPA on the management of NRI is critical to its success.  The recommendation is as follows:


We recommend the Commission partner with the Governor’s office to provide advice and guidance on the evaluation of the impact of the NRI and the possibility for its continuation and potential expansion to other areas of the state.  The Commission’s role will be advisory in nature.  They will receive quarterly updates on the progress of the implementation and attainment of program goals, and have the opportunity to ask questions and provide suggestions throughout the implementation timeframe.  In addition to their involvement in the evaluation, smaller working groups of the Commission will “adopt” a community and its partners to provide input and guidance, observe implementation, and identify best practice community-based interventions.  This will be achieved through participation in the existing local advisory committees already required by the NRI.  





Alternative Education Programs


	A significant amount of testimony was given on the importance of education and schools’ role in preventing youth from engaging in criminal and violent behavior.  Participants of the public hearings spoke passionately on the need to re-focus resources on after school programs, extend hours for schools and/or park district programs, and explore alternative education programs for un-enrolled adolescents.  The commissioners, in concurrence with the public, acknowledge the need to strategically allocate educational resources from early childhood through higher education. It is critical to work in partnership with state agencies to explore the expansion of alternative education programs that include, but are not limited to, charter school models, online education, vocational training, and skills-based education, for older youth who may be deeply deficient in comparison to their peers, and as a result, are more likely not to finish their education. Furthermore, this demographic is statistically more prone to be engaged in illegal activity. 


We recommend the following:


	Form a working group of commissioners to work with Illinois State Board of Education, the Chicago Public Schools, the East St. Louis Schools, and the Peoria area schools, as well as the Illinois Network of Charter Schools (INCS) to inventory existing programs for alternative education.  The purpose of this working group will be to complete a gap analysis using data from each school district and current available programs.  The gap analysis will be used to make recommendations for expansion and/or development of alternative education programs in targeted locations as a means of positively engaging out-of-school youth and those at risk for dropping out.  Following the gap analysis the Commission will recommend effective state and national performance based alternative education programs for expansion in Illinois for various age groups.  Recommended age levels and number of years out of school will have differentiated interventions to address educational needs, e.g. youth under 15 will have a goal to remain in or re-enroll in school; youth ages 16-18 will have a goal to complete assessment of skill gaps, and recommend alternative education models, youth older than 18 will have a goal to develop plans for high school completion while enrolled in an occupational program of study in a variety of settings, including community colleges environments.  


Statewide Mentoring Initiative


	The role of mentoring was highlighted throughout the entire testimony as a key to violence prevention and positive engagement for youth, as well as parents.  Mentoring as an effective technique for addressing the needs of at-risk youth living in inner city environments has been well documented as a best practice, but not without some indicators that demonstrate specific, concrete outcomes coming out of mentoring relationships (Garate-Serafini, Balcazar, Keys & Weitlauf, 2001).  Additional comments on this topic focused on the need to increase positive role models in local communities, the need to provide training and support to those becoming mentors, and providing incentives for young adults to become mentors.  State agencies, local partners, and community based programs offer a wide array of mentoring programs to various groups of youth.  One of the challenges is the lack of information on the true long-lasting impact of said mentoring programs and identifying the ones that are most effective for various types of youth. 	Families reported looking for appropriate mentoring programs in their communities and having limited information and access to these programs resulting in the continue need for positive role models and influence on at-risk youth.    


Given the large amount of testimony on this topic, the Commission recommends the development of a comprehensive statewide mentoring program over the next two years.  The goal of this statewide mentoring program is to provide expanded opportunities for youth and families at risk to benefit from local mentors that can serve as role models, advisors, tutors (if necessary), and/or advocates, by building a statewide network of mentors that can be accessed by anyone in the state.   The development of said programs requires the following steps:


· Assessment/inventory of all state supported mentoring programs, by type and geographic region





· Partnership with Institutions of Higher Education (community colleges and universities)


· To identify mentoring program models that are considered evidence-based or promising practices 


· To develop training program of mentors


· Recruit students to serve as mentors


· Develop incentives for students serving as mentors


· student loan rebates


· Practicum hours toward course completion





· Develop statewide outreach and education campaign on statewide mentoring program


· Develop pilot in targeted locations (2 per geographic location)


· Chicago & Suburbs


· Central


· Southern


· Assess pilot


· Expand statewide





· Establish/Identify an office to coordinate statewide mentoring program


· Manage referrals for mentors needed


· Promote existing mentoring programs and the establishment of new evidence-based programs


· Establish supports needed within state universities and community colleges for recruitment and capacity building of mentors


· Match youth to mentors


· Provide on-going technical assistance or linkages to technical assistance resources


· Evaluate program


DEVELOPMENT OF ALTERNATIVES TO INCARCERATION FOR YOUTH 


De-criminalization of Drugs


Testimony provided included a considerable amount of compelling research related to the de-criminalization of drugs.  Testimony provided at every public hearing emphasized the need to re-appoint a taskforce to assess the implications of legalizing marijuana, and how it would affect drug trafficking and gang violence in targeted communities.  The Commission posed the following questions: what is the relationship between gun violence and marijuana dealing in a community? Are there other communities in the US where de-criminalization has resulted in a reduction in gun violence? If so, how are these communities comparable to Illinois communities? Why was the taskforce created by the legislature several years ago, not active?


At this time the Commission felt it did not have sufficient time and authority to re-activate an interagency council to examine this issue.  However, it is recommended that the General Assembly examine past legislation that created an interagency council to consider this issue and determine whether it is necessary to re-activate such a taskforce.  


Alternatives to Incarceration


	Testimony and statistical research regarding the incarceration of youth emphasizes that most youth offenders do not necessarily need to be formally processed and incarcerated. Such measures often times result in serious damage by disrupting the bonds and relationships that connect youth to their families and communities and may actually increase the chances that the youth will commit more crimes upon release, thereby decreasing public safety. Unfortunately, the penal system often errs on the side of formal handling and incarceration. Sentencing should take into account not only the seriousness of the offense but also the risk level of the youth to re-offend, the needs of the youth for services to avoid re-offending and the strengthening of the assets of the youth that act as protective factors to avoid further criminal behavior.  The confinement of low-level youth is detrimental to communities, costly for the State of Illinois, and may actually increase crime, despite a common public perception to the contrary. “The juvenile justice system was created both to hold young people accountable and to provide for their rehabilitation, yet the boundaries and distinctive features of juvenile justice have become dangerously unsettled in the past few decades” ( Models For Change Inc). 


	Specific recommendations are to reduce sentencing for first offenders; re-assess sentences for offenses that do not involve violence or weapons; provide incentives of drug rehabilitation programs, and community based organizations as alternatives to incarceration. Fully implement the “Redeploy Illinois” program. The commission will work with the Sentencing Policy Advisory Council, DCFS and DJJ to examine current legislation language on first time offenders and juvenile offenders.  The commission will work with the Risk, Assets, Needs Assessment (RANA) Task Force to promote statewide adoption of the RANA tool identified by the Task Force at all decision points in the juvenile and criminal justice systems.  Statewide adoption of the RANA will be promoted through public speaking by commissioners, distribution of information on multiple state agencies as well as the Anti-Violence website, and any materials produced and distributed by the commission moving forward.  Additionally, we recommend the expansion of mandated day programs for drug offense by 20%s, including but not limited to first time offenders.





DEVELOPMENT OF ADDITIONAL EMPLOYMEN OPPORTUNITIES IN CHALLENGED COMMUNITIES


Workforce Development


	The need for employment opportunities in underserved communities was well documented in the testimony provided.  This means the need for an expansion of job training programs and opportunities for out-of-school youth as well as families living in poverty.  In addition to the creation of jobs, individuals also highlighted the need to have alternative hours of operation for state employees providing direct services to communities in need.


	The specific recommendation for this area of the report focuses on the identification of critical work-force needs through an analysis of projected labor sectors.  Having this information will provide the commission with information needed to develop skills training programs in high need area that are non-traditional and accessible to individuals living in poverty.  Extensive testimony at the public hearings identified the significant need for economic revitalization of disadvantaged communities through employment and vocational education.  A large part of Illinois residents will never attend a four-year institution of higher education and the dropout rate in specific communities is significantly higher for certain groups.  By providing for vocational educational opportunities that focus on basic skills development and trade instruction, the commission will work with targeted state agency partners such as the Illinois Department of Employment Security (IDES) and the Illinois Community College Board (ICCB) to conduct authentic assessments of referred youth and young adults to match to direct employment, and/or continued education.  


	As our Governor is known as the Jobs Governor, we will work to support the development of new employment opportunities that will be sustained over time for growing areas of need.  For example, the Affordable Care Act will require an expansion of health service providers at entry level positions that are culturally and linguistically competent.  The commission will provide recommendations on targeted groups of potential employees the need further skills development and preparation for meaningful employment.

Attached is the information requested regarding the Firearm Transfer Inquiry Program (FTIP) fee
increase scenarios. We have also included an analysis of the "private sale" proposal along with a copy of
the fiscal impact to ISP provided when this was previously proposed.

We project the number of FTIP transactions to remain fairly consistent in out years which is in contrast
to the considerable fluctuations expected in FOID applications. FTIP transactions are not subject to the
renewal cycles FOID experiences.

Should a decision be made to move forward with an increase in the FTIP fee, the FOID Act section that
addresses the State Police Services Fund for the FTIP Program (430 ILCS 65/ 3.1) should be amended
to allow appropriate use by the FOID program or other allocations. With the appropriate increase in the
FTIP fee, the portion of the FOID fee ($1) that currently goes to FTIP could also be redirected to help
support FOID.

1) Inour phone conversation | could not tell you who the Lead Agency was because it had not
yet been finalized. A few of the Lead Agency selections took a little longer than others. We
did rely on the local community by asking local elected officials to help identify Lead
Agencies to submit an application.

2) The Lead Agencies had the responsibility of convening an Advisory Committee and, given
the tight time frame, many of the nominated Lead Agencies started identifying their
Advisory Committee members before their Lead Agency status was completely finalized.

3) We relied on the Lead Agency in each community, with input from their Advisory
Committee, to make decisions on provider partners based on the quality of the applications
they received and the criteria for each component. If you disagree with GAGDC’s decision, |
encourage you to communicate directly with them and request the reason for their decision.

Again, | encourage you to contact the Lead Agency and request information about why your
application was not accepted.

| attempted reaching you via your office telephone and left messages several weeks ago regarding
denial of our organization's juvenile reentry proposal by Lead Agency - Auburn Gresham CDC.

We have several concerns/criticisms over the process in which community partners were selected by
this Lead Agency.

First, this Leaf Agency organization was among the last selected by your office. As a matter of fact, in
discussions with you (via cell phone) during your flight layover to D.C. you indicated there had been no
selection of a Lead Agency for the Greater Grand-Crossing Community. About one week later we
learned of Auburn Gresham's CDC selection as Lead Agency. As you and your staff will recall we
guestioned the selection of this organization because it is located in Auburn Gresham and not Greater
Grand Crossing. More importantly, this selection flies in the face of community self-determination which
as we understood was to be a core consideration of the Governor's Neighborhood Recovery Initiative.

Second, we realize this isn't a perfect world so we were willing to work with the selection of this lead
agency. However, upon contacting Auburn Gresham CDC to request participation on the advisory
board we were told that membership had already been established and no additional members were
needed.

We again questioned how advisory board members could have been already selected given the very
short window of time leading up to Auburn Gresham's selection as Lead Agency.

Third, although we submitted our application for consideration as a juvenile reentry community partner
provider it was clear by now that the entire selection process appeared tainted. This was of course
confirmed when we received notice that our proposal was denied.

Fourth, when | attended initial IVPA - Governor's Neighborhood Recovery meetings with faith-based
leaders at State of lllinois-Thompson Center there were many concerns voiced over selection of Lead
Agency organizations and fairness in their selection of community partner providers. Almost all
participants in this meeting felt selection of providers by Lead Agencies should be based upon
skills/abilities to deliver services. Additionally, questions arose regarding the role of IVPA in monitoring
and overseeing execution of fairness/equity in the selection process.

Finally, It doesn't appear that happened in this particular instance. Our organization has an exemplary
record of delivering juvenile justice services for more than twenty years. We have roots in the target
community including a long history of work with youth in Greater Grand Crossing.

If necessary, we are prepared to advocate at the highest levels of state government over the obvious
disregard for community self-determination, as well as, our record of delivering high quality juvenile
justice services.

Importance: High

Dear NRI Lead Agencies:

We are carefully reviewing the draft, unsigned subcontracts and related budgets that you submitted
for each of your coordinating and providing partners. We will be sending you an email that outlines
all of the issues in all of the draft subcontracts and budgets. We hope to be able to send you this
email this week. Meanwhile, we wanted to give you a heads up on some of the issues that we will be
asking you to address with your subcontractors (there may be additional issues identified as we

proceed):

1. In many cases it is apparent that the coordinating or providing partner used the sample
budget amounts and justification (aside from the M + J and PLAN set expenses) versus
providing a real budget based on actual projected costs. For example, many agencies have
used our sample 10% prorated cost allocation for occupancy and other agency costs. It
seems highly unlikely that all these agencies have the same prorated cost allocation.
Agencies will have to submit revised budgets based on the agencies actual projected costs.

2. Occupancy and related costs (i.e. utilities) should be calculated using a percent of staff office
space and client space projected to be utilized for the NRI program . This should be a
reasonable allocation of costs that are prorated based on actual utilization of space and
related costs for program activity. This utilization rate must be defensible. For example, if
your total monthly occupancy cost is $2,000 for your building, which includes a large meeting

Budget Review and Monitoring Process








General Comments





IVPA takes very seriously the responsibility for reviewing, approving and monitoring grant budgets and expenses. IVPA has established systems and procedures as described below for ensuring accountability for grant funds awarded by IVPA. 





It is not a standard procedure for IVPA and many other larger State grant making agencies to require submission of verification of proposed costs.  Such verification is requested if a problem has been identified during the monitoring process or as part of a site review/audit process.  As mentioned below, all Grant Agreements stipulate that grantees must maintain records for three years and must allow IVPA to review/audit these records at IVPA's discretion.





IVPA has never had an audit finding or a legal challenge related to its grant making procedures or awards.








Budget Review: Application Phase





1. Budget specifications are described in the Request for Proposal (e.g. budget must include 2 FTE case managers and 50% FTE Project Coordinator; travel to required trainings must be included, etc.).  In the case of NRI, the RFP also indicates that admin and program costs combined may not exceed a specified percentage of the total budget (12.5 - 20 % range across the NRI components).





2. Applicants must use IVPA budget forms which includes a section for detailed justification of the proposed expenses.  A list of allowable and non-allowable costs and instructions for completing the forms are provided as part of the budget form package.  





3. IVPA also provides a Sample Budget for the program for which funds are being requested which demonstrates the level of justification detail required.





4. All proposed budgets are reviewed by two people.  This review is for the purpose of identifying costs that are questionable and may not be approved (such as purchase of a van), or where the justification is not sufficient (such as excessive supplies costs with no detail). There will always be issues that arise during this phase which is the purpose of the review. This is especially true for NRI, given the newness of the program and the number of new providers who may not have completed budgets like this before.  





5. The issues identified at the review stage are clarified and resolved with the applicant before the final budget is approved by IVPA.  





6. The budget is made part of the Grant Agreement and all expenses are monitored in relation to the approved budget.  In the case of NRI, the subcontract budgets between the Lead Agency and the Coordinating/Providing Partners will be attached to the Grant Agreement between IVPA and the Lead Agency and will be monitored according to the procedures outlined below.


.





Budget Monitoring Phase





1. Grantees are required to expend their awards consistent with  their approved budgets and must use a prescribed Reallocation Process and receive written approval from IVPA for reallocation of funds between line items of approved budgets, if such reallocation exceeds $1,000 in total.  IVPA may, and sometimes does, decline to approve reallocations.  The following language in the NRI Grant Agreement addresses these requirements:





A. The Partner Agency is awarded a total of $___________ for the Partner Agency’s activities as outlined in Section II of the Agreement. The Partner Agency agrees to use such funds solely for conducting activities specified in Section II of this Agreement and strictly in accordance with the attached Project budget, marked as "Exhibit A". All requests for line item reallocations shall be submitted in writing and must be approved in advance by both the Lead Agency and IVPA.








2. Grantees are required to submit quarterly fiscal and program reports that detail their expenses in relation to their approved budget, including a Close-Out Report at the end of the contract period. The fiscal reports are reviewed carefully, and any discrepancies or issues that arise are communicated to the grantee and resolved before the quarterly report is accepted.  In cases where changes must be made, the grantee is required to revise and resubmit the report.





3. In cases where patterns of discrepancies exist or an expense is questionable, IVPA will request documentation or verification of the expense and/or will go to the site and review grantee records.  Payback of unexpended funds or unauthorized or unallowable expenses may be required where identified. 


 


4. The NRI Grant Agreements contain the following language that requires grantees to maintain records for 3 years and allows IVPA to conduct on-site review/audit of back-up documentation if IVPA deems necessary:





F.     The Agency shall maintain for a minimum of three (3) years after the completion of the contract, adequate books, records, and supporting documents to verify the amounts, recipients, and uses of all disbursements of funds passing in conjunction with this Agreement; the contract and all books, records and supporting documents related to the Agreement shall be available for review and audit by the State of Illinois; and the Agency agrees to cooperate fully with any audit conducted by the State of Illinois and to provide access to all relevant materials.  Failure to maintain the books, records, and supporting documents required under this section shall establish a presumption in favor of  the State of Illinois for the recovery of any funds paid under the Agreement for which adequate books, record, and supporting documentation are not available to support their purported disbursement.





G.     The  Agency shall permit agents of the State of Illinois to inspect the financial records of the Agency as they relate to this Agreement.  The Agency shall also permit agents of the Sate of Illinois to enter the premises of the Agency to observe the operations of the Agency program.  The State of Illinois shall give the Agency reasonable notice of intent to enter for purposes of observing, and such observation shall not reasonably interfere with the conduct of the Agency in the providing of its services.








The sections above are also included in the boilerplate subcontract between the Lead Agency and the subcontracted Provider agencies and give the Lead Agencies the same rights as the State of Illinois to inspect records and conduct suite reviews.

Random Check of NRI Subcontract Budgets








A random check of 23 proposed subcontract budgets was conducted with respect to occupancy costs and any other large questionable costs.





Occupancy Costs 





Requested occupancy costs (generally a percent of the total agency's occupancy costs based on percentage of FTE, program or client use of the space) in 22 of the 23 budgets reflect costs that range from $52 to $850/month; the average request is under $400 per month ($393/mo).





The 23rd budget requested $3,224/month (including rent, gas and lights) and is flagged as an issue to review with the grantee because it is comparatively high.





Other Costs





While further detail might be needed on some of the other budget requests, only one of the subcontract budgets had an unusual request: this was for $15,000 to purchase a van, which also has been flagged as a cost that requires review (and is unlikely to be approved).

Hello Barbara,

This email is in response to your request for information with regards to Alderman Latasha
Thomas concerns about our scoring process for the Englewood Neighborhood Recovery
Initiative. It was stated in the Alderman's letter that she understood if an organization was
deemed to large or had other Government funding, they were not chosen as partners....and this
additional criteria was not mentioned nor does it appear on the evaluation form.

The additional criteria was not mentioned nor stated in the evaluation form because it was in fact
not a part of any additional criteria. Each agency was scored on the criteria as presented in the
IVPA application - History, Capacity, Collaboration, and Willingness to implement program
components. Liberated Inc, the agency in question, scored 5th out of 5 agencies for Reentry and
6th of 8 for Mentoring. Based on the scores, the ENRI Advisory Committee and Children's
Home + Aid Liberated Inc decided to fund the higher scoring agencies.

While meeting with Bishop James Dukes of Liberated Inc and Alderman Thomas on 01-06-11,
there was some discussion around Liberated Inc already receiving funding for Safety Net Works,
but this conversation came after the decisions were made and not used against them in any way.
Being a large organization and a part of the Safety Net Works was used in a context to soften the
news to Liberated Inc, as we knew there were possible implications to our decision not to fund.
Children's Home + Aid certainly understands the influence of this Faith-Based Organization and
want to continue a healthy partnership, which was cleatly stated to Bishop Dukes.

To ensure referrals will occur, the following protocol is recommended:



· Reentry provider agency meets with parole agents in their area (both those that serve youth and young offenders) to review the services that are available through the initiative.



· Reentry provider agency outlines the referral process i.e. who is the contact person for the initial referral, will the agency be open after hours to accept referrals for crisis supports, what information will the agency need from parole as part of the referral, etc. 


· Agents review parole board orders of existing caseload to identify potential referrals to the Reentry provider agency.  Agent then refers these clients to the agency.


· The process should allow for reverse referrals—client shows up to Reentry provider agency and is in one of the service categories—agency contacts parole and enrolls client in the reentry program.



· Following the initial referral and the client meeting with the Reentry provider agency case manager, a staffing will be held with client, case manager and parole to review the plan for services.  Client’s family should also be invited to attend the staffing.


· The agency case manager will maintain regular contact with the parole agent.  It is suggested that in addition to routine updates, that there is a staffing every month with parole, client, and client’s family and agency case manager to discuss progress in services.


The DOC population will be given access to educational supports and crisis supports through the Reentry provider agency.  One of the gaps identified as a barrier to young offenders receiving their GED is that they are able to access the GED prep courses and then are unable to afford the fee for the test itself  It is recommended that the reentry or lead agencies set aside some funding for the youth to pay for the GED test.



Reentry process for Juveniles leaving the Youth Centers and returning to Target Communities


Reentry planning should ideally begin at intake and intensify as the youth nears his/her release date. The goals of the reentry phase are to engage the youth into continuing care and the



necessary support services to promote on-going recovery, stabilization in the community and



completion of all conditions of parole. 


Every offender should leave the Youth Center with a reentry plan that outlines aftercare recommendations that may include medical care, mental health treatment, substance abuse treatment, vocational, educational and other service needs.  It is this plan that gets executed in the community.  The youth should also leave with a firm referral to the Reentry provider agency in his/her neighborhood including a date and time for the intake appointment, shortly after release date, the name of the person they will be seeing and the logistics of the agency including address, phone number and transportation options.  


Outlined below are the critical elements for both the pre-release and post-release components of the reentry program.



Pre-release Reentry Planning and Staffing Process


The Reentry planning process begins at intake and then intensifies during the Re-



Entry Phase of the program (ideally at least the last 60-90 days in the institution).

Attached is the information requested regarding the Firearm Transfer Inquiry Program (FTIP) fee
increase scenarios. We have also included an analysis of the "private sale" proposal along with a copy of
the fiscal impact to ISP provided when this was previously proposed.

We project the number of FTIP transactions to remain fairly consistent in out years which is in contrast
to the considerable fluctuations expected in FOID applications. FTIP transactions are not subject to the
renewal cycles FOID experiences.

Should a decision be made to move forward with an increase in the FTIP fee, the FOID Act section that
addresses the State Police Services Fund for the FTIP Program (430 ILCS 65/ 3.1) should be amended
to allow appropriate use by the FOID program or other allocations. With the appropriate increase in the
FTIP fee, the portion of the FOID fee ($1) that currently goes to FTIP could also be redirected to help
support FOID.
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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

· October 14, 2010: 601 James R. Thompson Blvd, East St. Louis


Testimony and recommendations have been categorically separated into four broad subject areas.


ANALYSIS AND MODERNIZATION OF FIREARM LEGISLATION


Concealed Carry


There was considerable discussion on the topic of concealed carry in Illinois.  The testimony provided highlighted legislation in multiple states supporting concealed carry, and other states opposed to such provisions.  Despite the sensitivity of this subject, given that every commissioner had lost a family member to gun violence, all commissioners listened objectively, posed questions, and after much deliberation, our recommendation is as follows:


	At this time, this commission does not have sufficient evidence to make specific recommendations regarding concealed carry legislation.  It is recommended instead that we continue our analysis of this issue, and encourage the legislature to re-engage in discourse regarding concealed carry.


 Firearm Ownership Identification Program (FOID )


The Illinois State Police (ISP) currently manage the Firearm Owner’s Identification Program (FOID) and Firearm Transfer Inquiry Program (FTIP).  Testimony regarding gun violence continuously suggested the need to update the current system in several ways. Suggestions include enhancing information sharing and technology between ISP and the Department of Human Services, Division of Mental Health (DMH). This information would be used in the processing of individual background checks necessary to obtain a FOID card. In addition, there were numerous suggestions to adjust FTIP fees in order to more closely reflect the national average, as well as adjusting the interval of FOID card renewal from ten to five years.  In appendix XX you will find projected fee scenarios and potential revenue created from the proposed changes.  The recommendations are as follows: 	Comment by Owner: We need to get more numbers from ISP to reflect the $10.00 per 5 yeah scenario.


	A workgroup of the commission will work with ISP and DHS to develop policies and procedures that will result in the exchange of information from Mental Health records to ensure that all factors are considered before issuing and renewal of FOID permits. We recommend that the legislature reengage the discussion of automating the process for State Police to obtain daily lists of potential matches from the DHS mental health database. We propose to develop legislation that will adjust the interval of FOID card renewal to $10.00 for five year coverage. In addition, the Anti- Violence Commission recommends that ISP adjust FTIP fees to more closely reflect the national average. In appendix XX you will find a projected fee and potential revenue created from the fee changes.  We recommend that 50% of the additional revenue generated from this fee increase be used to expand the effective components of the “Neighborhood Recovery Initiative” (NRI) in Chicago land, as well as other target areas of Illinois.  We recommend that 10% of the additional revenue be used to develop victim services and family survivor services to be managed by an identified state agency.  Lastly an additional 10% of the revenue to be used for expansion of community based youth services, including but not limited to a Statewide Mentoring program which will be described later on in this report.  The remaining amounts should be used to cover expenses from ISP to manage the program and maintain the system.	Comment by Jack: Currently part of the revenue goes to DNR which makes it more palatable to hunters.  It is not clear from the way this is worded whether the recommendation is to split all FOID fees as indicated in the paragraph, thereby cutting out DNR entirely, or whether DNR would still get that portion of the existing fees it currently receives and it is just the portion of the FOID fee that is the increase that will not carry a DNR portion.  Personally, I think if DNR is getting no portion of the increase, it is going to be a lot harder sell in the legislature.  Because the gun lobby is so strong, I think even initially, it would be best to have DNR get some portion of the increase.  I would check with your agency’s legislative liaison and get their opinion.  Your call obviously.


PERFORMANCE BASED EXPANSION OF SCHOOL AND COMMUNITY PROGRAMS


Neighborhood Recovery Initiative


During the early phases of the existence of the, the commission noted broad recommendations that included the development of four components: 


· The creation of jobs and job training programs for at-risk youth and young adults and their families;


· Investment in alternative education and/or support  programs for out-of-school youth and those at-risk of being out-of-school;


· Increase in social and emotional support through individual and family counseling ; and


· Strong re-integration supports for youth and young adults exiting juvenile and adult correctional systems.


The response to these recommendations was the development of the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative (NRI) a Governor’s Office program that is being managed by the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority (IVPA).  The Commission has been involved with the NRI by providing input on the school-based counseling and youth programs components of the comprehensive model.  The commission feels strongly that having the voice of Commissioners representing a group of parents, children, and siblings that have lost a close family member to gun violence continuing to advise IVPA on the management of NRI is critical to its success.  The recommendation is as follows:


We recommend the Commission partner with the Governor’s office to inform key performance indicators and outcome measures that will demonstrate the impact of NRI and the possibility for its continuation and potential expansion to other areas of the state.  The Commission will receive regular updates on the progress of the implementation and will guide the evaluation design for NRI.  Smaller working groups of the Commission will “adopt” a community and its partners to provide input and guidance, observe implementation, and identify best practice community-based interventions.


Alternative Education Programs


	A significant amount of testimony was given on the importance of education and schools’ role in preventing youth from engaging in criminal and violent behavior.  Participants of the public hearings spoke passionately on the need to re-focus resources on after school programs, extend hours for schools and/or park district programs, and explore alternative education programs for un-enrolled adolescents.  The commissioners, in concurrence with the public, acknowledge the need to strategically allocate educational resources from early childhood through higher education. It is critical to work in partnership with state agencies to explore the expansion of alternative education programs that include, but are not limited to, charter school models, online education, vocational training, and skills-based education, for older youth who may be deeply deficient in comparison to their peers, and as a result, are more likely not to finish their education. Furthermore, this demographic is statistically more prone to be engaged in illegal activity. 


We recommend the following:


	Form a working group of commissioners to work with Illinois State Board of Education, the Chicago Public Schools, the East St. Louis Schools, and the Peoria area schools, as well as the Illinois Network of Charter Schools (INCS) to inventory existing programs for alternative education.  The purpose of this working group will be to complete a gap analysis using data from each school district and current available programs.  The gap analysis will be used to make recommendations for expansion and/or development of alternative education programs in targeted locations as a means of positively engaging out-of-school youth and those at risk for dropping out.  Following the gap analysis the Commission will recommend effective state and national performance based alternative education programs for expansion in Illinois for various age groups.  Recommended age levels will have differentiated interventions to address educational needs, e.g. youth under 15 will have a goal to remain in or re-enroll in school; youth ages 16-18 will have a goal to complete assessment of skill gaps, and recommend alternative education models, youth older than 18 will have a goal to develop plans for high school completion while enrolled in an occupational program of study.


Statewide Mentoring Initiative


	The role of mentoring was highlighted throughout the entire testimony as a key to violence prevention and positive engagement for youth, as well as parents.  Mentoring as an effective technique for addressing the needs of at-risk youth living in inner city environments has been well documented as a best practice, but not without some indicators that demonstrate specific, concrete outcomes coming out of mentoring relationships (Garate-Serafini, Balcazar, Keys & Weitlauf, 2001).  Additional comments on this topic focused on the need to increase positive role models in local communities, the need to provide training and support to those becoming mentors, and providing incentives for young adults to become mentors.  State agencies, local partners, and community based programs offer a wide array of mentoring programs to various groups of youth.  One of the challenges is the lack of information on the true impact of said mentoring programs and identifying the ones that are most effective for various youth. 	Families reported looking for appropriate mentoring programs in their communities and having limited information and access to these programs.    


Given the large amount of testimony on this topic, the Commission recommends the development of a comprehensive statewide mentoring program over the next two years.  The goal of this statewide mentoring program is to provide expanded opportunities for youth and families at risk to benefit from local mentors that can serve as role models, advisors, tutors (if necessary), and/or advocates, by building a statewide network of mentors that can be accessed by anyone in the state.   The development of said programs requires the following steps:


· Assessment/inventory of all state supporting mentoring programs, by type and geographic region


· Partnership with Institutions of Higher Education 


· To identify mentoring program models that are considered evidence-based or promising practices 


· To develop training program of mentors


· Recruit students to serve as mentors


· Develop incentives for students serving as mentors





· Develop statewide outreach and education campaign on statewide mentoring program


· Develop pilot


· Assess pilot


· Expand statewide


· Establish an office to coordinate statewide mentoring program


· Manage referrals for mentors needed


· Promote existing mentoring programs and the establishment of new evidence-based programs


· Establish supports needed within state universities and community colleges for recruitment and capacity building of mentors


· Match youth to mentors


· Provide on-going technical assistance or linkages to technical assistance resourcess


· Evaluate program








DEVELOPMENT OF ALTERNATIVES TO INCARCERATION FOR YOUTH 


De-criminalization of Drugs


Testimony provided included a considerable amount of compelling research related to the de-criminalization of drugs.  Testimony provided at every public hearing emphasized the need to re-appoint a taskforce to assess the implications of legalizing marijuana, and how it would affect drug trafficking and gang violence in targeted communities.  The Commission posed the following questions: what is the relationship between gun violence and marijuana dealing in a community? Are there other communities in the US where de-criminalization has resulted in a reduction in gun violence? If so, how are these communities comparable to Illinois communities? Why was the taskforce created by the legislature several years ago, not active?


At this time the Commission felt it did not have sufficient time and authority to re-activate an interagency council to examine this issue.  However, it is recommended that the General Assembly examine past legislation that created an interagency council to consider this issue and determine whether it is necessary to re-activate such a taskforce.  


Alternatives to Incarceration


	Testimony and statistical research regarding the incarceration of youth emphasizes that most youth offenders do not necessarily need to be formally processed and incarcerated. Such measures often times result in serious damage by disrupting the bonds and relationships that connect youth to their families and communities and may actually increase the chances that the youth will commit more crimes upon release, thereby decreasing public safety. Unfortunately, the penal system often errs on the side of formal handling and incarceration. Sentencing should take into account not only the seriousness of the offense but also the risk level of the youth to re-offend, the needs of the youth for services to avoid re-offending and the strengthening of the assets of the youth that act as protective factors to avoid further criminal behavior.  The confinement of low-level youth is detrimental to communities, costly for the State of Illinois, and may actually increase crime, despite a common public perception to the contrary. “The juvenile justice system was created both to hold young people accountable and to provide for their rehabilitation, yet the boundaries and distinctive features of juvenile justice have become dangerously unsettled in the past few decades” ( Models For Change Inc). 


	Specific recommendations are to reduce sentencing for first offenders; re-assess sentences for offenses that do not involve violence or weapons; provide incentives of drug rehabilitation programs, and community based organizations as alternatives to incarceration. Fully implement the “Redeploy Illinois” program. The commission will work with the Sentencing Policy Advisory Council, DCFS and DJJ to examine current legislation language on first time offenders and juvenile offenders.  The commission will work with the Risk, Assets, Needs Assessment (RANA) Task Force to promote statewide adoption of the RANA tool identified by the Task Force at all decision points in the juvenile and criminal justice systems.  Additionally, we recommend the expansion of mandated day programs for drug offenses, including but not limited to first time offenders





DEVELOPMENT OF ADDITIONAL JOB OPPORTUNITIES IN CHALLENGED COMMUNITIES


Workforce Development


	The need for employment opportunities in underserved communities was well documented in the testimony provided.  This means the need for an expansion of job training programs and opportunities for out-of-school youth as well as families living in poverty.  In addition to the creation of jobs, individuals also highlighted the need to have alternative hours of operation for state employees providing direct services to communities in need.

Dear Governor Quinn & General Assembly:


On behalf of the “Anti-Violence” Commission, I respectfully submit this report of findings and recommendations.  On July 25, 2010, the Commission was formed through executive order to include family members of victims of gun violence.  This seventeen member commission was given a charge to gather input, compile information and provide recommendations from our unique perspective.  While the Commission took the lead in the development of this work, it was supported and informed by several state agencies: the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority, the Department of Human Services, Department of Community Health and Prevention, and the Department of Public Health.  The unique composition of the Commission was both challenging and beneficial.  Listening to, at times controversial testimony and recommendations the Commission worked very hard to remain objective, ask questions and engage the community in dialogue that would be productive to our development of this report.  


In order to achieve our purpose, the Commission held four statewide public hearings; two in Chicago, one in Peoria, and one in East St. Louis.  Testimony from all of the hearings is available on the Anti-Violence Website created by our Commission to inform the public and also gather recommendations and input from the general public.  We had over 200 individuals participate in all of the hearings and provide both personal experiences as well as recommendations for program and policy development.  The recommendations fit into four broach categories of recommendations:


1. Analysis and update of gun-control legislation


2. Re-design and/or expansion of school & community Programs


3. Development of alternatives to incarceration for youth 


4. Development of additional employment and vocational education opportunities in challenged communities


Our report includes an executive summary that provides a high level explanation of the report and its structure followed by an overview and specific recommendations.  We do not include all the verbal and written testimony however it is available online through the Anti Violence website, at www.   . 


In order to achieve the targeted actions of these recommendations, we believe that the Commission needs to continue as a working body to provide guidance in an advisory role to the Violence Prevention Authority and the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative.  We recommend that you extend the existence of the Commission and re-appoint existing members that have been involved and additional members to a term of two years.  The Commission can benefit from resources available in the Department of Public Health and should be situated within that agency to ensure that the continued work of addressing violence in our state is a goal of the Public Health System.


We look forward to your thoughts on our recommendations.  We sincerely want to thank you for your unwavering commitment to this issue.  We are committed to continuing the work we have started to reduce violence in our great state of Illinois.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY


The “Anti-Violence” Commission Report is a summary of the public testimony gathered through four statewide public hearings held on the following dates and in the following locations:


· September 13, 2010: Kennedy-King College, Chicago


· September 20, 2010: Arturo Velasquez Institute, Chicago


· September 28, 2010: 2200 E. Washington St, East Peoria


· October 14, 2010: 601 James R. Thompson Blvd, East St. Louis


This report includes a summary of broad categories of recommendations developed based on public hearing comments as well as basic research provided by partner groups, including but not limited to the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority and the Illinois Criminal Justice Information Authority.  As you review the report, please keep in mind that several of the recommendations will require the continued support of commission members in smaller working groups and working collaboratively with an increased number of State Government partners.  We make recommendations related to policy and legislation, revenue generating changes to fees for programs, and program development and/or expansion.  A number of the recommendations may be controversial and result in continued negotiation and discussion.  For this reason, the key recommendation we submit is the re-appointment of the Commission with a deep review of the commission members and changes for replacing commissioners who have not been able to participate.  The commission is Chicago based and this was noted by the public as we traveled the state as a recommended area of improvement.  


The broad categories presented for consideration in this report are:


· Analysis and Modernization of Firearm Legislation


· Performance Based Expansion of School and Community Based Programs


· Development of Alternatives to Incarceration for Youth


· Workforce Development


Each of these categories is includes an overview of the public comment, a summary of research and deliberation considered by the commission, and a set of specific recommendations.  There are appendices outlining an overview of all the recommendations, a proposed timeline, and proposed fee schedules and use of expected additional resources.

COMMISSION REPORT


Testimony and recommendations have been categorically separated into four broad subject areas.


ANALYSIS AND MODERNIZATION OF FIREARM LEGISLATION


Concealed Carry


There was considerable discussion on the topic of concealed carry in Illinois.  The testimony provided highlighted legislation in multiple states supporting concealed carry, and other states opposed to such provisions.  Despite the sensitivity of this subject, given that every commissioner had lost a family member to gun violence, all commissioners listened objectively, posed questions, and after much deliberation, our recommendation is as follows:


	At this time, this commission does not have sufficient evidence to make specific recommendations regarding concealed carry legislation.  It is recommended instead that we continue our analysis of this issue, and encourage the legislature to re-engage in discourse regarding concealed carry.


 Firearm Ownership Identification Program (FOID )


The Illinois State Police (ISP) currently manages the Firearm Owner’s Identification Program (FOID) and Firearm Transfer Inquiry Program (FTIP).  Testimony regarding gun violence continuously suggested the need to update the current system in several ways.  While it was clear that FOID card issuance may not be directly linked to use of guns in violent ways, the transfer of guns purchased by FOID car members to other was noted as a source of illegal possession of guns.  The transfer of ownership is managed by the FTIP and this it is the focus on our recommendation.  Additionally, public hearing participants suggested enhancing information sharing and technology between ISP and the Department of Human Services, Division of Mental Health (DMH). This information would be used in the processing of individual background checks necessary to obtain a FOID card.   Specifically, there were numerous suggestions to adjust fees and processes associated with both the FOID and the FTIP programs.  Current FTIP fees are not in line with the national average.  The Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) has recommended the adjusted of the interval of FOID card renewal from ten to five years.  In appendix XX you will find projected fee scenarios and potential revenue created from the proposed changes to the FTIP and FOID programs.  The recommendations are as follows: 	Comment by Owner: We need to get more numbers from ISP to reflect the $10.00 per 5 yeah scenario.


	A workgroup of the commission will work with ISP and DHS to develop policies and procedures that will result in the enhanced exchange of information from Mental Health records to ensure that all factors are considered before issuing and renewal of FOID permits. These recommendations will expand on the work that has already been done to create pathways for the exchange of information. This workgroup will work to gain the support of the legislature to re-engage the discussion of automating the process for State Police to obtain daily lists of potential matches from the DHS mental health database.  This will further expedite the process and improve the collaboration between the two agencies. We propose to develop legislation that will adjust the interval of FOID card renewal to $10.00 for five year coverage.  This will mean that the fee will not change but rather the frequency which will allow for more recent checks on FOID cardholders.  We recommend that the additional revenue generated from these recommendation changes remain following the current distribution among the agencies responsible for management and oversight of this program.


 In addition, the Anti- Violence Commission recommends that ISP adjust FTIP fees to more closely reflect the national average. This will be a fee paid for by the gun dealers and private owners each time there is a transfer of a firearm.  The current fee is extremely below the national average and the transfer of guns is directly linked to the use of gun for violent acts by individuals who have not been screened or issue FOID cars. Appendix XX outlines our recommended projected fee and potential revenue created from the fee changes.  We recommend that 50% of the additional revenue generated from this fee increase be used to expand the effective components of the “Neighborhood Recovery Initiative” (NRI) in Chicago land, as well as other target areas of Illinois.  We recommend that 10% of the additional revenue be used to develop victim services and family survivor services to be managed by an identified state agency.  Lastly an additional 10% of the revenue to be used for expansion of community based youth services, including but not limited to a Statewide Mentoring program which will be described later on in this report.  The remaining amounts should be used to cover expenses from ISP to manage the program and maintain the system.


PERFORMANCE BASED EXPANSION OF SCHOOL AND COMMUNITY PROGRAMS


Neighborhood Recovery Initiative


During the early phases of the existence of the, the commission noted broad recommendations that included the development of four components: 


· The creation of jobs and job training programs for at-risk youth and young adults and their families;


· Investment in alternative education and/or support  programs for out-of-school youth and those at-risk of being out-of-school;


· Increase in social and emotional support through individual and family counseling ; and


· Strong re-integration supports for youth and young adults exiting juvenile and adult correctional systems.


The response to these recommendations was the development of the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative (NRI) a Governor’s Office program that is being managed by the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority (IVPA).  The Commission has been involved with the NRI by providing input on the school-based counseling and youth programs components of the comprehensive model.  The commission feels strongly that having the voice of Commissioners representing a group of parents, children, and siblings that have lost a close family member to gun violence continuing to advise IVPA on the management of NRI is critical to its success.  The recommendation is as follows:


We recommend the Commission partner with the Governor’s office to provide advice and guidance on the evaluation of the impact of the NRI and the possibility for its continuation and potential expansion to other areas of the state.  The Commission’s role will be advisory in nature.  They will receive quarterly updates on the progress of the implementation and attainment of program goals, and have the opportunity to ask questions and provide suggestions throughout the implementation timeframe.  In addition to their involvement in the evaluation, smaller working groups of the Commission will “adopt” a community and its partners to provide input and guidance, observe implementation, and identify best practice community-based interventions.  This will be achieved through participation in the existing local advisory committees already required by the NRI.  





Alternative Education Programs


	A significant amount of testimony was given on the importance of education and schools’ role in preventing youth from engaging in criminal and violent behavior.  Participants of the public hearings spoke passionately on the need to re-focus resources on after school programs, extend hours for schools and/or park district programs, and explore alternative education programs for un-enrolled adolescents.  The commissioners, in concurrence with the public, acknowledge the need to strategically allocate educational resources from early childhood through higher education. It is critical to work in partnership with state agencies to explore the expansion of alternative education programs that include, but are not limited to, charter school models, online education, vocational training, and skills-based education, for older youth who may be deeply deficient in comparison to their peers, and as a result, are more likely not to finish their education. Furthermore, this demographic is statistically more prone to be engaged in illegal activity. 


We recommend the following:


	Form a working group of commissioners to work with Illinois State Board of Education, the Chicago Public Schools, the East St. Louis Schools, and the Peoria area schools, as well as the Illinois Network of Charter Schools (INCS) to inventory existing programs for alternative education.  The purpose of this working group will be to complete a gap analysis using data from each school district and current available programs.  The gap analysis will be used to make recommendations for expansion and/or development of alternative education programs in targeted locations as a means of positively engaging out-of-school youth and those at risk for dropping out.  Following the gap analysis the Commission will recommend effective state and national performance based alternative education programs for expansion in Illinois for various age groups.  Recommended age levels and number of years out of school will have differentiated interventions to address educational needs, e.g. youth under 15 will have a goal to remain in or re-enroll in school; youth ages 16-18 will have a goal to complete assessment of skill gaps, and recommend alternative education models, youth older than 18 will have a goal to develop plans for high school completion while enrolled in an occupational program of study in a variety of settings, including community colleges environments.  


Statewide Mentoring Initiative


	The role of mentoring was highlighted throughout the entire testimony as a key to violence prevention and positive engagement for youth, as well as parents.  Mentoring as an effective technique for addressing the needs of at-risk youth living in inner city environments has been well documented as a best practice, but not without some indicators that demonstrate specific, concrete outcomes coming out of mentoring relationships (Garate-Serafini, Balcazar, Keys & Weitlauf, 2001).  Additional comments on this topic focused on the need to increase positive role models in local communities, the need to provide training and support to those becoming mentors, and providing incentives for young adults to become mentors.  State agencies, local partners, and community based programs offer a wide array of mentoring programs to various groups of youth.  One of the challenges is the lack of information on the true long-lasting impact of said mentoring programs and identifying the ones that are most effective for various types of youth. 	Families reported looking for appropriate mentoring programs in their communities and having limited information and access to these programs resulting in the continue need for positive role models and influence on at-risk youth.    


Given the large amount of testimony on this topic, the Commission recommends the development of a comprehensive statewide mentoring program over the next two years.  The goal of this statewide mentoring program is to provide expanded opportunities for youth and families at risk to benefit from local mentors that can serve as role models, advisors, tutors (if necessary), and/or advocates, by building a statewide network of mentors that can be accessed by anyone in the state.   The development of said programs requires the following steps:


· Assessment/inventory of all state supported mentoring programs, by type and geographic region





· Partnership with Institutions of Higher Education (community colleges and universities)


· To identify mentoring program models that are considered evidence-based or promising practices 


· To develop training program of mentors


· Recruit students to serve as mentors


· Develop incentives for students serving as mentors


· student loan rebates


· Practicum hours toward course completion





· Develop statewide outreach and education campaign on statewide mentoring program


· Develop pilot in targeted locations (2 per geographic location)


· Chicago & Suburbs


· Central


· Southern


· Assess pilot


· Expand statewide





· Establish/Identify an office to coordinate statewide mentoring program


· Manage referrals for mentors needed


· Promote existing mentoring programs and the establishment of new evidence-based programs


· Establish supports needed within state universities and community colleges for recruitment and capacity building of mentors


· Match youth to mentors


· Provide on-going technical assistance or linkages to technical assistance resources


· Evaluate program


DEVELOPMENT OF ALTERNATIVES TO INCARCERATION FOR YOUTH 


De-criminalization of Drugs


Testimony provided included a considerable amount of compelling research related to the de-criminalization of drugs.  Testimony provided at every public hearing emphasized the need to re-appoint a taskforce to assess the implications of legalizing marijuana, and how it would affect drug trafficking and gang violence in targeted communities.  The Commission posed the following questions: what is the relationship between gun violence and marijuana dealing in a community? Are there other communities in the US where de-criminalization has resulted in a reduction in gun violence? If so, how are these communities comparable to Illinois communities? Why was the taskforce created by the legislature several years ago, not active?


At this time the Commission felt it did not have sufficient time and authority to re-activate an interagency council to examine this issue.  However, it is recommended that the General Assembly examine past legislation that created an interagency council to consider this issue and determine whether it is necessary to re-activate such a taskforce.  


Alternatives to Incarceration


	Testimony and statistical research regarding the incarceration of youth emphasizes that most youth offenders do not necessarily need to be formally processed and incarcerated. Such measures often times result in serious damage by disrupting the bonds and relationships that connect youth to their families and communities and may actually increase the chances that the youth will commit more crimes upon release, thereby decreasing public safety. Unfortunately, the penal system often errs on the side of formal handling and incarceration. Sentencing should take into account not only the seriousness of the offense but also the risk level of the youth to re-offend, the needs of the youth for services to avoid re-offending and the strengthening of the assets of the youth that act as protective factors to avoid further criminal behavior.  The confinement of low-level youth is detrimental to communities, costly for the State of Illinois, and may actually increase crime, despite a common public perception to the contrary. “The juvenile justice system was created both to hold young people accountable and to provide for their rehabilitation, yet the boundaries and distinctive features of juvenile justice have become dangerously unsettled in the past few decades” ( Models For Change Inc). 


	Specific recommendations are to reduce sentencing for first offenders; re-assess sentences for offenses that do not involve violence or weapons; provide incentives of drug rehabilitation programs, and community based organizations as alternatives to incarceration. Fully implement the “Redeploy Illinois” program. The commission will work with the Sentencing Policy Advisory Council, DCFS and DJJ to examine current legislation language on first time offenders and juvenile offenders.  The commission will work with the Risk, Assets, Needs Assessment (RANA) Task Force to promote statewide adoption of the RANA tool identified by the Task Force at all decision points in the juvenile and criminal justice systems.  Statewide adoption of the RANA will be promoted through public speaking by commissioners, distribution of information on multiple state agencies as well as the Anti-Violence website, and any materials produced and distributed by the commission moving forward.  Additionally, we recommend the expansion of mandated day programs for drug offense by 20%s, including but not limited to first time offenders.





DEVELOPMENT OF ADDITIONAL EMPLOYMEN OPPORTUNITIES IN CHALLENGED COMMUNITIES


Workforce Development


	The need for employment opportunities in underserved communities was well documented in the testimony provided.  This means the need for an expansion of job training programs and opportunities for out-of-school youth as well as families living in poverty.  In addition to the creation of jobs, individuals also highlighted the need to have alternative hours of operation for state employees providing direct services to communities in need.


	The specific recommendation for this area of the report focuses on the identification of critical work-force needs through an analysis of projected labor sectors.  Having this information will provide the commission with information needed to develop skills training programs in high need area that are non-traditional and accessible to individuals living in poverty.  Extensive testimony at the public hearings identified the significant need for economic revitalization of disadvantaged communities through employment and vocational education.  A large part of Illinois residents will never attend a four-year institution of higher education and the dropout rate in specific communities is significantly higher for certain groups.  By providing for vocational educational opportunities that focus on basic skills development and trade instruction, the commission will work with targeted state agency partners such as the Illinois Department of Employment Security (IDES) and the Illinois Community College Board (ICCB) to conduct authentic assessments of referred youth and young adults to match to direct employment, and/or continued education.  


	As our Governor is known as the Jobs Governor, we will work to support the development of new employment opportunities that will be sustained over time for growing areas of need.  For example, the Affordable Care Act will require an expansion of health service providers at entry level positions that are culturally and linguistically competent.  The commission will provide recommendations on targeted groups of potential employees the need further skills development and preparation for meaningful employment.

Attached is the information requested regarding the Firearm Transfer Inquiry Program (FTIP) fee
increase scenarios. We have also included an analysis of the "private sale" proposal along with a copy of
the fiscal impact to ISP provided when this was previously proposed.

We project the number of FTIP transactions to remain fairly consistent in out years which is in contrast
to the considerable fluctuations expected in FOID applications. FTIP transactions are not subject to the
renewal cycles FOID experiences.

Should a decision be made to move forward with an increase in the FTIP fee, the FOID Act section that
addresses the State Police Services Fund for the FTIP Program (430 ILCS 65/ 3.1) should be amended
to allow appropriate use by the FOID program or other allocations. With the appropriate increase in the
FTIP fee, the portion of the FOID fee ($1) that currently goes to FTIP could also be redirected to help
support FOID.

| had intended to prepare a brief explanation, similarly to how you are following up with the non-CD
programs he referenced. I'll try to get something drafted by tomorrow. The gist of my reply will be as
follows:

Under the IKE-business loan fund, small businesses throughout Chicago and surrounding areas are
eligible to apply for loans at both CCV and at ACCION—although the program is not restricted to
minorities exclusively, it was developed to support the Neighborhood Recovery initiative. Small
business owners meeting low-to-moderate income thresholds (80% of the local median income
threshold), or those that will hire individuals that are currently of low-to-moderate income should reach
out to either ACCION or to CCV if interested in applying for a loan. Under the CSBG, program funding
is distributed across regional community action agencies, as required by statute. CSBG funding targets
low income individuals (ie, those with household incomes of 125% of the national poverty index.) A list
of regional and satellite community action agency offices in Chicago, Cook Co, or any other area within
the state can be provided. | will follow up.

Gov Hispanic Chamber Speech


January 2011





Employment


· The state’s rate for Hispanic unemployment (11.6%) is lower than the national rate (12.1%); however we recognize that there is always more work to be done. (Source: 2009 stats, Illinois Department of Employment Security and Bureau of Labor Statistics)





· We are investing in programs and initiatives that are helping to create jobs and boost our economic recovery.





· In October, I announced a comprehensive effort to rebuild Illinois' most vulnerable neighborhoods. The Neighborhood Recovery Initiative includes $5 million-dollars for DCEO’s Training for Tomorrow Program. 





· More than 20 non-profit Community Based Organizations that currently provide job training services will receive funding in the near future to identify local industries experiencing difficulty in recruiting skilled, entry level workers. Training for Tomorrow organizations will train and place more than 1,700 people into jobs over the next two years.





· Another component of the plan focuses on small business.





· National banks have tightened their belts in the last year, making it tougher than ever to get loans approved to cover reasonable start-up and operational costs.  





· Another part of the Neighborhood Recovery Program is the "Community Business Loan Program" targeted to businesses with fewer than 50 full-time employees. Five million dollars in loans will be made by community lenders including ACCION Chicago, Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), and Illinois Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).  The funding comes under the federal "IKE" Disaster Recovery program.  





· Loans can be for a variety of business purposes, including construction, equipment and refinancing. The program will immediately begin making loans to start up businesses, from $500 to $50-thousand-dollars.  Existing businesses can apply for loans from $500 to $75-thousand-dollars. 





· The fund is a revolving loan fund program, allowing the program to continue as loans are repaid, helping more business in the future. In addition, the lenders will network with each other in referring prospective loan prospects, to boost program coverage.





Small Business Outreach


· We’re also targeting small businesses and entrepreneurs, which are the backbone of the Illinois economy. Most of our outreach to small business is currently through our network of Illinois Small Business Development Centers. In recent years, $741,000 has gone to the Illinois Hispanic Chamber of Commerce to operate an Illinois Entrepreneurship Center, Illinois SBDC and a Procurement Technical Assistance Center. But we’re going to do more, and we going to target these entrepreneurs in smarter ways.





· One way is through the Small Business Job Creation Tax Credit. The credit encourages hiring now, instead of waiting for next year or a few years down the road. It provides a $2500 tax credit to employers if a full time position is created and sustained for one year. The Illinois Small Business Job Creation Tax Credit is available to small businesses that have 50 or fewer full-time employees (including all locations) as of June 30, 2010. 


Just last week, I signed legislation that allows any employer that hires a former worker-trainee from the Put Illinois to Work program to be eligible for the Illinois Small Business Job Creation Tax Credit. The new law requires that the employees receive no less than $10 hourly, with a minimum $18,200 annually.


· Business owners all over the state have utilized this credit to help grow their businesses – and it's available through June 2011. All of our representatives and senators here today voted for this important Tax Credit.





· There is also money set aside for small businesses in the capital plan, including $15 million to assist small businesses operating or wanting to locate in economically depressed areas. Another $15 million is also set aside to help high-growth, small technology companies expand and put more people to work.





Capital Bill


· Speaking of the capital bill, The Illinois Jobs Now! capital program is an important part of our plan to put Illinois back to work. Capital bill projects are putting thousands of people to work in every corner of the state, while supporting local businesses, improving our infrastructure and increasing energy efficiency. 





· The capital bill includes funding for projects that will directly impact members of the Hispanic community, including: 


· The Hispanic American Construction Industry Association (H.A.C.I.A);





· The National Latino Education Institute;





· U-N-O (The United Neighborhood Organization) More than $30 Million is in the capital bill for UNO to help reduce overcrowding in schools; and





· ASPIRA association





· We will appeal the Appellate Court’s decision regarding the bill and to seek an immediate stay from the Illinois Supreme Court.














Energy Efficiency Affordable Housing Program


· We believe that for housing to be truly affordable it must be energy efficient, which is why we have doubled the amount of funding dedicated to the program.





· More than $4 Million in Energy Efficiency Affordable Housing Program funding was made available in 2010. 





· This includes funding for projects like Casa Maravilla, which we broke ground on in October. The statewide program has helped fund more than 150 multi-unit rehab or construction projects as well as more than 1,000 new homes.





· And next year, we will triple the funds dedicated to this program to $5-million-dollars.





· These funds are mandated by law to come from the utilities, so that a portion of their revenues are put back into the community to help the most vulnerable. It is a dedicated source of non-general revenue funding that is administered by DCEO's State Energy Office.





Workforce Sector Based Grants


· DCEO has invested more than $1-million-dollars in health care training for organizations serving the Latino community in the Chicagoland area, including awards to: MacNeal Hospital, Instituto del Progreso Latino, and National Latino Education Institute.





· Together, this investment is putting more nurses at all stages of the pipeline; from entry level diagnostics training, to moving nurses up to become RNs; to moving nurses at the highest levels to become leaders as nursing faculty, ready to train more entry-level nurses.





· These grants are part of more than 5.3-million-dollars in Sector-Based Initiative Healthcare funding invested statewide. The results will be more than 4,300 healthcare professionals trained.





· By targeting our federal workforce dollars into health care, we are not only raising the levels of care and satisfaction for patients, but giving people more than a job - we're giving them a good-paying career.





· By supporting clinical and technology-intensive nurse training to bicultural and bilingual individuals, the State can meet several needs: 1) develop an avenue for new and continuous careers; 2) provide quality postsecondary educational opportunities for those not heading to college; and 3) provide quality patient care for those of limited English proficiency.





· The fact is that while the overall population of Chicago may be shrinking, preliminary census data shows the Latino community is growing, both in the city and the suburbs. These programs will put more nurses at all stages of the pipeline; from entry level diagnostics training, to moving nurses up to become leaders as nursing faculty.








Illinois Home Weatherization Assistance Program


· Through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, Illinois received $242 million to weatherize low-income homes. We will be weatherizing 22,000 homes by the end of the fiscal year – that's three times more than usual. CEDA has been our primary partner in providing weatherization services to families in need.





· And today, I’m happy to announce another investment in green jobs growth for Latinos. Illinois is now THE FIRST state in the nation to offer a Spanish version of our Weatherization Manual for contractors and workers. Those manuals will be available to the public in the very near future. 





Urban Weatherization Initiative


· The Urban Weatherization Initiative is a jobs program administered by the Office of Urban Assistance in the Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity


· UWI helps organizations train individuals to work in the high-growth green sector, and then link those workers with homes needing efficiency work in targeted communities. 


· Energy audits and providing weatherization services will help increase the efficiency of a home and reduce homeowners’ energy bills. 


· UWI is the only state-administered weatherization program in the nation, and the only one that addresses both the supply and demand side of the equation.


· Through the Urban Weatherization program, we’re taking steps to train more minorities in weatherization services and other ‘green jobs’.

Dear Governor Quinn & General Assembly:


On behalf of the “Anti-Violence” Commission, I respectfully submit this report of findings and recommendations.  On July 25, 2010, the Commission was formed through executive order to include family members of victims of gun violence.  This seventeen member commission was given a charge to gather input, compile information and provide recommendations from our unique perspective.  While the Commission took the lead in the development of this work, it was supported and informed by several state agencies: the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority, the Department of Human Services, Department of Community Health and Prevention, and the Department of Public Health.  The unique composition of the Commission was both challenging and beneficial.  Listening to, at times controversial testimony and recommendations the Commission worked very hard to remain objective, ask questions and engage the community in dialogue that would be productive to our development of this report.  


In order to achieve our purpose, the Commission held four statewide public hearings; two in Chicago, one in Peoria, and one in East St. Louis.  Testimony from all of the hearings is available on the Anti-Violence Website created by our Commission to inform the public and also gather recommendations and input from the general public.  We had over 200 individuals participate in all of the hearings and provide both personal experiences as well as recommendations for program and policy development.  The recommendations fit into four broach categories of recommendations:


1. Analysis and update of gun-control legislation


2. Re-design and/or expansion of school & community Programs


3. Development of alternatives to incarceration for youth 


4. Development of additional employment and vocational education opportunities in challenged communities


Our report includes an executive summary that provides a high level explanation of the report and its structure followed by an overview and specific recommendations.  We do not include all the verbal and written testimony however it is available online through the Anti Violence website, at www.   . 


In order to achieve the targeted actions of these recommendations, we believe that the Commission needs to continue as a working body to provide guidance in an advisory role to the Violence Prevention Authority and the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative.  We recommend that you extend the existence of the Commission and re-appoint existing members that have been involved and additional members to a term of two years.  The Commission can benefit from resources available in the Department of Public Health and should be situated within that agency to ensure that the continued work of addressing violence in our state is a goal of the Public Health System.


We look forward to your thoughts on our recommendations.  We sincerely want to thank you for your unwavering commitment to this issue.  We are committed to continuing the work we have started to reduce violence in our great state of Illinois.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY


The “Anti-Violence” Commission Report is a summary of the public testimony gathered through four statewide public hearings held on the following dates and in the following locations:


· September 13, 2010: Kennedy-King College, Chicago


· September 20, 2010: Arturo Velasquez Institute, Chicago


· September 28, 2010: 2200 E. Washington St, East Peoria


· October 14, 2010: 601 James R. Thompson Blvd, East St. Louis


This report includes a summary of broad categories of recommendations developed based on public hearing comments as well as basic research provided by partner groups, including but not limited to the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority and the Illinois Criminal Justice Information Authority.  As you review the report, please keep in mind that several of the recommendations will require the continued support of commission members in smaller working groups and working collaboratively with an increased number of State Government partners.  We make recommendations related to policy and legislation, revenue generating changes to fees for programs, and program development and/or expansion.  A number of the recommendations may be controversial and result in continued negotiation and discussion.  For this reason, the key recommendation we submit is the re-appointment of the Commission with a deep review of the commission members and changes for replacing commissioners who have not been able to participate.  The commission is Chicago based and this was noted by the public as we traveled the state as a recommended area of improvement.  


The broad categories presented for consideration in this report are:


· Analysis and Modernization of Firearm Legislation


· Performance Based Expansion of School and Community Based Programs


· Development of Alternatives to Incarceration for Youth


· Workforce Development


Each of these categories is includes an overview of the public comment, a summary of research and deliberation considered by the commission, and a set of specific recommendations.  There are appendices outlining an overview of all the recommendations, a proposed timeline, and proposed fee schedules and use of expected additional resources.

COMMISSION REPORT


Testimony and recommendations have been categorically separated into four broad subject areas.


ANALYSIS AND MODERNIZATION OF FIREARM LEGISLATION


Concealed Carry


There was considerable discussion on the topic of concealed carry in Illinois.  The testimony provided highlighted legislation in multiple states supporting concealed carry, and other states opposed to such provisions.  Despite the sensitivity of this subject, given that every commissioner had lost a family member to gun violence, all commissioners listened objectively, posed questions, and after much deliberation, our recommendation is as follows:


	At this time, this commission does not have sufficient evidence to make specific recommendations regarding concealed carry legislation.  It is recommended instead that we continue our analysis of this issue, and encourage the legislature to re-engage in discourse regarding concealed carry.


 Firearm Ownership Identification Program (FOID )


The Illinois State Police (ISP) currently manages the Firearm Owner’s Identification Program (FOID) and Firearm Transfer Inquiry Program (FTIP).  Testimony regarding gun violence continuously suggested the need to update the current system in several ways.  While it was clear that FOID card issuance may not be directly linked to use of guns in violent ways, the transfer of guns purchased by FOID car members to other was noted as a source of illegal possession of guns.  The transfer of ownership is managed by the FTIP and this it is the focus on our recommendation.  Additionally, public hearing participants suggested enhancing information sharing and technology between ISP and the Department of Human Services, Division of Mental Health (DMH). This information would be used in the processing of individual background checks necessary to obtain a FOID card.   Specifically, there were numerous suggestions to adjust fees and processes associated with both the FOID and the FTIP programs.  Current FTIP fees are not in line with the national average.  The Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) has recommended the adjusted of the interval of FOID card renewal from ten to five years.  In appendix XX you will find projected fee scenarios and potential revenue created from the proposed changes to the FTIP and FOID programs.  The recommendations are as follows: 	Comment by Owner: We need to get more numbers from ISP to reflect the $10.00 per 5 yeah scenario.


	A workgroup of the commission will work with ISP and DHS to develop policies and procedures that will result in the enhanced exchange of information from Mental Health records to ensure that all factors are considered before issuing and renewal of FOID permits. These recommendations will expand on the work that has already been done to create pathways for the exchange of information. This workgroup will work to gain the support of the legislature to re-engage the discussion of automating the process for State Police to obtain daily lists of potential matches from the DHS mental health database.  This will further expedite the process and improve the collaboration between the two agencies. We propose to develop legislation that will adjust the interval of FOID card renewal to $10.00 for five year coverage.  This will mean that the fee will not change but rather the frequency which will allow for more recent checks on FOID cardholders.  We recommend that the additional revenue generated from these recommendation changes remain following the current distribution among the agencies responsible for management and oversight of this program.


 In addition, the Anti- Violence Commission recommends that ISP adjust FTIP fees to more closely reflect the national average. This will be a fee paid for by the gun dealers and private owners each time there is a transfer of a firearm.  The current fee is extremely below the national average and the transfer of guns is directly linked to the use of gun for violent acts by individuals who have not been screened or issue FOID cars. Appendix XX outlines our recommended projected fee and potential revenue created from the fee changes.  We recommend that 50% of the additional revenue generated from this fee increase be used to expand the effective components of the “Neighborhood Recovery Initiative” (NRI) in Chicago land, as well as other target areas of Illinois.  We recommend that 10% of the additional revenue be used to develop victim services and family survivor services to be managed by an identified state agency.  Lastly an additional 10% of the revenue to be used for expansion of community based youth services, including but not limited to a Statewide Mentoring program which will be described later on in this report.  The remaining amounts should be used to cover expenses from ISP to manage the program and maintain the system.


PERFORMANCE BASED EXPANSION OF SCHOOL AND COMMUNITY PROGRAMS


Neighborhood Recovery Initiative


During the early phases of the existence of the, the commission noted broad recommendations that included the development of four components: 


· The creation of jobs and job training programs for at-risk youth and young adults and their families;


· Investment in alternative education and/or support  programs for out-of-school youth and those at-risk of being out-of-school;


· Increase in social and emotional support through individual and family counseling ; and


· Strong re-integration supports for youth and young adults exiting juvenile and adult correctional systems.


The response to these recommendations was the development of the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative (NRI) a Governor’s Office program that is being managed by the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority (IVPA).  The Commission has been involved with the NRI by providing input on the school-based counseling and youth programs components of the comprehensive model.  The commission feels strongly that having the voice of Commissioners representing a group of parents, children, and siblings that have lost a close family member to gun violence continuing to advise IVPA on the management of NRI is critical to its success.  The recommendation is as follows:


We recommend the Commission partner with the Governor’s office to provide advice and guidance on the evaluation of the impact of the NRI and the possibility for its continuation and potential expansion to other areas of the state.  The Commission’s role will be advisory in nature.  They will receive quarterly updates on the progress of the implementation and attainment of program goals, and have the opportunity to ask questions and provide suggestions throughout the implementation timeframe.  In addition to their involvement in the evaluation, smaller working groups of the Commission will “adopt” a community and its partners to provide input and guidance, observe implementation, and identify best practice community-based interventions.  This will be achieved through participation in the existing local advisory committees already required by the NRI.  





Alternative Education Programs


	A significant amount of testimony was given on the importance of education and schools’ role in preventing youth from engaging in criminal and violent behavior.  Participants of the public hearings spoke passionately on the need to re-focus resources on after school programs, extend hours for schools and/or park district programs, and explore alternative education programs for un-enrolled adolescents.  The commissioners, in concurrence with the public, acknowledge the need to strategically allocate educational resources from early childhood through higher education. It is critical to work in partnership with state agencies to explore the expansion of alternative education programs that include, but are not limited to, charter school models, online education, vocational training, and skills-based education, for older youth who may be deeply deficient in comparison to their peers, and as a result, are more likely not to finish their education. Furthermore, this demographic is statistically more prone to be engaged in illegal activity. 


We recommend the following:


	Form a working group of commissioners to work with Illinois State Board of Education, the Chicago Public Schools, the East St. Louis Schools, and the Peoria area schools, as well as the Illinois Network of Charter Schools (INCS) to inventory existing programs for alternative education.  The purpose of this working group will be to complete a gap analysis using data from each school district and current available programs.  The gap analysis will be used to make recommendations for expansion and/or development of alternative education programs in targeted locations as a means of positively engaging out-of-school youth and those at risk for dropping out.  Following the gap analysis the Commission will recommend effective state and national performance based alternative education programs for expansion in Illinois for various age groups.  Recommended age levels and number of years out of school will have differentiated interventions to address educational needs, e.g. youth under 15 will have a goal to remain in or re-enroll in school; youth ages 16-18 will have a goal to complete assessment of skill gaps, and recommend alternative education models, youth older than 18 will have a goal to develop plans for high school completion while enrolled in an occupational program of study in a variety of settings, including community colleges environments.  


Statewide Mentoring Initiative


	The role of mentoring was highlighted throughout the entire testimony as a key to violence prevention and positive engagement for youth, as well as parents.  Mentoring as an effective technique for addressing the needs of at-risk youth living in inner city environments has been well documented as a best practice, but not without some indicators that demonstrate specific, concrete outcomes coming out of mentoring relationships (Garate-Serafini, Balcazar, Keys & Weitlauf, 2001).  Additional comments on this topic focused on the need to increase positive role models in local communities, the need to provide training and support to those becoming mentors, and providing incentives for young adults to become mentors.  State agencies, local partners, and community based programs offer a wide array of mentoring programs to various groups of youth.  One of the challenges is the lack of information on the true long-lasting impact of said mentoring programs and identifying the ones that are most effective for various types of youth. 	Families reported looking for appropriate mentoring programs in their communities and having limited information and access to these programs resulting in the continue need for positive role models and influence on at-risk youth.    


Given the large amount of testimony on this topic, the Commission recommends the development of a comprehensive statewide mentoring program over the next two years.  The goal of this statewide mentoring program is to provide expanded opportunities for youth and families at risk to benefit from local mentors that can serve as role models, advisors, tutors (if necessary), and/or advocates, by building a statewide network of mentors that can be accessed by anyone in the state.   The development of said programs requires the following steps:


· Assessment/inventory of all state supported mentoring programs, by type and geographic region





· Partnership with Institutions of Higher Education (community colleges and universities)


· To identify mentoring program models that are considered evidence-based or promising practices 


· To develop training program of mentors


· Recruit students to serve as mentors


· Develop incentives for students serving as mentors


· student loan rebates


· Practicum hours toward course completion





· Develop statewide outreach and education campaign on statewide mentoring program


· Develop pilot in targeted locations (2 per geographic location)


· Chicago & Suburbs


· Central


· Southern


· Assess pilot


· Expand statewide





· Establish/Identify an office to coordinate statewide mentoring program


· Manage referrals for mentors needed


· Promote existing mentoring programs and the establishment of new evidence-based programs


· Establish supports needed within state universities and community colleges for recruitment and capacity building of mentors


· Match youth to mentors


· Provide on-going technical assistance or linkages to technical assistance resources


· Evaluate program


DEVELOPMENT OF ALTERNATIVES TO INCARCERATION FOR YOUTH 


De-criminalization of Drugs


Testimony provided included a considerable amount of compelling research related to the de-criminalization of drugs.  Testimony provided at every public hearing emphasized the need to re-appoint a taskforce to assess the implications of legalizing marijuana, and how it would affect drug trafficking and gang violence in targeted communities.  The Commission posed the following questions: what is the relationship between gun violence and marijuana dealing in a community? Are there other communities in the US where de-criminalization has resulted in a reduction in gun violence? If so, how are these communities comparable to Illinois communities? Why was the taskforce created by the legislature several years ago, not active?


At this time the Commission felt it did not have sufficient time and authority to re-activate an interagency council to examine this issue.  However, it is recommended that the General Assembly examine past legislation that created an interagency council to consider this issue and determine whether it is necessary to re-activate such a taskforce.  


Alternatives to Incarceration


	Testimony and statistical research regarding the incarceration of youth emphasizes that most youth offenders do not necessarily need to be formally processed and incarcerated. Such measures often times result in serious damage by disrupting the bonds and relationships that connect youth to their families and communities and may actually increase the chances that the youth will commit more crimes upon release, thereby decreasing public safety. Unfortunately, the penal system often errs on the side of formal handling and incarceration. Sentencing should take into account not only the seriousness of the offense but also the risk level of the youth to re-offend, the needs of the youth for services to avoid re-offending and the strengthening of the assets of the youth that act as protective factors to avoid further criminal behavior.  The confinement of low-level youth is detrimental to communities, costly for the State of Illinois, and may actually increase crime, despite a common public perception to the contrary. “The juvenile justice system was created both to hold young people accountable and to provide for their rehabilitation, yet the boundaries and distinctive features of juvenile justice have become dangerously unsettled in the past few decades” ( Models For Change Inc). 


	Specific recommendations are to reduce sentencing for first offenders; re-assess sentences for offenses that do not involve violence or weapons; provide incentives of drug rehabilitation programs, and community based organizations as alternatives to incarceration. Fully implement the “Redeploy Illinois” program. The commission will work with the Sentencing Policy Advisory Council, DCFS and DJJ to examine current legislation language on first time offenders and juvenile offenders.  The commission will work with the Risk, Assets, Needs Assessment (RANA) Task Force to promote statewide adoption of the RANA tool identified by the Task Force at all decision points in the juvenile and criminal justice systems.  Statewide adoption of the RANA will be promoted through public speaking by commissioners, distribution of information on multiple state agencies as well as the Anti-Violence website, and any materials produced and distributed by the commission moving forward.  Additionally, we recommend the expansion of mandated day programs for drug offense by 20%s, including but not limited to first time offenders.





DEVELOPMENT OF ADDITIONAL EMPLOYMEN OPPORTUNITIES IN CHALLENGED COMMUNITIES


Workforce Development


	The need for employment opportunities in underserved communities was well documented in the testimony provided.  This means the need for an expansion of job training programs and opportunities for out-of-school youth as well as families living in poverty.  In addition to the creation of jobs, individuals also highlighted the need to have alternative hours of operation for state employees providing direct services to communities in need.


	The specific recommendation for this area of the report focuses on the identification of critical work-force needs through an analysis of projected labor sectors.  Having this information will provide the commission with information needed to develop skills training programs in high need area that are non-traditional and accessible to individuals living in poverty.  Extensive testimony at the public hearings identified the significant need for economic revitalization of disadvantaged communities through employment and vocational education.  A large part of Illinois residents will never attend a four-year institution of higher education and the dropout rate in specific communities is significantly higher for certain groups.  By providing for vocational educational opportunities that focus on basic skills development and trade instruction, the commission will work with targeted state agency partners such as the Illinois Department of Employment Security (IDES) and the Illinois Community College Board (ICCB) to conduct authentic assessments of referred youth and young adults to match to direct employment, and/or continued education.  


	As our Governor is known as the Jobs Governor, we will work to support the development of new employment opportunities that will be sustained over time for growing areas of need.  For example, the Affordable Care Act will require an expansion of health service providers at entry level positions that are culturally and linguistically competent.  The commission will provide recommendations on targeted groups of potential employees the need further skills development and preparation for meaningful employment.
