WHEREAS, Students from High School District 127 decorated

the new TeenSpace in 2008; a new floor was created out of thin

air in the Youth Services Preschool Area when the light well

was closed up in 2010; the light well over the lobby was closed

up in 2014, again creating more space in the Youth Services

Department; and

WHEREAS, Kent's Place, named in memory of lifelong library

user and longtime Library Trustee Kent Rich, was dedicated in

2014; and
