Legislative Commission from 1993 to 2001; and

WHEREAS, After retiring, Bobby Doan drove a milk truck; he

was involved with the Arthur Area Economic Development

Corporation; he also served as the Bourbon Township Tax

Assessor and owned Second Chance Wood; and
