WHEREAS, Orlando Krueger held numerous positions as a

civil engineer in roadway and dam construction industries; he

most recently served as vice president of S.J. Groves & Sons

Contractors, an international highway and tunneling company,

until his retirement; he was most proud of several of his

engineering projects, namely Garrison Dam in North Dakota and

the rehabilitation of the Eden's Expressway in Chicago; and

WHEREAS, Orlando Krueger was a founding member of Our

Savior's Lutheran Church, where he served on various boards

and committees and sang in the choir; he was instrumental in

the development of Camp Cilca; he also served on the founding

board of Concordia Village; and
