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(1) the act is neither met sanctioned or authorized by

that educational institution nor is a customary athletic

event; and

(2) the act either (i) subjects any person to a

substantial risk of physical harm, mental harm, or

degradation or (ii) causes any person to suffer physical

harm, mental harm, or degradation resutts—FnaPbeodily—harm

to—afrypersot.

(b) Sentence. Hazing is a Class A misdemeanor, except that

hazing that results in death or great bodily harm is a Class 4
felony.
