NINETY-FIFTH GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we

urge the Illinois congressional delegation to propose federal

legislation that provides funds to colleges, universities, or

other institutions that conduct research on the development of

an additive to anhydrous ammonia that makes it inert in the

production of methamphetamine; and be it further

RESOLVED, That a suitable copy of this resolution be

delivered to each member of the Illinois congressional

delegation and every college and university in the State.
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
