Sec. 7-1-10.5. Approval of township board. Before a

municipality uses territory annexed under to this Division for

sand, rock, or gravel mining operations, the municipality must

have approval of all township boards of trustees, by a majority

vote of each board, whose township has jurisdiction over all or

part of a highway or road within 20 miles of the annexed

territory.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect upon

becoming law.
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
