(c) A county clerk may also adopt a method of certifying paperless digital copies of any record using
PDF or similar file delivery if the clerk's office provides for free on its website an upload tool for any person
in receipt of a certified digital file from that office to instantly confirm its authenticity. The county clerk
must also maintain the ability to deliver a certified paper record as prescribed by law.

(d) A county clerk replacing a previously paper-based process or appearance method must publish
notice on the clerk's website, or in a newspaper of general circulation if the county clerk does not have a
website, and in the principal office of business 60 days prior to making such a change.".
