Floor Amendment No. 1 was held in the Committee on Assignments.

Senator Hunter offered the following amendment and moved its adoption:

AMENDMENT NO. 2 TO HOUSE BILL 2406
AMENDMENT NO. . Amend House Bill 2406 by replacing everything after the enacting clause
with the following:

"Section 3. The Civil Administrative Code of Illinois is amended by changing Section 5-565 as
follows:
(20 ILCS 5/5-565) (was 20 ILCS 5/6.06)
Sec. 5-565. In the Department of Public Health.
(a) The General Assembly declares it to be the public policy of this State that all residents of Illinois
are entitled to lead healthy lives. Governmental public health has a specific responsibility to ensure that a
public health system is in place to allow the public health mission to be achieved. The public health system
is the collection of public, private, and voluntary entities as well as individuals and informal associations
that contribute to the public's health within the State. To develop a public health system requires certain core
functions to be performed by government. The State Board of Health is to assume the leadership role in
advising the Director in meeting the following functions:
(1) Needs assessment.
(2) Statewide health objectives.
(3) Policy development.
(4) Assurance of access to necessary services.
There shall be a State Board of Health composed of 20 persons, all of whom shall be appointed by the
Governor, with the advice and consent of the Senate for those appointed by the Governor on and after June
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30, 1998, and one of whom shall be a senior citizen age 60 or over. Five members shall be physicians
licensed to practice medicine in all its branches, one representing a medical school faculty, one who is board
certified in preventive medicine, and one who is engaged in private practice. One member shall be a
chiropractic physician. One member shall be a dentist; one an environmental health practitioner; one a local
public health administrator; one a local board of health member; one a registered nurse; one a physical
therapist; one an optometrist; one a veterinarian; one a public health academician; one a health care industry
representative; one a representative of the business community; one a representative of the non-profit public
interest community; and 2 shall be citizens at large.

The terms of Board of Health members shall be 3 years, except that members shall continue to serve
on the Board of Health until a replacement is appointed. Upon the effective date of Public Act 93-975
(January 1, 2005), in the appointment of the Board of Health members appointed to vacancies or positions
with terms expiring on or before December 31, 2004, the Governor shall appoint up to 6 members to serve
for terms of 3 years; up to 6 members to serve for terms of 2 years; and up to 5 members to serve for a term
of one year, so that the term of no more than 6 members expire in the same year. All members shall be legal
residents of the State of Illinois. The duties of the Board shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

(1) To advise the Department of ways to encourage public understanding and support of the
Department's programs.

(2) To evaluate all boards, councils, committees, authorities, and bodies advisory to, or an
adjunct of, the Department of Public Health or its Director for the purpose of recommending to the
Director one or more of the following:

(i) The elimination of bodies whose activities are not consistent with goals and objectives
of the Department.

(i) The consolidation of bodies whose activities encompass compatible programmatic
subjects.

(iii) The restructuring of the relationship between the various bodies and their integration
within the organizational structure of the Department.

(iv) The establishment of new bodies deemed essential to the functioning of the

Department.

(3) To serve as an advisory group to the Director for public health emergencies and control of
health hazards.

(4) To advise the Director regarding public health policy, and to make health policy
recommendations regarding priorities to the Governor through the Director.

(5) To present public health issues to the Director and to make recommendations for the
resolution of those issues.

(6) To recommend studies to delineate public health problems.

(7) To make recommendations to the Governor through the Director regarding the coordination
of State public health activities with other State and local public health agencies and organizations.

(8) To report on or before February 1 of each year on the health of the residents of Illinois to the
Governor, the General Assembly, and the public.

(9) To review the final draft of all proposed administrative rules, other than emergency or
peremptory rules and those rules that another advisory body must approve or review within a
statutorily defined time period, of the Department after September 19, 1991 (the effective date of
Public Act 87-633). The Board shall review the proposed rules within 90 days of submission by the
Department. The Department shall take into consideration any comments and recommendations of the
Board regarding the proposed rules prior to submission to the Secretary of State for initial publication.
If the Department disagrees with the recommendations of the Board, it shall submit a written response
outlining the reasons for not accepting the recommendations.

In the case of proposed administrative rules or amendments to administrative rules regarding
immunization of children against preventable communicable diseases designated by the Director
under the Communicable Disease Prevention Act, after the Immunization Advisory Committee has
made its recommendations, the Board shall conduct 3 public hearings, geographically distributed
throughout the State. At the conclusion of the hearings, the State Board of Health shall issue a report,
including its recommendations, to the Director. The Director shall take into consideration any
comments or recommendations made by the Board based on these hearings.

(10) To deliver to the Governor for presentation to the General Assembly a State Health
Assessment (SHA) and a State Health Improvement Plan (SHIP). The first 5 such plans shall be
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delivered to the Governor on January 1, 2006, January 1, 2009, January 1, 2016, January 1, 2021, and
December 31, 2023 2622, and then every 5 years thereafter.

The State Health Assessment and State Health Improvement Plan shall assess and recommend
priorities and strategies to improve the public health system and; the health status of Illinois residents,
reduce health disparities and inequities, and promote health equity. The State Health Assessment and
State Health Improvement Plan development and implementation shall conform to national Public
Health Accreditation Board Standards. The State Health Assessment and State Health Improvement
Plan development and implementation process shall be carried out with the administrative and
operational support of the Department of Public Health.

The State Health Assessment shall include comprehensive, broad-based data and information
from a variety of sources on health status and the public health system including:

(i) quantitative data, if it is available, on the demographics and health status of the
population, including data over time on health by gender identity, sexual orientation, race,
ethnicity, age, socio-economic factors, geographic region, disability status, and other indicators
of disparity;

(ii) quantitative data on social and structural issues affecting health (social and structural
determinants of health), including, but not limited to, housing, transportation, educational
attainment, employment, and income inequality;

(iii) priorities and strategies developed at the community level through the Illinois Project
for Local Assessment of Needs (IPLAN) and other local and regional community health needs
assessments;

(iv) qualitative data representing the population's input on health concerns and
well-being, including the perceptions of people experiencing disparities and health inequities;

(v) information on health disparities and health inequities; and

(vi) information on public health system strengths and areas for improvement.

The State Health Improvement Plan shall focus on prevention, social determinants of health,
and promoting health equity as key strategies for long-term health improvement in Illinois.

The State Health Improvement Plan shall identify priority State health issues and social issues
affecting health, and shall examine and make recommendations on the contributions and strategies of
the public and private sectors for improving health status and the public health system in the State. In
addition to recommendations on health status improvement priorities and strategies for the population
of the State as a whole, the State Health Improvement Plan shall make recommendations, provided
that data exists to support such recommendations, regarding priorities and strategies for reducing and
eliminating health disparities and health inequities in Illinois; including racial, ethnic, gender
identification, sexual orientation, age, disability, socio-economic, and geographic disparities. The
State Health Improvement Plan shall make recommendations regarding social determinants of health,
such as housing, transportation, educational attainment, employment, and income inequality.

The development and implementation of the State Health Assessment and State Health
Improvement Plan shall be a collaborative public-private cross-agency effort overseen by the SHA
and SHIP Partnership. The Director of Public Health shall consult with the Governor to ensure
participation by the head of State agencies with public health responsibilities (or their designees) in
the SHA and SHIP Partnership, including, but not limited to, the Department of Public Health, the
Department of Human Services, the Department of Healthcare and Family Services, the Department
of Children and Family Services, the Environmental Protection Agency, the Illinois State Board of
Education, the Department on Aging, the Illinois Housing Development Authority, the Illinois
Criminal Justice Information Authority, the Department of Agriculture, the Department of
Transportation, the Department of Corrections, the Department of Commerce and Economic
Opportunity, and the Chair of the State Board of Health to also serve on the Partnership. A member of
the Governor's staff shall participate in the Partnership and serve as a liaison to the Governor's office.

The Director of Public Health shall appoint a minimum of 15 other members of the SHA and
SHIP Partnership representing a range of public, private, and voluntary sector stakeholders and
participants in the public health system. For the first SHA and SHIP Partnership after April 27, 2021
(the effective date of Public Act 102-4) this-amendatory-Aet-of the +02nd-General-Assembly, one-half
of the members shall be appointed for a 3-year term, and one-half of the members shall be appointed
for a 5-year term. Subsequently, members shall be appointed to 5-year terms. Should any member not
be able to fulfill his or her term, the Director may appoint a replacement to complete that term. The
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Director, in consultation with the SHA and SHIP Partnership, may engage additional individuals and

organizations to serve on subcommittees and ad hoc efforts to conduct the State Health Assessment

and develop and implement the State Health Improvement Plan. Members of the SHA and SHIP

Partnership shall receive no compensation for serving as members, but may be reimbursed for their

necessary expenses if departmental resources allow.

The SHA and SHIP Partnership shall include: representatives of local health departments and
individuals with expertise who represent an array of organizations and constituencies engaged in
public health improvement and prevention, such as non-profit public interest groups, groups serving
populations that experience health disparities and health inequities, groups addressing social
determinants of health, health issue groups, faith community groups, health care providers, businesses
and employers, academic institutions, and community-based organizations.

The Director shall endeavor to make the membership of the Partnership diverse and inclusive of
the racial, ethnic, gender, socio-economic, and geographic diversity of the State. The SHA and SHIP
Partnership shall be chaired by the Director of Public Health or his or her designee.

The SHA and SHIP Partnership shall develop and implement a community engagement process
that facilitates input into the development of the State Health Assessment and State Health
Improvement Plan. This engagement process shall ensure that individuals with lived experience in the
issues addressed in the State Health Assessment and State Health Improvement Plan are meaningfully
engaged in the development and implementation of the State Health Assessment and State Health
Improvement Plan.

The State Board of Health shall hold at least 3 public hearings addressing a draft of the State
Health Improvement Plan in representative geographic areas of the State.

Upon the delivery of each State Health Assessment and State Health Improvement Plan, the
SHA and SHIP Partnership shall coordinate the efforts and engagement of the public, private, and
voluntary sector stakeholders and participants in the public health system to implement each SHIP.
The Partnership shall serve as a forum for collaborative action; coordinate existing and new
initiatives; develop detailed implementation steps, with mechanisms for action; implement specific
projects; identify public and private funding sources at the local, State and federal level; promote
public awareness of the SHIP; and advocate for the implementation of the SHIP. The SHA and SHIP
Partnership shall implement strategies to ensure that individuals and communities affected by health
disparities and health inequities are engaged in the process throughout the 5-year cycle. The SHA and
SHIP Partnership shall regularly evaluate and update the State Health Assessment and track
implementation of the State Health Improvement Plan with revisions as necessary. The SHA and
SHIP Partnership shall not have the authority to direct any public or private entity to take specific
action to implement the SHIP.

The State Board of Health shall submit a report by January 31 of each year on the status of State
Health Improvement Plan implementation and community engagement activities to the Governor,
General Assembly, and public. In the fifth year, the report may be consolidated into the new State
Health Assessment and State Health Improvement Plan.

(11) Upon the request of the Governor, to recommend to the Governor candidates for Director
of Public Health when vacancies occur in the position.

(12) To adopt bylaws for the conduct of its own business, including the authority to establish ad
hoc committees to address specific public health programs requiring resolution.

(13) (Blank).

Upon appointment, the Board shall elect a chairperson from among its members.

Members of the Board shall receive compensation for their services at the rate of $150 per day, not to
exceed $10,000 per year, as designated by the Director for each day required for transacting the business of
the Board and shall be reimbursed for necessary expenses incurred in the performance of their duties. The
Board shall meet from time to time at the call of the Department, at the call of the chairperson, or upon the
request of 3 of its members, but shall not meet less than 4 times per year.

(b) (Blank).

(c) An Advisory Board on Necropsy Service to Coroners;—whieh shall counsel and advise with the
Director on the administration of the Autopsy Act. The Advisory Board shall consist of 11 members,
including a senior citizen age 60 or over, appointed by the Governor, one of whom shall be designated as
chairman by a majority of the members of the Board. In the appointment of the first Board the Governor
shall appoint 3 members to serve for terms of one + year, 3 for terms of 2 years, and 3 for terms of 3 years.
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The members first appointed under Public Act 83-1538 shall serve for a term of 3 years. All members
appointed thereafter shall be appointed for terms of 3 years, except that when an appointment is made to fill
a vacancy, the appointment shall be for the remaining term of the position vacant. The members of the
Board shall be citizens of the State of Illinois. In the appointment of members of the Advisory Board, the
Governor shall appoint 3 members who shall be persons licensed to practice medicine and surgery in the
State of Illinois, at least 2 of whom shall have received post-graduate training in the field of pathology; 3
members who are duly elected coroners in this State; and 5 members who shall have interest and abilities in
the field of forensic medicine but who shall be neither persons licensed to practice any branch of medicine
in this State nor coroners. In the appointment of medical and coroner members of the Board, the Governor
shall invite nominations from recognized medical and coroners organizations in this State respectively.
Board members, while serving on business of the Board, shall receive actual necessary travel and
subsistence expenses while so serving away from their places of residence.

Section 5. The Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity Law of the Civil Administrative
Code of Illinois is amended by changing Section 605-1045.1 as follows:

(20 ILCS 605/605-1045.1)

(Section scheduled to be repealed on January 1, 2023)

Sec. 605-1045.1. Restore Illinois Collaborative Commission. The General Assembly finds and
declares that this amendatory Act of the 102nd General Assembly manifests the intention of the General
Assembly to extend the repeal of Section 605-1045. Section 605-1045 as enacted and reenacted in this
Section shall be deemed to have been in continuous effect since June 12, 2020 and it shall continue to be in
effect henceforward until it is otherwise lawfully repealed. All previously enacted amendments to this
Section taking effect on or after June 12, 2020, are hereby validated. All actions taken in reliance on the
continuing effect of Section 605-1045 by any person or entity are hereby validated. In order to ensure the
continuing effectiveness of this Section, it is set forth in full and reenacted by this amendatory Act of the
102nd General Assembly. This reenactment is intended as a continuation of this Section. It is not intended to
supersede any amendment to this Section that is enacted by the 102nd General Assembly.

(a) The General Assembly hereby finds and declares that the State is confronted with a public health
crisis that has created unprecedented challenges for the State's diverse economic base. In light of this crisis,
and the heightened need for collaboration between the legislative and executive branches, the General
Assembly hereby establishes the Restore Illinois Collaborative Commission. The members of the
Commission will participate in and provide input on plans to revive the various sectors of the State's
economy in the wake of the COVID-19 pandemic.

(b) The Department may request meetings be convened to address revitalization efforts for the various
sectors of the State's economy. Such meetings may include public participation as determined by the
Commission.

(c) The Department shall provide a written report to the Commission and the General Assembly not
less than every 30 days regarding the status of current and proposed revitalization efforts. The written report
shall include applicable metrics that demonstrate progress on recovery efforts, as well as any additional
information as requested by the Commission. The first report shall be delivered by July 1, 2020. The reports
to the General Assembly shall be delivered to all members, in addition to complying with the requirements
of Section 3.1 of the General Assembly Organization Act.

(d) The Restore Illinois Collaborative Commission shall consist of 14 members, appointed as follows:

(1) four members of the House of Representatives appointed by the Speaker of the House of

Representatives;

(2) four members of the Senate appointed by the Senate President;
(3) three members of the House of Representatives appointed by the Minority Leader of the

House of Representatives; and

(4) three members of the Senate appointed by the Senate Minority Leader.

(e) The Speaker of the House of Representatives and the Senate President shall each appoint one
member of the Commission to serve as a Co-Chair. The Co-Chairs may convene meetings of the
Commission. The members of the Commission shall serve without compensation.

(f) This Section is repealed January 1, 2024 2623.

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Section 10. The Illinois Power Agency Act is amended by changing Section 1-130 as follows:

(20 ILCS 3855/1-130)

(Section scheduled to be repealed on January 1, 2023)

Sec. 1-130. Home rule preemption.

(a) The authorization to impose any new taxes or fees specifically related to the generation of
electricity by, the capacity to generate electricity by, or the emissions into the atmosphere by electric
generating facilities after the effective date of this Act is an exclusive power and function of the State. A
home rule unit may not levy any new taxes or fees specifically related to the generation of electricity by, the
capacity to generate electricity by, or the emissions into the atmosphere by electric generating facilities after
the effective date of this Act.

(16) the Director of Employment Security or his or her designee;

(17) the Director of Juvenile Justice or his or her designee;

(18) the Director of Corrections or his or her designee;

(19) the Executive Director of the Illinois Criminal Justice Information Authority or his or her
designee;

(20) the Chairman of the State Board of Education or his or her designee;

(21) the Chairman of the Board of Higher Education or his or her designee;

(22) the Chairman of the Illinois Community College Board or his or her designee; and

(23) five representatives from organizations offering aid or services to immigrants, appointed
by the Governor.

(c) The Task Force shall convene as soon as practicable after the effective date of this Act, and shall
hold at least 6 meetings. Members of the Task Force shall serve without compensation. The Department of
Human Services, in consultation with any other State agency relevant to the issue of immigration in this
State, shall provide administrative and other support to the Task Force.

(d) The Task Force shall examine the following issues:

(1) what the State of Illinois is currently doing to proactively help immigrant communities in
this State, including whether such persons are receiving help to become citizens, receiving help to
become business owners, and receiving aid for educational purposes;
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(2) what can the State do going forward to improve relations between the State and immigrant
communities in this State;

(3) what is the status of immigrant communities from urban, suburban, and rural areas of this
State, and whether adequate support and resources have been provided to these communities;

(4) the extent to which immigrants in this State are being discriminated against;

(5) whether the laws specifically intended to benefit immigrant populations in this State are
actually having a beneficial effect;

(6) the practices and procedures of the federal Immigration and Customs Enforcement agency
within this State;

(7) the use and condition of detention centers in this State;

(8) all contracts in Illinois entered into with United States Immigration and Customs
Enforcement, including contracts with private detention centers, the Illinois State Police, and the
Secretary of State's Office, Division of Motor Vehicles;

(9) the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on immigrant communities, including health impact
rates, employment rates, housing, small businesses, and community development;

(10) the disbursement of funds received by different agencies that went to immigrant
communities;

(11) language access programs and their impact on helping immigrant communities better
interact with State agencies, and whether existing language access programs are effective in helping
immigrant communities interact with the State. The Task Force shall also examine whether all State
agencies provide language access for non-English speakers, and which agencies and in what regions
of the State is there a lack of language access that creates barriers for non-English dominant speakers
from accessing support from the State;

(12) the extent to which disparities in access to technology exist in immigrant communities and
whether they lead to educational, financial, and other disadvantages; and

(13) the extent to which State programs intended for vulnerable populations such as victims of
trafficking, crime, and abuse are being implemented or need to be implemented.

(e) The Task Force shall report its findings and recommendations based upon its examination of issues
under subsection (d) to the Governor and the General Assembly on or before April 30, 2023 Deeember3+;

(b) Subject to appropriation or the availability of other funds for these purposes at the discretion of the
Department, the Department shall establish the Diversion from Facility-based Care Pilot Program consisting
of at least 6 homes in various locations in this State in accordance with this Article and the following model:

(1) the Diversion from Facility-based Care Model shall serve individuals with intellectual
disabilities or developmental disabilities who are currently receiving HCBS services and are at risk of
facility-based care due to significant behavioral challenges, some with a dual diagnosis of mental
illness, for a period ranging from one to 2 years, or longer if appropriate for the individual;

(2) the Program shall be regulated in accordance with the community-integrated living
arrangement guidelines;

(3) each home shall support no more than 4 residents, each having his or her own bedroom;

(4) if, at any point, an individual, his or her guardian, or family caregivers, in conjunction with
the provider and clinical staff, believe the individual is capable of participating in a HCBS service,
those opportunities shall be offered as they become available; and

(5) providers shall have adequate resources, experience, and qualifications to serve the
population target by the Program, as determined by the Department;

(6) participating Program providers and the Department shall participate in an ongoing
collaborative whereby best practices and treatment experiences would be shared and utilized,

(7) home locations shall be proposed by the provider in collaboration with other community
stakeholders;

(8) The Department, in collaboration with participating providers, by rule shall develop data
collection and reporting requirements for participating community service providers. Beginning
December 31, 2020 the Department shall submit an annual report electronically to the General
Assembly and Governor that outlines the progress and effectiveness of the pilot program. The report
to the General Assembly shall be filed with the Clerk of the House of Representatives and the
Secretary of the Senate in electronic form only, in the manner that the Clerk and the Secretary shall
direct;

(9) the staffing model shall allow for a high level of community integration and engagement
and family involvement; and

(10) appropriate day services, staff training priorities, and home modifications shall be
incorporated into the Program model, as allowed by HCBS authorization.

(H) The findings and recommendations from the disparity and availability study
commissioned by the Illinois Cannabis Regulation Oversight Officer in subsection (e) of

Section 5-45 to reduce or eliminate any identified barriers to entry in the cannabis industry.

(I) Any other criteria the Department deems relevant.

(2) Modify or change the licensing application process to reduce or eliminate the barriers
identified in the disparity and availability study commissioned by the Illinois Cannabis Regulation
Oversight Officer and make modifications to remedy evidence of discrimination.

(S) unlawful sale or delivery of firearms on school premises of any school under Section
24-3.3 or similar offense under the Criminal Code of 1961;

(T) unlawful purchase of a firearm under Section 24-3.5 or similar offense under the
Criminal Code of 1961;

(U) use of a stolen firearm in the commission of an offense under Section 24-3.7 or
similar offense under the Criminal Code of 1961;

(V) possession of a stolen firearm under Section 24-3.8 or similar offense under the
Criminal Code of 1961;

(W) aggravated possession of a stolen firearm under Section 24-3.9 or similar offense
under the Criminal Code of 1961;

(2) When a person is convicted of aggravated unlawful use of a weapon, when the weapon is a
firearm, and that person has been previously convicted of a qualifying predicate offense, the person
shall be sentenced to a term of imprisonment within the sentencing range of not less than 6 years and
not more than 7 years, unless the court finds that a departure from the sentencing guidelines under this
paragraph is warranted under subsection (d) of this Section.

(3) The sentencing guidelines in paragraphs (1) and (2) of this subsection (c) apply only to
offenses committed on and after January 1, 2018 (the effective date of Public Act 100-3) this
amendatory-Aet-of the H00th-General-Assembly and before January 1, 2024 2623.

(d) DEPARTURE FROM SENTENCING GUIDELINES.

(1) At the sentencing hearing conducted under Section 5-4-1 of this Code, the court may depart
from the sentencing guidelines provided in subsection (c) of this Section and impose a sentence
otherwise authorized by law for the offense if the court, after considering any factor under paragraph
(2) of this subsection (d) relevant to the nature and circumstances of the crime and to the history and
character of the defendant, finds on the record substantial and compelling justification that the
sentence within the sentencing guidelines would be unduly harsh and that a sentence otherwise
authorized by law would be consistent with public safety and does not deprecate the seriousness of the
offense.

(2) In deciding whether to depart from the sentencing guidelines under this paragraph, the court
shall consider:

(A) the age, immaturity, or limited mental capacity of the defendant at the time of
commission of the qualifying predicate or current offense, including whether the defendant was
suffering from a mental or physical condition insufficient to constitute a defense but
significantly reduced the defendant's culpability;

(B) the nature and circumstances of the qualifying predicate offense;

(C) the time elapsed since the qualifying predicate offense;

(D) the nature and circumstances of the current offense;

(E) the defendant's prior criminal history;

(F) whether the defendant committed the qualifying predicate or current offense under
specific and credible duress, coercion, threat, or compulsion;

(G) whether the defendant aided in the apprehension of another felon or testified
truthfully on behalf of another prosecution of a felony; and

(H) whether departure is in the interest of the person's rehabilitation, including
employment or educational or vocational training, after taking into account any past
rehabilitation efforts or dispositions of probation or supervision, and the defendant's cooperation
or response to rehabilitation.

(3) When departing from the sentencing guidelines under this Section, the court shall specify on
the record, the particular evidence, information, factor or factors, or other reasons which led to the
departure from the sentencing guidelines. When departing from the sentencing range in accordance
with this subsection (d), the court shall indicate on the sentencing order which departure factor or
factors outlined in paragraph (2) of this subsection (d) led to the sentence imposed. The sentencing
order shall be filed with the clerk of the court and shall be a public record.

(a) The General Assembly has sought to promote public safety, reduce recidivism, and conserve

valuable resources of the criminal justice system through the creation of diversion programs for non-violent
offenders. This amendatory Act of the 100th General Assembly establishes a pilot program for first-time,
non-violent offenders charged with certain weapons offenses. The General Assembly recognizes some
persons, particularly young adults in areas of high crime or poverty, may have experienced trauma that

contributes to poor decision making skills, and the creation of a diversionary program poses a greater benefit
to the community and the person than incarceration. Under this program, a court, with the consent of the
defendant and the State's Attorney, may sentence a defendant charged with an unlawful use of weapons
oftense under Section 24-1 of the Criminal Code of 2012 or aggravated unlawful use of a weapon offense
under Section 24-1.6 of the Criminal Code of 2012, if punishable as a Class 4 felony or lower, to a First
Time Weapon Offender Program.

(b) A defendant is not eligible for this Program if:

(1) the offense was committed during the commission of a violent offense as defined in
subsection (h) of this Section;

(2) he or she has previously been convicted or placed on probation or conditional discharge for
any violent offense under the laws of this State, the laws of any other state, or the laws of the United
States;

(3) he or she had a prior successful completion of the First Time Weapon Offender Program
under this Section;

(4) he or she has previously been adjudicated a delinquent minor for the commission of a
violent offense;

(5) he or she is 21 years of age or older; or

(6) he or she has an existing order of protection issued against him or her.

(b-5) In considering whether a defendant shall be sentenced to the First Time Weapon Offender
Program, the court shall consider the following:

(1) the age, immaturity, or limited mental capacity of the defendant;

(2) the nature and circumstances of the offense;

(3) whether participation in the Program is in the interest of the defendant's rehabilitation,
including any employment or involvement in community, educational, training, or vocational
programs;

(4) whether the defendant suffers from trauma, as supported by documentation or evaluation by
a licensed professional; and

(5) the potential risk to public safety.

(c) For an offense committed on or after January 1, 2018 (the effective date of Public Act 100-3) this
amendatory—Aet-of-the 100th-General-Assembly and before January 1, 2024 2623, whenever an eligible
person pleads guilty to an unlawful use of weapons offense under Section 24-1 of the Criminal Code of
2012 or aggravated unlawful use of a weapon offense under Section 24-1.6 of the Criminal Code of 2012,
which is punishable as a Class 4 felony or lower, the court, with the consent of the defendant and the State's
Attorney, may, without entering a judgment, sentence the defendant to complete the First Time Weapon
Offender Program. When a defendant is placed in the Program, the court shall defer further proceedings in
the case until the conclusion of the period or until the filing of a petition alleging violation of a term or
condition of the Program. Upon violation of a term or condition of the Program, the court may enter a
judgment on its original finding of guilt and proceed as otherwise provided by law. Upon fulfillment of the
terms and conditions of the Program, the court shall discharge the person and dismiss the proceedings
against the person.

(d) The Program shall be at least 18 months and not to exceed 24 months, as determined by the court
at the recommendation of the Program administrator and the State's Attorney. The Program administrator
may be appointed by the Chief Judge of each Judicial Circuit.

(e) The conditions of the Program shall be that the defendant:

(1) not violate any criminal statute of this State or any other jurisdiction;

(2) refrain from possessing a firearm or other dangerous weapon;

(3) obtain or attempt to obtain employment;

(4) attend educational courses designed to prepare the defendant for obtaining a high school
diploma or to work toward passing high school equivalency testing or to work toward completing a
vocational training program;

(5) refrain from having in his or her body the presence of any illicit drug prohibited by the
Methamphetamine Control and Community Protection Act, the Cannabis Control Act, or the Illinois
Controlled Substances Act, unless prescribed by a physician, and submit samples of his or her blood
or urine or both for tests to determine the presence of any illicit drug;

(6) perform a minimum of 50 hours of community service;
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(7) attend and participate in any Program activities deemed required by the Program
administrator, including but not limited to: counseling sessions, in-person and over the phone
check-ins, and educational classes; and

(8) pay all fines, assessments, fees, and costs.

(f) The Program may, in addition to other conditions, require that the defendant:

(1) wear an ankle bracelet with GPS tracking;

(2) undergo medical or psychiatric treatment, or treatment or rehabilitation approved by the
Department of Human Services; and

(3) attend or reside in a facility established for the instruction or residence of defendants on
probation.

(g) There may be only one discharge and dismissal under this Section. If a person is convicted of any
offense which occurred within 5 years subsequent to a discharge and dismissal under this Section, the
discharge and dismissal under this Section shall be admissible in the sentencing proceeding for that
conviction as evidence in aggravation.

(h) For purposes of this Section, "violent offense" means any offense in which bodily harm was
inflicted or force was used against any person or threatened against any person; any offense involving the
possession of a firearm or dangerous weapon; any offense involving sexual conduct, sexual penetration, or
sexual exploitation; violation of an order of protection, stalking, hate crime, domestic battery, or any offense
of domestic violence.

(a) In response to the interruption of services available to the public as a result of the public health
disaster caused by Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19), a novel severe acute respiratory illness that
spreads rapidly through respiratory transmissions, the extended closure of State government offices and
private sector businesses caused by COVID-19, and the need to ameliorate any detrimental impact on
members of the public caused by that interruption of services, the Secretary of State is hereby given the
authority to adopt emergency rulemakings, and to adopt permanent administrative rules:

(1) extending until not later than December 31, 2022, the expiration dates of driver's licenses,
driving permits, monitoring device driving permits, restricted driving permits, and identification cards
which were issued with expiration dates on or after January 1, 2020. During the period of any
extensions implemented pursuant to this subsection, all driver's licenses, driving permits, monitoring
device driving permits, restricted driving permits, and identification cards, shall be subject to any
terms and conditions under which the original document was issued; and

(2) modifying the requirements for the renewal of driver's licenses, driving permits, monitoring
device driving permits, restricted driving permits, and identification cards. No such modification shall
apply for more than one renewal cycle after the effective date of the rulemaking.

(b) When the renewal of any driver's license, driving permit, monitoring device driving permit,
restricted driving permit, or identification card has been extended pursuant to this Section, it shall be
renewed during the period of an extension. Any such renewals shall be from the original expiration date and
shall be subject to the full fee which would have been due had the renewals been issued based on the
original expiration date, except that no late filing fees or penalties shall be imposed.

(c) All law enforcement agencies in the State of Illinois and all State and local governmental entities
shall recognize the validity of, and give full legal force to, extensions granted pursuant to this Section.

(4) information regarding persons placed on electronic monitoring programs pretrial, including,
but not limited to, the number of participants, the demographics of the participant population,
including race, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, age, and ethnicity, the charges on which
participants are ordered to the program, and the average length of participation in the program;
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(5) discharge data regarding persons detained pretrial in the county jail, including, but not
limited to, the number who are sentenced to the Illinois Department of Corrections, the number
released after being sentenced to time served, the number who are released on probation, conditional
discharge, or other community supervision, the number found not guilty, the number whose cases are
dismissed, the number whose cases are dismissed as part of diversion or deferred prosecution
program, and the number who are released pretrial after a hearing re-examining their pretrial
detention;

(6) information on the pretrial rearrest of individuals released pretrial, including the number
arrested and charged with a new misdemeanor offense while released, the number arrested and
charged with a new felony offense while released, and the number arrested and charged with a new
forcible felony offense while released, and how long after release these arrests occurred;

(7) information on the pretrial failure to appear rates of individuals released pretrial, including
the number who missed one or more court dates, how many warrants for failures to appear were
issued, and how many individuals were detained pretrial or placed on electronic monitoring pretrial
after a failure to appear in court;

(8) what, if any, validated pretrial risk assessment tools are in use in each jurisdiction, and
comparisons of the pretrial release and pretrial detention decisions of judges as compared to and the
risk assessment scores of individuals; and

(9) any other information the Pretrial Practices Data Oversight Board considers important and
probative of the effectiveness of pretrial practices in the State of Illinois.

Section 30. The Law Enforcement Officer-Worn Body Camera Act is amended by changing Sections
10-10, 10-15, 10-20, and 10-25 as follows:

(50 ILCS 706/10-10)

Sec. 10-10. Definitions. As used in this Act:

"Badge" means an officer's department issued identification number associated with his or her
position as a police officer with that department.

"Board" means the Illinois Law Enforcement Training Standards Board created by the Illinois Police
Training Act.

"Business offense" means a petty offense for which the fine is in excess of $1,000.
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"Community caretaking function" means a task undertaken by a law enforcement officer in which the
officer is performing an articulable act unrelated to the investigation of a crime. "Community caretaking
function" includes, but is not limited to, participating in town halls or other community outreach, helping a
child find his or her parents, providing death notifications, and performing in-home or hospital well-being
checks on the sick, elderly, or persons presumed missing. "Community caretaking function" excludes law
enforcement-related encounters or activities.

"Fund" means the Law Enforcement Camera Grant Fund.

"In uniform" means a law enforcement officer who is wearing any officially authorized uniform
designated by a law enforcement agency, or a law enforcement officer who is visibly wearing articles of
clothing, a badge, tactical gear, gun belt, a patch, or other insignia that he or she is a law enforcement officer
acting in the course of his or her duties.

"Law enforcement officer" or "officer" means any person employed by a State, county, municipality,
special district, college, unit of government, or any other entity authorized by law to employ peace officers
or exercise police authority and who is primarily responsible for the prevention or detection of crime and the
enforcement of the laws of this State.

"Law enforcement agency" means all State agencies with law enforcement officers, county sheriff's
offices, municipal, special district, college, or unit of local government police departments.

"Law enforcement-related encounters or activities" include, but are not limited to, traffic stops,
pedestrian stops, arrests, searches, interrogations, investigations, pursuits, crowd control, traffic control,
non-community caretaking interactions with an individual while on patrol, or any other instance in which
the officer is enforcing the laws of the municipality, county, or State. "Law enforcement-related encounter or
activities" does not include when the officer is completing paperwork alone, is participating in training in a
classroom setting, or is only in the presence of another law enforcement officer or officers while not
performing any other law enforcement-related activity.

"Minor traffic offense" means a petty offense, business offense, or Class C misdemeanor under the
Illinois Vehicle Code or a similar provision of a municipal or local ordinance.

"Officer-worn body camera" means an electronic camera system for creating, generating, sending,
receiving, storing, displaying, and processing audiovisual recordings that may be worn about the person of a
law enforcement officer.

"Peace officer" has the meaning provided in Section 2-13 of the Criminal Code of 2012.

"Petty offense” means any offense for which a sentence of imprisonment is not an authorized
disposition.

"Recording" means the process of capturing data or information stored on a recording medium as
required under this Act.

"Recording medium" means any recording medium authorized by the Board for the retention and
playback of recorded audio and video including, but not limited to, VHS, DVD, hard drive, cloud storage,
solid state, digital, flash memory technology, or any other electronic medium.

Sec. 10-15. Applicability.

(a) All law enforcement agencies must employ the use of officer-worn body cameras in accordance
with the provisions of this Act, whether or not the agency receives or has received monies from the Law
Enforcement Camera Grant Fund.

(b) Except as provided in subsection (b-5), all AH law enforcement agencies must implement the use
of body cameras for all law enforcement officers, according to the following schedule:

(1) for municipalities and counties with populations of 500,000 or more, body cameras shall be

implemented by January 1, 2022;

(2) for municipalities and counties with populations of 100,000 or more but under 500,000,

body cameras shall be implemented by January 1, 2023;

(3) for municipalities and counties with populations of 50,000 or more but under 100,000, body

cameras shall be implemented by January 1, 2024;

(4) for municipalities and counties under 50,000, body cameras shall be implemented by

January 1, 2025; and

(5) for all State agencies with law enforcement officers and other remaining law enforcement

agencies, body cameras shall be implemented by January 1, 2025.
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(b-5) If a law enforcement agency that serves a municipality with a population of at least 100,000 but
not more than 500,000 or a law enforcement agency that serves a county with a population of at least
100,000 but not more than 500,000 has ordered by October 1, 2022 or purchased by that date officer-worn
body cameras for use by the law enforcement agency, then the law enforcement agency may implement the
use of body cameras for all of its law enforcement officers by no later than July 1, 2023. Records of
purchase within this timeline shall be submitted to the Illinois Law Enforcement Training Standards Board
by January 1, 2023.

(c) A law enforcement agency's compliance with the requirements under this Section shall receive
preference by the Illinois Law Enforcement Training Standards Board in awarding grant funding under the
Law Enforcement Camera Grant Act.

(d) This Section does not apply to court security officers, State's Attorney investigators, and Attorney
General investigators.

Sec. 10-20. Requirements.

(a) The Board shall develop basic guidelines for the use of officer-worn body cameras by law
enforcement agencies. The guidelines developed by the Board shall be the basis for the written policy which
must be adopted by each law enforcement agency which employs the use of officer-worn body cameras. The
written policy adopted by the law enforcement agency must include, at a minimum, all of the following:

(1) Cameras must be equipped with pre-event recording, capable of recording at least the 30
seconds prior to camera activation, unless the officer-worn body camera was purchased and acquired
by the law enforcement agency prior to July 1, 2015.

(2) Cameras must be capable of recording for a period of 10 hours or more, unless the
officer-worn body camera was purchased and acquired by the law enforcement agency prior to July 1,
2015.

(3) Cameras must be turned on at all times when the officer is in uniform and is responding to
calls for service or engaged in any law enforcement-related encounter or activity that occurs while the
officer is on duty.

(A) If exigent circumstances exist which prevent the camera from being turned on, the
camera must be turned on as soon as practicable.

(B) Officer-worn body cameras may be turned off when the officer is inside of a patrol
car which is equipped with a functioning in-car camera; however, the officer must turn on the
camera upon exiting the patrol vehicle for law enforcement-related encounters.

(C) Officer-worn body cameras may be turned off when the officer is inside a
correctional facility or courthouse which is equipped with a functioning camera system.

(4) Cameras must be turned off when:

(A) the victim of a crime requests that the camera be turned off, and unless impractical or
impossible, that request is made on the recording;

(B) a witness of a crime or a community member who wishes to report a crime requests
that the camera be turned off, and unless impractical or impossible that request is made on the
recording;

(C) the officer is interacting with a confidential informant used by the law enforcement
agency; or

(D) an officer of the Department of Revenue enters a Department of Revenue facility or
conducts an interview during which return information will be discussed or visible.

However, an officer may continue to record or resume recording a victim or a witness, if
exigent circumstances exist, or if the officer has reasonable articulable suspicion that a victim or
witness, or confidential informant has committed or is in the process of committing a crime. Under
these circumstances, and unless impractical or impossible, the officer must indicate on the recording
the reason for continuing to record despite the request of the victim or witness.

(4.5) Cameras may be turned off when the officer is engaged in community caretaking
functions. However, the camera must be turned on when the officer has reason to believe that the
person on whose behalf the officer is performing a community caretaking function has committed or
is in the process of committing a crime. If exigent circumstances exist which prevent the camera from
being turned on, the camera must be turned on as soon as practicable.
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(5) The officer must provide notice of recording to any person if the person has a reasonable
expectation of privacy and proof of notice must be evident in the recording. If exigent circumstances
exist which prevent the officer from providing notice, notice must be provided as soon as practicable.

(6) (A) For the purposes of redaction;tabeling; or duplicating recordings, access to camera
recordings shall be restricted to only those personnel responsible for those purposes. The recording
officer or his or her supervisor may not redact, labek; duplicate, or otherwise alter the recording
officer's camera recordings. Except as otherwise provided in this Section, the recording officer and his
or her supervisor may access and review recordings prior to completing incident reports or other
documentation, provided that the supervisor discloses that fact in the report or documentation.

(i) A law enforcement officer shall not have access to or review his or her body-worn
camera recordings or the body-worn camera recordings of another officer prior to completing
incident reports or other documentation when the officer:

(a) has been involved in or is a witness to an officer-involved shooting, use of
deadly force incident, or use of force incidents resulting in great bodily harm;

(b) is ordered to write a report in response to or during the investigation of a
misconduct complaint against the officer.

(ii) If the officer subject to subparagraph (i) prepares a report, any report shall be
prepared without viewing body-worn camera recordings, and subject to supervisor's approval,
officers may file amendatory reports after viewing body-worn camera recordings. Supplemental
reports under this provision shall also contain documentation regarding access to the video
footage.

(B) The recording officer's assigned field training officer may access and review
recordings for training purposes. Any detective or investigator directly involved in the
investigation of a matter may access and review recordings which pertain to that investigation
but may not have access to delete or alter such recordings.

(7) Recordings made on officer-worn cameras must be retained by the law enforcement agency
or by the camera vendor used by the agency, on a recording medium for a period of 90 days.

(A) Under no circumstances shall any recording, except for a non-law enforcement
related activity or encounter, made with an officer-worn body camera be altered, erased, or
destroyed prior to the expiration of the 90-day storage period. In the event any recording made
with an officer-worn body camera is altered, erased, or destroyed prior to the expiration of the
90-day storage period, the law enforcement agency shall maintain, for a period of one year, a
written record including (i) the name of the individual who made such alteration, erasure, or
destruction, and (ii) the reason for any such alteration, erasure, or destruction.

(B) Following the 90-day storage period, any and all recordings made with an
officer-worn body camera must be destroyed, unless any encounter captured on the recording
has been flagged. An encounter is deemed to be flagged when:

(i) a formal or informal complaint has been filed;

(ii) the officer discharged his or her firearm or used force during the encounter;

(iii) death or great bodily harm occurred to any person in the recording;

(iv) the encounter resulted in a detention or an arrest, excluding traffic stops which
resulted in only a minor traffic offense or business offense;

(v) the officer is the subject of an internal investigation or otherwise being
investigated for possible misconduct;

(vi) the supervisor of the officer, prosecutor, defendant, or court determines that the
encounter has evidentiary value in a criminal prosecution; or

(vii) the recording officer requests that the video be flagged for official purposes
related to his or her official duties or believes it may have evidentiary value in a criminal
prosecution.

(C) Under no circumstances shall any recording made with an officer-worn body camera
relating to a flagged encounter be altered or destroyed prior to 2 years after the recording was
flagged. If the flagged recording was used in a criminal, civil, or administrative proceeding, the
recording shall not be destroyed except upon a final disposition and order from the court.

(D) Nothing in this Act prohibits law enforcement agencies from labeling officer-worn
body camera video within the recording medium; provided that the labeling does not alter the
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actual recording of the incident captured on the officer-worn body camera. The labels, titles,

and tags shall not be construed as altering the officer-worn body camera video in any way.

(8) Following the 90-day storage period, recordings may be retained if a supervisor at the law
enforcement agency designates the recording for training purposes. If the recording is designated for
training purposes, the recordings may be viewed by officers, in the presence of a supervisor or
training instructor, for the purposes of instruction, training, or ensuring compliance with agency
policies.

(9) Recordings shall not be used to discipline law enforcement officers unless:

(A) a formal or informal complaint of misconduct has been made;
(B) a use of force incident has occurred;
(C) the encounter on the recording could result in a formal investigation under the

Uniform Peace Officers' Disciplinary Act; or

(D) as corroboration of other evidence of misconduct.

Nothing in this paragraph (9) shall be construed to limit or prohibit a law enforcement officer
from being subject to an action that does not amount to discipline.

(10) The law enforcement agency shall ensure proper care and maintenance of officer-worn
body cameras. Upon becoming aware, officers must as soon as practical document and notify the
appropriate supervisor of any technical difficulties, failures, or problems with the officer-worn body
camera or associated equipment. Upon receiving notice, the appropriate supervisor shall make every
reasonable effort to correct and repair any of the officer-worn body camera equipment.

(11) No officer may hinder or prohibit any person, not a law enforcement officer, from
recording a law enforcement officer in the performance of his or her duties in a public place or when
the officer has no reasonable expectation of privacy. The law enforcement agency's written policy
shall indicate the potential criminal penalties, as well as any departmental discipline, which may result
from unlawful confiscation or destruction of the recording medium of a person who is not a law
enforcement officer. However, an officer may take reasonable action to maintain safety and control,
secure crime scenes and accident sites, protect the integrity and confidentiality of investigations, and
protect the public safety and order.

(b) Recordings made with the use of an officer-worn body camera are not subject to disclosure under
the Freedom of Information Act, except that:

(1) if the subject of the encounter has a reasonable expectation of privacy, at the time of the
recording, any recording which is flagged, due to the filing of a complaint, discharge of a firearm, use
of force, arrest or detention, or resulting death or bodily harm, shall be disclosed in accordance with
the Freedom of Information Act if:

(A) the subject of the encounter captured on the recording is a victim or witness; and
(B) the law enforcement agency obtains written permission of the subject or the subject's
legal representative;

(2) except as provided in paragraph (1) of this subsection (b), any recording which is flagged
due to the filing of a complaint, discharge of a firearm, use of force, arrest or detention, or resulting
death or bodily harm shall be disclosed in accordance with the Freedom of Information Act; and

(3) upon request, the law enforcement agency shall disclose, in accordance with the Freedom of
Information Act, the recording to the subject of the encounter captured on the recording or to the
subject's attorney, or the officer or his or her legal representative.

For the purposes of paragraph (1) of this subsection (b), the subject of the encounter does not have a
reasonable expectation of privacy if the subject was arrested as a result of the encounter. For purposes of
subparagraph (A) of paragraph (1) of this subsection (b), "witness" does not include a person who is a
victim or who was arrested as a result of the encounter.

Only recordings or portions of recordings responsive to the request shall be available for inspection or
reproduction. Any recording disclosed under the Freedom of Information Act shall be redacted to remove
identification of any person that appears on the recording and is not the officer, a subject of the encounter, or
directly involved in the encounter. Nothing in this subsection (b) shall require the disclosure of any
recording or portion of any recording which would be exempt from disclosure under the Freedom of
Information Act.

(c) Nothing in this Section shall limit access to a camera recording for the purposes of complying with
Supreme Court rules or the rules of evidence.

(a) The Public Defender Quality Defense Task Force is established to: (i) examine the current
caseload and determine the optimal caseload for public defenders in the State; (ii) examine the quality of
legal services being offered to defendants by public defenders of the State; and (iii) make recommendations
to improve the caseload of public defenders and quality of legal services offered by public defenders; and
(iv) provide recommendations to the General Assembly and Governor on legislation to provide for an
effective public defender system throughout the State and encourage the active and substantial participation
of the private bar in the representation of accused people.
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(b) The following members shall be appointed to the Task Force by the Governor no later than 30
days after the effective date of this amendatory Act of the 102nd General Assembly:
(1) 2 assistant public defenders from the Office of the Cook County Public Defender.
(2) 5 public defenders or assistant public defenders from 5 counties other than Cook County.
(3) One Cook County circuit judge experienced in the litigation of criminal law matters.
(4) One circuit judge from outside of Cook County experienced in the litigation of criminal law
matters.
(5) One representative from the Office of the State Appellate Defender.

Task Force members shall serve without compensation but may be reimbursed for their expenses
incurred in performing their duties. If a vacancy occurs in the Task Force membership, the vacancy shall be
filled in the same manner as the original appointment for the remainder of the Task Force.

(c) The Task Force shall hold a minimum of 2 public hearings. At the public hearings, the Task Force
shall take testimony of public defenders, former criminal defendants represented by public defenders, and
any other person the Task Force believes would aid the Task Force's examination and recommendations
under subsection (a). The Task may meet as such other times as it deems appropriate.

(d) The Office of the State Appellate Defender shall provide administrative and other support to the
Task Force.

(e) The Task Force shall prepare a report that summarizes its work and makes recommendations
resulting from its study. The Task Force shall submit the report of its findings and recommendations to the
Governor and the General Assembly no later than December 31, 2023 2622.

Sec. 143.19. Cancellation of automobile insurance policy; grounds. After a policy of automobile
insurance as defined in Section 143.13(a) has been effective for 60 days, or if such policy is a renewal
policy, the insurer shall not exercise its option to cancel such policy except for one or more of the following
reasons:

a. Nonpayment of premium;
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b. The policy was obtained through a material misrepresentation;
c. Any insured violated any of the terms and conditions of the policy;
d. The named insured failed to disclose fully his motor vehicle accidents and moving traffic
violations for the preceding 36 months if called for in the application;
e. Any insured made a false or fraudulent claim or knowingly aided or abetted another in the
presentation of such a claim;
f. The named insured or any other operator who either resides in the same household or
customarily operates an automobile insured under such policy:
1. has, within the 12 months prior to the notice of cancellation, had his driver's license
under suspension or revocation;
2. is or becomes subject to epilepsy or heart attacks, and such individual does not produce
a certificate from a physician testifying to his unqualified ability to operate a motor vehicle
safely;
3. has an accident record, conviction record (criminal or traffic), physical, or mental
condition which is such that his operation of an automobile might endanger the public safety;
4. has, within the 36 months prior to the notice of cancellation, been addicted to the use
of narcotics or other drugs; or
5. has been convicted, or forfeited bail, during the 36 months immediately preceding the

It shall be the duty of the clerk of the court
in which adjudication is had within 5 days thereafter to forward to the Secretary of State a report of
the adjudication and the court order requiring the Secretary of State to suspend the minor's driver's
license and driving privilege for such time as determined by the court, but only until he or she attains
the age of 18 years. All juvenile court dispositions reported to the Secretary of State under this
provision shall be processed by the Secretary of State as if the cases had been adjudicated in traffic or
criminal court.

In counties
with a population over 300,000, instead of forwarding reports to the Supreme Court, reports of
conviction under this Code and sentencing hearings under the Juvenile Court Act of 1987 in an
electronic format or a computer processible medium may be forwarded to the Secretary of State by the
Circuit Court Clerk in a form and format required by the Secretary of State and established by written
agreement between the Circuit Court Clerk and the Secretary of State. Failure to forward the reports
of conviction or sentencing hearing under the Juvenile Court Act of 1987 as required by this Section
shall be deemed an omission of duty and it shall be the duty of the several State's Attorneys to enforce
the requirements of this Section.

These reports shall be sent within 5 days
after disposition, or, if the driver is referred to a driver remedial or rehabilitative program, within 5 days of
the driver's referral to that program. These reports received by the Secretary of State, including those
required to be forwarded under paragraph (a)(4), shall be privileged information, available only (i) to the
affected driver, (ii) to the parent or guardian of a person under the age of 18 years holding an instruction
permit or a graduated driver's license, and (iii) for use by the courts, police officers, prosecuting authorities,
the Secretary of State, and the driver licensing administrator of any other state. In accordance with 49 C.F.R.
Part 384, all reports of court supervision, except violations related to parking, shall be forwarded to the
Secretary of State for all holders of a CLP or CDL or any driver who commits an offense while driving a
commercial motor vehicle. These reports shall be recorded to the driver's record as a conviction for use in
the disqualification of the driver's commercial motor vehicle privileges and shall not be privileged
information.

(a) All persons charged with an offense shall be ellglble for pretrial release before conviction. It is
presumed that a defendant is entitled to release on personal recognizance on the condition that the defendant
attend all required court proceedings and the defendant does not commit any criminal offense, and complies
with all terms of pretrial release, including, but not limited to, orders of protection under both Section
112A-4 of this Code and Section 214 of the Illinois Domestic Violence Act of 1986, all civil no contact
orders, and all stalking no contact orders. Pretrial release may be denied only if a person is charged with an
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offense listed in Section 110-6.1 and after the court has held a hearing under Section 110-6.1, and in a
manner consistent with subsections (b), (c), and (d) of this Section.
(b) At all pretrial hearings, the prosecution shall have the burden to prove by clear and convincing

The
contents of such a warrant shall be the same as required for an arrest warrant issued upon complaint. When a
defendant is at liberty on bail or his own recognizance on a felony charge and fails to appear in court as
directed, the court shall issue a warrant for the arrest of such person. Such warrant shall be noted with a
directive to peace officers to arrest the person and hold such person without bail and to deliver such person
before the court for further proceedings.

(a) In determining the amount of monetary bail or conditions of release, if any, which will reasonably
assure the appearance of a defendant as required or the safety of any other person or the community and the
likelihood of compliance by the defendant with all the conditions of bail, the court shall, on the basis of
available information, take into account such matters as the nature and circumstances of the offense charged,
whether the evidence shows that as part of the offense there was a use of violence or threatened use of
violence, whether the offense involved corruption of public officials or employees, whether there was
physical harm or threats of physical harm to any public official, public employee, judge, prosecutor, juror or
witness, senior citizen, child, or person with a disability, whether evidence shows that during the offense or
during the arrest the defendant possessed or used a firearm, machine gun, explosive or metal piercing
ammunition or explosive bomb device or any military or paramilitary armament, whether the evidence
shows that the offense committed was related to or in furtherance of the criminal activities of an organized
gang or was motivated by the defendant's membership in or allegiance to an organized gang, the condition
of the victim, any written statement submitted by the victim or proffer or representation by the State
regarding the impact which the alleged criminal conduct has had on the victim and the victim's concern, if
any, with further contact with the defendant if released on bail, whether the offense was based on racial,
religious, sexual orientation or ethnic hatred, the likelihood of the filing of a greater charge, the likelihood of
conviction, the sentence applicable upon conviction, the weight of the evidence against such defendant,
whether there exists motivation or ability to flee, whether there is any verification as to prior residence,
education, or family ties in the local jurisdiction, in another county, state or foreign country, the defendant's
employment, financial resources, character and mental condition, past conduct, prior use of alias names or
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dates of birth, and length of residence in the community, the consent of the defendant to periodic drug
testing in accordance with Section 110-6.5, whether a foreign national defendant is lawfully admitted in the
United States of America, whether the government of the foreign national maintains an extradition treaty
with the United States by which the foreign government will extradite to the United States its national for a
trial for a crime allegedly committed in the United States, whether the defendant is currently subject to
deportation or exclusion under the immigration laws of the United States, whether the defendant, although a
United States citizen, is considered under the law of any foreign state a national of that state for the purposes
of extradition or non-extradition to the United States, the amount of unrecovered proceeds lost as a result of
the alleged offense, the source of bail funds tendered or sought to be tendered for bail, whether from the
totality of the court's consideration, the loss of funds posted or sought to be posted for bail will not deter the
defendant from flight, whether the evidence shows that the defendant is engaged in significant possession,
manufacture, or delivery of a controlled substance or cannabis, either individually or in consort with others,
whether at the time of the offense charged he or she was on bond or pre-trial release pending trial, probation,
periodic imprisonment or conditional discharge pursuant to this Code or the comparable Code of any other
state or federal jurisdiction, whether the defendant is on bond or pre-trial release pending the imposition or
execution of sentence or appeal of sentence for any offense under the laws of Illinois or any other state or
federal jurisdiction, whether the defendant is under parole, aftercare release, mandatory supervised release,
or work release from the Illinois Department of Corrections or Illinois Department of Juvenile Justice or any
penal institution or corrections department of any state or federal jurisdiction, the defendant's record of
convictions, whether the defendant has been convicted of a misdemeanor or ordinance offense in Illinois or
similar offense in other state or federal jurisdiction within the 10 years preceding the current charge or
convicted of a felony in Illinois, whether the defendant was convicted of an offense in another state or
federal jurisdiction that would be a felony if committed in Illinois within the 20 years preceding the current
charge or has been convicted of such felony and released from the penitentiary within 20 years preceding
the current charge if a penitentiary sentence was imposed in Illinois or other state or federal jurisdiction, the
defendant's records of juvenile adjudication of delinquency in any jurisdiction, any record of appearance or
failure to appear by the defendant at court proceedings, whether there was flight to avoid arrest or
prosecution, whether the defendant escaped or attempted to escape to avoid arrest, whether the defendant
refused to identify himself or herself, or whether there was a refusal by the defendant to be fingerprinted as
required by law. Information used by the court in its findings or stated in or offered in connection with this
Section may be by way of proffer based upon reliable information offered by the State or defendant. All
evidence shall be admissible if it is relevant and reliable regardless of whether it would be admissible under
the rules of evidence applicable at criminal trials. If the State presents evidence that the offense committed
by the defendant was related to or in furtherance of the criminal activities of an organized gang or was
motivated by the defendant's membership in or allegiance to an organized gang, and if the court determines
that the evidence may be substantiated, the court shall prohibit the defendant from associating with other
members of the organized gang as a condition of bail or release. For the purposes of this Section, "organized
gang" has the meaning ascribed to it in Section 10 of the Illinois Streetgang Terrorism Omnibus Prevention
Act.

(a-5) There shall be a presumption that any conditions of release imposed shall be non-monetary in
nature and the court shall impose the least restrictive conditions or combination of conditions necessary to
reasonably assure the appearance of the defendant for further court proceedings and protect the integrity of
the judicial proceedings from a specific threat to a witness or participant. Conditions of release may include,
but not be limited to, electronic home monitoring, curfews, drug counseling, stay-away orders, and
in-person reporting. The court shall consider the defendant's socio-economic circumstance when setting
conditions of release or imposing monetary bail.

(b) The amount of bail shall be:

(1) Sufficient to assure compliance with the conditions set forth in the bail bond, which shall
include the defendant's current address with a written admonishment to the defendant that he or she
must comply with the provisions of Section 110-12 regarding any change in his or her address. The
defendant's address shall at all times remain a matter of public record with the clerk of the court.

(2) Not oppressive.

(3) Considerate of the financial ability of the accused.

(4) When a person is charged with a drug related offense involving possession or delivery of
cannabis or possession or delivery of a controlled substance as defined in the Cannabis Control Act,
the Illinois Controlled Substances Act, or the Methamphetamine Control and Community Protection
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Act, the full street value of the drugs seized shall be considered. "Street value" shall be determined by
the court on the basis of a proffer by the State based upon reliable information of a law enforcement
official contained in a written report as to the amount seized and such proffer may be used by the
court as to the current street value of the smallest unit of the drug seized.

(b-5) Upon the filing of a written request demonstrating reasonable cause, the State's Attorney may
request a source of bail hearing either before or after the posting of any funds. If the hearing is granted,
before the posting of any bail, the accused must file a written notice requesting that the court conduct a
source of bail hearing. The notice must be accompanied by justifying affidavits stating the legitimate and
lawful source of funds for bail. At the hearing, the court shall inquire into any matters stated in any
justifying affidavits, and may also inquire into matters appropriate to the determination which shall include,
but are not limited to, the following:

(1) the background, character, reputation, and relationship to the accused of any surety; and

(2) the source of any money or property deposited by any surety, and whether any such money
or property constitutes the fruits of criminal or unlawful conduct; and

(3) the source of any money posted as cash bail, and whether any such money constitutes the
fruits of criminal or unlawful conduct; and

(4) the background, character, reputation, and relationship to the accused of the person posting
cash bail.

Upon setting the hearing, the court shall examine, under oath, any persons who may possess material
information.

The State's Attorney has a right to attend the hearing, to call witnesses and to examine any witness in
the proceeding. The court shall, upon request of the State's Attorney, continue the proceedings for a
reasonable period to allow the State's Attorney to investigate the matter raised in any testimony or affidavit.
If the hearing is granted after the accused has posted bail, the court shall conduct a hearing consistent with
this subsection (b-5). At the conclusion of the hearing, the court must issue an order either approving or
disapproving the bail.

(c) When a person is charged with an offense punishable by fine only the amount of the bail shall not
exceed double the amount of the maximum penalty.

(d) When a person has been convicted of an offense and only a fine has been imposed the amount of
the bail shall not exceed double the amount of the fine.

(e) The State may appeal any order granting bail or setting a given amount for bail.

(f) When a person is charged with a violation of an order of protection under Section 12-3.4 or 12-30
of the Criminal Code of 1961 or the Criminal Code of 2012 or when a person is charged with domestic
battery, aggravated domestic battery, kidnapping, aggravated kidnaping, unlawful restraint, aggravated
unlawful restraint, stalking, aggravated stalking, cyberstalking, harassment by telephone, harassment
through electronic communications, or an attempt to commit first degree murder committed against an
intimate partner regardless whether an order of protection has been issued against the person,

(1) whether the alleged incident involved harassment or abuse, as defined in the Illinois
Domestic Violence Act of 1986;

(2) whether the person has a history of domestic violence, as defined in the Illinois Domestic
Violence Act, or a history of other criminal acts;

(3) based on the mental health of the person;

(4) whether the person has a history of violating the orders of any court or governmental entity;

(5) whether the person has been, or is, potentially a threat to any other person;

(6) whether the person has access to deadly weapons or a history of using deadly weapons;

(7) whether the person has a history of abusing alcohol or any controlled substance;

(8) based on the severity of the alleged incident that is the basis of the alleged offense,
including, but not limited to, the duration of the current incident, and whether the alleged incident
involved the use of a weapon, physical injury, sexual assault, strangulation, abuse during the alleged
victim's pregnancy, abuse of pets, or forcible entry to gain access to the alleged victim;

(9) whether a separation of the person from the alleged victim or a termination of the
relationship between the person and the alleged victim has recently occurred or is pending;

(10) whether the person has exhibited obsessive or controlling behaviors toward the alleged
victim, including, but not limited to, stalking, surveillance, or isolation of the alleged victim or
victim's family member or members;

(11) whether the person has expressed suicidal or homicidal ideations;
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(12) based on any information contained in the complaint and any police reports, affidavits, or
other documents accompanying the complaint,

the court may, in its discretion, order the respondent to undergo a risk assessment evaluation using a
recognized, evidence-based instrument conducted by an Illinois Department of Human Services approved
partner abuse intervention program provider, pretrial service, probation, or parole agency. These agencies
shall have access to summaries of the defendant's criminal history, which shall not include victim interviews
or information, for the risk evaluation. Based on the information collected from the 12 points to be
considered at a bail hearing under this subsection (f), the results of any risk evaluation conducted and the
other circumstances of the violation, the court may order that the person, as a condition of bail, be placed
under electronic surveillance as provided in Section 5-8A-7 of the Unified Code of Corrections. Upon
making a determination whether or not to order the respondent to undergo a risk assessment evaluation or to
be placed under electronic surveillance and risk assessment, the court shall document in the record the
court's reasons for making those determinations. The cost of the electronic surveillance and risk assessment
shall be paid by, or on behalf, of the defendant. As used in this subsection (f), "intimate partner" means a
spouse or a current or former partner in a cohabitation or dating relationship.

(2) the weight of the evidence against the eligible defendant, except that the court may consider
the admissibility of any evidence sought to be excluded;

(A) the eligible defendant's character, physical and mental condition, family ties,
employment, financial resources, length of residence in the community, community ties, past

(B) whether, at the time of the current offense or arrest, the eligible defendant was on
probation, parole, or on other release pending trial, sentencing, appeal, or completion of
sentence for an offense under federal law, or the law of this or any other state;

(4) the nature and seriousness of the real and present threat to the safety of any person or
persons or the community, based on the specific articulable facts of the case, speeifie;real-and-present

(5) the nature and seriousness of the risk of obstructing or attempting to obstruct the criminal
justice process that would be posed by the ekigible defendant's release, if applicable;:

(6) when a person is charged with a violation of a protective order, domestic battery, aggravated
domestic battery, kidnapping, aggravated kidnaping, unlawful restraint, aggravated unlawful restraint,
cyberstalking, harassment by telephone, harassment through electronic communications, or an attempt
to commit first degree murder committed against a spouse or a current or former partner in a
cohabitation or dating relationship, regardless of whether an order of protection has been issued
against the person, the court may consider the following additional factors:

(A) whether the alleged incident involved harassment or abuse, as defined in the Illinois
Domestic Violence Act of 1986;

(B) whether the person has a history of domestic violence, as defined in the Illinois
Domestic Violence Act of 1986, or a history of other criminal acts;

(C) the mental health of the person;

(D) whether the person has a history of violating the orders of any court or governmental
entity;

(E) whether the person has been, or is, potentially a threat to any other person;

(F) whether the person has access to deadly weapons or a history of using deadly
weapons;

(G) whether the person has a history of abusing alcohol or any controlled substance;

(H) the severity of the alleged incident that is the basis of the alleged offense, including,
but not limited to, the duration of the current incident, and whether the alleged incident
involved the use of a weapon, physical injury, sexual assault, strangulation, abuse during the
alleged victim's pregnancy, abuse of pets, or forcible entry to gain access to the alleged victim;

(L) any other factors deemed by the court to have a reasonable bearing upon the
defendant's propensity or reputation for violent, abusive, or assaultive behavior, or lack of that
behavior.

(7) in cases of stalking or aggravated stalking under Section 12-7.3 or 12-7.4 of the Criminal
Code of 2012, the court may consider the factors listed in paragraph (6) and the following additional
factors:

(A) any evidence of the defendant's prior criminal history indicative of violent, abusive or
assaultive behavior, or lack of that behavior; the evidence may include testimony or documents
received in juvenile proceedings, criminal, quasi-criminal, civil commitment, domestic
relations, or other proceedings;

(B) any evidence of the defendant's psychological, psychiatric, or other similar social
history that tends to indicate a violent, abusive, or assaultive nature, or lack of any such history;

(C) the nature of the threat that is the basis of the charge against the defendant;

(D) any statements made by, or attributed to, the defendant, together with the
circumstances surrounding them;

(E) the age and physical condition of any person allegedly assaulted by the defendant;

(F) whether the defendant is known to possess or have access to any weapon or weapons;

and

(G) any other factors deemed by the court to have a reasonable bearing upon the
defendant's propensity or reputation for violent, abusive, or assaultive behavior, or lack of that
behavior.

(b) The court may use a regularly validated risk assessment tool to aid its determination of appropriate
conditions of release as provided under Section 110-6.4. If a risk assessment tool is used, the defendant's
counsel shall be provided with the information and scoring system of the risk assessment tool used to arrive
at the determination. The defendant retains the right to challenge the validity of a risk assessment tool used
by the court and to present evidence relevant to the defendant's challenge.

(c) €b) The court shall impose any conditions that are mandatory under subsection (a) of Section
110-10. The court may impose any conditions that are permissible under subsection (b) of Section 110-10.
The conditions of release imposed shall be the least restrictive conditions or combination of conditions
necessary to reasonably ensure the appearance of the defendant as required or the safety of any other person
or persons or the community.
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(d) When a person is charged with a violation of a protective order, the court may order the defendant
placed under electronic surveillance as a condition of pretrial release, as provided in Section 5-8A-7 of the
Unified Code of Corrections, based on the information collected under paragraph (6) of subsection (a) of

this Section, the results of any assessment conducted, or other circumstances of the violation Fhe-Ceurtimay

defendant'schallenge.

(e) If a person remains in pretrial detention 48 hours after his-er-herpretrial-conditions-hearingafter
having been ordered released with pretrial conditions, the court shall hold a hearing to determine the reason
for continued detention. If the reason for continued detention is due to the unavailability or the defendant's
ineligibility for one or more pretrial conditions previously ordered by the court or directed by a pretrial
services agency, the court shall reopen the conditions of release hearing to determine what available pretrial
conditions exist that will reasonably ensure assure the appearance of a defendant as required, e the safety of

any other person, and the likelihood of compliance by the defendant with all the conditions of pretrial
release. The inability of the defendant to pay for a condition of release or any other ineligibility for a
condition of pretrial release shall not be used as a justification for the pretrial detention of that defendant.

(f) Prior to the defendant's first appearance, and with sufficient time for meaningful attorney-client
contact to gather information in order to advocate effectively for the defendant's pretrial release, the court
Ceurt shall appoint the public defender or a licensed attorney at law of this State to represent the defendant
for purposes of that hearing, unless the defendant has obtained licensed counsel for-themselves. Defense
counsel shall have access to the same documentary information relied upon by the prosecution and
presented to the court.

(f-5) At each subsequent appearance of the defendant before the court, the judge must find that the
current conditions imposed are necessary to reasonably ensure the appearance of the defendant as required,
the safety of any other person, and the compliance of the defendant with all the conditions of pretrial
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release. The court is not required to be presented with new information or a change in circumstance to
remove pretrial conditions.

(g) Electronic monitoring, GPS monitoring, or home confinement can only be imposed as a condition
of pretrial release if a no less restrictive condition of release or combination of less restrictive condition of
release would reasonably ensure the appearance of the defendant for later hearings or protect an identifiable
person or persons from imminent threat of serious physical harm.

(h) If the court imposes electronic monitoring, GPS monitoring, or home confinement, the court shall
set forth in the record the basis for its finding. A defendant shall be given custodial credit for each day he or
she was subjected to home confinement that-pregram, at the same rate described in subsection (b) of Section
5-4.5-100 of the Unified Code of Corrections. The court may give custodial credit to a defendant for each
day the defendant was subjected to GPS monitoring without home confinement or electronic monitoring
without home confinement.

(i) If electronic monitoring, GPS monitoring, or home confinement is imposed, the court shall
determine every 60 days if no less restrictive condition of release or combination of less restrictive
conditions of release would reasonably ensure the appearance, or continued appearance, of the defendant for
later hearings or protect an identifiable person or persons from imminent threat of serious physical harm. If
the court finds that there are less restrictive conditions of release, the court shall order that the condition be
removed. This subsection takes effect January 1, 2022.

(j) Crime Victims shall be given notice by the State's Attorney's office of this hearing as required in
paragraph (1) of subsection (b) of Section 4.5 of the Rights of Crime Victims and Witnesses Act and shall be
informed of their opportunity at this hearing to obtain a protective order an-erder-of protection-underAvrticle
H2A-efthis-Cede.

Sec. 110-5.2. Bail; pregnant pre-trial detainee.

(a) It is the policy of this State that a pre-trial detainee shall not be required to deliver a child while in
custody absent a finding by the court that continued pre-trial custody is necessary to protect the public or the
victim of the offense on which the charge is based.

(b) If the court reasonably believes that a pre-trial detainee will give birth while in custody, the court
shall order an alternative to custody unless, after a hearing, the court determines:

(1) that the release of the pregnant pre-trial detainee would pose a real and present threat to the
physical safety of the alleged victim of the offense and continuing custody is necessary to prevent the
fulfillment of the threat upon which the charge is based; or

(2) that the release of the pregnant pre-trial detainee would pose a real and present threat to the
physical safety of any person or persons or the general public.

(a) Upon verified application by the State or the defendant or on its own motion the court before
which the proceeding is pending may increase or reduce the amount of bail or may alter the conditions of
the bail bond or grant bail where it has been previously revoked or denied. If bail has been previously
revoked pursuant to subsection (f) of this Section or if bail has been denied to the defendant pursuant to
subsection (e) of Section 110-6.1 or subsection (e) of Section 110-6.3, the defendant shall be required to
present a verified application setting forth in detail any new facts not known or obtainable at the time of the
previous revocation or denial of bail proceedings. If the court grants bail where it has been previously
revoked or denied, the court shall state on the record of the proceedings the findings of facts and conclusion
of law upon which such order is based.

(a-5) In addition to any other available motion or procedure under this Code, a person in custody
solely for a Category B offense due to an inability to post monetary bail shall be brought before the court at
the next available court date or 7 calendar days from the date bail was set, whichever is earlier, for a
rehearing on the amount or conditions of bail or release pending further court proceedings. The court may
reconsider conditions of release for any other person whose inability to post monetary bail is the sole reason
for continued incarceration, including a person in custody for a Category A offense or a Category A offense
and a Category B offense. The court may deny the rehearing permitted under this subsection (a-5) if the
person has failed to appear as required before the court and is incarcerated based on a warrant for failure to
appear on the same original criminal offense.

(b) Violation of the conditions of Section 110-10 of this Code or any special conditions of bail as
ordered by the court shall constitute grounds for the court to increase the amount of bail, or otherwise alter
the conditions of bail, or, where the alleged offense committed on bail is a forcible felony in Illinois or a
Class 2 or greater offense under the Illinois Controlled Substances Act, the Cannabis Control Act, or the
Methamphetamine Control and Community Protection Act, revoke bail pursuant to the appropriate
provisions of subsection (e) of this Section.

(c) Reasonable notice of such application by the defendant shall be given to the State.

(d) Reasonable notice of such application by the State shall be given to the defendant, except as
provided in subsection (e).

(e) Upon verified application by the State stating facts or circumstances constituting a violation or a
threatened violation of any of the conditions of the bail bond the court may issue a warrant commanding any
peace officer to bring the defendant without unnecessary delay before the court for a hearing on the matters
set forth in the application. If the actual court before which the proceeding is pending is absent or otherwise
unavailable another court may issue a warrant pursuant to this Section. When the defendant is charged with
a felony offense and while free on bail is charged with a subsequent felony offense and is the subject of a
proceeding set forth in Section 109-1 or 109-3 of this Code, upon the filing of a verified petition by the State
alleging a violation of Section 110-10 (a) (4) of this Code, the court shall without prior notice to the
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defendant, grant leave to file such application and shall order the transfer of the defendant and the
application without unnecessary delay to the court before which the previous felony matter is pending for a
hearing as provided in subsection (b) or this subsection of this Section. The defendant shall be held without
bond pending transfer to and a hearing before such court. At the conclusion of the hearing based on a
violation of the conditions of Section 110-10 of this Code or any special conditions of bail as ordered by the
court the court may enter an order increasing the amount of bail or alter the conditions of bail as deemed
appropriate.

(f) Where the alleged violation consists of the violation of one or more felony statutes of any
jurisdiction which would be a forcible felony in Illinois or a Class 2 or greater offense under the Illinois
Controlled Substances Act, the Cannabis Control Act, or the Methamphetamine Control and Community
Protection Act and the defendant is on bail for the alleged commission of a felony, or where the defendant is
on bail for a felony domestic battery (enhanced pursuant to subsection (b) of Section 12-3.2 of the Criminal
Code of 1961 or the Criminal Code of 2012), aggravated domestic battery, aggravated battery, unlawful
restraint, aggravated unlawful restraint or domestic battery in violation of item (1) of subsection (a) of
Section 12-3.2 of the Criminal Code of 1961 or the Criminal Code of 2012 against a family or household
member as defined in Section 112A-3 of this Code and the violation is an offense of domestic battery
against the same victim the court shall, on the motion of the State or its own motion, revoke bail in
accordance with the following provisions:

(1) The court shall hold the defendant without bail pending the hearing on the alleged breach;
however, if the defendant is not admitted to bail the hearing shall be commenced within 10 days from
the date the defendant is taken into custody or the defendant may not be held any longer without bail,
unless delay is occasioned by the defendant. Where defendant occasions the delay, the running of the
10 day period is temporarily suspended and resumes at the termination of the period of delay. Where
defendant occasions the delay with 5 or fewer days remaining in the 10 day period, the court may
grant a period of up to 5 additional days to the State for good cause shown. The State, however, shall
retain the right to proceed to hearing on the alleged violation at any time, upon reasonable notice to
the defendant and the court.

(2) At a hearing on the alleged violation the State has the burden of going forward and proving
the violation by clear and convincing evidence. The evidence shall be presented in open court with the
opportunity to testify, to present witnesses in his behalf, and to cross-examine witnesses if any are
called by the State, and representation by counsel and if the defendant is indigent to have counsel
appointed for him. The rules of evidence applicable in criminal trials in this State shall not govern the
admissibility of evidence at such hearing. Information used by the court in its findings or stated in or
offered in connection with hearings for increase or revocation of bail may be by way of proffer based
upon reliable information offered by the State or defendant. All evidence shall be admissible if it is
relevant and reliable regardless of whether it would be admissible under the rules of evidence
applicable at criminal trials. A motion by the defendant to suppress evidence or to suppress a
confession shall not be entertained at such a hearing. Evidence that proof may have been obtained as a
result of an unlawful search and seizure or through improper interrogation is not relevant to this
hearing.

(3) Upon a finding by the court that the State has established by clear and convincing evidence
that the defendant has committed a forcible felony or a Class 2 or greater offense under the Illinois
Controlled Substances Act, the Cannabis Control Act, or the Methamphetamine Control and
Community Protection Act while admitted to bail, or where the defendant is on bail for a felony
domestic battery (enhanced pursuant to subsection (b) of Section 12-3.2 of the Criminal Code of 1961
or the Criminal Code of 2012), aggravated domestic battery, aggravated battery, unlawful restraint,
aggravated unlawful restraint or domestic battery in violation of item (1) of subsection (a) of Section

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defendant is not brought to trial within the 90 day period required by the preceding sentence, he shall
not be held longer without bail. In computing the 90 day period, the court shall omit any period of
delay resulting from a continuance granted at the request of the defendant.

(5) If the defendant either is arrested on a warrant issued pursuant to this Code or is arrested for
an unrelated offense and it is subsequently discovered that the defendant is a subject of another
warrant or warrants issued pursuant to this Code, the defendant shall be transferred promptly to the
court which issued such warrant. If, however, the defendant appears initially before a court other than
the court which issued such warrant, the non-issuing court shall not alter the amount of bail set on
such warrant unless the court sets forth on the record of proceedings the conclusions of law and facts
which are the basis for such altering of another court's bond. The non-issuing court shall not alter
another courts bail set on a warrant unless the interests of justice and public safety are served by such
action.

(a) When a defendant has previously been granted pretrial release under this Section for a felony or
Class A misdemeanor, that pretrial release may be revoked only if the defendant is charged with a felony or
Class A misdemeanor that is alleged to have occurred during the defendant's pretrial release after a hearing
on the court's own motion or upon the filing of a verified petition by the State.

When a defendant released pretrial is charged with a violation of a protective order or was previously
convicted of a violation of a protective order and the subject of the protective order is the same person as the
victim in the current underlying matter, the State shall file a verified petition seeking revocation of pretrial
release.

Upon the filing of a petition or upon motion of the court seeking revocation, the court shall order the
transfer of the defendant and the petition or motion to the court before which the previous felony or Class A
misdemeanor is pending. The defendant may be held in custody pending transfer to and a hearing before
such court. The defendant shall be transferred to the court before which the previous matter is pending
without unnecessary delay, and the revocation hearing shall occur within 72 hours of the filing of the State's
petition or the court's motion for revocation.

A hearing at which pretrial release may be revoked must be conducted in person (and not by way of
two-way audio-visual communication) unless the accused waives the right to be present physically in court,
the court determines that the physical health and safety of any person necessary to the proceedings would be
endangered by appearing in court, or the chief judge of the circuit orders use of that system due to
operational challenges in conducting the hearing in person. Such operational challenges must be
documented and approved by the chief judge of the circuit, and a plan to address the challenges through
reasonable efforts must be presented and approved by the Administrative Office of the Illinois Courts every
6 months.

The court before which the previous felony matter or Class A misdemeanor is pending may revoke
the defendant's pretrial release after a hearing. During the hearing for revocation, the defendant shall be
represented by counsel and have an opportunity to be heard regarding the violation and evidence in
mitigation. The court shall consider all relevant circumstances, including, but not limited to, the nature and
seriousness of the violation or criminal act alleged. The State shall bear the burden of proving, by clear and
convincing evidence, that no condition or combination of conditions of release would reasonably ensure the
appearance of the defendant for later hearings or prevent the defendant from being charged with a
subsequent felony or Class A misdemeanor.

(a) Upon verified petition by the State, the court shall hold a hearing to determine whether bail should
be denied to a defendant who is charged with a felony offense for which a sentence of imprisonment,
without probation, periodic imprisonment or conditional discharge, is required by law upon conviction,
when it is alleged that the defendant's admission to bail poses a real and present threat to the physical safety
of any person or persons.
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(1) A petition may be filed without prior notice to the defendant at the first appearance before a
judge, or within the 21 calendar days, except as provided in Section 110-6, after arrest and release of
the defendant upon reasonable notice to defendant; provided that while such petition is pending before
the court, the defendant if previously released shall not be detained.

(2) The hearing shall be held immediately upon the defendant's appearance before the court,
unless for good cause shown the defendant or the State seeks a continuance. A continuance on motion
of the defendant may not exceed 5 calendar days, and a continuance on the motion of the State may
not exceed 3 calendar days. The defendant may be held in custody during such continuance.

(b) The court may deny bail to the defendant where, after the hearing, it is determined that:

(1) the proof is evident or the presumption great that the defendant has committed an offense
for which a sentence of imprisonment, without probation, periodic imprisonment or conditional
discharge, must be imposed by law as a consequence of conviction, and

(2) the defendant poses a real and present threat to the physical safety of any person or persons,
by conduct which may include, but is not limited to, a forcible felony, the obstruction of justice,
intimidation, injury, physical harm, an offense under the Illinois Controlled Substances Act which is a
Class X felony, or an offense under the Methamphetamine Control and Community Protection Act
which is a Class X felony, and

(3) the court finds that no condition or combination of conditions set forth in subsection (b) of
Section 110-10 of this Article, can reasonably assure the physical safety of any other person or
persons.

(c) Conduct of the hearings.

(1) The hearing on the defendant's culpability and dangerousness shall be conducted in
accordance with the following provisions:

(A) Information used by the court in its findings or stated in or offered at such hearing
may be by way of proffer based upon reliable information offered by the State or by defendant.
Defendant has the right to be represented by counsel, and if he is indigent, to have counsel
appointed for him. Defendant shall have the opportunity to testify, to present witnesses in his
own behalf, and to cross-examine witnesses if any are called by the State. The defendant has the
right to present witnesses in his favor. When the ends of justice so require, the court may
exercises its discretion and compel the appearance of a complaining witness. The court shall
state on the record reasons for granting a defense request to compel the presence of a
complaining witness. Cross-examination of a complaining witness at the pretrial detention
hearing for the purpose of impeaching the witness' credibility is insufficient reason to compel
the presence of the witness. In deciding whether to compel the appearance of a complaining
witness, the court shall be considerate of the emotional and physical well-being of the witness.
The pre-trial detention hearing is not to be used for purposes of discovery, and the post
arraignment rules of discovery do not apply. The State shall tender to the defendant, prior to the
hearing, copies of defendant's criminal history, if any, if available, and any written or recorded
statements and the substance of any oral statements made by any person, if relied upon by the
State in its petition. The rules concerning the admissibility of evidence in criminal trials do not
apply to the presentation and consideration of information at the hearing. At the trial concerning
the offense for which the hearing was conducted neither the finding of the court nor any
transcript or other record of the hearing shall be admissible in the State's case in chief, but shall
be admissible for impeachment, or as provided in Section 115-10.1 of this Code, or in a perjury
proceeding.

(B) A motion by the defendant to suppress evidence or to suppress a confession shall not
be entertained. Evidence that proof may have been obtained as the result of an unlawful search
and seizure or through improper interrogation is not relevant to this state of the prosecution.

(2) The facts relied upon by the court to support a finding that the defendant poses a real and
present threat to the physical safety of any person or persons shall be supported by clear and
convincing evidence presented by the State.

(d) Factors to be considered in making a determination of dangerousness. The court may, in
determining whether the defendant poses a real and present threat to the physical safety of any person or
persons, consider but shall not be limited to evidence or testimony concerning:

(1) The nature and circumstances of any offense charged, including whether the offense is a
crime of violence, involving a weapon.
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(2) The history and characteristics of the defendant including:

(A) Any evidence of the defendant's prior criminal history indicative of violent, abusive
or assaultive behavior, or lack of such behavior. Such evidence may include testimony or
documents received in juvenile proceedings, criminal, quasi-criminal, civil commitment,
domestic relations or other proceedings.

(B) Any evidence of the defendant's psychological, psychiatric or other similar social
history which tends to indicate a violent, abusive, or assaultive nature, or lack of any such
history.

(3) The identity of any person or persons to whose safety the defendant is believed to pose a
threat, and the nature of the threat;

(4) Any statements made by, or attributed to the defendant, together with the circumstances
surrounding them;

(5) The age and physical condition of any person assaulted by the defendant;

(6) Whether the defendant is known to possess or have access to any weapon or weapons;

(7) Whether, at the time of the current offense or any other offense or arrest, the defendant was
on probation, parole, aftercare release, mandatory supervised release or other release from custody
pending trial, sentencing, appeal or completion of sentence for an offense under federal or state law;

(8) Any other factors, including those listed in Section 110-5 of this Article deemed by the court
to have a reasonable bearing upon the defendant's propensity or reputation for violent, abusive or
assaultive behavior, or lack of such behavior.

(e) Detention order. The court shall, in any order for detention:

(1) briefly summarize the evidence of the defendant's culpability and its reasons for concluding
that the defendant should be held without bail;

(2) direct that the defendant be committed to the custody of the sheriff for confinement in the
county jail pending trial;

(3) direct that the defendant be given a reasonable opportunity for private consultation with
counsel, and for communication with others of his choice by visitation, mail and telephone; and

(4) direct that the sheriff deliver the defendant as required for appearances in connection with
court proceedings.

(f) If the court enters an order for the detention of the defendant pursuant to subsection (e) of this
Section, the defendant shall be brought to trial on the offense for which he is detained within 90 days after
the date on which the order for detention was entered. If the defendant is not brought to trial within the 90
day period required by the preceding sentence, he shall not be held longer without bail. In computing the 90
day period, the court shall omit any period of delay resulting from a continuance granted at the request of
the defendant.

(g) Rights of the defendant. Any person shall be entitled to appeal any order entered under this
Section denying bail to the defendant.

(h) The State may appeal any order entered under this Section denying any motion for denial of bail.

(i) Nothing in this Section shall be construed as modifying or limiting in any way the defendant's
presumption of innocence in further criminal proceedings.

(b) If the charged offense is a felony, as part of the detention hearing, the court shall the-Court-shall
hold-ahearingpursuant-to109-3-of this-Cede-te determine whether there is probable cause the defendant
has committed an offense, unless a hearing pursuant to Section 109-3 of this Code has already been held or
a grand jury has returned a true bill of indictment against the defendant. If there is a finding of no probable
cause, the defendant shall be released. No such finding is necessary if the defendant is charged with a
misdemeanor.

(c) Timing of petition.

(1) A petition may be filed without prior notice to the defendant at the first appearance before a
judge, or within the 21 calendar days, except as provided in Section 110-6, after arrest and release of
the defendant upon reasonable notice to defendant; provided that while such petition is pending before
the court, the defendant if previously released shall not be detained.

(2) € Upon filing, the court shall immediately hold a hearing on the petition unless a
continuance is requested. If a continuance is requested and granted, the hearing shall be held within 48
hours of the defendant's first appearance if the defendant is charged with first degree murder or a
Class X, Class 1, Class 2, or Class 3 felony, and within 24 hours if the defendant is charged with a
Class 4 or misdemeanor offense. The Court may deny and or grant the request for continuance. If the
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court decides to grant the continuance, the Court retains the discretion to detain or release the
defendant in the time between the filing of the petition and the hearing.
(d) Contents of petition.

(1) The petition shall be verified by the State and shall state the grounds upon which it contends
the defendant should be denied pretrial release, including the real and present threat to the safety of
any person or persons or the commuruty, based on the spemﬁc articulable facts or flight risk, as
appropriate iden he e e e es-the refan g
to.

(2) If the State seeks to file a second or subsequent petition under this Section, the State shall be
required to present a verified application setting forth in detall any new facts not known or obtamable
at the time of the filing of the previous petition
(e) Eligibility: All defendants shall be presumed eligible for pretrial release, and the State shall bear

the burden of proving by clear and convincing evidence that:

(1) the proof is evident or the presumption great that the defendant has committed an offense
listed in paragraphs{1-threugh(6)-of subsection (a), and

(2) for offenses listed in paragraphs (1) through (7) of subsection (a), the defendant poses a real
and present threat to the safety of any person or persons or the community, based on the spec1ﬁc
articulable facts of the case, real-and-present-threat-to-thesafety-of aspeeifieidentifiable persen—or
persens; by conduct which may include, but is not limited to, a forcible felony, the obstruction of
justice, intimidation, injury, or abuse as defined by paragraph (1) of Section 103 of the Illinois
Domestic Violence Act of 1986, and

(3) no condition or combination of conditions set forth in subsection (b) of Section 110-10 of
this Article can mitigate (i) the real and present threat to the safety of any person or persons or the
community, based on the specific articulable facts of the case, for offenses listed in paragraphs (1)
through (7) of subsection (a), real-and-present-threat-to-the-safety-of-any-persen-or-persens or (ii) the
defendant's willful flight for offenses listed in paragraph (8) of subsection (a), and

(4) for offenses under subsection (b) of Section 407 of the Illinois Controlled Substances Act
that are subject to paragraph (1) of subsection (a), no condition or combination of conditions set forth
in subsection (b) of Section 110-10 of this Article can mitigate the real and present threat to the safety
of any person or persons or the community, based on the specific articulable facts of the case, and the
defendant poses a serious risk to not appear in court as required.

(f) Conduct of the hearings.

(1) Prior to the hearing, the State shall tender to the defendant copies of the defendant's criminal
history available, any written or recorded statements, and the substance of any oral statements made
by any person, if relied upon by the State in its petition, and any police reports in the prosecutor's

State's-Attorney's possession at the time of the hearing that-arerequired-to-be-disclosed-to-the-defense
under HlinoisSupreme-Courtrules.

(2) The State or defendant may present evidence at the hearing by way of proffer based upon
reliable information.

(3) The defendant has the right to be represented by counsel, and if he or she is indigent, to have
counsel appointed for him or her. The defendant shall have the opportunity to testify, to present
witnesses on his or her own behalf, and to cross-examine any witnesses that are called by the State.
Defense counsel shall be given adequate opportunity to confer with the defendant before any hearing
at which conditions of release or the detention of the defendant are to be considered, with an
accommodation for a physical condition made to facilitate attorney/client consultation. If defense
counsel needs to confer or consult with the defendant during any hearing conducted via a two-way
audio-visual communication system, such consultation shall not be recorded and shall be undertaken
consistent with constitutional protections.

(3.5) A hearing at which pretrial release may be denied must be conducted in person (and not
by way of two-way audio visual communication) unless the accused waives the right to be present
physically in court, the court determines that the physical health and safety of any person necessary to
the proceedings would be endangered by appearing in court, or the chief judge of the circuit orders
use of that system due to operational challenges in conducting the hearing in person. Such operational
challenges must be documented and approved by the chief judge of the circuit, and a plan to address
the challenges through reasonable efforts must be presented and approved by the Administrative
Office of the Illinois Courts every 6 months.
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(4) If the defense seeks to compel ealt the complaining witness to testify as a witness in its
favor, it shall petition the court for permission. When the ends of justice so require, the court may
exercise its discretion and compel the appearance of a complaining witness. The court shall state on
the record reasons for granting a defense request to compel the presence of a complaining witness
only on the issue of the defendant's pretrial detention. In making a determination under this Section
seetion, the court shall state on the record the reason for granting a defense request to compel the
presence of a complaining witness, and only grant the request if the court finds by clear and
convincing evidence that the defendant will be materially prejudiced if the complaining witness does
not appear. Cross-examination of a complaining witness at the pretrial detention hearing for the
purpose of impeaching the witness' credibility is insufficient reason to compel the presence of the
witness. In deciding whether to compel the appearance of a complaining witness, the court shall be
considerate of the emotional and physical well-being of the witness. The pre-trial detention hearing is
not to be used for purposes of discovery, and the post arraignment rules of discovery do not apply. The
State shall tender to the defendant, prior to the hearing, copies, if any, of the defendant's criminal
history, if available, and any written or recorded statements and the substance of any oral statements
made by any person, if in the State's Attorney's possession at the time of the hearing.

(5) The rules concerning the admissibility of evidence in criminal trials do not apply to the
presentation and consideration of information at the hearing. At the trial concerning the offense for
which the hearing was conducted neither the finding of the court nor any transcript or other record of
the hearing shall be admissible in the State's case-in-chief ease-in—ehief, but shall be admissible for
impeachment, or as provided in Section 115-10.1 of this Code, or in a perjury proceeding.

(6) The defendant may not move to suppress evidence or a confession, however, evidence that
proof of the charged crime may have been the result of an unlawful search or seizure, or both, or
through improper interrogation, is relevant in assessing the weight of the evidence against the
defendant.

(7) Decisions regarding release, conditions of release, and detention prior to trial must sheuld
be individualized, and no single factor or standard may should be used excluswely to order make—a
eendition—or detention deeision. Risk assessment tools may not be used as the sole basis to deny
pretrial release.

(g) Factors to be considered in making a determination of dangerousness. The court may, i
determining whether the defendant poses a real and present threat to the safety of any person or persons or
the community, based on the specific articulable facts of the case, speeifie;—imminent—threat—of serious
physteal-harm—to—an—identifiable—person—er—persens; consider, but shall not be limited to, evidence or

testimony concerning:
(1) The nature and circumstances of any offense charged, including whether the offense is a
crime of violence, involving a weapon, or a sex offense.
(2) The history and characteristics of the defendant including:

(A) Any evidence of the defendant's prior criminal history indicative of violent, abusive
or assaultive behavior, or lack of such behavior. Such evidence may include testimony or
documents received in juvenile proceedings, criminal, quasi-criminal, civil commitment,
domestic relations, or other proceedings.

(B) Any evidence of the defendant's psychological, psychiatric or other similar social
history which tends to indicate a violent, abusive, or assaultive nature, or lack of any such
history.

(3) The identity of any person or persons to whose safety the defendant is believed to pose a
threat, and the nature of the threat;

(4) Any statements made by, or attributed to the defendant, together with the circumstances
surrounding them ;

(5) The age and physical condition of the defendant.;

(6) The age and physical condition of any victim or complaining witness.;

(7) Whether the defendant is known to possess or have access to any weapon or weapons.;

(8) Whether, at the time of the current offense or any other offense or arrest, the defendant was
on probation, parole, aftercare release, mandatory supervised release or other release from custody
pending trial, sentencing, appeal or completion of sentence for an offense under federal or state law.;
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(9) Any other factors, including those listed in Section 110-5 of this Article deemed by the court
to have a reasonable bearing upon the defendant's propensity or reputation for violent, abusive, or
assaultive behavior, or lack of such behavior.

(h) Detention order. The court shall, in any order for detention:

(1) make a written finding summarizing
or-innoeence;—and the court's reasons for concluding that the defendant should be denied pretrial
release, including why less restrictive conditions would not avoid a real and present threat to the
safety of any person or persons or the community, based on the specific articulable facts of the case,
or prevent the defendant's willful flight from prosecution;

(2) direct that the defendant be committed to the custody of the sheriff for confinement in the
county jail pending trial;

(3) direct that the defendant be given a reasonable opportunity for private consultation with
counsel, and for communication with others of his or her choice by visitation, mail and telephone; and

(4) direct that the sheriff deliver the defendant as required for appearances in connection with
court proceedings.

(i) Detention. If the court enters an order for the detention of the defendant pursuant to subsection (e)
of this Section, the defendant shall be brought to trial on the offense for which he is detained within 90 days
after the date on which the order for detention was entered. If the defendant is not brought to trial within the
90-day 90—day period required by the preceding sentence, he shall not be denied pretrial release. In
computing the 90-day 90-day period, the court shall omit any period of delay resulting from a continuance
granted at the request of the defendant and any period of delay resulting from a continuance granted at the
request of the State with good cause shown pursuant to Section 103-5.

(i-5) At each subsequent appearance of the defendant before the court, the judge must find that
continued detention is necessary to avoid a real and present threat to the safety of any person or persons or
the community, based on the specific articulable facts of the case, or to prevent the defendant's willful flight
from prosecution.

(j) Rights of the defendant. The defendant Any—persen shall be entitled to appeal any order entered
under this Section denying his or her pretrial release te-the-defendant.

(k) Appeal. The State may appeal any order entered under this Section denying any motion for denial
of pretrial release.

(1) Presumption of innocence. Nothing in this Section shall be construed as modifying or limiting in
any way the defendant's presumption of innocence in further criminal proceedings.

(m) Interest of victims Vietimnotiee.

(1) Crime victims shall be given notice by the State's Attorney's office of this hearing as required in
paragraph (1) of subsection (b) of Section 4.5 of the Rights of Crime Victims and Witnesses Act and shall be
informed of their opportunity at this hearing to obtain a protective order an-erder-efprotectionunderArtiele
H2A-efthisCede.

(2) If the defendant is denied pretrial release, the court may impose a no contact provision with the
victim or other interested party that shall be enforced while the defendant remains in custody.

Sec. 110-6.6. Appeals.

(a) Appeals under this Article shall be governed by Supreme Court Rules.

(b) If a hearing under this Article is conducted by means of two-way audio-visual communication or
other electronic recording system, the audio-visual recording shall be entered into the record as the
transcript for purposes of the appeals described in subsection (a). Nothing in this Section prohibits a
transcription by a court reporter from also being entered into the record.

(725 ILCS 5/110-7.5 new)

Sec. 110-7.5. Previously deposited bail security.

(a) On or after January 1, 2023, any person having been previously released pretrial on the condition
of the deposit of security shall be allowed to remain on pretrial release under the terms of their original bail
bond. This Section shall not limit the State's Attorney's ability to file a verified petition for detention under
Section 110-6.1 or a petition for revocation or sanctions under Section 110-6.

(b) On or after January 1, 2023, any person who remains in pretrial detention after having been
ordered released with pretrial conditions, including the condition of depositing security, shall be entitled to a
hearing under subsection (e) of Section 110-5.
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On or after January 1, 2023, any person, not subject to subsection (b), who remains in pretrial
detention and is eligible for detention under Section 110-6.1 shall be entitled to a hearing according to the
following schedule:

(1) For persons charged with offenses under paragraphs (1) through (7) of subsection (a) of
Section 110-6.1, the hearing shall be held within 90 days of the person's motion for reconsideration of
pretrial release conditions.

(2) For persons charged with offenses under paragraph (8) of subsection (a) of Section 110-6.1,
the hearing shall be held within 60 days of the person's motion for reconsideration of pretrial release
conditions.

(3) For persons charged with all other offenses not listed in subsection (a) of Section 110-6.1,
the hearing shall be held within 7 days of the person's motion for reconsideration of pretrial release
conditions.

(c) Processing of previously deposited bail security. The provisions of this Section shall apply to all
monetary bonds, regardless of whether they were previously posted in cash or in the form of stocks, bonds,
or real estate.

(1) Once security has been deposited and a charge is pending or is thereafter filed in or
transferred to a court of competent jurisdiction, the latter court may continue the original security in
that court or modify the conditions of pretrial release subject to the provisions of Section 110-6.

(2) After conviction, the court may order that a previously deposited security stand pending
appeal, reconsider conditions of release, or deny release subject to the provisions of Section 110-6.2.

(3) After the entry of an order by the trial court granting or denying pretrial release pending
appeal, either party may apply to the reviewing court having jurisdiction or to a justice thereof sitting
in vacation for an order modifying the conditions of pretrial release or denying pretrial release subject
to the provisions of Section 110-6.2.

(4) When the conditions of the previously posted bail bond have been performed and the
accused has been discharged from all obligations in the cause, the clerk of the court shall return to the
accused or to the defendant's designee by an assignment executed at the time the bail amount is
deposited, unless the court orders otherwise, 90% of the sum which had been deposited and shall
retain as bail bond costs 10% of the amount deposited. However, in no event shall the amount retained
by the clerk as bail bond costs be less than $5.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, in counties with a population of 3,000,000 or more, in no event
shall the amount retained by the clerk as bail bond costs exceed $100. Bail bond deposited by or on
behalf of a defendant in one case may be used, in the court's discretion, to satisfy financial obligations
of that same defendant incurred in a different case due to a fine, court costs, restitution or fees of the
defendant's attorney of record. In counties with a population of 3,000,000 or more, the court shall not
order bail bond deposited by or on behalf of a defendant in one case to be used to satisfy financial
obligations of that same defendant in a different case until the bail bond is first used to satisfy court
costs and attorney's fees in the case in which the bail bond has been deposited and any other unpaid
child support obligations are satisfied.

In counties with a population of less than 3,000,000, the court shall not order bail bond
deposited by or on behalf of a defendant in one case to be used to satisfy financial obligations of that
same defendant in a different case until the bail bond is first used to satisfy court costs in the case in
which the bail bond has been deposited.

At the request of the defendant, the court may order such 90% of the defendant's bail deposit, or
whatever amount is repayable to the defendant from such deposit, to be paid to defendant's attorney of
record.

(5) If there is an alleged violation of the conditions of pretrial release in a matter in which the
defendant has previously deposited security, the court having jurisdiction shall follow the procedures
for revocation of pretrial release or sanctions set forth in Section 110-6. The previously deposited
security shall be returned to the defendant following the procedures of paragraph (4) of subsection (a)
of this Section once the defendant has been discharged from all obligations in the cause.

(6) If security was previously deposited for failure to appear in a matter involving enforcement
of child support or maintenance, the amount of the cash deposit on the bond, less outstanding costs,
may be awarded to the person or entity to whom the child support or maintenance is due.

(7) After a judgment for a fine and court costs or either is entered in the prosecution of a cause
in which a deposit of security was previously made, the balance of such deposit shall be applied to the
payment of the judgment.

Sec. 110-10. Conditions of bail bond.

(a) If a person is released prior to conviction, either upon payment of bail security or on his or her
own recognizance, the conditions of the bail bond shall be that he or she will:

(1) Appear to answer the charge in the court having jurisdiction on a day certain and thereafter
as ordered by the court until discharged or final order of the court;

(2) Submit himself or herself to the orders and process of the court;

(3) Not depart this State without leave of the court;

(4) Not violate any criminal statute of any jurisdiction;

(5) At a time and place designated by the court, surrender all firearms in his or her possession to
a law enforcement officer designated by the court to take custody of and impound the firearms and
physically surrender his or her Firearm Owner's Identification Card to the clerk of the circuit court
when the offense the person has been charged with is a forcible felony, stalking, aggravated stalking,
domestic battery, any violation of the Illinois Controlled Substances Act, the Methamphetamine
Control and Community Protection Act, or the Cannabis Control Act that is classified as a Class 2 or
greater felony, or any felony violation of Article 24 of the Criminal Code of 1961 or the Criminal
Code of 2012; the court may, however, forgo the imposition of this condition when the circumstances
of the case clearly do not warrant it or when its imposition would be impractical; if the Firearm
Owner's Identification Card is confiscated, the clerk of the circuit court shall mail the confiscated card
to the Illinois State Police; all legally possessed firearms shall be returned to the person upon the
charges being dismissed, or if the person is found not guilty, unless the finding of not guilty is by
reason of insanity; and

(6) At a time and place designated by the court, submit to a psychological evaluation when the
person has been charged with a violation of item (4) of subsection (a) of Section 24-1 of the Criminal
Code of 1961 or the Criminal Code of 2012 and that violation occurred in a school or in any
conveyance owned, leased, or contracted by a school to transport students to or from school or a
school-related activity, or on any public way within 1,000 feet of real property comprising any school.
Psychological evaluations ordered pursuant to this Section shall be completed promptly and made

available to the State, the defendant, and the court. As a further condition of bail under these circumstances,
the court shall order the defendant to refrain from entering upon the property of the school, including any
conveyance owned, leased, or contracted by a school to transport students to or from school or a
school-related activity, or on any public way within 1,000 feet of real property comprising any school. Upon
receipt of the psychological evaluation, either the State or the defendant may request a change in the
conditions of bail, pursuant to Section 110-6 of this Code. The court may change the conditions of bail to
include a requirement that the defendant follow the recommendations of the psychological evaluation,
including undergoing psychiatric treatment. The conclusions of the psychological evaluation and any
statements elicited from the defendant during its administration are not admissible as evidence of guilt
during the course of any trial on the charged offense, unless the defendant places his or her mental
competency in issue.

(b) The court may impose other conditions, such as the following, if the court finds that such
conditions are reasonably necessary to assure the defendant's appearance in court, protect the public from
the defendant, or prevent the defendant's unlawful interference with the orderly administration of justice:

(1) Report to or appear in person before such person or agency as the court may direct;

(2) Refrain from possessing a firearm or other dangerous weapon;

(3) Refrain from approaching or communicating with particular persons or classes of persons;

(4) Refrain from going to certain described geographical areas or premises;

(5) Refrain from engaging in certain activities or indulging in intoxicating liquors or in certain
drugs;

(6) Undergo treatment for drug addiction or alcoholism;

(7) Undergo medical or psychiatric treatment;

(8) Work or pursue a course of study or vocational training;

(9) Attend or reside in a facility designated by the court;
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(10) Support his or her dependents;

(14.1) The court shall impose upon a defendant who is charged with any alcohol, cannabis,
methamphetamine, or controlled substance violation and is placed under direct supervision of the
Pretrial Services Agency, Probation Department or Court Services Department in a pretrial bond home
supervision capacity with the use of an approved monitoring device, as a condition of such bail bond,
a fee that represents costs incidental to the electronic monitoring for each day of such bail supervision
ordered by the court, unless after determining the inability of the defendant to pay the fee, the court
assesses a lesser fee or no fee as the case may be. The fee shall be collected by the clerk of the circuit
court, except as provided in an administrative order of the Chief Judge of the circuit court. The clerk
of the circuit court shall pay all monies collected from this fee to the county treasurer for deposit in
the substance abuse services fund under Section 5-1086.1 of the Counties Code, except as provided in
an administrative order of the Chief Judge of the circuit court.

(c) When a person is charged with an offense under Section 11-1.20, 11-1.30, 11-1.40, 11-1.50,
11-1.60, 12-13, 12-14, 12-14.1, 12-15 or 12-16 of the Criminal Code of 1961 or the Criminal Code of 2012,
involving a victim who is a minor under 18 years of age living in the same household with the defendant at
the time of the offense, in granting bail or releasing the defendant on his own recognizance, the judge shall
impose conditions to restrict the defendant's access to the victim which may include, but are not limited to
conditions that he will:

(4) Not violate any criminal statute of any jurisdiction;
(5) At a time and place designated by the court, surrender all firearms in his or her possession to
a law enforcement officer designated by the court to take custody of and impound the firearms and
physically surrender his or her Firearm Owner's Identification Card to the clerk of the circuit court
when the offense the person has been charged with is a forcible felony, stalking, aggravated stalking,
domestic battery, any violation of the Illinois Controlled Substances Act, the Methamphetamine
Control and Community Protection Act, or the Cannabis Control Act that is classified as a Class 2 or
greater felony, or any felony violation of Article 24 of the Criminal Code of 1961 or the Criminal
Code of 2012; the court may, however, forgo the imposition of this condition when the circumstances
of the case clearly do not warrant it or when its imposition would be impractical; if the Firearm
Owner's Identification Card is confiscated, the clerk of the circuit court shall mail the confiscated card
to the Illinois State Police; all legally possessed firearms shall be returned to the person upon the
charges being dismissed, or if the person is found not guilty, unless the finding of not guilty is by
reason of insanity; and

(a) Whenever under either Section 113-3 of this Code or Rule 607 of the Illinois Supreme Court the
court appoints counsel to represent a defendant, the court may order the defendant to pay to the Clerk of the
Circuit Court a reasonable sum to reimburse either the county or the State for such representation. In a
hearing to determine the amount of the payment, the court shall consider the affidavit prepared by the
defendant under Section 113-3 of this Code and any other information pertaining to the defendant's financial
circumstances which may be submitted by the parties. Such hearing shall be conducted on the court's own
motion or on motion of the prosecutor State's-Atterney at any time after the appointment of counsel but no
later than 90 days after the entry of a final order disposing of the case at the trial level.

(b) Any sum ordered paid under this Section may not exceed $500 for a defendant charged with a
misdemeanor, $5,000 for a defendant charged with a felony, or $2,500 for a defendant who is appealing a
conviction of any class offense.

(c) The method of any payment required under this Section shall be as specified by the Court. The
court may order that payments be made on a monthly basis during the term of representation; however, the

sum deposrted as money bond shall not be used to satrsfy thrs court order Aﬁy—sum—depesﬁed—as—meﬂey

ed-a-men an h ase: At any time prior to full
payment of any payment order the court on its own motion or the motion of any party may reduce, increase,
or suspend the ordered payment, or modify the method of payment, as the interest of fairness may require.
No increase, suspension, or reduction may be ordered without a hearing and notice to all parties.

(d) The Supreme Court or the circuit courts may provide by rule for procedures for the enforcement of
orders entered under this Section. Such rules may provide for the assessment of all costs, including
attorneys' fees which are required for the enforcement of orders entered under this Section when the court in
an enforcement proceeding has first found that the defendant has willfully refused to pay.

Court to pay to the State Treasurer all of the sum paid.

(f) The Clerk of the Circuit Court shall retain all funds under this Section paid for the reimbursement
of the county, and shall inform the court when no balance remains due on an order entered hereunder. The
Clerk of the Circuit Court shall make payments of funds collected under this Section to the County
Treasurer in whatever manner and at whatever point as the court may direct, including payments made on a
monthly basis during the term of representation.

(a) "Crime victim" or "victim" means: (1) any natural person determined by the prosecutor or the
court to have suffered direct physical or psychological harm as a result of a violent crime perpetrated or
attempted against that person or direct physical or psychological harm as a result of (i) a violation of Section
11-501 of the Illinois Vehicle Code or similar provision of a local ordinance or (ii) a violation of Section 9-3
of the Criminal Code of 1961 or the Criminal Code of 2012; (2) in the case of a crime victim who is under
18 years of age or an adult victim who is incompetent or incapacitated, both parents, legal guardians, foster
parents, or a single adult representative; (3) in the case of an adult deceased victim, 2 representatives who
may be the spouse, parent, child or sibling of the victim, or the representative of the victim's estate; and (4)
an immediate family member of a victim under clause (1) of this paragraph (a) chosen by the victim. If the
victim is 18 years of age or over, the victim may choose any person to be the victim's representative. In no
event shall the defendant or any person who aided and abetted in the commission of the crime be considered
a victim, a crime victim, or a representative of the victim.

A board, agency, or other governmental entity making decisions regarding an offender's release,
sentence reduction, or clemency can determine additional persons are victims for the purpose of its
proceedings.

(a-3) "Advocate" means a person whose communications with the victim are privileged under Section
8-802.1 or 8-802.2 of the Code of Civil Procedure, or Section 227 of the Illinois Domestic Violence Act of
1986.

(a-5) "Confer" means to consult together, share information, compare opinions and carry on a
discussion or deliberation.

(a-7) "Sentence" includes, but is not limited to, the imposition of sentence, a request for a reduction in
sentence, parole, mandatory supervised release, aftercare release, early release, inpatient treatment,
outpatient treatment, conditional release after a finding that the defendant is not guilty by reason of insanity,
clemency, or a proposal that would reduce the defendant's sentence or result in the defendant's release.
"Early release" refers to a discretionary release.

(a-9) "Sentencing" includes, but is not limited to, the imposition of sentence and a request for a
reduction in sentence, parole, mandatory supervised release, aftercare release, early release, consideration of
inpatient treatment or outpatient treatment, or conditional release after a finding that the defendant is not
guilty by reason of insanity.

(a-10) "Status hearing" means a hearing designed to provide information to the court, at which no
motion of a substantive nature and no constitutional or statutory right of a crime victim is implicated or at
issue.

(b) "Witness" means: any person who personally observed the commission of a crime and who will
testify on behalf of the State of Illinois; or a person who will be called by the prosecution to give testimony
establishing a necessary nexus between the offender and the violent crime.

(c) "Violent crime" means: (1) any felony in which force or threat of force was used against the
victim; (2) any offense involving sexual exploitation, sexual conduct, or sexual penetration; (3) a violation
of Section 11-20.1, 11-20.1B, 11-20.3, 11-23, or 11-23.5 of the Criminal Code of 1961 or the Criminal Code
of 2012; (4) domestic battery or stalking; (5) violation of an order of protection, a civil no contact order, or a
stalking no contact order; (6) any misdemeanor which results in death or great bodily harm to the victim; or
(7) any violation of Section 9-3 of the Criminal Code of 1961 or the Criminal Code of 2012, or Section
11-501 of the Illinois Vehicle Code, or a similar provision of a local ordinance, if the violation resulted in
personal injury or death.

(e) Consecutive terms; subsequent non-Illinois term. If an Illinois court has imposed a sentence of
imprisonment on a defendant and the defendant is subsequently sentenced to a term of imprisonment by a
court of another state or a federal court, then the Illinois sentence shall run consecutively to the sentence
imposed by the court of the other state or the federal court. That same Illinois court, however, may order that
the Illinois sentence run concurrently with the sentence imposed by the court of the other state or the federal
court, but only if the defendant applies to that same Illinois court within 30 days after the sentence imposed
by the court of the other state or the federal court is finalized.

(A) The participant may be instructed to remain within the interior premises or within the
property boundaries of his or her residence at all times during the hours designated by the supervising
authority. Such instances of approved absences from the home shall include, but are not limited to, the
following:

(1) working or employment approved by the court or traveling to or from approved
employment;

(2) unemployed and seeking employment approved for the participant by the court;

(3) undergoing medical, psychiatric, mental health treatment, counseling, or other
treatment programs approved for the participant by the court;

(4) attending an educational institution or a program approved for the participant by the
court;

(5) attending a regularly scheduled religious service at a place of worship;

(6) participating in community work release or community service programs approved for
the participant by the supervising authority;

(7) for another compelling reason consistent with the public interest, as approved by the
supervising authority; or

(8) purchasing groceries, food, or other basic necessities.

(A-1) At a minimum, any person ordered to pretrial home confinement with or without
electronic monitoring must be provided with movement spread out over no fewer than two days per
week, to participate in basic activities such as those listed in paragraph (A). In this subdivision (A-1),
"days" means a reasonable time period during a calendar day, as outlined by the court in the order
placing the person on home confinement.

(B) The participant shall admit any person or agent designated by the supervising authority into
his or her residence at any time for purposes of verifying the participant's compliance with the
conditions of his or her detention.

(C) The participant shall make the necessary arrangements to allow for any person or agent
designated by the supervising authority to visit the participant's place of education or employment at
any time, based upon the approval of the educational institution employer or both, for the purpose of
verifying the participant's compliance with the conditions of his or her detention.
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(D) The participant shall acknowledge and participate with the approved electronic monitoring
device as designated by the supervising authority at any time for the purpose of verifying the
participant's compliance with the conditions of his or her detention.

(E) The participant shall maintain the following:

(1) access to a working telephone;

(2) a monitoring device in the participant's home, or on the participant's person, or both;
and

(3) a monitoring device in the participant's home and on the participant's person in the
absence of a telephone.

(F) The participant shall obtain approval from the supervising authority before the participant
changes residence or the schedule described in subsection (A) of this Section. Such approval shall not
be unreasonably withheld.

(G) The participant shall not commit another crime during the period of home detention ordered
by the Court.

(H) Notice to the participant that violation of the order for home detention may subject the
participant to prosecution for the crime of escape as described in Section 5-8A-4.1.

(I) The participant shall abide by other conditions as set by the supervising authority.

(J) This Section takes effect January 1, 2022.

AMENDMENT NO. 2 TO SENATE BILL 1698
AMENDMENT NO. 2 . Amend Senate Bill 1698 by replacing everything after the enacting clause
with the following:

"Section 5. The Unemployment Insurance Act is amended by changing Sections 235, 401, 403,
1400.1, 1505, 1506.6, and 2101.1 as follows:

(820 ILCS 405/235) (from Ch. 48, par. 345)

Sec. 235.

(I) If and only if funds from the State treasury are not appropriated on or before January 31, 2023 that
are dedicated to pay all outstanding advances made to the State's account in the Unemployment Trust Fund
pursuant to Title XII of the federal Social Security Act, then this Part (I) is inoperative retroactive to January
1,2023.

The term "wages" does not include:

A. With respect to calendar years prior to calendar year 2023, the maximum amount includable as
"wages" shall be determined pursuant to this Section as in effect prior to the effective date of this
amendatory Act of the 102nd General Assembly.

With respect to the calendar year 2023, the term "wages" shall include only the remuneration paid to
an individual by an employer during that period with respect to employment which does not exceed
$13,271.

With respect to the calendar year 2024, the term "wages" shall include only the remuneration paid to
an individual by an employer during that period with respect to employment which does not exceed
$13,590.

With respect to the calendar year 2025, the term "wages" shall include only the remuneration paid to
an individual by an employer during that period with respect to employment which does not exceed
$13,916.

With respect to the calendar year 2026, the term "wages" shall include only the remuneration paid to
an individual by an employer during that period with respect to employment which does not exceed
$14,250.

With respect to the calendar year 2027, and each calendar year thereafter, the term "wages" shall
include only the remuneration paid to an individual by an employer during that period with respect to
employment which does not exceed $14,592.

The remuneration paid to an individual by an employer with respect to employment in another State
or States, upon which contributions were required of such employer under an unemployment compensation
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law of such other State or States, shall be included as a part of the remuneration herein referred to. For the
purposes of this subsection, any employing unit which succeeds to the organization, trade, or business, or to
substantially all of the assets of another employing unit, or to the organization, trade, or business, or to
substantially all of the assets of a distinct severable portion of another employing unit, shall be treated as a
single unit with its predecessor for the calendar year in which such succession occurs; any employing unit
which is owned or controlled by the same interests which own or control another employing unit shall be
treated as a single unit with the unit so owned or controlled by such interests for any calendar year
throughout which such ownership or control exists; and, with respect to any trade or business transfer
subject to subsection A of Section 1507.1, a transferee, as defined in subsection G of Section 1507.1, shall
be treated as a single unit with the transferor, as defined in subsection G of Section 1507.1, for the calendar
year in which the transfer occurs. This subsection applies only to Sections 1400, 1405A, and 1500.

B. The amount of any payment (including any amount paid by an employer for insurance or annuities,
or into a fund, to provide for any such payment), made to, or on behalf of, an individual or any of his
dependents under a plan or system established by an employer which makes provision generally for
individuals performing services for him (or for such individuals generally and their dependents) or for a
class or classes of such individuals (or for a class or classes of such individuals and their dependents), on
account of (1) sickness or accident disability (except those sickness or accident disability payments which
would be includable as "wages" in Section 3306(b)(2)(A) of the Federal Internal Revenue Code of 1954, in
effect on January 1, 1985, such includable payments to be attributable in such manner as provided by
Section 3306(b) of the Federal Internal Revenue Code of 1954, in effect on January 1, 1985), or (2) medical
or hospitalization expenses in connection with sickness or accident disability, or (3) death.

C. Any payment made to, or on behalf of, an employee or his beneficiary which would be excluded
from "wages" by subparagraph (A), (B), (C), (D), (E), (F) or (G), of Section 3306(b)(5) of the Federal
Internal Revenue Code of 1954, in effect on January 1, 1985.

D. The amount of any payment on account of sickness or accident disability, or medical or
hospitalization expenses in connection with sickness or accident disability, made by an employer to, or on
behalf of, an individual performing services for him after the expiration of six calendar months following
the last calendar month in which the individual performed services for such employer.

E. Remuneration paid in any medium other than cash by an employing unit to an individual for
service in agricultural labor as defined in Section 214.

F. The amount of any supplemental payment made by an employer to an individual performing
services for him, other than remuneration for services performed, under a shared work plan approved by the
Director pursuant to Section 407.1.

(II) This Part (II) becomes operative if and only if funds from the State treasury are not appropriated
on or before January 31, 2023 that are dedicated to pay all outstanding advances made to the State's account
in the Unemployment Trust Fund pursuant to Title XII of the federal Social Security Act. If this Part (II)
becomes operative, it is operative retroactive to January 1, 2023.

The term "wages" does not include:

A. With respect to calendar years prior to calendar year 2004, the maximum amount includable as
"wages" shall be determined pursuant to this Section as in effect on January 1, 2006.

With respect to the calendar year 2004, the term "wages" shall include only the remuneration paid to
an individual by an employer during that period with respect to employment which does not exceed $9,800.
With respect to the calendar years 2005 through 2009, the term "wages" shall include only the remuneration
paid to an individual by an employer during that period with respect to employment which does not exceed
the following amounts: $10,500 with respect to the calendar year 2005; $11,000 with respect to the calendar
year 2006; $11,500 with respect to the calendar year 2007; $12,000 with respect to the calendar year 2008;
and $12,300 with respect to the calendar year 2009.

With respect to the calendar years 2010, 2011, 2020, and each calendar year thereafter, the term
"wages" shall include only the remuneration paid to an individual by an employer during that period with
respect to employment which does not exceed the sum of the wage base adjustment applicable to that year
pursuant to Section 1400.1, plus the maximum amount includable as "wages" pursuant to this subsection
with respect to the immediately preceding calendar year. With respect to calendar year 2012, to offset the
loss of revenue to the State's account in the unemployment trust fund with respect to the first quarter of
calendar year 2011 as a result of Section 1506.5 and the changes made by this amendatory Act of the 97th
General Assembly to Section 1506.3, the term "wages" shall include only the remuneration paid to an
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individual by an employer during that period with respect to employment which does not exceed $13,560.
Except as otherwise provided in subsection A-1, with respect to calendar year 2013, the term "wages" shall
include only the remuneration paid to an individual by an employer during that period with respect to
employment which does not exceed $12,900. With respect to the calendar years 2014 through 2019, the
term "wages" shall include only the remuneration paid to an individual by an employer during that period
with respect to employment which does not exceed $12,960. Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary,
the maximum amount includable as "wages" pursuant to this Section shall not be less than $12,300 or
greater than $12,960 with respect to any calendar year after calendar year 2009 except calendar year 2012
and except as otherwise provided in subsection A-1.

Sec. 401. Weekly Benefit Amount - Dependents' Allowances.

(D) If and only if funds from the State treasury are not appropriated on or before January 31, 2023 that
are dedicated to pay all outstanding advances made to the State's account in the Unemployment Trust Fund
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pursuant to Title XII of the federal Social Security Act, then this Part (I) is inoperative retroactive to January
1,2023.

A. With respect to any week beginning in a benefit year beginning prior to January 4, 2004, an
individual's weekly benefit amount shall be an amount equal to the weekly benefit amount as defined in the
provisions of this Act as amended and in effect on November 18, 2011.

B. 1. With respect to any benefit year beginning on or after January 4, 2004 and before January 6,
2008, an individual's weekly benefit amount shall be 48% of his or her prior average weekly wage, rounded
(if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar; provided, however, that the weekly benefit
amount cannot exceed the maximum weekly benefit amount and cannot be less than $51. Except as
otherwise provided in this Section, with respect to any benefit year beginning on or after January 6, 2008, an
individual's weekly benefit amount shall be 47% of his or her prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not
already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar; provided, however, that the weekly benefit
amount cannot exceed the maximum weekly benefit amount and cannot be less than $51. With respect to
any benefit year beginning on or after January 1, 2025 2023 and before January 1, 2026 2624, an
individual's weekly benefit amount shall be 40.6% 42-4% of his or her prior average weekly wage, rounded
(if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar; provided, however, that the weekly benefit
amount cannot exceed the maximum weekly benefit amount and cannot be less than $51.

2. For the purposes of this subsection:

An individual's "prior average weekly wage" means the total wages for insured work paid to that
individual during the 2 calendar quarters of his base period in which such total wages were highest, divided
by 26. If the quotient is not already a multiple of one dollar, it shall be rounded to the nearest dollar;
however if the quotient is equally near 2 multiples of one dollar, it shall be rounded to the higher multiple of
one dollar.

"Determination date" means June 1 and December 1 of each calendar year except that, for the
purposes of this Act only, there shall be no June 1 determination date in any year.

"Determination period" means, with respect to each June 1 determination date, the 12 consecutive
calendar months ending on the immediately preceding December 31 and, with respect to each December 1
determination date, the 12 consecutive calendar months ending on the immediately preceding June 30.

"Benefit period" means the 12 consecutive calendar month period beginning on the first day of the
first calendar month immediately following a determination date, except that, with respect to any calendar
year in which there is a June 1 determination date, "benefit period" shall mean the 6 consecutive calendar
month period beginning on the first day of the first calendar month immediately following the preceding
December 1 determination date and the 6 consecutive calendar month period beginning on the first day of
the first calendar month immediately following the June 1 determination date.

"Gross wages" means all the wages paid to individuals during the determination period immediately
preceding a determination date for insured work, and reported to the Director by employers prior to the first
day of the third calendar month preceding that date.

"Covered employment" for any calendar month means the total number of individuals, as determined
by the Director, engaged in insured work at mid-month.

"Average monthly covered employment" means one-twelfth of the sum of the covered employment
for the 12 months of a determination period.

"Statewide average annual wage" means the quotient, obtained by dividing gross wages by average
monthly covered employment for the same determination period, rounded (if not already a multiple of one
cent) to the nearest cent.

"Statewide average weekly wage" means the quotient, obtained by dividing the statewide average
annual wage by 52, rounded (if not already a multiple of one cent) to the nearest cent. Notwithstanding any
provision of this Section to the contrary, the statewide average weekly wage for any benefit period prior to
calendar year 2012 shall be as determined by the provisions of this Act as amended and in effect on
November 18, 2011. Notwithstanding any provisions of this Section to the contrary, the statewide average
weekly wage for the benefit period of calendar year 2012 shall be $856.55 and for each calendar year
thereafter, the statewide average weekly wage shall be the statewide average weekly wage, as determined in
accordance with this sentence, for the immediately preceding benefit period plus (or minus) an amount
equal to the percentage change in the statewide average weekly wage, as computed in accordance with the
first sentence of this paragraph, between the 2 immediately preceding benefit periods, multiplied by the
statewide average weekly wage, as determined in accordance with this sentence, for the immediately
preceding benefit period. However, for purposes of the Workers' Compensation Act, the statewide average
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weekly wage will be computed using June 1 and December 1 determination dates of each calendar year and
such determination shall not be subject to the limitation of the statewide average weekly wage as computed
in accordance with the preceding sentence of this paragraph.

With respect to any week beginning in a benefit year beginning prior to January 4, 2004, "maximum
weekly benefit amount" with respect to each week beginning within a benefit period shall be as defined in
the provisions of this Act as amended and in effect on November 18, 2011.

With respect to any benefit year beginning on or after January 4, 2004 and before January 6, 2008,
"maximum weekly benefit amount" with respect to each week beginning within a benefit period means 48%
of the statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher
dollar.

Except as otherwise provided in this Section, with respect to any benefit year beginning on or after
January 6, 2008, "maximum weekly benefit amount" with respect to each week beginning within a benefit
period means 47% of the statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar)
to the next higher dollar.

With respect to any benefit year beginning on or after January 1, 2025 2023 and before January 1,
2026 2624, "maximum weekly benefit amount" with respect to each week beginning within a benefit period
means 40.6% 424% of the statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar)
to the next higher dollar.

C. With respect to any week beginning in a benefit year beginning prior to January 4, 2004, an
individual's eligibility for a dependent allowance with respect to a nonworking spouse or one or more
dependent children shall be as defined by the provisions of this Act as amended and in effect on November
18,2011.

With respect to any benefit year beginning on or after January 4, 2004 and before January 6, 2008, an
individual to whom benefits are payable with respect to any week shall, in addition to those benefits, be
paid, with respect to such week, as follows: in the case of an individual with a nonworking spouse, 9% of
his or her prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher
dollar, provided, that the total amount payable to the individual with respect to a week shall not exceed 57%
of the statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher
dollar; and in the case of an individual with a dependent child or dependent children, 17.2% of his or her
prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar,
provided that the total amount payable to the individual with respect to a week shall not exceed 65.2% of the
statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar.

With respect to any benefit year beginning on or after January 6, 2008 and before January 1, 2010, an
individual to whom benefits are payable with respect to any week shall, in addition to those benefits, be
paid, with respect to such week, as follows: in the case of an individual with a nonworking spouse, 9% of
his or her prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher
dollar, provided, that the total amount payable to the individual with respect to a week shall not exceed 56%
of the statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher
dollar; and in the case of an individual with a dependent child or dependent children, 18.2% of his or her
prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar,
provided that the total amount payable to the individual with respect to a week shall not exceed 65.2% of the
statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar.

The additional amount paid pursuant to this subsection in the case of an individual with a dependent
child or dependent children shall be referred to as the "dependent child allowance", and the percentage rate
by which an individual's prior average weekly wage is multiplied pursuant to this subsection to calculate the
dependent child allowance shall be referred to as the "dependent child allowance rate".

Except as otherwise provided in this Section, with respect to any benefit year beginning on or after
January 1, 2010, an individual to whom benefits are payable with respect to any week shall, in addition to
those benefits, be paid, with respect to such week, as follows: in the case of an individual with a nonworking
spouse, the greater of (i) 9% of his or her prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of
one dollar) to the next higher dollar, or (ii) $15, provided that the total amount payable to the individual with
respect to a week shall not exceed 56% of the statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a
multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar; and in the case of an individual with a dependent child or
dependent children, the greater of (i) the product of the dependent child allowance rate multiplied by his or
her prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar, or
(ii) the lesser of $50 or 50% of his or her weekly benefit amount, rounded (if not already a multiple of one
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dollar) to the next higher dollar, provided that the total amount payable to the individual with respect to a
week shall not exceed the product of the statewide average weekly wage multiplied by the sum of 47% plus
the dependent child allowance rate, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher
dollar.

With respect to any benefit year beginning on or after January 1, 2025 2023 and before January 1,
2026 2024, an individual to whom benefits are payable with respect to any week shall, in addition to those
benefits, be paid, with respect to such week, as follows: in the case of an individual with a nonworking
spouse, the greater of (i) 9% of his or her prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of
one dollar) to the next higher dollar, or (ii) $15, provided that the total amount payable to the individual with
respect to a week shall not exceed 49.6% 5+4% of the statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not
already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar; and in the case of an individual with a dependent
child or dependent children, the greater of (i) the product of the dependent child allowance rate multiplied
by his or her prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher
dollar, or (ii) the lesser of $50 or 50% of his or her weekly benefit amount, rounded (if not already a
multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar, provided that the total amount payable to the individual
with respect to a week shall not exceed the product of the statewide average weekly wage multiplied by the
sum of 40.6% 42:4% plus the dependent child allowance rate, rounded (if not already a multiple of one
dollar) to the next higher dollar.

With respect to each benefit year beginning after calendar year 2012, the dependent child allowance
rate shall be the sum of the allowance adjustment applicable pursuant to Section 1400.1 to the calendar year
in which the benefit year begins, plus the dependent child allowance rate with respect to each benefit year
beginning in the immediately preceding calendar year, except as otherwise provided in this subsection. The
dependent child allowance rate with respect to each benefit year beginning in calendar year 2010 shall be
17.9%. The dependent child allowance rate with respect to each benefit year beginning in calendar year
2011 shall be 17.4%. The dependent child allowance rate with respect to each benefit year beginning in
calendar year 2012 shall be 17.0% and, with respect to each benefit year beginning after calendar year 2012,
shall not be less than 17.0% or greater than 17.9%.

For the purposes of this subsection:

"Dependent" means a child or a nonworking spouse.

"Child" means a natural child, stepchild, or adopted child of an individual claiming benefits under this
Act or a child who is in the custody of any such individual by court order, for whom the individual is
supplying and, for at least 90 consecutive days (or for the duration of the parental relationship if it has
existed for less than 90 days) immediately preceding any week with respect to which the individual has filed
a claim, has supplied more than one-half the cost of support, or has supplied at least 1/4 of the cost of
support if the individual and the other parent, together, are supplying and, during the aforesaid period, have
supplied more than one-half the cost of support, and are, and were during the aforesaid period, members of
the same household; and who, on the first day of such week (a) is under 18 years of age, or (b) is, and has
been during the immediately preceding 90 days, unable to work because of illness or other disability:
provided, that no person who has been determined to be a child of an individual who has been allowed
benefits with respect to a week in the individual's benefit year shall be deemed to be a child of the other
parent, and no other person shall be determined to be a child of such other parent, during the remainder of
that benefit year.

(II) This Part (II) becomes operative if and only if funds from the State treasury are not appropriated
on or before January 31, 2023 that are dedicated to pay all outstanding advances made to the State's account
in the Unemployment Trust Fund pursuant to Title XII of the federal Social Security Act. If this Part (II)
becomes operative, it is operative retroactive to January 1, 2023.
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A. With respect to any week beginning in a benefit year beginning prior to January 4, 2004, an
individual's weekly benefit amount shall be an amount equal to the weekly benefit amount as defined in the
provisions of this Act as amended and in effect on November 18, 2011.

With respect to
any benefit year beginning on or after January 1, 2024 and before January 1, 2025, an individual's weekly
benefit amount shall be 40.6% of his or her prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of
one dollar) to the next higher dollar; provided, however, that the weekly benefit amount cannot exceed the
maximum weekly benefit amount and cannot be less than $51.

2. For the purposes of this subsection:

An individual's "prior average weekly wage" means the total wages for insured work paid to that
individual during the 2 calendar quarters of his base period in which such total wages were highest, divided
by 26. If the quotient is not already a multiple of one dollar, it shall be rounded to the nearest dollar;

"Gross wages" means all the wages paid to individuals during the determination period immediately
preceding a determination date for insured work, and reported to the Director by employers prior to the first
day of the third calendar month preceding that date.

"Covered employment" for any calendar month means the total number of individuals, as determined
by the Director, engaged in insured work at mid-month.

"Average monthly covered employment" means one-twelfth of the sum of the covered employment
for the 12 months of a determination period.

"Statewide average annual wage" means the quotient, obtained by dividing gross wages by average
monthly covered employment for the same determination period, rounded (if not already a multiple of one
cent) to the nearest cent.

"Statewide average weekly wage" means the quotient, obtained by dividing the statewide average
annual wage by 52, rounded (if not already a multiple of one cent) to the nearest cent. Notwithstanding any
provision of this Section to the contrary, the statewide average weekly wage for any benefit period prior to
calendar year 2012 shall be as determined by the provisions of this Act as amended and in effect on
November 18, 2011. Notwithstanding any provisions of this Section to the contrary, the statewide average
weekly wage for the benefit period of calendar year 2012 shall be $856.55 and for each calendar year
thereafter, the statewide average weekly wage shall be the statewide average weekly wage, as determined in
accordance with this sentence, for the immediately preceding benefit period plus (or minus) an amount
equal to the percentage change in the statewide average weekly wage, as computed in accordance with the
first sentence of this paragraph, between the 2 immediately preceding benefit periods, multiplied by the
statewide average weekly wage, as determined in accordance with this sentence, for the immediately
preceding benefit period. However, for purposes of the Workers' Compensation Act, the statewide average
weekly wage will be computed using June 1 and December 1 determination dates of each calendar year and
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such determination shall not be subject to the limitation of the statewide average weekly wage as computed
in accordance with the preceding sentence of this paragraph.

With respect to any week beginning in a benefit year beginning prior to January 4, 2004, "maximum
weekly benefit amount" with respect to each week beginning within a benefit period shall be as defined in
the provisions of this Act as amended and in effect on November 18, 2011.

With respect to any benefit year beginning on or after January 4, 2004 and before January 6, 2008,
"maximum weekly benefit amount" with respect to each week beginning within a benefit period means 48%
of the statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher
dollar.

Except as otherwise provided in this Section, with respect to any benefit year beginning on or after
January 6, 2008, "maximum weekly benefit amount" with respect to each week beginning within a benefit
period means 47% of the statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar)
to the next higher dollar.

With respect to any benefit year beginning on or after January 1, 2024 and before January 1, 2025,
"maximum weekly benefit amount" with respect to each week beginning within a benefit period means
40.6% of the statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next
higher dollar.

C. With respect to any week beginning in a benefit year beginning prior to January 4, 2004, an
individual's eligibility for a dependent allowance with respect to a nonworking spouse or one or more
dependent children shall be as defined by the provisions of this Act as amended and in effect on November
18, 2011.

With respect to any benefit year beginning on or after January 6, 2008 and before January 1, 2010, an
individual to whom benefits are payable with respect to any week shall, in addition to those benefits, be
paid, with respect to such week, as follows: in the case of an individual with a nonworking spouse, 9% of
his or her prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher
dollar, provided, that the total amount payable to the individual with respect to a week shall not exceed 56%
of the statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher
dollar; and in the case of an individual with a dependent child or dependent children, 18.2% of his or her
prior average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar,
provided that the total amount payable to the individual with respect to a week shall not exceed 65.2% of the
statewide average weekly wage, rounded (if not already a multiple of one dollar) to the next higher dollar.

With respect to each benefit year beginning after calendar year 2012, the dependent child allowance
rate shall be the sum of the allowance adjustment applicable pursuant to Section 1400.1 to the calendar year
in which the benefit year begins, plus the dependent child allowance rate with respect to each benefit year
beginning in the immediately preceding calendar year, except as otherwise provided in this subsection. The
dependent child allowance rate with respect to each benefit year beginning in calendar year 2010 shall be
17.9%. The dependent child allowance rate with respect to each benefit year beginning in calendar year
2011 shall be 17.4%. The dependent child allowance rate with respect to each benefit year beginning in
calendar year 2012 shall be 17.0% and, with respect to each benefit year beginning after calendar year 2012,
shall not be less than 17.0% or greater than 17.9%.

A. For calendar years prior to 1988, the state experience factor shall be adjusted in accordance with
the provisions of this Act as amended and in effect on November 18, 2011.

B. (Blank).

C. For calendar year 1988 and each calendar year thereafter, for which the state experience factor is
being determined.

1. For every $50,000,000 (or fraction thereof) by which the adjusted trust fund balance falls
below the target balance set forth in this subsection, the state experience factor for the succeeding year
shall be increased one percent absolute.
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For every $50,000,000 (or fraction thereof) by which the adjusted trust fund balance exceeds
the target balance set forth in this subsection, the state experience factor for the succeeding year shall
be decreased by one percent absolute.

The target balance in each calendar year prior to 2003 is $750,000,000. The target balance in
calendar year 2003 is $920,000,000. The target balance in calendar year 2004 is $960,000,000. The
target balance in calendar year 2005 and each calendar year through 2022 thereafter is
$1,000,000,000. The target balance in calendar year 2023 and each calendar year thereafter is
$1,750,000,000.

2. For the purposes of this subsection:

"Net trust fund balance" is the amount standing to the credit of this State's account in the
unemployment trust fund as of June 30 of the calendar year immediately preceding the year for which
a state experience factor is being determined.

"Adjusted trust fund balance" is the net trust fund balance minus the sum of the benefit reserves
for fund building for July 1, 1987 through June 30 of the year prior to the year for which the state
experience factor is being determined. The adjusted trust fund balance shall not be less than zero. If
the preceding calculation results in a number which is less than zero, the amount by which it is less
than zero shall reduce the sum of the benefit reserves for fund building for subsequent years.

For the purpose of determining the state experience factor for 1989 and for each calendar year
thereafter, the following "benefit reserves for fund building" shall apply for each state experience
factor calculation in which that 12 month period is applicable:

a. For the 12 month period ending on June 30, 1988, the "benefit reserve for fund

building" shall be 8/104th of the total benefits paid from January 1, 1988 through June 30,

1988.

b. For the 12 month period ending on June 30, 1989, the "benefit reserve for fund
building" shall be the sum of:
i. 8/104ths of the total benefits paid from July 1, 1988 through December 31, 1988,

plus
ii. 4/108ths of the total benefits paid from January 1, 1989 through June 30, 1989.

c. For the 12 month period ending on June 30, 1990, the "benefit reserve for fund
building" shall be 4/108ths of the total benefits paid from July 1, 1989 through December 31,

4. Shall not be increased by more than 15% absolute for calendar year 1993, by more than 14%

5. Shall be 100% for calendar years 1996, 1997, and 1998.

D-1. The adjusted state experience factor for each of calendar years 2013 through 2015 shall be
increased by 5% absolute above the adjusted state experience factor as calculated without regard to this
subsection. The adjusted state experience factor for each of calendar years 2016 through 2018 shall be
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increased by 6% absolute above the adjusted state experience factor as calculated without regard to this
subsection. The increase in the adjusted state experience factor for calendar year 2018 pursuant to this
subsection shall not be counted for purposes of applying paragraph 3 or 4 of subsection D to the calculation
of the adjusted state experience factor for calendar year 2019.

D-2. (Blank).

D-3. The adjusted state experience factor for calendar year 2025 2023 shall be increased by 20% +6%
absolute above the adjusted state experience factor as calculated without regard to this subsection. The
increase in the adjusted state experience factor for calendar year 2025 2023 pursuant to this subsection shall
not be counted for purposes of applying paragraph 3 or 4 of subsection D to the calculation of the adjusted
state experience factor for calendar year 2026 2624.

D-4. If and only if an appropriation as set forth in Section 2101.1B is made, the adjusted state
experience factor for calendar years beginning in 2024 shall be increased by 3% absolute above the adjusted
state experience factor as calculated without regard to this subsection or subsection D-3. The increase in the
state experience factor provided for in this subsection shall not be counted for purposes of applying
paragraph 3 or 4 of subsection D to the calculation of the adjusted state experience factor for the following
calendar year. This subsection shall cease to be operative beginning January 1 of the calendar year following
the calendar year in which the total amount of the transfers of funds provided for in Section 2101.1B equals
the total amount of the appropriation.

E. The amount standing to the credit of this State's account in the unemployment trust fund as of June
30 shall be deemed to include as part thereof (a) any amount receivable on that date from any Federal
governmental agency, or as a payment in lieu of contributions under the provisions of Sections 1403 and
1405 B and paragraph 2 of Section 302C, in reimbursement of benefits paid to individuals, and (b) amounts
credited by the Secretary of the Treasury of the United States to this State's account in the unemployment
trust fund pursuant to Section 903 of the Federal Social Security Act, as amended, including any such
amounts which have been appropriated by the General Assembly in accordance with the provisions of
Section 2100 B for expenses of administration, except any amounts which have been obligated on or before
that date pursuant to such appropriation.

(II) This Part (II) becomes operative if and only if funds from the State treasury are not appropriated
on or before January 31, 2023 that are dedicated to pay all outstanding advances made to the State's account
in the Unemployment Trust Fund pursuant to Title XII of the federal Social Security Act. If this Part (II)
becomes operative, it is operative retroactive to January 1, 2023.

The state experience factor shall be adjusted in accordance with the following provisions:

A. For calendar years prior to 1988, the state experience factor shall be adjusted in accordance with
the provisions of this Act as amended and in effect on November 18, 2011.

B. (Blank).

C. For calendar year 1988 and each calendar year thereafter, for which the state experience factor is
being determined.

1. For every $50,000,000 (or fraction thereof) by which the adjusted trust fund balance falls
below the target balance set forth in this subsection, the state experience factor for the succeeding year
shall be increased one percent absolute.

For every $50,000,000 (or fraction thereof) by which the adjusted trust fund balance exceeds
the target balance set forth in this subsection, the state experience factor for the succeeding year shall
be decreased by one percent absolute.

The target balance in each calendar year prior to 2003 is $750,000,000. The target balance in
calendar year 2003 is $920,000,000. The target balance in calendar year 2004 is $960,000,000. The
target balance in calendar year 2005 and each calendar year thereafter is $1,000,000,000.

2. For the purposes of this subsection:

"Net trust fund balance" is the amount standing to the credit of this State's account in the
unemployment trust fund as of June 30 of the calendar year immediately preceding the year for which
a state experience factor is being determined.

"Adjusted trust fund balance" is the net trust fund balance minus the sum of the benefit reserves
for fund building for July 1, 1987 through June 30 of the year prior to the year for which the state
experience factor is being determined. The adjusted trust fund balance shall not be less than zero. If
the preceding calculation results in a number which is less than zero, the amount by which it is less
than zero shall reduce the sum of the benefit reserves for fund building for subsequent years.
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For the purpose of determining the state experience factor for 1989 and for each calendar year
thereafter, the following "benefit reserves for fund building" shall apply for each state experience
factor calculation in which that 12 month period is applicable:

a. For the 12 month period ending on June 30, 1988, the "benefit reserve for fund

building" shall be 8/104th of the total benefits paid from January 1, 1988 through June 30,

1988.

" b. For the 12 month period ending on June 30, 1989, the "benefit reserve for fund

building" shall be the sum of:

i. 8/104ths of the total benefits paid from July 1, 1988 through December 31, 1988,

plus

" ii. 4/108ths of the total benefits paid from January 1, 1989 through June 30, 1989.

c. For the 12 month period ending on June 30, 1990, the "benefit reserve for fund
building" shall be 4/108ths of the total benefits paid from July 1, 1989 through December 31,
1989.
" d. For 1992 and for each calendar year thereafter, the "benefit reserve for fund building"
for the 12 month period ending on June 30, 1991 and for each subsequent 12 month period shall
be zero.
3. Notwithstanding the preceding provisions of this subsection, for calendar years 1988 through

2003, the state experience factor shall not be increased or decreased by more than 15 percent absolute.

D. Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection C, the adjusted state experience factor:

1. Shall be 111 percent for calendar year 1988;
2. Shall not be less than 75 percent nor greater than 135 percent for calendar years 1989 through

2003; and shall not be less than 75% nor greater than 150% for calendar year 2004 and each calendar

year thereafter, not counting any increase pursuant to subsection D-1, D-2, or D-3;

3. Shall not be decreased by more than 5 percent absolute for any calendar year, beginning in
calendar year 1989 and through calendar year 1992, by more than 6% absolute for calendar years

1993 through 1995, by more than 10% absolute for calendar years 1999 through 2003 and by more

than 12% absolute for calendar year 2004 and each calendar year thereafter, from the adjusted state

experience factor of the calendar year preceding the calendar year for which the adjusted state
experience factor is being determined;
4. Shall not be increased by more than 15% absolute for calendar year 1993, by more than 14%

absolute for calendar years 1994 and 1995, by more than 10% absolute for calendar years 1999

through 2003 and by more than 16% absolute for calendar year 2004 and each calendar year

thereafter, from the adjusted state experience factor for the calendar year preceding the calendar year
for which the adjusted state experience factor is being determined;
5. Shall be 100% for calendar years 1996, 1997, and 1998.

D-1. The adjusted state experience factor for each of calendar years 2013 through 2015 shall be
increased by 5% absolute above the adjusted state experience factor as calculated without regard to this
subsection. The adjusted state experience factor for each of calendar years 2016 through 2018 shall be
increased by 6% absolute above the adjusted state experience factor as calculated without regard to this
subsection. The increase in the adjusted state experience factor for calendar year 2018 pursuant to this
subsection shall not be counted for purposes of applying paragraph 3 or 4 of subsection D to the calculation
of the adjusted state experience factor for calendar year 2019.

D-2. (Blank).

D-3. The adjusted state experience factor for calendar year 2025 shall be increased by 20% absolute
above the adjusted state experience factor as calculated without regard to this subsection. The increase in the
adjusted state experience factor for calendar year 2024 pursuant to this subsection shall not be counted for
purposes of applying paragraph 3 or 4 of subsection D to the calculation of the adjusted state experience
factor for calendar year 2025.

E. The amount standing to the credit of this State's account in the unemployment trust fund as of June
30 shall be deemed to include as part thereof (a) any amount receivable on that date from any Federal
governmental agency, or as a payment in lieu of contributions under the provisions of Sections 1403 and
1405 B and paragraph 2 of Section 302C, in reimbursement of benefits paid to individuals, and (b) amounts
credited by the Secretary of the Treasury of the United States to this State's account in the unemployment

1,2023.

A. Notwithstanding any other provision in Section 2101 to the contrary, no later than June 30, 2007,
an amount equal to at least $1,400,136 but not to exceed $7,000,136 shall be transferred from the special
administrative account to this State's account in the Unemployment Trust Fund. No later than June 30, 2008,
and June 30 of each of the three immediately succeeding calendar years, there shall be transferred from the
special administrative account to this State's account in the Unemployment Trust Fund an amount at least
equal to the lesser of $1,400,000 or the unpaid principal. For purposes of this Section, the unpaid principal is
the difference between $7,000,136 and the sum of amounts, excluding interest, previously transferred
pursuant to this Section. In addition to the amounts otherwise specified in this Section, each transfer shall
include a payment of any interest accrued pursuant to this Section through the end of the immediately
preceding calendar quarter for which the federal Department of the Treasury has published the yield for state
accounts in the Unemployment Trust Fund. Interest pursuant to this Section shall accrue daily beginning on
January 1, 2007, and be calculated on the basis of the unpaid principal as of the beginning of the day. The
rate at which the interest shall accrue for each calendar day within a calendar quarter shall equal the quotient
obtained by dividing the yield for that quarter for state accounts in the Unemployment Trust Fund as
published by the federal Department of the Treasury by the total number of calendar days within that
quarter. Interest accrued but not yet due at the time the unpaid principal is paid in full shall be transferred
within 30 days after the federal Department of the Treasury has published the yield for state accounts in the
Unemployment Trust Fund for all quarters for which interest has accrued pursuant to this Section but not yet
been paid. A transfer required pursuant to this Section in a fiscal year of this State shall occur before any
transfer made with respect to that same fiscal year from the special administrative account to the Title III
Social Security and Employment Fund.

B. If and only if appropriation is made in calendar year 2023 to this State's account in the
Unemployment Trust Fund, as a loan solely for purposes of paying unemployment insurance benefits under
this Act and without the accrual of interest, from a fund of the State treasury, the Director shall take all
necessary action to transfer 10% of the total amount of the appropriation from this State's account in the
Unemployment Trust Fund to the State's Budget Stabilization Fund prior to July 1 of each year or as soon
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thereafter as practical. Transfers shall begin in calendar year 2024 and continue on an annual basis until the
total amount of such transfers equals the total amount of the appropriation. In any calendar year in which the
balance of this State's account in the Unemployment Trust Fund, less all outstanding advances to that
account, pursuant to Title XII of the federal Social Security Act, is below $1,200,000,000 as of June 1, any
transfer provided for in this subsection shall not be made that calendar year.

The rate at which the interest shall accrue for
each calendar day within a calendar quarter shall equal the quotient obtained by dividing the yield for that
quarter for state accounts in the Unemployment Trust Fund as published by the federal Department of the
Treasury by the total number of calendar days within that quarter. Interest accrued but not yet due at the time
the unpaid principal is paid in full shall be transferred within 30 days after the federal Department of the
Treasury has published the yield for state accounts in the Unemployment Trust Fund for all quarters for
which interest has accrued pursuant to this Section but not yet been paid. A transfer required pursuant to this
Section in a fiscal year of this State shall occur before any transfer made with respect to that same fiscal
year from the special administrative account to the Title III Social Security and Employment Fund.
