School in 1945; after graduation, she began working for Charms

Candy Company; three years later, in 1948, she was booked as a

singer on a popular radio station, where she met her husband,

Gene Milner; Gene proposed on Valentine's Day, and they married

the following Saturday; they had two sons; and
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WHEREAS, Jacqueline Milner, along with her husband and

sons, owned several successful radio stations in Michigan,

Florida, and Illinois; her career in radio gave her the

opportunity to befriend several well-known artists; she was

close friends with Louie Armstrong, and Chubby Checker

performed at her son's seventh birthday party; and

WHEREAS, Jacqueline Milner spoke at the National

Association of Broadcasters in 1974; her speech, "Put A Price

On Your Product," was well received; Jacqueline Milner was a

pioneer woman broadcaster and sales manager; therefore, be it
