WHEREAS, Sen. Clayborne is a former State's Attorney in St.

Clair County and was one of 50 attorneys selected nationwide to

participate in the National Law Institute sponsored by the

Federal Bureau of Investigation; and

WHEREAS, Sen. Clayborne was a founding partner of

Clayborne, Sabo and Wagner LLP and was a partner with Hinshaw

and Culberson for 23 years; and

WHEREAS, As a result of his diligent and tireless work and

demonstrated ability, Sen. Clayborne serves as Senate Majority

Leader, Chairman of the Assignments Committee, and as a member
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of both the Energy and Public Utilities and Executive and

Insurance Committees; and

climate of Illinois and passed legislation requiring day and

temporary labor agencies to collect racial, ethnic, and gender

Clayborne's success as a

legislator is evidenced in the opening of the Stan Musial

Veterans Memorial Bridge, a project that employed more than

3,000 minority workers and included contracts with 117

WHEREAS, Sen. Clayborne has been recognized for his service

with numerous awards, including Legislator of the Year from the

St. Louis Regional Chamber and Growth Association for the past

four years and the Friends of Education Award from the Illinois

Association of Regional School Superintendents; and

WHEREAS, Sen.

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admiration of his fellow legislators and will be missed by all;
