Clerk in 1998 and was a member of the Peoria County Board for

eight years; he also served two terms as a trustee for the

Greater Peoria Sanitary District Board; and

WHEREAS, Frank Kenny was a block captain for the Uplands

Homeowners Association and a Democratic Party precinct

committeeman; he was a Red Cross blood and pheresis donor and a

volunteer driver for the Cancer Society; he was a volunteer and

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Society Lifetime Member, and a board member of the Friends of

Clonmel; he was also a volunteer at Proctor Hospital; he was a

former chairman of the St. Mark's School Committee and a member

of the 3rd Degree Knights of Columbus Spalding Council #427;
