Advertising, Inc., where he also served as president; and

Clerk for the Kane County Clerk's Office; and

Neighborhood Watch in his own subdivision and served as a

captain for that effort; and

WHEREAS, Stanton Bond was the Chairperson of Montgomery's

Beautification Committee; and

WHEREAS, Stanton Bond was a founding member of the

Montgomery Foundation, which provides scholarships to

Montgomery students and funds special needs classes in

elementary schools; and
