Section 143.24e as follows:

Sec. 143.24e. Premium increase or cancellation prohibited.

An insurer shall not increase the premium or rate charged on a

policy of motor vehicle insurance or cancel such policy as a

result of the insured person's involvement in a multivehicle

accident or car theft when the insured person was not at fault

in such accident or car theft.
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
