Minister's Alliance of Chicago and Vicinity for two terms; he
loved to attend the yearly National Baptist Conventions; he was
a world traveler and visited Israel, Mexico, Puerto Rico, the
Dominican Republic, the Bahamas and most major cities in the
United States; he enjoyed taking cruises and was his children's

biggest fan; and

years, Naomi; and
