WHEREAS, The members of the Illinois House of
Representatives wish to congratulate Sangamon County on the
occasion of its bicentennial anniversary on January 30, 2021;

and

WHEREAS, Sangamon County was established by an act of the
Illinois General Assembly on January 30, 1821; at that time,
it was subdivided from Madison and Bond counties and was one of

only 33 counties in Illinois; and

WHEREAS, Sangamon County was named for the Sangamon River,

which runs through it; and

WHEREAS, The Kelley Family, Elisha, John, Henry, and their
relatives, are usually considered the first Europeans to live
in the boundaries of what is now Springfield; John Kelley, who
arrived in Sangamon County in the spring of 1819, built a cabin
in 1821 near what is now Second and Jefferson streets that was

used as the first Sangamon County courthouse; and

WHEREAS, Springfield was confirmed as the permanent county
seat 1n 1825 following the Illinois General Assembly's
decision to reduce Sangamon County's boundaries for the first

time; and
