Gallup, Firefighter/Medic Bill Cascone, and Firefighter/Medic

Jim Brereton from Engine 1941 assisted with the delivery; and

WHEREAS, Firefighters/Medics Robert Martins and Steve
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Tatroe assisted from Ambulance 1914; and

WHEREAS, Firefighters/Medics Brandon Cymerman and Scott

Sheldon assisted from Ambulance 1944; and

WHEREAS, The father cut the newborn's umbilical cord

before the mother and baby were taken to AMITA Health Saint

Joseph Medical Center in Joliet by ambulance; and

WHEREAS, The first responders acted swiftly, helping to

safely bring a new life into the world despite the difficult

circumstances the weather presented; therefore, be it
