1998 class of Forty Leaders Under 40 and was the 2007 recipient
of the Rod Steele National Volunteer of the Year award from the

Road Runners Club of America; and

WHEREAS, Rep. Butler's passion for service to Illinois and
for our State's rich history helped him rise to the position of
Assistant House Republican Leader as well to become a leading
advocate for issues regarding transportation, tourism, and
enhancing the economic benefits of our State's history and

culture; and
