  (1) $10,000,000 for grants to county sheriffs to pay for 7 

the costs of mental health and substance use disorder treatment 8 

for prisoners incarcerated in county jails. 9 

  (2) $10,000,000 for grants to county sheriffs to pay for 10 

the costs of job reentry training and transportation to 11 

training facilities for prisoners incarcerated in county jails. 12
