degree while working part time as a lunchroom assistant; and

WHEREAS, Alice Hernandez became a full-time bilingual and
special educational paraprofessional; she worked at North
Elementary, Whittier Elementary, Webster Junior High School,
and Waukegan East High School between the years of 1975 and
1990; she then worked at the College of Lake County as a

student recruiter; and

WHEREAS, In the fall of 1991, Alice Hernandez started
advising the Latino Club at the College of Lake County; some of
the events and activities that the club organized and
initiated that are still active today include the Traditional
Valentines Flower Sale, the Samuel Lopez Scholarship Dance and

Latino food on campus, Latin dance lessons, organizing food
and toy drives for Latinx families, the first Latinx Talent
Showcase, college wvisits, the Day of the Dead celebration,
summer camping trips, and volunteer work; she was committed to
supporting all of College of the ©Lake County's Latinx
students; she taught students to be proud of their heritage
and encouraged them to finish their degrees; she formed a
network of students to share important college resources and
organize fundraising activities to provide scholarships for
Latinx students regardless of immigration status; she provided
a welcoming and friendly presence, and her kindness and

support encouraged many; and

WHEREAS, Alice Hernandez loved music and had a special
love for Mexican music; she enjoyed going for long rides with
her dad, dancing, teaching bilingual classes as well as
Catechism Class, encouraging the vyouth to continue their
education, cooking breakfast, being surrounded by family,
listening to her husband play the guitar, and going to the
