Initiative, which launched the Quest Charter Academy; he was

active in the Peoria Area World Affairs Council, the Osher

curiosity, and friendliness; he always had a smile and a

question ready, and he was never the first to leave any

gathering; he loved playing handball, listening to good music,

and traveling with family and friends; he deeply enjoyed
