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Nineteenth Century Charitable Association and served on

numerous in-house committees; and

theater with humor and expressive faces being his trademarks;
he was cast in plays into middle age; he also channeled his

inner performer during routine social interactions; and

WHEREAS, Michael Dolan enjoyed reading from many literary
genres, including biographies and historical fiction; all the
while, he kept up with updates in literature pertinent to his

profession; and

WHEREAS, Michael Dolan was known as the family
photographer, always carrying his camera to document ordinary
and extraordinary moments with his wife, children, and
grandchildren; he was also a notable home chef and handled the

grocery shopping for his family; and

(Tim Schaffert), Lynne (Mark Argyilan), and Sean (Hillary)
