Provides that only the separate,
lowered fees and escrow or surety requirements shall be required of a
person who: (1) has a close family member who has been housed in a State or
local jail or prison system; or (2) has resided in the South Side or West
Side of Chicago for 15 years, as evidenced by tax records or other such
documents.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of lllinois,

represented in the General Assembly:

Section 5. The Cannabis Regulation and Tax Act is amended
by adding changing Section 15-125 and by adding Sections

15-130, 20-60, 30-060, 35-50, and 40-50 as follows:

Sec. 15-125. Fees. After January 1, 2022, and subject to

Section 15-130, the Department may by rule modify any fee

established under this Article.
