WHEREAS, Richard Miller, upon returning to civilian 1life,
married his life-long sweetheart, Dorothy, and built his own
house in Aurora, where he still resides and eventually raised
two children, three grandchildren, and two

great-grandchildren; and
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WHEREAS, Richard Miller attended Aurora College (Aurora
University) upon returning from service and had a
distinguished career as the personnel manager at the Aurora

Post Office; and

WHEREAS, Richard Miller's dedication extends beyond his
military service; he has been actively involved in his
community, frequently speaking at local schools and civic
groups, and has been honored at wvarious patriotic events
throughout the Fox Valley, becoming known as the WWII Singing

Sailor; and

WHEREAS, Richard Miller's contributions have been
recognized through his participation in Honor Flights and Vets
Roll bus trips and by the Chicago White Sox as the Hero of the

Game; and

WHEREAS, Richard Miller's devotion to his comrades and his
