the electric cooperative to amend or expand existing easement

rights shall not require the project to be completed earlier

than 5 years after the date the grant agreement is entered into

by the electric cooperative. As used in this subsection,

"electric cooperative" has the meaning given in Section 3-119

of the Public Utilities Act.
