Removes language requiring the
Department of Public Health to establish, by rule, and charge a fee to any
facility or program applying to be certified to participate in the
Medicare program or in the Medicaid program to cover the costs associated
with the application, inspection, and survey of the facility or program
and processing of the application.

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Beginning July 1, 2011, the Department shall employ a
minimum of one surveyor for every 500 licensed long term care
beds. Beginning July 1, 2012, the Department shall employ a
minimum of one surveyor for every 400 licensed long term care
beds. Beginning July 1, 2013, the Department shall employ a
minimum of one surveyor for every 300 licensed long term care
beds.

The Department shall establish a surveyor development unit
funded from money deposited in the Long Term Care
Monitor/Receiver Fund.
