WHEREAS, Harry Kinowski spearheaded numerous innovations
that have greatly improved the capabilities of the Niles Fire
Department; he was instrumental in reorganizing both the fire
prevention bureau and the training division; he was the
founder of the R.E.D. Center and was also one of the three
founding fire chiefs of the Northeastern 1Illinois Public
Safety Training Academy (NIPSTA), which now includes 17
