Chapel Church at Mesa Spirit, Arizona, the Chatham Masonic

Lodge #523, the Ansar Shrine Parade Group, the Ansar Patrol,

WHEREAS, Roy Robinson and his wife lived in Chatham for 30

years; during retirement, he and his wife spent 23 winters in

Mesa, Arizona; he enjoyed playing golf and watching all

sports, specifically his beloved Chicago Cubs; he also enjoyed

playing cards, traveling, and spending time with his family;
