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AN ACT concerning historic preservation.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Illinois H storic Preservation Act is

anended by adding Section 20 as foll ows:

(20 | LCS 3410/ 20 new)

Sec. 20. Hi storic Preservation Advisory Council.

(a) In order to enhance public partici pation and

i nvol venent in the preservation and protection of the State's

historic and archaeological sites and properties, there is

created within the Illinois H storic Preservation Agency the

H storic Preservation Advisory Council.

The Council shall consist of 12 nenbers who represent

different areas of the State and who are appointed by the

Governor with the advice and consent of the Senate. The

Counci | nenbers must be qualified as foll ows:

(1) At least 5 nenbers shall have practical

experi ence in t he preservati on of historic or

archaeological sites and properties as denonstrated in

one _or nore of the followng fields: architecture,

architectural history, historic preservation, history,

archaeology, or a |ocal historic preservation board,

commi ssion, or nonprofit organi zation. No enpl oyee or

contr act ual enpl oyee of t he Il1linois Hi storic

Preservati on Agency may serve on the Council.

(2) Each of at Jleast 5 nenbers shall be the

president, chief elected officer, or ot her dul y

authorized representative of a statewi de commercial or

residential devel opers association, statewide realtors

associ ation, or econoni c devel opment organi zati on.

(3) The remnining 2 nenbers shall be at-large
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(b) Menbers shall be appointed for 4-year terns, except

for an appointnent to fill an unexpired term in which event

the appointnent shall be for the remai nder of the unexpired

termonly. No person shall serve nore than 2 consecutive

terns on the Council.

(c) Menbers shall elect a chairperson annually. No

menber shall be elected to consecutive terns as chairperson

(d) The Council shall neet at |east quarterly throughout

the State fiscal year. However, the chairperson, a nmjority

of the nenbers, or the Agency nmay convene the Council.

Menbers shall serve wi thout pay, but shall be entitled to

rei nbursenent for expenses incurred in the performance of

their duties. Al nenbers of the Council shall be |eqal

residents of the State.

(e) Al action taken by the Council shall be by mpjority

vote of those present. The Director of the Agency or the
Director's designee shall serve wthout voting rights as
secretary to the Council. The Agency shall provide necessary

staff assistance to the Council.

(f) It shall be the responsibility of the Council to

provi de assi stance, advice, and recommendati ons to the Agency

i n:

(1) Establishing priorities for the identification,

acqui sition, protection, and preservation of historic and

archaeol ogi cal sites and properti es.

(2) Establishing criteria for use in assessing the

significance of historic and archaeological sites and

properti es.

(3) Evaluating proposals for awards of historic

preservation grants adninistered by the Agency. The

Counci | shall review and evaluate all proposals for

grants and shall make recommendations, including a

priority ranking, reflecting such evaluation. In making
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such evaluation and recomrendations, the Council shall,

at a nmininum consider the purpose, econonic and other

public benefit, location, conpatibility with statew de

historic preservation priorities, and cost of each

proposal for grant assistance.

(4) Preparing rul es relating to the historic

preservati on prograns adm ni stered by the Agency.

(g) It shall be the additional responsibility of the

Council to provide such other assistance and advice to the

Agency as may be required from tine to tine in nmatters

pertaining to the protection and preservation of the State's

hi storic and archaeol ogi cal sites and properties.
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
