(a) A peace officer who interrogates a personin a

police station who is suspected of committing a capital

of fense nust vi deotape the interrogation.

(b) The vi deot ape i s adm ssi bl e in court in a

prosecution of the suspect for a capital offense if the

suspect confesses to the capital offense or otherw se nakes

an adni ssion that nay be used in a prosecution of the suspect

for the capital offense and if the suspect recants his or her

confession or contradicts any adnmission nade to a peace

officer.

(c) The failure of a peace officer to videotape the

interrogati on of a person suspected of a capital offense

renders any confession or other adm ssi on nade by the suspect

inadm ssible in any trial of the suspect for the capital

offense for which the suspect has confessed or nmade an

adm ssi on.
