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AN ACT in relation to aging.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Senior Citizens and D sabled Persons
Property Tax Relief and Pharmaceutical Assistance Act is

anended by changi ng Section 6 as foll ows:

Sec. 6. Adm nistration.

(a) In general. Upon receipt of a tinely filed claim
the Departnent shall determne whether the claimant is a
person entitled to a grant under this Act and the anmount of
grant to which he or she is entitled under this Act. The
Departnent nmay require the claimant to furnish reasonabl e
proof of the statenments of domi cile, household inconme, rent
paid, property taxes accrued and other matters on which
entitlenent is based, and may wthhold paynent of a grant
until such additional proof is furnished.

(b) Rental determnation. |f the Departnent finds that
the gross rent used in the conputation by a claimnt of rent
constituting property taxes accrued exceeds the fair rental
value for the right to occupy that residence, the Departnent
may determine the fair rental value for that residence and
reconput e rent constituting property t axes accrued
accordingly.

(c) Fraudulent clainms. The Departnment shall deny cl ains
whi ch have been fraudulently prepared or when it finds that
the claimant has acquired title to his residence or has paid
rent for his residence primarily for the purpose of receiving
a grant under this Act.

(d) Pharnmaceuti cal Assi stance. The Departnent shal

allow all pharmacies |icensed under the Pharmacy Practice Act
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of 1987 to participate as authorized pharmacies unless they
have been renoved fromthat status for cause pursuant to the
terms of this Section. The Director of the Departnment my
ent er into a witten contract with any State agency,
instrunentality or political subdivision, or a fisca
internediary for the purpose of making paynents to authorized
pharmacies for covered prescription drugs and coordi nating
t he program of pharnmaceutical assistance established by this
Act with other prograns that provide paynent for covered
prescription drugs. Such agr eenent shal | establish
procedures for properly contracting for pharmacy services,
validating reinbursenent clainms, validating conpliance of
di spensi ng pharmaci sts with the contracts for participation
required wunder this Section, validating the reasonable costs
of covered prescription drugs, and otherwise providing for
the effective admnistration of this Act.

The Departnent shall promulgate rules and regulations to
inplemrent and adm nister the program of phar maceuti cal
assistance required by this Act, which shall include the
fol | ow ng:

(1) Execution of <contracts wth pharmacies to
di spense covered prescription drugs. Such contracts shal
stipulate terns and conditions for authorized pharmnacies
participation and the rights of the State to termnate
such participation for breach of such contract or for
violation of this Act or related rules and regul ati ons of
t he Departnent;

(2) Establishnment of maximumlimts on the size of
prescriptions, new or refilled, which shall be in anounts
sufficient for 34 days, except as otherw se specified by
rule for nedical or utilization control reasons;

(3) Establishnent of Iiens upon any and all causes
of action which accrue to a beneficiary as a result of

injuries for which covered prescription drugs are
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directly or indirectly required and for which the

Director nade paynent or becane |iable for under this

Act ;

(4) Charge or «collection of paynents fromthird
parties or private plans of assistance, or from other
prograns of public assistance for any claimthat is
properly chargeable wunder the assignnment of benefits
executed by beneficiaries as a requirenent of eligibility
for the pharmaceutical assistance identification card
under this Act;

(5) Inspection of appropriate records and audit of
participating authorized pharnmacies to ensure contract
conpliance, and to determ ne any fraudul ent transactions
or practices under this Act;

(6) Annual determ nation of the reasonable costs of
covered prescription drugs for which paynents are made
under this Act, as provided in Section 3.16;

(7) Paynment to pharnacies wunder this Act in
accordance wth the State Pronpt Paynent Act.

The Departnment shall annually report to the Governor and
the General Assenbly by March 1st of each year on the
admnistration of pharmaceutical assistance under this Act.
By the effective date of this Act the Departnent shal
determ ne the reasonable costs of covered prescription drugs
in accordance with Section 3.16 of this Act.
