Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Mlitary Code of Illinois is anmended by

changi ng Section 22-8 as foll ows:

(20 ILCS 1805/ 22-8)

Sec. 22-8. Funds and noni es nmade avail able by public or
private entities. The Departnent nmay apply for, receive,
expend, allocate, or disburse funds and noneys nade avail abl e
by public or private entities, including, but not limted to,
contracts, private or public financial gifts, bequests,
grants, or donations from individuals, corporations, or
foundations. Al funds received by the Departnment from these
sources shall be deposited into the Mlitary Affairs Trust
Fund created by this anendatory Act of 1993. Al  noneys
expended by the Departnent of Mlitary Affairs fromthis Fund
shall be appropriated by the General Assenbly for the
purposes as indicated by the grantor, donor or, in the case
of funds or noneys given or donated for no specific purpose,
for any purpose deened appropriate by the Drector in
adm nistering the responsibilities of the Departnent as set
forth in this the-Mlttary Code of-t}linots.
