(a) A person who knowingly resists or obstructs the
performance by one known to the person to be a peace officer,

or correctional institution enployee, probation officer, or

parole officer of any authorized act wthin his official

capacity commts a Cl ass A m sdeneanor
(a-5) In addition to any other sentence that may be
inposed, a court shall order any person convicted of

resi sting or obstructing a peace officer, correctional

institution enpl oyee, probation officer, or parole officer to

be sentenced to a mninmum of 48 consecutive hours of
i nprisonment or ordered to performcomunity service for not
less than 100 hours as may be determ ned by the court. The
person shall not be eligible for probation in order to reduce
t he sentence of inprisonnment or community service.

(a-7) A person convicted for a violation of this Section
whose violation was the proximate cause of an injury to a

peace officer, correctional institution enployee, probation

officer, or parole officer is guilty of a Cass 3 4 fel ony.

(a-8) A person who, having been given a signal by a

peace officer, correctional institution enpl oyee, probation

officer, or parole officer that he or she is wunder arrest,

willfully flees or attenpts to elude the officer or enpl oyee

"Correctional institution enployee" neans any person
enpl oyed to supervise and control inmates incarcerated in a
penitentiary, State farm reformatory, prison, jail, house of
correction, police detention area, half-way house, or other
institution or place for the incarceration or custody of
persons under sentence for offenses or awaiting trial or
sentence for offenses, wunder arrest for an offense, a
vi ol ation of probation, a violation of parole, or a violation
of mandatory supervised release, or awaiting a bail setting
hearing or prelimnary hearing, or who are sexually dangerous
persons or who are sexually violent persons.

"Probation officer" has the neaning ascribed to it in
