Section 5. The University of Illinois Act is anended by

changing Section 7g as foll ows:

Sec. 7g. Tuition waivers. In addition to any tuition
wai vers that the Board of Trustees offers that are exenpt by
statute fromany tuition waiver limtation established by the
tttitnots Board of Hi gher Education, the Board of Trustees is
authorized to waive, for individuals with the requisite
athletic, academc, or other abilities, that percentage of
its undergraduate tuition that 1is authorized under the
tuition waiver limtation est abl i shed in regul ati ons
promul gated by the tttineis Board of Hi gher Education. |If in
any fiscal year the Board of Trustees issues undergraduate
tuition waivers to individuals in an aggregate anount
exceeding the aggregate tuition waiver anount authorized for
that fiscal year under the tuition wai ver limtation
established by the }tlinotis Board of Hi gher Education, the
University's budget request for the succeeding fiscal vyear
may be reduced by the tttinets Board of H gher Education by
an anmount equal to that tuition waiver excess.
