(B) Effectuate the policy of the State of Illinois that
the quality of medical training is an appropriate concern in
the recruiting, licensing, credentialing and participation in
residency prograns of physi ci ans. However, it IS
i nappropriate to discrimnate against any physician because
of national origin or geographic |[|ocation of medi cal
education.:
