Sec. 45. Application of Act. This Act shall not be
construed to prohibit the foll ow ng:

(1) a person licensed in this State under any other Act
from engaging in the practice for which he or sheis
| i censed,

(2) a student enrolled in an accredited per fusi on
education program from performng perfusion services |if
perfusion services perforned by the student:

(A) are an integral part of the student's course of
study; and

(B) are performed under the direct supervision of a
licensed perfusionist who is assigned to supervise the
student and who is on duty and imediately available in

t he assigned patient care area;

(3) a new graduate from perform ng perfusion services,
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if perfusion services perforned by t he new graduate
per f usi oni st :

(A are necessary to fulfill the eligibility
requirenents for the ABCP certification exam nation
requi red under subsection (3) of Section 30; and

(B) are perforned under the direet supervision and
responsibility of a |icensed perfusionist who is assigned
to supervise the graduate perfusionist and who is on duty
and i medi ately avail abl e t n-the- - asst gned- - pattent--care
ar ea,

(4) any legally qualified perfusionist enployed by the
United States governnent fromengaging in the practice of
perfusion while in the discharge of his or her official
duties; or

(5) one or nore licensed perfusionists from formng a
prof essional service corporation in accordance wth the
Pr of essi onal Service Corporation Act.

Sec. 70. Renewal reinstatenent or restoration of
license; continuing education; mlitary servi ce. The
expiration date and renewal period for each |license issued
under this Act shall be set by the Departnent by rule.
Renewal shall be conditioned on paying the required fee and
meeting other requirenents as may be established by rule.

The Departnment nay by rule require continui ng educati on as a

condition for |license renewal.

A licensee who has permtted his or her license to
expire or who has had his or her license on i nactive
status may have t he license restored by maki ng

application to the Departnent, by filing proof acceptable to

the Departnent of his or her fitness to have the Iicense
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restored, and by paying the required fees. Proof of fitness
may include sworn evidence certifying to active | awf ul
practice in another jurisdiction.

If the |licensee has not naintained an active practice
in another jurisdiction satisfactory to t he Departnent,
the Departnent shall determ ne, by an eval uation program
est abl i shed by rul e, hi s or her fitness for
restoration of the license and shall establish procedures and
requirenents for restoration. However, a |I|icensee whose
license expired while he or she was (1) in federal
service on active duty with the Armed Forces of the United
States or the State Mlitia call ed into service or
training or (2) in training or education under t he
supervision of the United States before induction into
the mlitary service, may have the |license restored w thout
payi ng any |l apsed renewal fees if wthin 2 years after
honor abl e term nation of the service, training, or
educati on he or she furnishes the Depar t ment W th
satisfactory evidence to the effect that he or she has
been so engaged and that his or her service, training, or
education has been so term nated.
