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AN ACT concerning African hair braiding.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Barber, Cosnetol ogy, Esthetics, and Nai
Technol ogy Act of 1985 is anmended by changing Sections 1-11

and 3-1 as foll ows:

Sec. 1-11. Exceptions to Act.

(a) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to apply to
t he educational activities conducted in connection wth any

mont hly, annual or other special educational program of any

bona fide associ ation of i censed cosnet ol ogi sts,
estheticians, nail technicians, or barbers, or |I|icensed
cosnetol ogy, esthetics, nail technology, or barber schools

fromwhich the general public is excluded.

(b) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to apply to
the activities and services of registered nurses or |icensed
practical nurses, as defined in the Nursing and Advanced
Practice Nursing Act, or to personal care or health care
services provided by individuals in the performance of their
duties as enployed or authorized by facilities or prograns
licensed or certified by State agencies. As wused in this
subsection (b), "personal care" neans assistance with neals,
dressing, novenent, bathing, or other personal needs or
mai nt enance or general supervision and oversight of the
physi cal and nental well-being of an individual who is
i ncapable of maintaining a private, independent residence or
who i s incapable of managing his or her person whether or not
a guardian has been appointed for that individual. The

definition of "personal care" as used in this subsection (b)
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shal | not otherw se be construed to negate the requirenents
of this Act or its rules.

(c) Nothing in this Act shall be deened to require
licensure of individuals enployed by the nption picture,
film television, stage play or related industry for the
pur pose of providing cosnetology or esthetics services to
actors of that industry while engaged in the practice of
cosnetology or esthetics as a part of t hat person's
enpl oynent .

(d) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to apply to

persons braiding hair using techniques and nethods that

originated in Africa.

Sec. 3-1. Cosnetology defined. Any one or any
conbi nati on of the following practices constitutes the
practice of cosnetol ogy when done for cosnetic or beautifying
pur poses and not for the treatnment of disease or of nuscul ar
or nervous disorder: arranging; (not braiding), dressing,
cutting, trimmng, curling, waving, chemcal restructuring,
shapi ng, singeing, bleaching, coloring or simlar work, upon
the hair of the head; cutting or trimmng facial hair of any
person; any practice of manicuring, pedicuring, decorating
nails, applying sculptured nails or otherwise artificial
nails by hand or with nmechanical or electrical apparatus or
appliances, or in any way caring for the nails or the skin of
the hands or feet including massaging the hands, arns,
el bows, feet, Ilower |egs, and knees of another person for
ot her than the treatnent of nedical disorders; any practice
of epilation or depilation of any person; any practice for

t he purpose of cleansing, massaging or toning the skin of the
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scal p; beautifying, massaging, cleansing, exfoliating the
stratum corneum of the epiderms, or stinmulating the skin of
the human body by the wuse of cosnetic pr epar ati ons,
anti septics, body treatnents, body waps, the use of
hydr ot herapy, tonics, lotions or <creans or any device,
el ectrical or otherwise, for the care of the skin; applying
make-up or eyelashes to any person, tinting eyel ashes and
eyebrows and lightening hair on the body and renoving
superfluous hair fromthe body of any person by the use of
depilatories, waxing or tweezers. The term "cosnet ol ogy"
does not include the services provided by an electrologist.
Nail technology is the practice and the study of cosnetol ogy
only to the extent of manicuring, pedicuring, decorating, and

appl ying scul ptured or otherwise artificial nails, or in any

way caring for the nail or the skin of the hands or feet
i ncludi ng massagi ng the hands, arms, elbows, feet, |ower
| egs, and knees. Cosnetol ogists are prohibited from

perform ng any procedure that may puncture or abrade the skin
bel ow t he stratum corneum of the epiderm s or renove closed
mlia (whiteheads) which may draw bl ood or serous body fl uid.
The term cosnetology includes rendering advice on what is
cosnetically appealing, but no person |licensed under this Act
shal | render advice on what is appropriate nedical treatnent
for diseases of the skin. Purveyors of cosnetics may
denonstrate such cosnmetic products in conjunction with any
sal es pronotion and shall not be required to hold a license
under this Act. Not hing in this Act shall be construed to
prohi bit the shanpooing of hair by persons enployed for that
pur pose and who perform that task wunder the direct
supervision of a i censed cosnet ol ogi st or i censed
cosnet ol ogy teacher.
