It is the purpose of this anendatory

Act of the 93rd Ceneral Assenbly to abolish nmosqui to

abat enent districts in counties with a population of

3,000,000 or nore and to transfer to the Suburban Cook County

Mosquito Abatenent District, created in this anendatory Act

of the 93rd GCeneral Assenbly, or, in the case of territory

lying in the City of Chicago, to the Cty of Chicago, al

assets, liabilities, rights, powers, duties, and functions of

the districts, with the duties and functions of the abolished

nosquito abatenent districts, including the eradi cation of

the West Nile Virus, to be assuned by the Suburban Cook

County Mosquito Abatenent District or the Cty of Chicago, as

appropri ate.

Sec. 0.03. Districts abolished; assets, liabilities,

ri ghts, power s, duti es, and functi ons assuned.

Notwi thstanding any other provision of law, including any

other provision of this Act, nosquito abatenent districts in

counties with a popul ation of 3,000,000 or nore are abolished

on July 1, 2004. In counties with a popul ati on of 3,000, 000

or nore, no new nosquito abatenent districts nmay be organi zed

on or after July 1, 2004. On July 1, 2004, the Suburban Cook

County Mosquito Abatenent District, or, in the case of

territory of an abolished district that lies in the Cty of

Chicago, the City of Chicago, shall assune all assets,

liabilities, rights, powers, duties, and functions of the

abol i shed npsquito abatenent districts, as the case nmay be,

with the duties and functions of the abolished nosquito

abatenent districts, including the eradication of the Wst

Nile Virus, to be assuned by the Suburban Cook County

Mosquito Abatenent District or the Cty of Chicago, as

appropri ate.

Suburban Cook County Mbsquito Abatenment

District created. Notwi thstanding any other provision of

this Act to the contrary, on January 1, 2004 the Suburban

Cook County Mosquito Abatenent District is created, to becone

fully operational on July 1, 2004. The territory of the

District shall consist of all of Cook County outside of the

City of Chicago.

A board of trustees, consisting of 7 nmenbers, for the

governnent and control of the affairs and busi ness of the

Subur ban Cook County Mdsquito Abatenent District, shall be

appointed by the President of the Cook County Board of

Conmmi ssioners, with the advice and consent of the County

Board. I n naking the appoi ntnents, an effort shall be made to
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appoi nt menbers who represent the different qgeographic

regions of the District. One nenber of the board shall be a

representative of the Cook County Departnent of Public Health

who resides in the District. The appoi ntnents shall be nade

on or after January 1, 2004 but before July 1, 2004 so that

the board nmay prepare for the assunption on July 1, 2004 of

the assets, liabilities, rights, power s, duti es, and

functions of the nosquito abatenent districts abolished by

this anendatory Act of the 93rd General Assenbly.

O the initial trustees appointed under this Section, 4

shal | hold office until the second Monday i n Decenber 2004

and 3 shall hold office until the second Monday in Decenber

2006, and until their successors are appointed and qualifi ed.

Thereafter a trustee of the District shall be appointed in

every vear in which the termof a trustee expires and shal

hold office for 4 vyears and until his or her successor is

appoi nted and qualifi ed.

If this Section conflicts with any other provision of

this Act, this Section controls. Any other provision of this

Act concerning trustees applies to the board of trustees of

t he Suburban Cook County Mbsquito Abatenent District if it

does not conflict with this Section.

Cook County Mosquito Abatenent District or, in the case of an

abolished district that lies in the City of Chicago, the Gty

of Chi cago.

(b) Inthe event that the assets, liabilities, rights,
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power s, duties, and functions of a nosquito abatenment

district abolished by this anendatory Act of the 93rd General

Assenbly are assuned by both the Suburban Cook County

Mosqui to Abatenent District and the Cty of Chicago because

the territory of the abolished district lies partially in the

City of Chicago, the decision on which books, records,

docunent s, property (real and per sonal ), unexpended

appropriations, and pendi ng busi ness shall be transferred to

the Suburban Cook County Msquito Abatement District and

whi ch shall be transferred to the City of Chicago shall be

made by giving consideration to the proporti onate percentage

of territory transferred to the Suburban Cook County Mosquito

Abat enent District and t he proporti onate per cent age

transferred to the Cty of Chicago.

Not wi t hst andi ng Section 9, the Suburban

Cook County Mosquito Abatenent District nmay |l evy and coll ect

a_ general tax on the property situated in the district, but

the aggregate anpunt of taxes levied for any one vyear shal

not exceed the rate of 0.025%of the value of all taxable

property in the district, as equalized or assessed by the

Departnent of Revenue. The board of trustees shall determ ne

and certify the anount to be levied and shall return the sane

to the county clerk. This limtation upon the rate of the tax

may be increased or decreased under the referendum provisions

of the Property Tax Code.

The surveillance shall be

conducted in accordance with nosquito abatenent and control

quidelines as set forth by the US. Centers for Disease

Control and Prevention. Areas reporting disease in humans

shal | be included in the surveillance activities. Msquito

abatenent districts shall report to the local certified

public health departnent the results of any positive nosquito
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sanples infected with any arboviral infections, including,

but not limted to: West Nile Virus, St. Louis Encephalitis,

and Eastern Equi ne Encephalitis. Reports shall be nade to the

| ocal certified public health departnent's director of

environnental health, or a designee of the department, within

24 hours after receiving a positive report. The report shal

include the type of infection, the nunber of nobsquitoes

collected in the trapping device, the type of trappi ng device

used, and the type of | aboratory testing used to confirm the

infection. Any trustee of a npsquito abatenent district, or

desi gnee of the board of trustees of a npbsquito abatenent

district, that fails to conply with the requirements of this

Act is quilty of a Cass A M sdeneanor.

(a) The electors my authorize the township board to
contract for the furnishing of nosquito abatenent services in
t he uni ncorporated area of the township.

(a-5) Notwi thstandi ng any other provision of this Code,

as provided in Section 0.03 of the Msquito Abatenent

District Act, on July 1, 2004, npsquito abatenent districts

in counties with a population of 3,000,000 or nore are

abol i shed. No new nosquito abatenment districts may be

organi zed in counties with a popul ation of 3,000,000 or nore

on or after July 1, 2004. The assets, liabilities, rights,

powers, duties, and functi ons, i ncl udi ng t he t axi ng

authority, of a npsqguito abatenent district created under

this Code that is abolished by this anendatory Act of the

93rd General Assenbly shall be assuned as provided in
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Sections 0.02 through 0.11 of the Msquito Abatenent D strict

(b) The township board nmay adopt a resol ution declaring
t he uni ncorporated area of the township a nosquito abatenent
district for tax purposes. Proof of the resolution authorizes
the county clerk to extend a tax upon the nosquito abat enment
district in the amunt specified in the annual township tax
levy, but not nore than a rate of 0.075% of the val ue of
t axabl e property as equalized or assessed by the Departnment
of Revenue.

(c) \Whenever a resolution creating a nosquito abatenment
di strict has been adopted, the township board shall order the
proposition submtted to the voters within the territory of
the proposed district at an election. The clerk shall certify
the proposition to the proper election officials. Notice
shal |l be given and the el ection conducted in accordance wth
the general election |aw The proposition shall be in
substantially the follow ng form

Shal |l a nosquito abatenent district be created to
serve the unincorporated areas of (nanme of township), and

shall a tax be levied at a rate of not nore than 0.075%

of the value of taxable property in the district as

equal i zed or assessed by the Departnent of Revenue?
The votes shall be recorded as "Yes" or "No"

(d) If a mjority of votes cast on the proposition is in
favor of the nosquito abatenent district, the district shal
be creat ed.

(e) Any territory within a nosquito abatenent district
that is annexed to a nunicipality that provides nobsquito
abatenent services wthin its corporate limts shall be
automatically di sconnect ed from the township nosquito
abatenment taxing district.
