(a) In this Section:

"Child" nmeans a person |less than 17 years of age.

"Uses a child to effectuate the felony delivery or felony

attenpted delivery of the controll ed substance" neans conduct

by which the defendant: (1) conceals the controll ed substance

on or about the body or person of the child for the purpose

of effectuating the crimnal delivery or attenpted delivery

of the controlled substance to a third person; or (2)

directs, forces or otherwise requires the child to deliver or

attenpt to deliver or offer direct assistance to t he

def endant in delivering or attenpting to deliver the

controll ed substance to a third person.

(b) A person commts the offense of use of a <child to

commt a controlled substance offense when he or she is 17

vears of age or over and commts a felony delivery or felony

attenpted delivery of a controlled substance in violation of

this Act and, as part of that crimnal transaction, know ngly

uses a child to effectuate the felony delivery or felony

attenpted delivery of the controll ed substance.

(c) Sentence. Use of a child to commt a controll ed

substance offense is a Cass 4 fel ony.
