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AN ACT concerni ng physician assi stants.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Physician Assistant Practice Act of 1987

i s anended by changing Section 7 as foll ows:

(225 ILCS 95/7) (from Ch. 111, par. 4607)

(Section scheduled to be repeal ed on January 1, 2008)

Sec. 7. Supervision requirenents. No nore t han 2
physi cian assistants shall be supervised by the supervising
physi ci an, al though a physician assistant shall be able to
hold nore than one professional position. Each supervising
physician shall file a notice of supervision of such
physi ci an assistant according to the rules of the Departnent.
However, the alternate supervising physician nay supervise
nmore than 2 physician assistants when the super vi si ng
physician is wunable to provide such supervision consistent
with the definition of alternate physician in Section 4.

Physician assistants shall be supervi sed only by
physi cians as defined in this Act who are engaged in clinical
practice, or in clinical practice in public health or other
comunity health facilities.

Nothing in this Act shall be construed to limt the
del egation of tasks or duties by a physician to a nurse or
ot her appropriately trained personnel.

Not hing in this Act shall be construed to prohibit the
enpl oynent of physician assistants by a hospital, nursing
home or other health care facility where such physician
assistants function wunder the supervision of a supervising
physi ci an.

Physi ci an assi stants nay be enpl oyed by the Departnent of

Corrections or the Departnent of Human Services (as successor
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to the Departnent of Mental Health and Devel oprent al
Disabilities) for service in facilities maintained by such
Departnments and affiliated training facilities 1in prograns
conducted under the authority of the Director of Corrections
or the Secretary of Human Services. Each physician assistant
enpl oyed by the Departnent of Corrections or the Departnent
of Human Services (as successor to the Departnent of Mental
Heal t h and Devel opnental Disabilities) shall be under the
supervision of a physician engaged in clinical practice and
direct patient care. Duties of each physician assistant
enpl oyed by such Departnents are |[imted to those wthin the
scope of practice of the supervising physician who is fully
responsi bl e for all physician assistant activities.

A physician assi stant may be enpl oyed by a practice group

or other entity enploying nultiple physicians at one or nore

| ocati ons. In that case, one of the physicians practicing at

a location shall be designated the supervising physician.

The ot her physicians with that practice group or other entity

who practice in the sane ogeneral type of practice or

specialty as the supervising physician nay supervise the

physi cian assistant with respect to their patients wthout

bei ng deened alternate supervising physicians for the purpose

of this Act.

Section 10. The Radiation Protection Act of 1990 is

anended by changing Sections 5 and 6 as foll ows:

Sec. 5. Limtations on application of radiation to human
bei ngs and requirenents for radiation installation operators
provi di ng manmogr aphy servi ces.

(a) No person shall intentionally adm nister radiation
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to a human bei ng unl ess such person is licensed to practice a
treatment of human ailments by virtue of the Illinois
Medi cal, Dental or Podiatric Medical Practice Acts, or, as

physician assistant, advanced practice nurse, technician,

nurse, or other assistant, is acting under the supervision,
prescription or direction of such Iicensed person. However,

no such physician assistant, advanced practice nur se,

technician, nurse, or other assistant acting under the
supervision of a person licensed under the Medical Practice
Act of 1987, shall admnister radiation to human beings
unl ess accredited by the Departnent of Nuclear Safety, except
that persons enrolled in a course of education approved by
t he Departnent of Nuclear Safety may apply ionizing radiation
to human beings as required by their course of study when
under the direct supervision of a person |licensed under the
Medi cal Practice Act of 1987. No person authorized by this
Section to apply ionizing radiation shall apply such
radi ati on except to those parts of the human body specified
in the Act wunder which such person or his supervisor is
licensed. No person may operate a radiation installation
where ionizing radiation is admnistered to human beings
unl ess all persons who adm nister ionizing radiation in that
radiation installation are |icensed, accredited, or exenpted
in accordance with this Section. Nothing in this Section
shall be deened to relieve a person fromconplying with the
provi sions of Section 10.

(b) In addition, no person shall provide mammography
services unless all of the follow ng requirenents are net:

(1) the nmammography procedures are perforned using
a radiation machine that is specifically designed for
manmogr aphy;
(2) the nmammography procedures are perforned using
a radiation machine that is used solely for performng

mamogr aphy procedur es;
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(3) the nmammography procedures are perforned using
equi pnent that has been subjected to a quality assurance
program that satisfies quality assurance requirenents
whi ch the Departnent shall establish by rule;

(4) beginning one year after the effective date of
this amendatory Act of 1991, if the manmography procedure
IS per f or med by a radi ol ogic technol ogist, that
technologist, in addition to being accredited by the
Department to performradi ography, has satisfied training
requirenents specific to manmogr aphy, whi ch t he
Department shall establish by rule.

(c) Every operator of a radiation installation at which
mamogr aphy services are provided shall ensure and have
confirmed by each mammography patient that the patient is
provided with a panphlet which is orally reviewed wth the
pati ent and which contains the foll ow ng:

(1) howto perform breast self-exam nation

(2) that early detection of Dbreast cancer is
maxi m zed through a conbined approach, wusing nonthly
breast self-exam nation, a thorough physical exam nation
performed by a physician, and mammography perfornmed at
recomended i ntervals;

(3) that mammography 1is the nost accurate nethod
for making an early detection of breast cancer, however
no di agnostic tool is 100% effective;

(4) that if +the patient is self-referred and does
not have a primary care physician, or if the patient 1is
unfamliar wth the breast exam nation procedures, that
the patient has received information regarding public
heal th services where she can obtain a breast exam nation
and instructions.

Sec. 6. Accreditation of admnistrators of radiation;
Limted scope accreditation; Rul es and regul ati ons;
Educat i on.

(a) The Departnent shall pronmulgate such rules and

regulations as are necessary to establish accreditation
standards and procedures, including a mninmm course of
educati on and continuing education requirenments in the
admnistration of radiation to human Dbeings, which are
appropriate to the classification of accreditation and which

are to be net by all physician assistants, advanced practice

nurses, nurses, technicians, or ot her assi stants who
adm ni ster radiation to human bei ngs under the supervision of
a person licensed wunder the Medical Practice Act of 1987.
Such rules and regul ations may provide for different classes
of accreditation based on evidence of national certification,
clinical experience or comunity hardship as conditions of
initial and continuing accreditation. The rul es and
regulations of the Departnent shall be consistent wth
national standards in regard to the protection of the health
and safety of the general public.

(b) The rules and regul ations shall also provide that
persons who have been accredited by the Departnent, in
accordance with the Radi ation Protection Act, w thout passing
an exam nation, wll remain accredited as provided in Section
43 of this Act and that those persons nmay be accredited,
W thout passing an examnation, to wuse other equipnent,
procedures, or supervision within the original category of
accreditation if the Departnent receives witten assurances
froma person |icensed under the Medical Practice Act of
1987, that the person accredited has the necessary skill and
qualifications for such additional equipnent procedures or
supervi si on. The Departnent shall, in accordance wth

subsection (c) of this Section, provide for the accreditation
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of nurses, technicians, or other assistants, unless exenpted
el sewhere in this Act, to perform a |imted scope of
di agnostic r adi ogr aphy pr ocedur es of the chest, the
extremties, skull and sinuses, or the spine, while under the
supervi sion of a person |licensed under the Medical Practice
Act of 1987.

(c) The rul es or regul ations pronulgated by the
Departnent pursuant to subsection (a) shal | establ i sh
standards and procedures for accrediting persons to performa
limted scope of diagnostic radi ography procedures. The rul es
or regulations shall require persons seeking limted scope
accreditation to register wth t he Depart ment as a
"student-in-training," and declare those procedures in which
t he st udent Wil | be receiving trai ni ng. The
student-in-training registration shall be valid for a period
of 16 nonths, during which the tinme the student may, under
the supervision of a person licensed under the Mdical
Practice Act of 1987, perform the diagnostic radiography
pr ocedur es listed on the student's registration. The
student-in-training registration shall be nonrenewabl e.

Upon expiration of the 16 nonth training period, the
st udent shall be prohibited from performng diagnostic
radi ogr aphy procedures unl ess accredited by the Departnent to
perform such procedures. In order to be accredited to
performa |limted scope of diagnostic radi ography procedures,
an individual nust pass an examnation offered by the
Depart nent . The exam nation shall be consistent wth
national standards in regard to protection of public health
and safety. The exam nation shall consist of a standardized
conmponent covering gener al principl es appl i cabl e to
di agnosti c radi ography procedures and a «clinical conponent
specific to the types of procedures for which accreditation
i s being sought. The Departnent nmay assess a reasonable fee

for such examnations to cover the costs incurred by the
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Departnent in conjunction with offering the exam nations.
(d) The Departnent shall by rule or regulation exenpt

from accreditation physician assistants, advanced practice

nurses, nurses, technicians, or ot her assi stants who
adm nister radiation to human bei ngs under supervision of a
person |licensed to practice under the Medical Practice Act of
1987 when the services are perforned on enployees of a
business at a nedical facility owned and operated by the
busi ness. Such exenption shall only apply to the equipnent,
procedures and supervision specific to the nedical facility

owned and operated by the business.
