If a reversionary pension is payable upon death of a
pensi oner, the determnation and paynent of any refund of
contributions payable under this Section shall be nade upon

death of the reversionary pensioner. At such tine a refund of
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contributions less (1) the anount contributed for annual
i ncreases in pension and (2) total pension paynments to the
t eacher-pensioner and survivor shall be paid in the manner
provided in this Section to the designated beneficiaries, or
estate of the deceased survivor

If a pension is payable to a surviving spouse and/ or
m nor children upon death of a pensioner, the determ nation
of any refund of contributions payable under this Section
shall be made upon death of the survivor and marriage or
attai nment of age 18 of mnor children. At that tinme a refund
of contributions for retirenent and survivors' and children's
pensions |less total pension paynents to teacher-pensioner,
survivor and mnor children shall be paid in the manner
provided in this Section to the designated beneficiaries, or
estate of the deceased survivor

If eligible beneficiaries for survivors' or children's
benefits existed at the tine of a pensioner's retirenment but
not on the date of his death thereafter, the excess of total
contributions for retirenment and survivors' and children's
pensi ons over pensions paid shall be determ ned upon death of
t he pensioner and paid in the manner provided in this Section
to the designated beneficiaries, or estate of the deceased
t eacher - pensi oner.

Reversionary or survivor's pension paynents accrued,
tenporarily wthheld, or represented by uncashed checks to
the date of death shall be paid to the reversionary
pensioner's or survivor's designated beneficiaries, or estate
in the manner provided in this Section.

On death of a retired teacher whose death occurs on or
after the effective date of this anendatory Act of 1991,
there shall be payable a |unp sumdeath benefit equal to 6
times the teacher's salary rate for his last nonth of service
or $10,000, whichever is |ess, upon death during the first

year on pension mnus 1/5 of the death benefit, as defined
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herein, for each year or fraction thereof on pension after
the first full year, to a m ninmm of $5, 000.

Not wi t hstandi ng Section 17-157, the changes nmade in this
Section and Section 17-123 by this anendatory Act of 1991
shall apply to teachers dying on or after the effective date
of this amendatory Act of 1991 wthout regard to whether
service termnated prior to that date.

Sec. 17-133. Contributions for periods of outside and
other service. Regularly certified and--appointed teachers
who desire to have the follow ng described services credited
for pension purposes shall submt to the Board evidence
t hereof and pay into the Fund the anobunts prescribed herein:

1. For teaching service by a certified teacher in
the public schools of the several states or in schools
operated by or under the auspices of the United States, a
teacher shall pay the contributions at the rates in force
(a) on the date of appointnent as a regularly certified
teacher after salary adjustnents are conpleted, or (b) at
the tinme of reappointnent after salary adjustnents are
conpl et ed, whichever is later, but not |ess than $450 per
year of service. Upon the Board' s approval of such
service and the paynent of the required contributions,
service credit of not nore than 10 years shall be
gr ant ed.

2. For service as a playground instructor in public
school pl aygrounds, teachers shall pay the contributions
prescri bed in this Article (a) at the tinme of
appointnent, as a reqgqularly certified teacher after
sal ary adjustnents are conpleted, or (b) on return to
service as a full tine regularly certified teacher, as

the case may be, provided such rates or anpunts shall not

3. For service prior to Septenber 1, 1955, in the
public schools of the Cty as a substitute, evening
school or tenporary teacher, or for service as an
Aneri cani zation teacher prior to Decenber 31, 1955,
teachers shall pay the contributions prescribed in this
Article (a) at the tine of appointnent, as a regularly
certified teacher after salary adjustnents are conpl et ed,
(b) on return to service as a full time regularly
certified teacher, as the case may be, provided such
rates or amounts shall not be |ess than $450 per Vyear;
and provided further that for teachers enployed on or
after Septenber 1, 1953, rates shall not i ncl ude
contributions for w dows' pensions if the service
described in this sub-paragraph 3 was rendered before
that date.

4. For service after June 30, 1982 as a nenber of
the Board of Education, if required to resign from an
adm nistrative or teaching position in order to qualify
as a nenber of the Board of Education.

5. For service during the 1986-87 school year as a
teacher on a special |eave of absence with full |oss of
sal ary, teaching for an agency wunder contract to the
Board of Education, if the teacher returned to enpl oynent
in Septenber, 1987. For service under this itemb5, the

teacher nust pay the contributions at the rates in force
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at the conpletion of the | eave peri od.

For service described in sub-paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of
this Section, interest shall be charged beginning one year
after the effective date of appointnent or reappointnent.

Effective Septenber 1, 1974, the interest rate to be
charged by t he Fund on contributions provi ded in
sub- paragraphs 1, 2, 3 and 4 shall be 5% per annum conpounded
annual | y.
