The Departnent may establish
eligibility standards for respite services taking into
consideration the wunique economc and social needs of the
popul ation for whomthey are to be provided. The population
identified for the purposes of this Act includes persons
suffering from Al zhei ner's di sease and who are 55 years of
age or older, or persons age 60 and older with an identified
service need. Priority nust shall be given in all <cases to
frail, abused or functionally disabled or cognitively
i npai red adul ts.
