AN ACT concerning physician assistants and advanced

practice nurses.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Radiation Protection Act of 1990 is

anended by changing Sections 5 and 6 as foll ows:

(420 ILCS 40/5) (fromCh. 111 1/2, par. 210-5)

(Section schedul ed to be repeal ed on January 1, 2011)

Sec. 5. Limtations on application of radiation to human
beings and requirenents for radiation installation operators
provi di ng manmogr aphy servi ces.

(a) No person shall intentionally admnister radiation
to a human bei ng unl ess such person is licensed to practice a
treatment of human ailnments by virtue of the |Illinois
Medical, Dental or Podiatric Medical Practice Acts, or, as

physi ci an assistant, advanced practice nurse, technician,

nurse, or other assistant, is acting under the supervision,
prescription or direction of such |licensed person. However,

no such physi cian assistant, advanced practice nurse,

technician, nurse, or other assistant acting under the
supervi sion of a person |licensed under the Medical Practice
Act of 1987, shall admnister radiation to hunman bei ngs
unl ess accredited by the Departnent of Nuclear Safety, except
that persons enrolled in a course of education approved by
t he Departnent of Nuclear Safety may apply ionizing radiation
to human beings as required by their course of study when
under the direct supervision of a person licensed under the
Medical Practice Act of 1987. No person authorized by this
Section to apply ionizing radiation shall apply such
radi ation except to those parts of the human body specified

in the Act under which such person or his supervisor s
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licensed. No person may operate a radiation installation
where ionizing radiation is admnistered to human beings
unl ess all persons who adm nister ionizing radiation in that
radiation installation are |licensed, accredited, or exenpted
in accordance wth this Section. Nothing in this Section
shall be deened to relieve a person fromconplying with the
provi sions of Section 10.

(b) In addition, no person shall provide mamography
services unless all of the follow ng requirenents are net:

(1) the mamography procedures are performed using
a radiation machine that s specifically designed for
manmogr aphy;

(2) the mamography procedures are performed using
a radiation machine that is used solely for performng
manmogr aphy procedur es;

(3) the mamography procedures are performed using
equi pnent that has been subjected to a quality assurance
programthat satisfies quality assurance requirenents
whi ch the Departnent shall establish by rule;

(4) beginning one year after the effective date of
this anendatory Act of 1991, if the mammography procedure
is perfornmed by a radi ol ogi c t echnol ogi st t hat
technologist, in addition to being accredited by the
Department to performradi ography, has satisfied training
requirenments specific to manmogr aphy, whi ch t he
Department shall establish by rule.

(c) Every operator of a radiation installation at which
mamrogr aphy services are provided shall ensure and have
confirmed by each mammography patient that the patient 1is
provided with a panphlet which is orally reviewed with the
pati ent and which contains the foll ow ng:

(1) howto perform breast self-exam nation

(2) that wearly detection of breast cancer IS

maxi m zed through a conbined approach, using nonthly
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breast self-exam nation, a thorough physical exam nation
performed by a physician, and mamography perforned at
recommended i nterval s;

(3) that mammography is the npbst accurate nethod
for making an early detection of breast cancer, however
no di agnostic tool is 100% effective;

(4) that if the patient is self-referred and does
not have a primary care physician, or if the patient is
unfam liar with the breast exam nation procedures, that
the patient has received information regarding public
heal th services where she can obtain a breast exam nation
and instructions.

Sec. 6. Accreditation of admnistrators of radiation;

Limted scope accreditation; Rul es and regul ati ons;
Educat i on.
(a) The Departnent shall pronmulgate such rules and

regulations as are necessary to establish accreditation
standards and procedures, including a mninm course of
education and continuing education requirenents in t he
admnistration of radiation to human beings, which are
appropriate to the classification of accreditati on and which

are to be net by all physician assistants, advanced practice

nurses, nur ses, t echni ci ans, or other assistants who
adm ni ster radiation to human bei ngs under the supervision of
a person licensed under the Medical Practice Act of 1987.
Such rules and regul ations nmay provide for different classes
of accreditation based on evidence of national certification,
clinical experience or conmmunity hardship as conditions of
initial and cont i nui ng accreditation. The rules and

regulations of the Departnent shall be consistent wth
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national standards in regard to the protection of the health
and safety of the general public.

(b) The rules and regulations shall also provide that
persons who have been accredited by the Departnent, in
accordance with the Radi ation Protection Act, w thout passing
an exam nation, wll remain accredited as provided in Section
43 of this Act and that those persons may be accredited,
W thout passing an examnation, to use other equipnent,
procedures, or supervision wthin the original category of
accreditation if the Departnent receives witten assurances
from a person |icensed under the Medical Practice Act of
1987, that the person accredited has the necessary skill and
qualifications for such additional equipnent procedures or
supervi si on. The Departnent shall, in accordance wth
subsection (c) of this Section, provide for the accreditation
of nurses, technicians, or other assistants, unless exenpted
el sewhere in this Act, to perform a |imted scope of
di agnostic radi ography procedures of t he chest, t he
extremties, skull and sinuses, or the spine, while under the
supervision of a person licensed under the Medical Practice
Act of 1987.

(c) The rules or regulations pr omul gat ed by t he
Depart nent pur suant to subsection (a) shall establish
standards and procedures for accrediting persons to performa
limted scope of diagnostic radi ography procedures. The rul es
or regulations shall require persons seeking limted scope
accreditation to regi ster W th the Departnent as a
"student-in-training," and declare those procedures in which
t he st udent Wil | be receiving trai ni ng. The
student-in-training registration shall be valid for a period
of 16 nonths, during which the tinme the student may, under
the supervision of a person |icensed under the Medical
Practice Act of 1987, perform the diagnostic radiography

procedures listed on the student's regi stration. The

student-in-training registration shall be nonrenewabl e.

Upon expiration of the 16 nonth training period, the
student shall be prohibited from performng di agnostic
radi ogr aphy procedures unl ess accredited by the Departnent to
perform such procedures. In order to be accredited to
performa |limted scope of diagnostic radi ography procedures,
an individual nust pass an examnation offered by the
Depart ment. The exam nation shall be consi st ent W th
national standards in regard to protection of public health
and safety. The exam nation shall consist of a standardized
conmponent covering gener al principl es appl i cabl e to
di agnostic radi ography procedures and a clinical conponent
specific to the types of procedures for which accreditation
is being sought. The Departnent may assess a reasonable fee
for such exam nations to cover the costs incurred by the
Department in conjunction with offering the exam nations.

(d) The Departnent shall by rule or regulation exenpt

fromaccreditati on physician assistants, advanced practice

nurses, nur ses, technicians, or other assistants who
adm ni ster radiation to human bei ngs under supervision of a
person |licensed to practice under the Medical Practice Act of
1987 when the services are performed on enployees of a
business at a nedical facility owned and operated by the
busi ness. Such exenption shall only apply to the equi pnment,
procedures and supervision specific to the nedical facility

owned and operated by the business.
