Sec. 5-6. Victins of donestic violence. A parent of a

child under 18 years of age is not crinmnally liable for the

death of that child caused by a spouse, ex-spouse, person who

is the other parent of the child or alleged to be the other

parent of the child, person who has or had a dating or

engagenent rel ationship, or paranpur of the parent who has

engaged in a known pattern of donmestic violence against the

parent or child if the parent did not directly cause or

participate in the act that resulted in the death of the

child. The parent is not crimnally responsible even if the

act or acts of donestic violence are not reported to the

State's Attorney or |ocal | aw enforcenent agency. In this

Section, "domestic violence" has the neaning ascribed to it

in Section 112A-3 of the Code of Crimnal Procedure of 1963.
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
