VWHEREAS, The I1linois Organ/ Tissue Donor Registry,
operated by the Secretary of State, is one of the nost
successful registries in the United States, and it nakes use
of the Illinois driver's license and identification card
database to identify individuals who are willing to be an

organ or tissue donor; and

VWHEREAS, First Person Consent provides an additional
met hod to docunent the wi shes of individuals to donate organs

or tissues, or both; therefore, be it

RESCOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE

(6) The Illinois State Medical Society,

(7) The Anmerican Red Cross,

(8 The Illinois Nurses Association,

(9) The Illinois Hospital Association, and
