RESOCLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATI VES OF THE
NI NETY- THI RD GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINO S, THE
SENATE CONCURRI NG HEREI N, that there shall be submtted to
the electors of the State for adoption or rejection at the
general election next occurring at least 6 nonths after the
adoption of this resolution a proposition to anend Section 3

of Article VIl of the Illinois Constitution as foll ows:

ARTI CLE VI |
LOCAL GOVERNMENT

(1LCON Art. VI, Sec. 3)
SECTI ON 3. COUNTY BOARDS

(a) A county board shall be elected in each county. The
nunmber of nenbers of the county board shall be fixed by

county-wi de referendum or ordinance in each county wthin

[imtations provided by |aw.

(b) The General Assenbly by |law shall provide nethods
available to all counties for the election of county board
menbers. No county, other than Cook County, may change its
met hod of electing board nenbers except as approved by
county-w de referendum

(c) Menbers of the Cook County Board shall be el ected
fromtwo districts, Chicago and that part of Cook County
out side Chicago, unless (1) a different nethod of election is
approved by a mgjority of votes cast in each of the two
districts in a county-w de referendumor (2) the Cook County
Board by ordinance divides the county into single nenber
districts fromwhich nenbers of the County Board resident in
each district are elected. If a different nethod of election
is adopted pursuant to option (1) the nethod of election may

thereafter be altered only pursuant to option (2) or by
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county-wi de referendum A different nethod of election nay be
adopt ed pursuant to option (2) only once and the nethod of
election may thereafter be altered only by county-w de
ref erendum
