17 Representatives in November of 1982; he has held the

18 positions of Assistant Majority Leader and Democratic Caucus

19 Chairman; during his tenure in the House, he served as

20 chairman of Elementary and Secondary Education committee and

21 as chairman of the Cities and Villages, Constitutional

22 Affairs, and Agricultural and Conservation committees; he

24 Energy, Insurance, Judiciary II, and Registration and
